Gets Grant 
Money 

Attorney General Janet Reno 
announced that 330 police and 
sheriffs departments nationwide, 
including 10 in Texas, will receive 
more than $93 million in grants. 

Bovina's police department was 
awarded $3000.00, which will be 
used for an improved computer 
system. 

Police Chief Leon Saddler filed 
the necessary paperwork last March 
to apply for grant money. Grants 
were approved last week. 

Chief Saddler says that now he 
has to file a budget outline to the 
Justice Department before the grant 
is actually paid. 

The computer system will 
allow Bovina Police to more 
efficiently handle paperwork such as 
offense reports, juvenile reports and 
other required police records. 

The new system will also be 
equipped with a scanner that will 
allow Bovina PD to store 
fingerprints and photos of suspects. 
The computer will accept both 
small and large floppy discs, as 
well as have CD-ROM capability.

rized by the Texas Constitution, to be 
used for agricultural and rural economic 
development programs.
