The Kinney County Com­
missioners Ck)urt met at 5:30 p.m., 
Thursday, September 2, 1993, with 
Judge Tim Ward and Com­
missioners Freddie French, Plmiker 
Sheedy, and Cordelia Mendeke 
present.

The meeting was called to discuss 
as a public hearing on potential use 
of grant funds to be received from 
the Texas Department of Housing 
and Community Affciirs in the 
amount of $104,000.

Replacement o f the Pinto Creek 
Bridge took first priority at an 
estimated cost of $71,000 including 
administrative costs, and bringing 
the county owned buildings into 
compliance with Handicapping 
Assessibility standards will use the 
estimated balance of $33,000.00.

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Sheriff's Corner

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Is the Justice System of the 
Unites State of America being held 
hostage by the demands for 
“ Justice”  by radical racists and 
special interest groups?

It would seem so due to ± e  recent 
disturbing trend o f court cases that 
seem to be tried in the streets and by 
the liberal national press media. 
Several cases have gained world­
wide attention by the tireless efforts 
of the national media to keep all the 
“ facts” , and, in most cases, 
“ rumors”  related to certain cases in 
the public arena for weeks before, 
during, and after the trials o f the ac­
cused. The press covers staged 
“ demonstrations”  of those who 
threaten riots, arson, murder, and 
general mayhem if the case is not 
decided as THEY wish it to be. 
Prosecutors, judges, and jurors 
come imder tremendous pressure 
to “ convict”  those charged regar­
dless of the evidence for or against 
the accused that may come out in 
the trials.

“ Justice”  is defined in the dic­
tionary as; (1) “ the administration of 
what is just (as by assigning merited 
rewards or punishments), (2) the 
administration of law, (3) Fairness; 
also; righteousness.”

What is just about the manner in 
which the trials o f the law enfor­
cement officers charged with 
beating Rodney King were handled? 
The officers were charged and tried 
in State court and were aquitted of
the charges against them. They 
were then charged by “ Big 
Brother”  and again tried for the 
same “ crime”  under a different title, 
“ civil rights violations.”  This time 
they were convicted and sentenced. 
Not enough radical racist and 
federal prosecutors, “ let’s try them 
again and get stiffer sentences.”  
Whatever happened to the guaran­
tees under the Constitution against 
“ double jeopardy?”  Justice? For 
Whom?

And how can ANYONE receive a 
FAIR trial when the national press 
makes hereoes out o f those who 
threaten the courts, the people, and 
the nation with civil arid criminal 
disobedience, riots, arson, murder, 
and mayhem? Justice? For Who?

Where is the “ justice”  when con- 
. victed rapist an murderers of 
children get less (little or none) press 
coverage of their cases than do 
police officers who have to use force 
to subdue a known criminal and user 
of narcotics who had led the officers 
on a high speed chase through 
residential areas at speeds ex­
ceeding 100 miles per hour and then 
resisted arrest by attacking the of­
ficers and refusing to submit to 
arrest? Where is the “ justice”  
when those convicted murderers 
and rapist o f small children receive 
short prison terms and then only 
serve a token portion o f that senten­
ce, released and then often rape and 
murder again? Justice? For Who?

Where is the “ justice”  when 
young thugs and gang members 
brutally attack a teenage birthday 
party and shot several youngsters, 
brutally murdering a young girl and 
then one o f the thugs receives a 10 
year PROBATED sentence and the 
other a token prison term of a few 
years, one that he will most likely 
only serve a small portion of 
anyway? Justice? For Who?

And what about the 
“ downgrading”  o f criminal offenses 
that has been passed by our Texas 
lawmakers that wiU not only 
PREVENT many convicted 
criminals fi-om going to prison, but 
will also create the need for millions 
o f our tax dollars to be spent on 
building “ minimum security “ state 
jails”  in which to hold the little 
darlings who have been convicted of 
committing crimes against society, 
including the theft of our cars and 
property, robbery, etc. If punish­
ment for one’s crimes against

society is truly a deterrent to crime, 
how can it be so when there is vir­
tually little or no punishment handed 
down to those who commit those 
crimes, well, at least NOT to those 
who ARE NOT white police of­
ficers? Justice? For Who?

It is widely known within the law 
enforcement community and by 
others that JUSTICE is often 
bought and paid for by ± ose  with 
the station in life and the 
wherewithal to “ buy”  their 
“ justice” . It is also now know that 
“ justice”  is often obtained by 
threats of violence unless the 
demands o f radicals are met by the 
courts. Confused about justice by 
now? I certainly am! And, I am more 
than a little concerned about where 
America is going with her Justice 
System!

After World War I there swept 
this country a wave of smug com­
placency which led to vast disar­
mament. President Roosevelt even 
sent Charles Lindberg to Europe to 
survey the military.

Lindberg came back with reports 
of a big military build-up in Ger­
many. He told of the building of the 
Luftwaft, a great air behemath. This 
report was not in keeping with the 
desires of the president and his 
cronies so it was pigeon-holed and 
Lindberg discredited and isolated.

Disarmament accelerated. Japan 
was buying scrap metal from the 
U.S. by the fleet load.

Walter Judd, a missionary to the 
Orient, came to the U.S. to try to 
build sentiment against selling scrap 
to Japan lest they shoot it back at us. 
He even ran for Congress and was 
elected on this platform.

On a 
global basis it is not at all practical to 
think we can destroy any and all at­
tacks in a matter of a few days. 
From all reports it seems we are 
being led down a road frought with 
peril.

W e can’t even subdue a war lord 
in Bosnia. Going into the morass in 
Bosnia was a mistake of major 
proportion. If emotions can lead ffiis 
nation into every brush fire like

Somalia and Bosnia we can spread 
our military so thin we will be sitting 
ducks sho^d some nations such as 
North Korea and Lybia form a 
military alliance and brashly attack 
the world.

There is not the slightest doubt of 
the outcome should any nation, or 
nations, attack the U .S. The only 
question is the cost o f lives and 
material. This is no time for an anti­
military stance in Washington.

FORT CLARK 
NO RULES

When Fort Clark was a guest ran­
ch, there were no rules and no 
worries in the pre-litigious society of 
the 50s and early 60s.

In those carefree summer days, 
we woke early for breakfast rides at 
6:00 a.m. As the horses arrived at 
the Old Las Moras Creek bridge 
behind the current golf course, the 
Headquarters cook was already 
there with eggs, bacon, pancakes 
and juice. By 10:00, it was down to 

' the pool for swimming and a sham­
poo in the spring - standing on the 

, landing overlooking the spillway. As 
the soap spilled over and down the 
spillway, we got a great idea. i 
Risking life and limb, scrapes, and 
water moccasin bites, we’d ridet 
down the spillway in iimertubes.

The noon whistle from Bracket- 
tville called us up to the house for 
lunch (the one check-in p>oint for 
parents and children). After a two- 
hour nap to protect us from the 
dreaded polio and afternoon heat, it 
was back to the pool.

After supper the opportunities 
abounded. Depending on age, there 
were varying initiations for visiting, 
unsuspecting “ city-ites.”  Leaving 
someone alone at the Seminole 
Cemetery for an hour, the inevitable 
journey to the attic of the old Com­
missary across from the stables (of 
course someone was planted to 
scare them) or just smoking cigaret­
tes in the stable.

Parents joined in with ghost talés. 
Our mother even threw a sheet over 
herself and rode a Shetland pony 
down the back road of the main 
houses sending children screaming 
home and parents investigating. Of 
course, the most frightened were at 
the front door the next afternoon 
asking what time the stories would 
begin.

Now 1993, twenty years later 
nobody remembers who we used to 
be. But we’re having a great time. 
W e came back to rent a house and 
let our children see our wonderful 
Fort Clark.

As with all memories, some 
things seem smaller, the hill to the 
pool doesn’t seem quite so steep, but 
the water in the pool is every bit as 
cold, if not colder.

Its been great to find some of the 
familiar faces and share happy 
memories. But most of all, it feels 
good to see all the beautiful 
buildings and know they are being 
taken care of, the front porch swing, 
sidewalks, palm trees, hot dry air, 
creek bottom, cool dry late evening 
breeze, security. These things none 
can take from us. These things you 
hope you can give to your children, a 
time that cannot be recreated but 
can be remembered in the best 
possible way. A  time that was worth 
attempting to share just a little part 
of with the ones we love the most 
now.

THINGS THAT GO BUMP AND HISS IN THE NIGHT

One time my folks and I got in late 
from town and my dad told me to get 
the chores done and then check out 
the old tool shed and see if any of the 
chickens had been laying eggs in it. 
I finished up ± e  chores by lantern 
light and headed to the tool shed.

Now, we hadn’t used this old 
building in several years, and ± e  
door wouldn’t quite shut because it 
was blocked with blow sand.

One nigii. da u t  w ere eating sup­
per, the bam light came on. Dad just 
stayed calm and kept eating. He 
finished before I did, and as he put 
his plate in the sink, he told me to go 
down to ± e  bam when I had 
finished supper and turn that light 
out. He said he was going over to 
visit Old Man Grimes and it would 
probably be late when he got back.

Now, he had told me to do quite a 
few  things in my young life, and this 
was probably the easiest chore he 
had ever thought of. Since I knew 
what the problem was anyway, I 
said, “ Yes Sir,’ ’ and reached for 
anottier helping of beans and cor- 
nbread. I heard him drive off towar­
ds the Grimes place, and I just took 
my time getting done with my meal.

By the time I got started down to 
the bam, it was dark and the clouds 
had pert’ near blocked out the moon. 
There was a kinda spooky wind 
blowing, and I got to thinking o f that 
goofy buUsnake. By the time I 
reached the bam, I had become 
plumb spooked, and I figured I 
would just reach in the door and turn 
the light o ff and haul my Uttle ner­
vous butt back to the house.

BrackettvUle - Fort Clark’s 
Contributíon In The 

Spanish-American W ar
On April 22, 1989, when John L. 

Bullis’ swords were on display at the 
Old Guardhouse Museum, Fort 
Clark Springs, Mrs. J. Lee Ballan- 
tyne, an aficionado of the swords, 
came accompanied by several mem­
bers of the Fritter family to view the 
swords.

During a conversation with the 
museum curator, it was revealed 
that Stafford Fritter had a trunk 
which belonged to his father, James 
Edward Fritter, which of all things 
possessed his Spanish-American 
Army imiform and other artifacts of 
his service during this historical 
period. Due to the interest it created 
Stafford donated the uniform and 
unidentified medal which is most 
probably the marksmanship medal 
of that period.

Since a Soldier’s Memorial Cer- 
tfficate was also in this trunk of 
valuable artifacts, a copy of it was 
made and also donated to the Old 
Guardhouse Museum by Mr. Frit­
ter. This Memorial Certificate lists 
all the personnel in Company L, 
23rd U.S. Army Infantry Regim ent.' 
Of primary interest in the list is the 
most prominent names of the older 
Brackettville families: James Ed­
ward Fritter, Walter S. Ballantyne, 
and Arthur J. Veltmann. Of the 118 
names on the list, there may well be 
others from Brackettville and 
surrounding territory as Company L 
of the 23rd Infantry was recruited to 
bring the regiment to a wartime 
strength while the 23rd Infantry was 
garrisoned at Fort Clark.

On Jime 21,1894, the 34rd Infan­
try Regiment arrived at Fort Clark 
primarily from Fort Sam Houston 
(San Antonio). Arriving at Fort 
Clark were the: Field, Staff, Band, 
and Companies C, E, G, H, I, K. 
Companies B and D arrived from 
Fort Bliss (El Paso). Colonel J.J. 
Coppinger conunanded the regiment 
and as senior ranking officer, 
automatically commanded the post 
of Fort Clark.

April 1895, Colonel Coppinger 

was promoted to the rank of 
Brigadier General and transferred to 
another command. Replacing him as 
Commanding Officer of the 
Regiment and Post was (Lionel 
Samuel Ovenshine, who remained 
the commanding officer of Fort 
Clark until May 16,1898, when the 
23rd Infantry Regiment departed 
Fort Clark for New Orleans and 
wartime duty overseas in the Philip­
pines.

Prior to the departure of the 
regiment, the 23rd Infantry was 
recruited to wartime compliment by 
the addition of two more companies 
and Colonel Ovenshine was given a 
wartime promotion to Brigadier 
General, United States Volunteers.

Evidently, with the impending 
departure of the 23rd infemtry 
Regiment, there must also have 
been a severe shortage of officers, 
as Chaplain J.A. Potter was the 
senior officer and became the com­
manding officer o f post. Something 
that seldom was repeated in the 
history of the army. The population 
of Fort Clark as a garrison dropped 
from 490 to 134 or less.

June 10, 1898, the 3rd Texas 
Volunteer Inf2mtry reported to Fort 
Clark and the 3rd’s commanding of­
ficer, Colonel Rawleigh P. Smyth, 
relieved Chaplain Potter as the 
commanding officer of Fort Clark. 
The 3rd Texas Volunteer Infantry 
remained at Fort Clark until 22 
February 1899 when they were 
mustered out of Federal Service and 
replaced by the 10th Cavalry 
Regiment.

The 10th Cavalry Regiment had 
just returned from Cuba where they 
had fought the Spanish-American 
War and rescued Lt. Col. Theodore 
Roosevelt (Col. Leonard W ood) and 
Rough Riders from the Spanish In­
surgents.

Laredo Highway 
District Realized

On September 1, 1993 Laredo 
was formally designated as the 
Texas Department of Transpor­
tation’s newest district.

The Laredo District, under the 
leadership o f Luis A . Ramirez, 
District Engineer, will encompass 
± e  counties o f W ebb, Dimmit, 
Duval, Kinney, LaSalle, Maverick, 
Val Verde and Zavala.

It covers 15,193 square miles, 
making it the sixth largest district in 
the State from a geographical stand­
point. The District stretches 342 
miles from the Duval County line to 
the Val Verde County line. It is also 
the only District in the State that 
borders three Mexican states; 
Tamaulipas, Nueyo Leo|]i . ^ d  
Coahuila. ^

The 4,733 lane miles of roadways 
within tiie District will serve the 
nearly 300,000 inhabitants in the 
eight county District through the of­
fices o f three area engineers, eight 
maintenance offices and one main­
tenance sub-section. The three area 
engineer offices are located in 
Laredo, Carrizo Springs, and Del 
Rio. The Laredo Area Engineer will 
oversee TxDOT operations in W ebb 
County, Duval and LaSalle Coun­
ties. The Carrizo Springs Area 
Engineer will oversee TxDOT 
operations in Dimmit, Zavala and 
Maverick Coimties, and the Del Rio 
Area Engineer will oversee TxDOT 
operations in Kinney and Val Verde 
Counties.

“ The establishment o f the Laredo 
District is a monumental occasion, 
being that a District office has not 
been created within TxDOT in over 
sixty years,”  Ramirez said.

Approximately 46-52 job vacan­
cies for the District office should be 
posted between January and August 
of 1994, which will represent the en­
tire staffing strength of the District 
O ffice. These approximately 46-52 
positions at the District office, added 
to the durent employees in the eight 
coimty district, will total ap­
proximately 222 employees district 
wide.

Ramirez, a Laredo native, began 
work for the Department following 
graduation in 1977 from Texas A&I 
University in Kingsville with a 
Degree in Civil Engineering. His 
early sixteen years of departmental 
service began in George W est where 
he started as an Engineering 
Assistant, then transferred to the 
Karnes City office for a two year 
stint and then moved to the Ahce 
Residency office in 1982 where he 
served as Assistant to the Resident 
Engineer. In April 1986, Ramirez 
transferred to the Corpus Christi 
District office and assumed duties as 
Assistant District Maintenance 
Engineer. In 1990 he was promoted 
to District Administrative Engineer 
where his responsibilties included 
overseeing personnel, right-of-way, 
safety and automation.

In December 1991, Ramirez tran­
sferred to Laredo to perform in the 
capacity of Associate District 
Engineer in Laredo which included 
the development of an action p l^  
for the creation of the Department s 
new district office.

On September 1, 1993, he b e g ^  
his current assignment as District 
Engineer for the newly created 
Laredo District. “ In this capacity, I 
will continue to serve the expandí^ 
transportation demands along the 
Texas-M exican border,”  said 
Ramirez.

Top officials of three major Texas 
universities have set out to disman­
tle weapons of war and turn their 
components into benefits to 
mankind.

The site of their project is a plant 
miles northeast of Amarillo. 

Known as Pantex, it has been 
the only place in the United States 
where nuclear weapons have been 
both assembled and disassembled.

It was at the Pantex plant that 
plutonium was added to nuclear 
warheads. This element, chemically 
related to uranium, is the force used 
to trigger atomic instruments of 
destruction.

With the end of the Soviet Union, 
America is down-sizing its éirsenal. 
This requires destroying the
weapons and recovering the
plutonium. The Department of 
Energy has authorized the project, 
which can take as long as three 
years.

Meanwhile, a consortium of un­
iversity scientists believe that 
plutonium has uses far more 
beneficial to mankind than destruc­
tion. They want to establish a 
research facility at Pantex.

Dr. Dale Klein, associate dean for 
research at the University of Texas 
at Austin College of Engineering, is 
among those spearheading the 
project.

He argues that plutonium is a 
much maligned element that has 
great potential as a fuel for com­
mercial reactors. He believes that 
additional research could turn up 
other constructive uses for the 
material that is being removed from 
the weapons.

Klein is not alone. Jommg turn m 
the effort are Dr. Lee Peddicord, in­
terim vice chancellor for 
engineering at Texas A&M Univer­
sity, and Dr. John Borrelli, associate 
dean for academic affairs at Texas 
Tech University.

The three will head a task force to 
examine how the universities can 
work with the Department of 
Energy during the disassembly of 
the nuclear weapons. Other task 
force members will be selected from 
each institution.

“ W e have a unique opportunity to 
dismantle weapons o f destruction 
and turn them into benefits for 
mankind,”  Dr. Klein told 150 
Panhandle business and professional 
leaders.

Destruction o f the warheads 
means that up to 20,000 plutonium 
cores from the weapons will be 
stored at Pantex for up to 10 years. 
This caused some environmental 
concerns early on, but these have 
been allayed by the Los Alamos 
National Laboratory in New 
M exico.

If the proposed research consor­
tium becom es a reality, it could 
mean up to 1,000 new jobs for this 
area o f the Panhandle.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON 'IBE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 9 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the Texas Legislature to provide 
for the issuance o f bonds for the state fi­
nancing of start-up costs for historically 
underutilized businesses. The amend­
ment provides that the legislature by law 
may establish a Texas historically under­
utilized business capital growth and 
start-up fund. The money in the fund may 
be used without further appropriation 
and only for a program established by the 
legislature to aid in the start-up costs o f a 
historically underutilized business, as de­
fined by the legislature. To carry out the 
program, the legislature may issue up to 
$50 million o f general obligation bonds to 
provide funding. The legislature may re­
quire review and approval o f the issuance 
o f bonds, the use of the bond proceeds, or 
o f the rules adopted by an agency to 
govern use o f the bond proceeds. Bonds 

 ̂authorized byJ^^^endijimm^cDnstitute 
a general obUgatioh o f th e jp & .

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

"The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing the legislature to provide for ' 
the issuance of $50 million o f general 
obligation bonds for the recovery and 
further development of the state’s 
economy and for increasing job  oppor­
tunities and other benefits for Texas 
residents through state financing of 
the start-up costs of historically un­
derutilized businesses.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 86 proposes a 
constitutional amendment authorizing 
the legislature, by general law, to exempt 
from ad valorem taxation all or part of 
real and personal property used, con­
structed, acquired, or installed wholly or 
nar'ly to meet or exceed rules or regula­
tions adopted by any environmental pro­
tection agency of the United States, 
Texas, or a political subdivision of this 
state for the prevention, monitoring, con­
trol, or reduction of air, water, or land 
pollution. The amendment applies to real 
and personal property used as a facility, 
device, or method for the control o f air, 
water, or land pollution that would other­
wise be taxable for the first time on or 
after January 1, 1994. The amendment 
does not authorize the exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of real or personal prop­
erty that was subject to a tax abatement 
agreement executed before January 1, 
1994.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot' as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
promote the reduction of pollution and 
to encourage the preservation o f jobs 
by authorizing the exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of real and personal 
property used for the control o f air, 
water, or land pollution.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 3 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to clear land 
titles in which the State of Texas relin­
quishes and releases any claim o f sover­
eign ownership or title to an undivided 
one-third interest in and to the lands and 
minerals within the Shelby, Frazier, and 
McCormick League (now located in Fort 
Bend and Austin counties) arising out of 
the interest in that league originally 
granted under the Mexican Colonization 
Law of 1823 to John McCormick on or 
about July 24, 1824, and subsequently 
voided by the governing body o f Austin’s 
Original Colony on or about December 
15, 1830. Title to such interest in the 
lands and minerals is confirmed to the 
owners o f the remaining interests in such 
lands and minerals.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
viding for the clearing o f land titles by 
the release o f a state claim in a frac­
tional interest, arising out of the void­
ing of an interest under a Mexican 
land grant, to the owners o f certain 
property in Fort Bend and Austin 
counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 49 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
prohibit a state personal income tax with­
out voter approval and would dedicate 
the proceeds o f any income tax, if en­
acted, to property tax relief and educa­
tion. The amendment provides that a 
general law enacted by the legislature 
that imposes a tax on the net incomes of 
natural persons, including a person’s 
share of partnership and unincorporated 
association income, must provide that the 
portion of the law imposing the tax not 
take effect imtil approved by a majority 
o f the registered voters voting in a state­
wide referendum held on the question of 
imposing the tax. The referendum must 
specify the rate o f the tax that will apply 
to taxable income.

The amendment also provides that a 
general law enacted by the legislature 
that increases the rate o f the tax, or 
changes the tax in a manner that results 
in an increase in the combined income tax 
liability of all persons subject to the tax, 
may not take effect until approved by a 
majority of the registered voters voting 
in a statewide referendum held on the 
question o f increasing the income tax. 
The referendum must specify the manner 
in which the proposed law would increase 
the combined tax liability of all persons 
subject to the tax. The legislature may 
repeal, or amend without increasing, a 
tax approved by the voters without sub­
mitting the amendment or the repeal to 
the voters. If the legislature repeals a tax 
approved by the voters, the legislature 
may only reenact the tax without voter 
approval if the effective date of the re­
enactment of the tax is within one year of 
the effective date of the repeal o f the ta.x.

The amendment also provides that, in 
the first year in which an income tax is 
imposed, and during the first year of any 
increase in the tax, not less than two- 
thirds of all net revenues from the tax 
shall be used to reduce the rate of ad val­
orem maintenance and operation taxes 
levied for the support o f primary and sec­
ondary education. In subsequent years, 
not less than two-thirds of all net reve­
nues o f the tax shall be used to continue 
such ad valorem tax relief. The net reve­
nues of the tax remaining after the dedi­
cation of money for reduction of ad val­
orem maintenance and operation taxes 
shall be used for support of education. 
The maximum rate at which a school dis­
trict may impose ad valorem maintenance 
and operation taxes is reduced by an 
amount equal to one cent per $100 valua­
tion for each one cent per $100 valuation 
that the school district’s ad valorem main­
tenance and operation tax is reduced by 
the minimum amount of money dedicated 
under the amendment, provided that a 
school district may subsequently increase 
the maximum ad valorem maintenance 
and operation tax rate if the increased 
maximum rate is approved by a majority 
of the voters of the school district voting 
at an election called and held for that pur­
pose. The portions of the amendment re­
lating to dedicating tax revenues to re­
duce the rate of ad valorem maintenance 
and operation taxes apply on or after the 
first January 1 after the date on which an 
income tax takes effect, except that if the 
income tax begins to apply on a January 
1, the amendment applies to ad valorem 
maintenance and operation taxes levied 
on or after that date.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
hibiting a personal income tax without 
voter approval and, if an income tax is 
enacted, dedicating the revenue to 
education and limiting the rate of local 
school taxes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 18 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the legislatiue to prescribe the 
qualifications of sheriffs. Currently, the 
constitution authorizes the legislature to 
prescribe the duties, perquisites, and 
fees o f office, but not the qualifications for 
the office of sheriff.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to al­
low the legislatiu-e to prescribe the 
qualifications of sheriffs.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 21 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
abolish the office of county surveyor in 
Jackson County. The amendment also 
provides for the powers, duties, and func­
tions of the county surveyor to be trans­
ferred to the county officer designated by 
the commissioners court.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment abol­
ishing the office of county surveyor in 
Jackson County.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 57 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that repeals 
article XII, section 6, o f the Texas Con­
stitution, which currently provides that 
no corporation shall issue stock or bonds 
except for money paid, labor done, or 
property actually received, and that all 
fictitious increase of stock or indebted­
ness shall be void.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment re­
pealing certain restrictions on the 
ability of corporations to raise capital. ”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT

House ̂ oipt Reg^lution 22 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that vvbuld 
authorize the commissioners court of 
McLennan County to call an election to 
abolish the office o f county surveyor. The 
office of county surveyor will be abolished 
if a majority of the qualified voters of 
McLennan County voting on the question 
favor the abolition. If the office of county 
su^eyor is abolished, the amendment re­
quires the maps, field notes, and other 
records in the custody of the county sur­
veyor to be transferred to the county 
clerk of McLennan County. After aboli­
tion, the amendment also grants the com­
missioners court of McLennan County 
the authority to employ or contract with a 
qualified person to perform any of the 
functions that would have been per­
formed by the county surveyor if the 
office had not been abolished.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
abolish the office o f county surveyor ■ 
McLennan Coi-nty.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 19 proposes an 
amendment to article VIII, section 13 of 
the Texas Constitution that would modify 
the provisions for the redemption of real 
property sold at a tax sale. The amend­
ment deletes current language in article 
VIII, section 13 that allows the legis­
lature to provide for the sale of property 
without trial to pay for delinquent taxes. 
It also states that the deed to the new 
owner vests a good and perfect title sub­
ject only to redemption as set out in this 
amendment or impeachment for fraud. 
Language is added limiting application of 
the current two-year redemption period 
to former owners of residence home­
steads and land designated for agricul­
tural use sold for unpaid taxes. When 
property is sold as the result o f a suit to 
enforce collection of unpaio taxes, the 
amendment would allow the legislature to 
limit redemption to property used as a 
residence homestead or designated for 
agricultural use at the time the suit was 
filed. The amendment creates a second 
type of redemption for former owners of 
real property when property is neither a 
residence homestead, nor designated for 
agricultural use. These owners would 
have a six-month period in which to 
redeem their property by paying the 
amount of money paid for the property, 
including the Tax Deed Recording Fee, 
all taxes, penalties, interest, and costs 
paid plus an amount not exceeding 25 
percent of the aggregate total. The 
amendment applies to redemption of 
properties sold at a tax sale for which the 
purchaser’s deed is filed on or after Janu­
ary 1,1994. For redemption of properties 
sold at a tax sale for which the pur­
chaser’s deed was filed before January 1, 
1994, the former law is applicable and re­
mains in effect.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
modify the provisions for the redemp­
tion of real property sold at a tax 
sale.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON ITIE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 34 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that adds a

new section 49-b-2 to article III o f the 
Texas Constitution. This new section pro­
vides that, in addition to the general obli­
gation bonds authorized to be issued and 
sold by the Veterans’ Land Board (the 
“Board” ) by sections 49-b ($950 million) 
and 49-b-l ($1.3 billion) o f article III, the 
board may provide for, issue, and lell 
general obligation bonds of the state in an 
amount not to exceed $750 million to pro­
vide financing to Texas veterans. $250 
million of the bonds authorized by this 
new section shall be used to augment the 
Veterans’ Land Fund (the “Land Fund” ). 
The Land Fund shall be used by the 
Board to purchase lands situated in Texas 
owned by the United States government, 
an agency o f the United States govern­
ment, the State of Texas, a political sub­
division or agency of the State of Texas, 
or a person, firm, or corporation. The 
lands shall be sold to veterans in quan­
tities, on terms, at prices, and at fixed, 
variable, floating, or other rates of inter­
est determined by the Board. Lands in 
the Land Fund that are offered for sale to 
veterans and that are not sold may be 
sold or resold to the purchasers in quan­
tities, terms, prices, and rates of interest 
determined by the Board.

New section 49-b-2 creates the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund II (the 
“Housing Fund II”), and $5(X) million of 
the general obligation bonds authorized 
by the section shall be used for the Hous­
ing Fund II. The Housing Fund II is a 
separate and distinct fund from the V; .- 
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund (the 
“Housing Fund” ) established under sep- 
tion 49-b-l o f article III. Money iii 
Housing Fund II shall be administered 
by the Board and shall be used to make 
home mortgage loans to veterans for 
housing within this state in quantities, on 
terms, and at fixed, variable, floating, or 
other rates of interest determined by the 
Board. The principal of, and interest on, 
the general obligation bonds authorized 
by this section for the benefit o f the 
Housing Fund II shall be paid out o f the 
money of the Housing Fund II. The prin­
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli­
gation bonds authorized by section 49-b-l 
o f article III for the benefit o f the Hous­
ing Fund shall be paid out o f money in the 
Housing Fund. If there is not enough 
money in the Land Fund, the Housing 
Fund, or the Housing Fund II, as the 
case may be, available to pay the prin­
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli­
gation bonds authorized by this section or 
by sections 49-b or 49-b-l o f article III, 
there is appropriated out of the first 
money cornin'’  i’'*'> the treasury in each 
fiscal year a.i a i-.an t that is sufficient to 
pay the principal of, and interest on, the 
general obligation bonds that mature or ' 
become due during that fiscal year.

If the Board determines that assets 
from the Land Fund, the Housing Fund, 
or the Housing Fund II are not required 
for purposes of the fund, the Br^: J may 
transfer the assets to anothc • those 
funds or use the assets to secure revenue 
bonds issued by the Board. The revenue 
bonds shall be spècial obligations of the 
Board and payable only from and secured 
by receipts of the funds, assets trans­
ferred from the funds, and other reve­
nues as determined by the Board and 
shall not constitute indebtedness of the 
State of Texas or the Board. The Board 
may issue revenue bonds from time to 
time, which bonds may not exceed an ag­
gregate principal amount that the Board 
determines can be fully retired from the 
receipts of the funds. 'The revenue bonds 
shall be sold in forms, denominations, and 
in installments, and bear a rate or rates 
of interest as the Board determines.

The general obligation bonds autho­
rized to be issued by the Board by this 
section or be sections 49-b and 49-b-l of 
article III shall be issued and sold in 
forms and denominations, on terms, at 
times, in the manner, at places, in install­
ments, and shall bear a rate or rates 
o f interest the Board determines. The 
bonds shall be incontestable after execu­
tion by the Board, approval by the At­
torney General o f Texas, and delivery to 
the purchaser.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing issuance of $750 million in 
general obligation bonds to augment 
the Veterans’ Land Fund and the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund and 
to fund the Veterans’ Housing Assis­
tance Fund II.” ^

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 31 proposes a 
constitutional amendment relating to the 
duties of trustees of local retirement sys­
tems which provide retirement and re­
lated disability and death benefits for 
public officers and employees and that do 
not belong to a statewide retirement sys­
tem. The amendment provides that the

board of trustees o f such a system shall 
(1) administer the system of benefits; (2) 
hold the assets of the system for the ex­
clusive purposes of providing benefits to 
participants and their beneficiaries and 
defraying reasonable expenses of admin­
istering the system; and (3) select legal 
counsel and an actuary and adopt sound 
actuarial assumptions to be used by the 
system.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
viding that the trustees of a local pub­
lic pension system must administer 
the system for the benefit o f the sys­
tem’s participants and beneficiaries.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 23 proposes a 
constitutional amendment providing that 
any person accused of a violent or sexual 
offense committed while under the super­
vision of a criminal justice agency o f this 
state or a political subdivision of this 
state for a prior felony may, after a hear­
ing and evidence substantially showing 
the guilt o f the accused, be denied bail 
pending trial. If the accused is not, how­
ever, accorded a trial within 60 days from 
the time of his incarceration upon'the ac­
cusation or indictment, the order denying 
bail shall be set aside unless a conti­
nuance is obtained upon the request of 
the accused. In the amendment, the term 
,“violeBt.nffen8e” means murder,. 
vated^assault (if a deadly weapon was 
used or exhibited during the commission 
o f the assault), aggravated kidnapping, 
or aggravated robbery. The term “sexual 
offense” means aggravated sexual as­
sault, sexual assault, or indecency with a 
child.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment per­
mitting the denial o f bail to certain 
persons charged with certain violent 
or sexual offenses committed while 
under the supervision of a criminal 
justice agency of the state or a politi­
cal subdivision of the state.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 13 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that amends 
article VII, section 17(a), c. ' 'r.
Constitution to provide that, of the $iu0 
million currently appropriated by that 
section for the use of public institutions of 
higher education during each fiscal year, 
those institutions may also utilize this 
money to pay for acquiring, constructing, 
or equipping or for major repair or re­
habilitation of buildings, facilities, other 
permanent improvements, or capital 
equipment used jointly for educational 
and general activities and for auxiliary 
enterprises d the extent of their use for 
educational md general activities. For 
the five-yea • period beginning on Sep­
tember 1, 2( 00, and for each five-year pe­
riod thereafter, the legislature, during a 
regular session that is nearest, but pre­
ceding, a five-year period may, by a two- 
thirds vote of the membership of each 
house, increase the amount of the $100 
million constitutional appropriation for 
the five-year period. The amendment also 
reflects name changes that have been 
made to some of the institutions of higher 
education for which such funding is avail­
able. The amendment adds the Texas 
State Technical College System to those 
institutions eligible to receive such fund­
ing, but limits its allocation of the annual 
appropriation to 2.2 percent of the total 
appropriation each fiscal year. The 
amendment also provides that each gov­
erning board authori^d to participate in 
the distribution of money under article 
III, section 17, may also issue bonds and 
notes for the purposes of refunding bonds 
or notes issued under that section or 
prior law for the purposes of acquiring 
capital equipment, library books and li­
brary materials, paying for acquiring, 
constructing, or equipping or for major 
repair or rehabilitation of buildings, facil­
ities, other permanent improvements, or 
capital equipment used jointly for educa­
tional and general activities and for auxil­
iary enterprises to the extent of their use 
for educational and general activities. 
The amendment deletes language in ar­
ticle III, section 17, which authorizes the 
legislature to designate a single agency to 
issue sUi'r. bonds or notes in lieu of the 
governing bodies, and to transfer to that 
agency the authority to collect and pledge 
money to the payment of such bonds and 
notes as directed by the governing body 
of each eligible institution. Funds appro­
priated under article HI, section 17, may 
not be used for the purpose of construct­
ing, equipping, repairing, or rehabilitat­
ing buildings or other permanent im­

provements that are to be used only for 
student housing, intercollegiate athletics, 
or auxiliary enterprises.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment relat­
ing to the amount and expenditure of 
certain constitutionally dedicated 
funding for public institutions of 
higher education.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 45 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that adds a 
new subsection (e) to article III, section 
49-h, o f the Texas Constitution. The new 
subsection provides that, in addition to 

^he amounts authorized by subsections 
(a) ($500 million), (c) ($400 million), and 
(d) ($1.1 billion) o f section 49-h, the legis­
lature may authorize the issuance of up to 
$1 billion in general obligation bonds and 
may use the proceeds o f the bonds for ac­
quiring, constructing, or equipping new 
corrections institutions, including youth 
corrections institutions, and mental 
health and mental retardation institu­
tions and for major repair or renovation 
of existid^ facilities of those corrections 
and mental health and mental retardation 
facilities. The amendment also provides 
that the provisions of subsection (a) of 
section 49-h, relating to the review and 
approval o f bonds, and the provisions of 
subse^on (b) o f section 49-h, relating to 
the status of the bonds as a general obli­
gation of the state and to the manner in 
which the principal and interest,on the 
bonds are paid, apply to bonds authorized 
by this amendment.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

The constitutional amendment autho­
rizing the issuance of up to $1 billion 
in general obligation bonds payable 
from the general revenues of the state 
for projects relating to facilities of 
corrections and mental health and 
mental retardation institutions.”

PROPOSITION NO. 15 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 37 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the county commissioners court of 
a county to call an election to abolish the 
office of county surveyor. The office of 
county surveyor is abolished if a majority 
of voters of the county voting in the elec­
tion approve thi -'»usure. If the r>tP 
«.ounty surveyor is „„olished, th, 
field notes, and other records of the 
county surveyor are transferred to the 
county officer or employee designated by 
the commissioners court.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
permit the voters of a county to de­
cide, at an election called by the com­
missioners court, whether to abolish 
the office of county surveyor in the 
county.”

PROPOSITION NO. 16 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 44 proposes an 
amendment to article III, section 49-i(b) 
o f the "rexas Constitution, which cur­
rently limits the principal amount of 
bonds outstanding- at one time for the 
Texas agricultural fund to $25 million and 
for the rural microenterprise develop­
ment fund to $5 million. The amendment 
would raise the principal amount limit for 
the Texas agricultural fund to $100 mil­
lion. 'The amendment would also make 
the principal amount limit for each fund 
apply to the total principal amounts of 
both bonds and notes issued or sold 
rather than just the principal amounts of 
bonds outstanding at one time.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing up to a total o f $100 million 
in bonds and notes to be issued or sold 
to finance the Texas agricultural fund 
for providing financial assistance to 
develop, increase, improve, or expand 
the production, processing, market­
ing, or export of crops or products 
grown or produced primarily in this 
state by agricultural businesses 
domiciled in the state.”

New Food Label Easier to Digest
Low, lite or lean? What do 

they really mean?
Finally, you can digest these 

and other food labeling lingo — 
such as “fat free” or “saturated 
fat” or “no calories” or “low  
cholesterol” — because o f 
new federal laws.

And you can trust what you 
read.

New food labels, scheduled 
to appear on most foods in , 
your supermarkets in 1994, 
can include nutritional claims 
only if the food meets govern­
ment standards. By this 
summer, many companies are 
expected to start switching to 
labels that will provide de­
tailed and clearer information 
about the content o f foods.

Meanwhile, the American 
Heart Association and the 
Food and Drug Administration 
have produced a brochure, 
“How To Read Foo(J Labels.” 
According to the brochure:
• Calories per serving will be 

listed along with amount o f 
calories derived from fat. 
The AHA suggests cutting 
back on calories and fat if 
you’re overweight.

• Fat, saturated fat, carbohy­
drates, fiber and protein 
will be listed in grams per 
serving.

• Cholesterol and sodium 
amounts will be listed in 
milligrams (mg) per serving. 
The AHA recommends that 
you eat no more than 300 
mg o f cholesterol and 3,000 
mg o f sodium per day.

• The percent o f daily values 
will be listed for all o f the 
above. For nutrients like fat 
and cholesterol, the daily 
value percentage tells your

upper limit, based on a 
2,000-calorie-per-day diet. 
For example, if a product 
contains three grams o f  fat, 
the daily value column will 
tell you that the fat in the 
product is 5 percent o f  your 
recommended maximum 
daily fat intake. The label 
will include total daily value 
numbers for both a 2,000- 
calorie and 2,500-calorie- 
per-day diet. But not every­
one needs to eat that many 
calories per day. And those 
w ho don’t should eat less 
fat and cholesterol.

• Vitamins and minerals will 
be listed in their percentage 
o f daily values per serving. 
The goal is 100 percent o f 
vitamins A and C, calcium 
and iron. These should be 
derived from a combination 
o f foods throughout the day.

The new label is strict 
concerning food claims. For 
example, “fat-free” means less 
than 0.5 grams o f fat per 
serving and no added fat or 
oil. “Low-fat” is restricted to 
three grams o f fat, or less, per 
serving. The description 
“light” or “lite” is restricted to 
products that have one-third 
fewer calories or no more 
than one-half the fat o f the 
higher-calorie, higher-fat 
version. To earn a “choles­
terol-free” label, the product 
must contain fewer than two 
milligrams o f cholesterol and 
two grams or less o f saturated 
fat per serving.

As I look back over the years I 
recognize some' trends of specific 
appetites of the different 
generations. In the 1950’s it was the 
beginning of the jnnk food, 
Twinkies, Ding-Dongs, candy bars 
and soda pop. The 60’s created the 
appetite for fast, big high-powered 
cars. With the advent of the 70’s the 
drug appetite was well under way. 
In the 80’s fast food began to 
flourish with hamburger joints, piz­
za parlors, fried chicken and everV
other food imaginable available at 
nearly every com er. As we came in­
to the 90’s the appetite has been for 
illicit and/or perverted sexual 
relationships. Every appetite that 
has been filled has a set o f con­
sequences to go along with it.

During a recent Wednesday night 
Bible study we read in John, chapter 
8, the incident of ± e  scribes and 
Pharisees bringing to Jesus at the 
Temple, a woman who had been

caught in the act of adultery. The 
Pharisees knowing the law righfuUy 
suggested stoning her to death. To 
get a better understanding of what 
law the Pharisees were referring to 
we turned to Deuteronomy 22:22 
and began to read under Mosaic law 
what the consequences of these 
unhealthy and unholy sexual ap­
petites would be.

Armed with that knowledge we 
came to the conclusion that if the 
people would develop an appetite for 
God’s Word there would be positive 
consequences to enjoy rather than 
negative to suffer. The woman who 
was brought to Jesus found herself 
in an extremely negative circum­
stance. Fortunately for her, 
someone led her to Jesus where she 
could find mercy, grace and 
salvation.
