Planning W orkshops

At 3:00 p.m ., Friday, July 1,1994, 
Kinney Coimty Judge Tim Ward 
declared the Commissioners in 
special session after Commissioners 
Freddie Frerich, Plunker Sheedy, 
and Cordelia Mendeke answered 
roll call.

Approval was given for the con­
struction o f a 20-space covered 
parking structure on coimty owned 
property across the street from the 
county jail.

The idea came from employees 
who also proposed they would pay 
for necessary materials, on a pro­
rated basis, by payroll deduction.

The court then entered into a 
1994-95 proposed budget workshop.

Bird watching isn’t just for adults — it’s 
educational and entertaining for children, 
too. And creating a bird sanctuary in your 
backyard this season can be a fon activity for 
the entire family.

If you’d like to make your backyard as 
inviting to feathered friends as human 
friends, start by taking a step out the back 
door to inventory your yard. Then gather the 
family for a trip to a nearby garden center or 
hardware store to look for four basics: a bird 
bath, bird feeders, bird houses and bird- 
enticing flowering plants and shrabs.

A Bird Bath

Having a bird bath in your yard is essential 
to attracting birds. Birds need water for 
drinking as well as bathing and a bird bath 
will serve bpth purposes.

A  simple ceramic or plastic bath is 
inexpensive and ea^  to assemble. Make sure 
not to place jt near trees or bushes or other 
areas accessible to cats. Once in place, fill 
it with fresh water each d ^ . Also, during 
winter months, you can keep the water from 
freezing by inserting a small, waterproof 
heating element into the center o f  the bath.

Bird Feeders
Wild birds continually search for food 

sources. Though they rely primarily on 
natural food supplies, such as insects and 
seeds, most ^ ill easily recognize and eat 
from a bird feeder. And, if they eat from your 
feeder during spring and summer, they will 
know to returii to your yard for food during 
the winter months.

Bird feeders come in a variety o f shapes, 
sizes and varieties. Large bird feeders can be 
costly and difficult for children to hang or 
refill, so you may opt to start with a small, 
prefilled plastic fe«ler, such as the Easy 
Feeder by Easy Gardener. The Easy Feeder 
comes ready-to-use and is durable and light 
enough for children to hang. It can be 
purchased at a local garden center or 
hardware store and comes filled with a well- 
balanced, nutritious selection o f  bird food, 
including 50 percent black oiled sunflower 
seeds, millet and milo, so that it lures a wide 
variety o f  birds.

An Easy Feeder is also a good choice 
because it dispenses seed mix only when 
needed. This i protects the seed from the 
damaging effiicts o f  rain, wind, snow and

contamination from bird waste. And, when 
empty, the durable feeder can be refilled at 
minimal cost or put out with the recyclables.

Hang the feeder in an area where the 
family can watch from the porch as well as 
from inside the house. The feeder should be 
placed in an area o f abundant natural shelter, 
such as a tree or hedge, but out o f  reach for 
squirrels, mice and cats.

Bird Houses

Bird houses also come in many shapes and 
sizes. While most birds will nest in trees or 
bushes, some prefer a more secure and wind- 
proof site such as a bird house. Small, single­
dwelling bird houses are usually inexpensive 
and easily hung in a tree or from a lamp post.

Some birds, such as purple martins, are 
highly social and build nests in close 
proximity to each other. Special large bird 
houses, called martin houses, ike available 
for social birds. Though installing a martin 
house in your yard may be costly, it will 
attract purple martins, swallows and swifts, 
all o f which eat hundreds o f mosquitoes each 
day and will make your yard more enjoyable 
during the summer months.

As with bird feeders, your bird houses are 
best installed well out o f  reach o f the birds’ 
natural predators — the family cat and dog. 
Martin houses should be installed on a tall 
post in an open area o f the yard awsy from 
the house, trees and any large bushes.

Bird-Friendly Landscapes

A bird-friendly landscape is one that 
provides habitat for nesting, eating and social 
activity. TVees provide natural settings for 
nests as well as perches for social interaction. 
Berry bushes arid other flowering plants offer 
additional food and nectar. Befbre adding 
new trees, bushes or plants to the yard, ask 
a local garden center representative to 
recommend the appropriate foliage that will 
attract local birds. Also tell the representative 
about the existing plants in the yard to make 
sure that none are toxic to animals. Two 
plants to avoid are poinsettia and mistletoe, 
both o f which are poisonous to birds.

Now that your yard is bird-friendly, find 
an animal book or encyclopedia to help you 
identify the different birds flying and feasting 
in your yard. Then, sit back and enjoy the 
sights and sounds of your newfound feathered 
friends.

ken down or stopped fo r  some reason 
on the highway? Sometimes I see a yel­
low tag on the car, is it true that the car 
will be towed within a day if the owner 
doesn’t “rescue" their car? What if it 
has serious mechanical trouble?

A . When I com e across an aban­

doned vehicle, I check the registration 
and attempt to contact the owner. If 
I ’ m unable to contact the owner, the 
vehicle is tagged for 48 hours, after 
which it is towed to a storage facility. 
Once stored we try again to contact the 
owner at the last known residence, but 
the car is not sold immediately. If a car 
is illegally parked on the roadway it’ s 
immediately towed but we contact the 
owner. Be sure i f  you have to leave 
your car that you make immediate plans 
to take care o f  it.

Food Safety Breakthrough 
Guards Against Salmonella on Poultry

A  food safety breakthrough approved 
by the federal government will soon 
allow consumers to breathe-and eat-a 
lot easier when they bring poultry home 
from the grocery store. The break­
through, which will help poultry pro­
cessors who use it to ease consumers’ 
fears about food contamination. Is a 
process known as the AvGard® rinse.

The process employs a safe, govern­
ment-approved, food-grade salt com ­
monly used in food processing to 
virtually eliminate disease-causing 
bacteria like Salmonella and E. coll on 
fresh poultry. The AvGard® rinse was 
created by Rhône-Poulenc Food Ingredi­
ents o f  Cranbury, N.J. The company is a 
subsidiary o f  Rhône-Poulenc Inc., the 
North American affiliate o f  S.A., based 
in France.

Chicken and turkey products protected 
by the rinse may be available in some 
regions as early as this summer. Chicken 
and turkey processors will be able to use 
a trademark that consumers can look for 
on product packaging, said Bill Batjer, 
the company’ s rinse project director.

The new process, approved by the U.S. 
Department o f  Agriculture, is a simple 
procedure in which, typically, birds are 
rinsed with a salt solution and then 

.rinsed again with clean water prior to 
'chilling and packaging. The rinse already 
jhas undergone extensive in-plant, com - 
imercial testing. Tests show that it is 
nearly 100 percent effective at 
eliminating Salmonella and E. coli. 
Additionally, the process does not affect 
the taste, texture or color o f  poultry, nor 
is there any detectable salt residue on the 
birds.

At present, the USD A  approval covers 
the use o f  the salt rinse for chicken,

Rhône-Poulenc also is conducting in- 
plant tests o f  the rinse for beef and pork 
processing, and it will petition the USDA 
later this year for approval o f  these uses 
as well.

Batjer said the patented salt rinse 
technology should prove invaluable in 
establishing consumer confidence in a 
food industry stung by highly publicized 
food poisoning incidents in recent years.

He noted that, while the AvGard® salt 
rinse holds the potential to greatly reduce 
the contamination o f  poultry products 
bought at the grocery store, consumers 
still should take care to heed the govern­
ment’s food handling precautions in the 
home. These precautions include keeping 
poultry and meat refrigerated or frozen, 
with thawing done in the refrigerator or 
microwave; keeping raw poultry and 
meat separate from other foods; washing 
working surfaces (including cutting 
boards), utensils and hands after touching 
raw meat or poultry; cooking thoroughly; 
and keeping hot foods hot, with leftovers 
immediately refrigerated or discarded.

Hot weather is here folks, and this 
spell we have been having of 100- 
plus degree days is taking their toll 
on your landscapes. Here are some 
items of interest which I feel may be 
o f some importance to homeowners 
in Kiimey County.

Garden Soil Amendments May 
Contain Unwanted Heavy Metals

M ost home gardeners would not 
purposely add metals such as lead, 
cadmium or chromium to their lawn 
or vegetable garden. But they could 
be imknowingly applying such 
heavy metals to their soil if they’re 
using a product that is labeled as a 
“ soil amendment.”  Soil amendmen­
ts are not regulated by tee Texas 
Commercial Fertilizer Control Act 
because technically, they are not a 
fertilizer. A  soil amendment is used 
to change pH or increase tee water­
holding capacity of soil. Soil amen­
dments are one of tee least 
regulated products in Texas, and it’s 
practically impossible to know 
which elements and what amount of 
each element are present, because 
proper labeling is not required by 
law. Instead, consumers are told 
teat tee product contains fly ash, 
which is a by-product o f coal com­
bustion. This fly ash could be tee 
pure gypsum teat is a by-product of 
new, clean-burning coal technology, 
or it could be contaminated with 
heavy metals if tee power plant does 
not use clean-burning equipment. 
Since tee concentration of these 
elements varies widely depending 
on tee type o f coal burned and how 
tee plant operates, gardeners could 
be taking chances when they use soil 
amendments. A  labeling law needs 
to be implemented to make tee 
material safer to use and protect tee 
consumer from buying and using 
unwanted by-products.

Water Lawns Properly During 
Hot, Dry Weather

Despite tee rain we have had 
fairly recently, much of tee state at 
this time is suffering from a severe 
lack of moisture. That also means 
teat unless you are blessed with an 
automatic sprinkler system, your 
lawn may be suffering from heat 
stress earlier t e ^  normal this year. 
Timely and judicious use of water 
will not only help your lawn, but it 
will also help to conserve water and 
save on your utility bill. Normally 
we would not be talking about heat 
stress in lawns in this area until 
about August, but thanks to an ex­
ceptionally hot early June, it bears 
mentioning now to head o ff some 
major problems that could weaken 
tee overall health of your lawn. The 
most common mistaJce I notice by 
homeowners is teat when it gets 
dry, they will water every day. In 
tee absence of rainfall, your lawn 
only needs a half inch of water once 
every three to foiir days. You may

want to increase such waterings to 
every other day depending on tee 
location and condition of tee turf. 
However, remember teat almost 
50% o f tee water you use can be lost 
to evaporation if it’s not applied at 
tee most opportune time. Water 
lawns early in tee morning or just 
before tee sun sets. Bermuda grass 
can go weeks without irrigation. 
Even though they may tern brown 
and go into dormancy, they will 
“ green up”  again with tee next
soaking rain. ___________________
Drought-Proofliig Your Landscape

With tee 100-degree temperatu­
res and only an occasional scattered 
shower, your landscape may be 
taking an early beating from tee un­
timely heat wave we are currently 
experiencing. And with the usually- 
dry monte of August still to come, 
you can take a few steps to help your 
landscape survive the summer with 
cultural drought-proofing practices. 
For instance, a good layering of 
organic mulch for shrubs, flower 
beds and trees is a good start. The 
mulch helps retain moisture for tee 
shrubs and flowers; emd it helps ke­
ep tee root systems cooler. Plastic 
mulches, while good for preventing 
weed growth, iffe not helpful during 
these hot dry conditions. You also 
should be very careful about fer­
tilizing your lawn during this time of 
year because it seems a little yellow. 
If it begins growing too much after 
fertilization, it will require larger 
amounts of water to stay green. In 
tee meantime, all this discussion 
about drought-proofing should not 
discourage you from adding tran­
splants to your landscape. Just 
remember teat tee new plants you 
set out will need a minimum of two 
to three weeks o f constant water at­
tention until tee roots take hold and 
tee plant recovers from the shock of 
being transplanted.

Nutsedge b  A Tough Weed 
To Control

During tee spring, most people 
can control a host of weeds with pre- 
emergent herbicides and with fer­
tilizer applications teat also contain 
herbicides. But tee one weed teat 
seems unaffected by any o f these 
methods is the purple and yellow 
nutsedge -- more commonly referred 
to as nutgrass. Even pulling tee 
weeds by what seems to be tee roots 
often has little or no effect. It is like 
controlling fire ants ~ you may sub­
due teem this year but they are sure 
to be back in full force next year. 
Although eradication is almost im­
possible, suppression can go a long 
way in improving tee looks o f your 
lawn. Herbicides with tee active 
ingredient, “ Image,”  have proven to 
be up to 90% effective in con­
trolling nutsedge. So you may want 
to try this approach if nutsedge is a 
big problem in your lawn.

Scientists Say: Have Your 
Eggs And Eat Them, Too

(NAPS)—Researchers have 
some “eggs-citing” news for any­
one who loves eggs for breakfast— 
or at any other time.

Results of a recent study sug­
gest healthy diets can include one 
egg a day.

The effects of dietary cholesterol 
on blood cholesterol was studied 
recently in healthy young men 
using four different diets contain­
ing zero to four eggs a day. The 
subjects in the study ate each diet 
for eight weeks. The researchers 
found a range 'of cholesterol levels 
in the men that did not appear to 
depend on the amount of eggs in 
the diet. Some of the men found 
their cholesterol levels decreased.

In an article published in 
Arteriosclerosis & Thrombosis, 
the researchers concluded that 
the effect of eggs in the diet on 
blood cholesterol, varies widely

Creek Negro Indians

In 1870 tee State of Texas, under 
permit and authority from tee 
Federal (Covemment, organized a 
frontier force o f rangers, and Cap­
tain Richarz was given a com­
mission as captain o f E (Company.

Captain H.J. Richarz was bom  in 
(Cermany, served in against 
Napoleon, came to U.S. in 1849 and 
in 1853 came to Fort Lincoln on 
Seco Creek near D’Hanis. (Company 
E was to be stationed at Fort Inge, 
on tee Leona River, four miles 
below tee town o f Uvalde.

(Captain Richarz also had an order 
from General Reynolds, District of 
Texas, to take the efficient warriors 
of the Seminole tribe (mistaken as 
they were actually Creek Negro In­
dians) at teat time who were under 
tee control of United States (Indian) 
agents, and encamped on the Rio 
Grande (Nueces River).i At that 
time a bcuid of Creek Negroes under 
Chief Elijah Daniels were on tee 
Nueces River in Uvalde (County.2

Later, in 1878, Elijah Daniels 
became chief of tee Seminole Negro 
Indian community at Fort Clark af­
ter tee death o f Chief John Kibbett.

Laundry No-Nos
Our great-grandinotliers had laundry 

recipe.s that called for ingredient.«; like 
lye soap, salt, vinegar and boiling 
water.

"Those recipes may have worked 
with cast-iron wash pots, steel laundry 
tubs and scrub boards, but they’re no 
good for modern fabrics or automatic 
washers," say home economists from  
W hirlpool Corporation.

In fact, they report, salt and vinegar 
can be murder for an automatic 
washer’s basket and tub. "Automatic 
wa.shers are designed to handle alka^ 
line detergents. Substituting salt or 
vinegar for detergent in a soak or 
wash creates an acid condition which 
can pit porcelain and rust metal," they 
advise. And, they add, pitted porcelain 
can snag clothing while rust on the 
outer tub can stain wash loads.

"There are lots o f  com m on laundry 
practices that can damage automatic 
washer baskets and tubs by creating 
acidic conditions," warn the home 
economists. One is using the automatic 
washer as a hamper to collect and 
store urine-soaked diapers and bed 
linens, another is .soaking items 
overnight in the washer.

"And pobr practices aren’t just 
restricted to' washers. They happen 
with clothes dryers, too -a n d  some are 
potential fire hazards," report Whirl­
pool home economists. These include 
drying newspapers, items that contain 
foam rubber and oil-soaked fabrics.

According to the home economists, 
diying oil-soaked fabrics, even after 
they've been laundered, can lead 
to an infrequent, but nonetheless 
dangerous situation called spontaneous 
comhu.stion, which, in turn, can cause 
a piece o f  fabric (or pile o f  tfiem) to 
burst into flame with no apparent 
cau.se o f  ignition.

This kind o f  .spontaneous combustion 
occurs under conditions tliat appear to 
be related t0| recent changes in life­
styles and latindry practices.

T o avoid throwaways, many o f  us 
are using washable cloth dish towels 
instead o f  paper towels to wipe out

deep fat fryers and clean grea.sy 
rangetops and counters; and to save 
energy, we’ re washing more loads in 
warm or cold water.

Unfortunately, warm or cold water 
washing doe.sn’ t always get all the 
cooking oil out o f  the towels, and 
when those towels subsequently are 
dried in an automatic dryer and then 
folded and placed, .still warm, in a

laundry basket, you have unwittingly 
created the ideal environment for 
.spontaneous combustion.

"The combination o f  oil-.saturated 
fabric, laundry additives, high drying 
temperatures and compression o f  
warm fabrics in a laundry basket or 
storage container promotes a chemical 
reaction that can cau.se spontaneous 
combustion," say the Whirlpool home 
economists.

They add, however, that while poor 
laundering practices can cau.se various 
problems, good  laundering practices 
can .solve them, and they offer these 
suggestions:

• Read and follow wa.sher and 
dryer use and care guide instructions;

• Use only additives intended for 
u.se in automatic laundry appliances; 
never substitute salt, vinegar, ammo­
nia, etc. for a laundry detergent;

• D on ’ t use your wa.sher for soak­
ing loads overnight. Long soaking 
with strong chemicals can damage 
fabrics and the washer’s basket and 
tub;

• Never use your washer to collect 
and store soiled, damp or urine-.soaked 
items;

• Never dry fabrics that have foam 
rubber in or attached to them in your 
dryer. They can cause a fire.

• Avoid the possibility o f  spon­
taneous combustion. Use paper towels 
to clean oil-coated pots and pans and 
wipe up cooking oil .spills; pretreat oil 
stained fabrics before washing and 
wash them in the hottest water avail­
able; and use a heavy-duty liquid 
laundry detergent for best removal o f  
oily soils and stains.

Question: W e recently m oved to 
a rural area w here there are plenty 
o f  bees, wasps and other stinging 
insects. Do I need to see a doctor 
if I get stung by one o f these bugs?

Answer: W hile everyone agrees 
it’s best to avoid contact with these 
insects, stings are a com m on sum­
m ertim e occurrence. Generally, 
m ost p eop le experience short­
lived, localized pain and m inor 
swelling in the area that was stung. 
These sort o f reactions usually do 
not require a d octor’s attention.

After a bee strikes, its im bedded 
stinger can continue to squeeze 
venom  into the w ound for several 
minutes, so rem ove the stinger 
quickly. D on’t pinch it with your 
fingers or tweezers. Instead, flick 
the stinger o u t, or gently scrape it 
out with a fingernail.

One way to reduce the swelling 
is to spread a paste o f meat tender- 
izer and water over the area that’s 
been stung. The tenderizer’s in­
gredients help break dow n the 
p rote in -b a sed  v en om  m ore 
quickly. A cold , w et cloth  or ice 
cubes w ill reduce pain and swell­
ing, and an over-the-counter hy­
drocortisone cream or calamine 
lotion  may reduce itching.

A few  individuals, how ever, are 
hypersensitive to the in jected  
venom , and a sting can cause a life-

threatening em ergency called an 
anaphylactic reaction. Symptoms 
may include sw elling around the 
eyes, lips, tongue, or throat; diffi­
culty in breathing; nausea or diar­
rhea; sw ollen joints; hives; and 
widespread num bness or cram p­
ing. If you experience any o f these 
problem s, seek em ergency m edi­
cal treatment.

It’s interesting to note that if you 
are allergic to bee venom , you w on ’t 
experience these sym ptom s the 
first time you ’re stung— your body 
must first becom e sensitized to a 
particular venom . It’s the subse­
quent stings that can produce a 
reaction.

If you have a history o f  serious 
allergic reactions to stings, your 
doctor can prescribe a special kit 
that you carry with you at all times. 
The em ergency kit contains a 
preloaded syringe containing an 
epinephrine (adrenaline) injection 
that counteracts the reactions 
caused by the venom .

Physicians have 
the option of ac­
cepting assign­
ment of Medicare 
claims, by which 
th ey  a g re e  to 
a cce p t  the a p ­
proved amount as 

payment in full and forego any 
balance billing.

Physicians who agree to accept 
assignment—now more than half 
o f all physicians—get higher 
Medicare fees than do non-partici­
pating physicians who can bal­
ance bill. Non-participating physi­
cians can still accept assignment 
on a case by case basis. Up to 85 
percent o f all claim s are now 
accepted on assignment. Balance 
billing is limited to no more than 
115 percent o f the M edicare 
approved fee.

According to an analysis by the 
American Medical Association, 
beneficiaries could save an esti­
mated $1.7 billion annually if bal­
ance b illing was prohibited. 
P h ysician  fees above what
Medicare approves represent one 
of the biggest gaps in Medicare 
coverage. Only an estimated 40 
percent of Medigap policies reim­
burse costs above what Medicare 
allows, which means most seniors 
have to pay these additional costs 
out-of-pocket.

The N ational Committee 
believes 100 percent assignment 
of Medicare claims would be bet­
ter. Physician fees should be fair 
to both patient and physician.
