The District Court trial of Ben-
jamin A. Tovar, 36, of Brackettville,
ended in a mistrial Friday, March
17, 1995, after the jury, which had
deliberated approximately 9 hours,
advised District Judge George
Thurmond that they  were
deadlocked in a 7 to 5 split and
would be unable to reach a verdict.
The jury was dismissed by Judge
Thurmond after he admonished
them for not being able to reach a
decision in the case. It is anticipated
that the case will be tried again in a
change of venue, probably Del Rio
in Val Verde County.

Tovar was charged with DWI and
felony assault on a peace officer
following an incident that occurred
the night of Sunday, November 21,
1993, during a traffic stop of Tovar
by Kinney County Deputy Sheriff
Scott McDonald after he became
suspicious that the driver (Tovar) of
a U-Haul truck was intoxicated.

In the official arrest report filed
by Deputy McDonald, he alleges
that Tovar became uncooperative,
abusive, and resisted arrest by
striking the Deputy with his hands
and kicking him with his feet during
the arrest. McDonald was assisted
in making the arrest at the scene by
an off-duty Kinney County jail guard
who was riding with Deputy Mc-
Donald at the time of the incident.
Tovar has a long criminal history of
alcohol related offenses, he was also
charged with DWI stemming from
the same incident.

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citizens to ‘‘keep and bear arms”,
they seem to have forgotten that the
“right to keep and bear arms” is
guaranteed American citizens by the
Constitution of our country, a right

my lifetime, including some 25 years
in Texas law enforcement, that a
gun is only as dangerous as the per-
son in possession of it.

A gun
is only a tool of the person in
possession of it, if that tool is going
to be used unlawfully, NO gun law
or laws will prevent that.

I DO NOT favor ANY type gun
registration requirement or laws
that will allow local, state, or federal
governments the ability to know
where all the guns are and who has
them, this would affect only the law-
abiding segment of our society
anyway and would only serve to
allow  the government  the
knowledge needed to disarm the

as has been used in many other
countries throughout history when a
dictator or “police state” evolved,
and ALWAYS to the detriment of
the general population.

The Postal Service Wants Your Business
Not Your Taxes

Which one of the following
statements is false?

If you picked (c) as the false
statement, congratulations. You
know that the Postal Service, unlike
other government agencies, receives
no operating funds from taxes.

Knowing that postal operations
are financed by postal revenues
gives customers a better understan-
ding of why the Postal Service is
committed to operating in a
businesslike manner that satisfies its
customers’ needs.

Postal Service revenues are
generated by its sales of products
and services. When you buy a
postage stamp, for example, or pay
a fee te have a package insured,
you're helping to fund postal
operations. Taxes are not used to
help pay for the services and each
class of mail and service pays for it-
self.

The Postal Service has been
required to operate on a break even
basis since it was created from the
old Post Office Department in 1971.
The idea was to take one of the most
basic government services out of the
political patronage process and run
it more like a business.

The change meant postal officials
could no longer seek a bail out from
Congress for a budget deficit. It
meant the independent Postal Rate
Commission reviews and makes
recommendations on requests for
rate increases, and the postal
Governors appointed by the
President oversees responsibility for

management and policy.
In 1983, 12 years after

reorganization, the Postal Service
stopped receiving money from
general tax revenues. The only fun-
ds received since 1983 have been
reimbursement appropriations for
providing reduced rate postage to
non profit and other qualifying

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Francis Henry French was born
in Fort Wayne, Indiana on Septem-
ber 27, 1857. Deeply impressed
Jrom his youth by the stirring deeds
and stories told by veterans of the
Civil War, he realized his ambition
Jor a military career by entering
the United States Military Academy
at West Point, New York where he
graduated twelfth from the Class of
1879. He was assigned as 2nd
Lieut of "E" Company 19th Infan-
try and came West. Following
service at Fort Garland, Colorado

Territory and Fort Leavenworth,

Kansas, the regiment moved to
Fort Brown at Brownsville, Texas
where Lt French was detailed as
the Regimental Adjutant. In De-
cember of 1882 the 19th Infantry
was posted to Fort Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1,
1883, Lt French began diaries
which he faithfully maintained for
the next thirty years.

Lt French is in camp, as commander of the
Seminole Scouts, at Mayer's Spring (now
Meyer's Spring) on the newly completed
Southern Pacific Railroad, near present day
Dryden.  His references to O.B. are
"Official Business" correspondence. ~He
begins to experience trouble with his
horse "Harvey" and his own hypochondriac
nature. He briefly returns to Fr Clark to
take the Scouts' pay to their wives in the
Seminole village and to pay the Scouts’
debts with Friedlander the Post Sutler.
Later he hunts for indians and hears sto-
ries of the Scouts from Sgt. Kibbets.

Thursday. March 22, 1883

Harvey was not so stiff this morn-
ing. Made a very long march to
Eagle's Nest, which we reached
about 8 o'clock in the evening.
The prospector almost talked me
to death, but when he would be-
come too tiresome, it would be-
come necessary for Harvey to trot
a little and soon the gray mule and
rider were far behind jogging
along.

Friday, March 23, 1883

Started early and came into Camp
about 5 o'clock this evening and
was very glad to be back. Half of
the men were out scouting for
those Indians who were reported
on the Pecos. A scouting party on
the Rio Grande returned today and
reported no signs.. The Doctor has
acted in a very prompt. energetic
manner in this businesS, but I re-
gret very much that I was not here,
as it does not look well to be ab-
sent at such a time. However, I
was absent on duty. The men
killed a large rattle snake today
and gave me the rattles, six in
number and-a button. - The Doctor
seemed glad to see me. Poor man,

I guess he has been pretty blue. It
is a shame to keep him out here.

Saturday March 24 1883

My prospector left this morning

after taking my name and promis-

ing to get me a mine or two.

Spent the day in getting my prop-

erty straightened out and in find-

ing how much I am short. The

scouting parties returned today, .
but found no signs of Indians.

Shall make a report to Hall, and

send the mail Monday. Put one of
Crowders receipts for signal Prop-

erty in an envelope and directed it
to Washington. Now I hope this
matter is settled. Spent the day in
arranging matters and getting set-
tled. As I am short about 50 tons
of hay, shall not allow the men to
use any more but keep what is on
hand to turn over. There is excel-
lent grazing near camp and the
horses will not suffer at all.
Wrote letters in the evening.

Sunday. March 25 1883

Took a bath and wrote a letter
home today. After lunch Doctor
and I rode over to Thurston to
mail the letter. Found the cattle
pen and shoot about finished. Met

Mr. Young the new track walker.
He is a gentleman from a good
family in Philadelphia, and has al-
lowed whiskey to drag him down
below his proper place. The day
was pleasant and the ride was quite

enjoyable. After returning to
camp wrote a report of the result
of the scouts sent out on account
of the late Indian scare and then a
letter to Marie.

Monday. March 26 1883

The Doctor went up to Sanderson
and returned this evening with
some splendid potatoes. I spent
the day in camp trying to get all
the writing done up, that has not
been attended to since I went to
Clark two weeks ago. Sent couri-
ers in with mail and five men on
pass to Clark, sending letters to
Marie, Capt. Vance and others by
them. I give them six days now to

make the trip, so they are due here
next Saturday.

Tuesday. March 27, 1883

This morning with Sgt. Kibbets
and three men went up to Sander-
son, riding a horse of Sgt. July's.
The ride was rather warm and not
very. enjoyable. Sgt. Kibbets told
me a great deal about the scouts
and his stories were quite.-interest-

. ing. Am thinking of writing a de-

scription of these men and sending
it to the Youth's Companion or
Century. However I shall wait un-
til I have finished the description
of our quarantine camp. Reached
Sanderson about five o'clock P.M.
and found it to be a town on
wheels, almost all the people liv-
ing in freight cars. Spent the time
before retiring in wandering
around talking. This will be a big
town, if they strike water in their
artesian well, as it is the end of
two divisions on the G.H.&
L.A.R.R.

Wednesday. March 28

The vegetables did not arrive as
expected last night, so that we
could get nothing but 150 Ibs. of
potatoes @ 5 1/2 cts. Had a talk
with a man there in regard to sup-
plying Mayers Springs with fresh
beef and promised to write to
Clark to get authority to purchase
from him. Started for camp and
after a warm dull ride rode into
camp about four o'clock P.M.
Luce, on the way told me he could
find some mineral up in the vicin-
ity of Maxon Springs and asked
permission to go up there for a
few days. Think I shall let him go
alone for four or five days to see
what he can get. Felt tired out in
the evening.

Thursday. March 29, 1883

Wrote a letter home and took it
over to Thurston this afternoon.
Mr. McGeary the conductor of the
train carried it to mail in San An-
tonio for me. Was much surprised
& pleased to see Capt. Williams
who was Post Quartermaster at
Brown last year. He was relieved
from duty there on the 23rd and
had been to Davis to report, and
when I saw him was on his way.to
Atlanta on leave. He is a very
pleasant gentleman and I liked him
very much at Brown. Col. Towle
calls him a "petticoat quartermas-
ter," as he was appointed A.Q.M.
through the influence of his wife's
friends. The train did not stop
very long and our conversation
was quite unsatisfactory. Com-
menced to work on my quarterly

The Senate also passed Commit-
tee Substitute Senate Bill 128 spon-

legislation affects only state-elected
officials, with the exception of the
judiciary. State-elected officials
would be limited to 12 years in each
office. The legislation only applies to
legislative service after 1997.

Governor Preston Smith by passing
Senate Concurrent Resolution 83 on
his 83rd birthday. Former Governor
Smith served in the legislature and
as lieutenant governor prior to being

elected governor in Texas. He is the -

Facts About Fire Ants

- By now you have probably heard
~that we have red imported fire ants
«in Kinney County. Reports from
“field inspectors with the Texas
; Depa'rtment of Agriculture report
‘that infestations are so widespread
_t.hat the county is now added to the
:hst of quarantined counties in
Texas. What does this mean to the
.:residents of this county?

Let’s start off by some general in-
formation about fire ants. Fire ants
are present in over 135 counties in
Texas and their westward migration
continues.

Three native Texas fire ant
species exist -- the commonly found
tropical and southern fire ants, and
the rarer desert fire ant. It is the red
imported fire ant species, however,
that’s causing the most concern.

This destructive species of fire
ants was first introduced in 1930
near Mobile, Alabama. Since then,
imported fire ants have winged their
way across nine southern states
from the Carolinas to Texas. They
have also spread by crawling, drif-
ting down rivers on logs or traveling
aboard vehicles. Shipments of nur-
sery stock or soil from infested areas
can relocate entire ant colonies.

While fire ants do feed on insects
and other pests, their destructive
nature outweighs any benefits. They
damage young plants by gnawing
holes in roots, tubers, stalks and
buds and sometimes they attack
newborn livestock and wildlife.

In addition, fire ant mounds -
which often are large and as hard as
concrete-can damage machinery,
hinder mowing operations and

reduce land values. Fire ant in-
festations are particularly hazardous
in lawns, parks, school yards, and
homes.

Animals and people that disturb
fire ant mounds will be stung
repeatedly. Symptoms of the sting
include burning and itchng, often
followed by a white sore or pustule
that may leave a scar. Some hyper
sensitive persons may react to the
venom and suffer chest pains or
nausea and even lapse into a coma
from one sting.

Control of the fire ant is not im-
possible. But it may involve the use
of a two-step method for maximum
control and suppression. This
process is a‘combination of twice
yearly broadcast bait applications
and individual mound treatments.

But remember that most bait ap- -

plications 'are insect growth
regulators and take a few weeks to
become fully effective.

The bait applications are only 75-
90 percent . effective and it is
therefore necessary to follow 'up
with individual mound treatments.
There are a number of products
available for treatment of fire ants.

According to the Texas Depar-
tment of Agriculture, fire ant coun-
ties are under certain restrictions as
to hay shipments to and through
other counties that do not have fire
ants. Nursery operations that ship
products are also under similar
restrictions.

The Extension Service office has
a publication available that
describes the fire ant and its life
cycle as well as control methods and
suggested products to use for con-
trol.

To place the proceeds of the bonds on deposit in an account and in a manner approved by the Government. Funds tmay be
deposited in institutions insured by the State or Federal Government or invested in readily marketable securities backed
by the full faith and credit of the United States. Any income from these accounts will be considered as revenues of the
system.
To comply with all applicable State and Federal laws and regulations and to continually operate and maintain the facility
in good condition. : 3
To provide for the receipt of adequate revenues to meet the requirements of debt service, operation and maintenance, and
the establishment of adequate reserves. Revenue accumulated over and above that needed to pay operating and mainte-
nance, debt service and reserves may only be retained or used to make prepayments on the loan. Revenue cannot be used
to pay any expenses which are not directly incurred for the facility financed by FmHA. No free service or use of the
facility will be permitted. 5

To acquire and maintain such insurance and fidelity bond coverage as may be required by the Government.

To establish and maintain such books and records relating to the operation of the facility and its financial affairs and to
provide for required audit thereof as required by the Government, to provide the Government a copy of each such audit
without its request, and to forward to the Government such additional information and reports as it may from time to
time require.

To provide the Government at all reasonable times access to all books and records relating to the facility and access to
the property of the system so that the Government may ascertain that the Association is complying with the provisions
hereof and of the instruments incident to the making or insuring of the loan.

That if the Government requires that a reserve account be established and maintained, disbursements from that account
may be used when necessary for payments due on the bond if sufficient funds are not otherwise available. With the prior
written approva! of the Government, funds may be withdrawn for:

(a) Paying the cost of repairing or replacing any damage to the facility caused by catastrophe.

(b) Repairing or replacing short-lived assets.

(¢) Making extensions or improvements to the facility. -

Any time funds are disbursed from the rescrve account, additional deposits will be required until the reserve account has
reached the required funded level.

To provide adequate service to all persons within the service area who can feasibly and legally be served and to obtain
FmHA’s concurrence prior to refusing new or adequate services to such persons. Upon failure to provide services which
are feasible and legal, such person shall have a direct right of action against the Association or public body.

To comply with the measures identified in the Government’s environmental impact analysis for this facility for the pur-
pose of avoiding or reducing the adverse environmental impacts of the facility's construction or operation,

The rest of us
recognize that for the sake of our
children, welfare must be changed.
The welfare system hurts
children. The current system en-
courages out-of-wedlock births,
dependency and self-destructive
behavior. Between 1965 and 1990,
the percentage of children born out
of wedlock skyrocketed from 7% to
32%. That is about one in three
American children born today. In
addition, children born out of
wedlock are three times more likely
to be on welfare when they grow up.
To reverse this trend ot
illegitimacy, we have proposed
measures which will encourage per-
sonal responsibility. While un-
married teenage mothers will con-
tinue to qualify for food stamps,
medicaid and other programs that
help their children, they will no
longer receive cash benefits for
having out-of-wedlock babies. In
addition, no one can receive welfare
benefits unless they cooperate in
establishing paternity. Once fathers
are identified, our bill will help
states enforce child support. This
bill will make sure dead-beat dads
are the ones supporting their
children, not the government.

“Productivity appraisal”
may lower the property

taxes on your farm,
ranch or timber land!

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber grow-
ers to pay property taxes based upon the “production
value” of their land rather than on its market value.
This “productivity appraisal” means qualified land is
taxed based on its ability to produce crops, livestock
or timber—not on its value on the real estate market.
And it can mean substantial property tax savings.

When is the application deadline?

If your land has never had a productivity appraisal,
you must apply to your local appraisal district by May
1 to take advantage of this benefit on your 1995
property taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you
have a good reason and ask for it by May 1. If you
miss this deadline, you may still be able to apply, but
you will pay a penalty. Check with your appraisal
district office.

In addition, welfare recipients
should experience the dignity that
comes with having a job and being .
