John and Ruth Toy and their 
children. Heather and Michael, are 
visiting Fort Clark Springs residents 
Eric and Frances McMaster this 
week from Northern Ireland. Ruth 
Toy is Eric’s niece. This is the 
family’s third trip to Brackettville.

John Toy is principal of Femhill 
Family School in Belfast, and com­
mutes from their home in nearby 
Bangor. He also serves as a 
Lieutenant Commander in the Royal 
Naval Reserve. Ruth Toy is a 
teacher and homemaker. Heather 
Iws completed two years at Chester 
(College of Higher Education in 
Chester, England which is part of 
Liverpool University. She plans to 
teach after graduation. Last year 
Michael was in the upper sixth year 
of Bangor Grammar School. The 
term “grammar school” does not

mean elementary school in Northern 
Ireland, but is roughly the 
equivalent to our high school. 
Michael will be going to college in 
another year.

On each visit to Fort Clark, John 
Toy has spoken to the Rotary Qub 
since Eric and Frances are both 
members. This year’s topic was 
“Ireland Old and New”. A brief 
historical overview highlighted the 
diversity of the peoples who settled 
the Brittish Isles. These basic dif­
ferences contribute to misimder- 
standings that erupt between the 
Republic of Ireland and Northern 
Ireland, which has chosen to remain 
part of Great Britain. The Republic 
is populated by CJatholics, and Nor­
thern Ireland, is largely protestant. 
John explained that each side wants 
its own way and to protect its own 
interests. 'ITiis pattern is deeply en-

trencned, and he is not overly op­
timistic about change. However, the 
general population does live 
peacefully. The violence is per­
petrated by terriorists that represent 
a very small percentage of the" 
people, and is generally confined to 
areas that can be avoided.

Americans hear of the violence 
and some fear traveling in Northern 
Ireland. However, certain areas of 
American cities are probably more 
dangerous. Northern Ireland is 
beautiful and interesting, as is the 
Republic, and visitors are 
welcomed.

When the Toys come here, the lilt 
of their Irish speach attracts atten­
tion and people cluster around to 
meet and talk with them. The 
feeling seems to be mutual. We love 
the Irish and they love Americans. 
We’re always pleased to see one 
another.

CPL Projects Lower Bills

H appy d ipp in ’ a t  th e  B rackettv ille  City Pool.

Ontral Power and Light Com­
pany customers should see lower 
July bills as a result of the set­
tlement of issues related to the 1993- 
1994 outage at the South Texas 
Project Electric (Jenerating Station, 
as well as a petition to lower fuel 
charges.

In an effort to resolve concerns 
about the outage, CPL agreed to 
issue a one-time base rate refund of 
$50 million and a one-time fuel 
refund of $30 million. This refund is 
being issued as a one-time bill ad­
justment on customers’ July bills.

The one-time adjustment is ex­
pected to lower bills received in July 
by 50 percent or more. The adjust­
ment averages about $61 for ± e  
typical residential customer who 
used 1,300 kilowatt-hours of elec­
tricity during June.

CPL also agreed to absorb $62.25 
million in replacement fuel costs 
associated with the STP outage, and 
the company has withdrawn its 
earlier petition to recover replacem­
ent fuel costs incurred as a result of 
the outage.

In return, the parties to the set­
tlement agreed that CPL’s base 
rates should remain at their current 
levels, and the settlement resolves 
all base rate, fuel and prudence 
issues relating to the STP outage.

The settlement is subject to the 
final approval of the Public Utility 
(Commission of Texas. Hearings to 
consider the merits of the settlement 
will begin July 19. In the meantime, 
the PUC authorized issuing the 
refunds in July on sm interim basis.

When finalized, the settlement 
brings to an end months of uncer­

tainty and additional regulatory 
proceedings. The settlement strikes 
a bafance between customers’ con­
cerns about the length of the STP 
outage and the belief that CPL’s 
rates are reasonable at their current 
levels.

In a separate filing submitted to 
the PUC last month, CPL also 
requested permission to lower the 
fuel factors used to compute ± e  fuel 
charge portion of customer bills. If 
approved, CPL would lower its 
future fuel charges by $54.6 million 
annually. This would result in an 
ongoing reduction of about $4 a 
mon± for the typical residential 
customer.

The request to lower the fuel fac­
tors is the result of the above- 
average performance of STP over 
the last year and CPL’s success at 
negotiating favorable fuel pur­
chases.

Hearings to consider lowering of 
the fuel factors will be held later this 
year; however, ± e  PUC in June 
granted CPL permission to im­
plement the lowered fuel factors on 
an interim basis.

I have been asked by concerned 
county officials, state officials, and a 
few local citizens to use this colunui 
as a means to remind and bring to 
the attention of a few local folks the 
rules, regulations, and laws regar­
ding, the use of certain vehicles 
registered for specific uses, 
specifically in this instance, the use 
of vehicles registered as “Farm 
Trucks” during daily business other 
than that allowed under the law for 
this type registration.

The law provides under Art. 
6675a-6a-“Reduction of registration 
fee on trucks used by farmers”.. 
The following:

(a) When a commercial motor 
vehicle is to be used for commercial 
purposes by the owner thereof in the 
transportation of his own poultry, 
dairy, livestock, livestock products, 
timber in it’s natural state, and farm 
products to market, or to other poin­
ts for sale or processing, or the tran­
sportation by the owner thereof of 
laborers from their place of residen­
ce, and materials, tools, equipment 
and supplies, without charge, from 
the place of purchase or storage, to 
his own farm or ranch, the 
registration fee shall be fifty (50%) 
of the registration fee prescribed for 
weight classification in Section 6 of

this Act; provided however, that the 
additional use of the vehicle as a 
means of passenger transportation, 
without charge, of members of the 
family to attend church or school, to 
visit doctors for medical treatment 
or supplies, and for other necessities 
of the home or family shall not 
prevent it’s registration as a farm 
vehicle. NOTHING in the foregoing 
shall be mterpreted as permitting 
the use of a farm licensed vehicle in 
connection with other gainful em­
ployment.

If the owner of any commercial 
motor vehicle registered under this 
section shall use or permit to be 
used any such vehicle for any other 
purpose than those provided for in 
this Section, he shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and upon conviction 
shaU be fined in any sum not less 
±an Twenty-Five ($25.00) nor more 
than Two Htmdred ($200.00), and 
each use of such vehicle and each 
permission for such use of such 
vehicle shall constitute a separate 
offense.

NOTE: The mere fact that an 
owner lives on a farm or ranch 
DOES NOT entitle him to register 
his vehicle with farm license plates. 
The use made of the vehicle governs

entirely it’s elgibility for a farm 
license plate.

FARM TRUCK LICENSE 
PLATES MAY NOT BE ISSUED 
TO:

1. Farmer’s (Operatives.
2. Passenger vehicles, unless recon­
structed for delivery purposes.
3. Vehicles transporting livestock to 
a show or rodeo when stock is not 
being transported for the purpose of 
sale.
4. Any vehicle used for gainful em­
ployment or for hire, including tran­
sportation to and from a place of 
employment.

TTiere are several violators of this 
law operating in and around 
Brackettville and Kinney (3oimty, 
some of them associated with Cotm- 
ty government and with business 
connections in town. This week’s 
colmnn is a request for those 
violators, and you know who you 
are, to make arrangements to get 
your vehicles registered properly. 
Failure to do so in a reasonable 
amoimt of time will leave county and 
state law enforcement officers and 
agencies no choice but to file ap­
plicable charges against the 
violators.

Improved Writing Skills Object Of Child Study
COLLEGE STATION — Large 

improvements in school children’swiiting 
can be linked to the combination of 
inquiring thought and the study of 
children’siiterature, according to a Texas 
A&M University study.

During a 10-week study involving 275 
chiidren in grades one through eight, 
teachers used children’s classics like 
“Charolette’s Web” and “Cinderella” as

Teaching 
techniques that resulted in significant 
increases in a student’s writing include 
applyingciitkal thinking such as forming 
conclusions or generalizations about the 
story.

The study, conducted by Texas A&M's 
Dr. Mark Sadoski, diowB that by analyzing 
a story’s plot, theme and character devel­
opment, students were able to go beyond

understanding the story. This thinking 
promoted longer and more elaborate 
compositions, says Sadoski, who is a pro­
fessor of educational curriculum and

Often, I take for granted the tttet 
that not every person in this county 
knows what an extension agent 
with the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service does and is responsible 
for in each county. It is not until a 
county resident comes to the office 
or is attending an educational 
meeting that a question arises about 
Extension Service work.

State law authorizes the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service as a 
part of the Texas A&M University 
System (which is the state land 
grant university) to offer ongoing 
educational services to improve 
&rm, ranch, home and community 
life in Texas counties. County Ex­
tension Agents are an integral part 
of the Cooperative Extension Ser­
vice, which represents a three way 
partnership of the county, Texas 
A&M University and the United 
States Department of Agriculture 
(U.S.DA.).

The commissioners court of each 
county enters into an agreement 
with die Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service and the U.S.D.A. for 
the purpose of cooperating in ttum, 
ranch and home demonstration 
work. The commissioners courts in­
clude in their annual budgets the 
necessary salaries and other expen­
se items of each county Extension 
office.

Through this “local front door’’, 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service carries the problem-solving 
knowledge available from research 
and technology to county residents. 
County E x t^ io n  agents work 
closely with Extension specialists 
and local volunteers to transfer this 
knowledge through public meetings, 
demonstrations, ^ o r t  courses, 
publications, mass media and 
follow-up personal consultations.

County Extension agents live and 
work wiffi the people in a designated 
county and form the basic unit of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. Agents are professional 
educators with broad based training 
in agriculture, home economics, 4-H 
and youth work, natural resources, 
commimity development and other 
related subjects.

Agents also work with a county 
Extension program council which is 
composed of local lay people, who 
identify county problems, evaluate 
solutions and plan needed 
educational activities.

Cooperative Extension was made 
possible by the passage of the 
Smith-Lever Act of 1914. The 
Texas Legislature, in 1915, accep­
ted the terms of the Smitii-Lever

Act and established the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service as a 
legal entity in the state, assigning it 
to the Texas A&M University 
System for administration. The 
legislature also authorizes financial 
participation by Coimty Com­
missioner’s Courts of Texas.

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture administers all efforts 
nationally. That covers the legal 
basis for Extension work but what 
about the functions on a county 
level?
Agricultural Extension Service as 
stated in the Smith-Lever Act 
is....“to aid in diffusing among the 
people of the United States useful 
and practical information on subjec­
ts relating to agriculture and home 
economics, and to encourage the 
application of the same...” .

Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service programming is based on 
initiatives which include: 
’IncrMsing Africnttural Com- 
petltlvanaM-enhancing the efficien­
cy and effectiveness of agricultural 

■ producers dealing with lowering 
production costs, making products 
more competitive in the world 
market and increasing profits. 
'W ater Quality M anaieiuiit- 
programs to address water quality in 
home, landscapes, agricultural 
production and natural resource 
system management.

'Proper Use of Cheaiicals in the
Enrironment-inform public of scien­
tifically proven environmental 
problems and ways to minimize 
chemicals in our environment.
'Solid and Hazardous Waste 
Management-waste management 
impacts every aspect of community 
life and TAEX is committed to in­
creasing research-based knowledge, 
instilling attitudes of environmental 
responsibility and stimulating 
change in practices among com­
munities.

'Conservation of Natural 
Raaourcas-developing technologies 
available for improving practices to 
better manage natural resources.

These are a few of the 22 
initiatives that each county in this 
state works on in the way of 
educational programs and many 
other services. Get involved with the 
Extension process to promote a bet­
ter way of life for jJl of us who live in 
this great state.

The Kinney Coimty office of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice is located on the second floor of 
the county courthouse. The office is

July 1883: Lieutenant French ac­
companies Marie Doughty to Cin­
cinnati where he meets her mother, 
brother, and sister. Promising to 
write each other, they part company 
and French continues on to Fort 
Wayne where his mother and sister 
await him at the train station. Just as 
at Fort Clark, French busies himself 
with visits to friends and family. 
Despite having to spend much time 
in a dentist’s chair, he manages to 
take in ball games, go on picnics, at­
tend church, be fitted for civilian 
suits, and write letters to Marie. 
French’s account of his activities, 
along with his comments reflecting 
on social mores of the time, give us a 
good picture of everyday life in late 
19th century mid-America.

F riday . Ju ly  2 0 ,1 8 8 3
Did not go to the Dentist’s and am 

to rest xmtil Monday. Went up to the 
shops and walked through them 
with Potter. He works in ± e  office 
of the master mechanic and as he 
seems to understand and inquire 
thoroughly he explained everything 
very well. In the afternoon called 
with Mother at Uncle French’s and 
at Dr. Ayers’. After supper went to 
call at Mrs. Higgins’. A number of 
folks from grandmother’s & Mr.

turned 65 prior to Sept. 1. In other 
words, all seniors who are already 
65 will continue to get in free to 
state parks.

“This move will help enable us to 
continue to provide quality outdoor 
experiences at our state parks 
through the turn of the century,” 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depar­
tment Executive Director Andrew 
Sansom said. “Because Parks and 
Wildlife funding relies heavily on 
user fees, such as hunting and 
fishing licenses and park fees, we’ve 
had to take a ’user benefit, user pay’ 
approach.

“We’re continuing to take a hard 
look at what it’s going to cost to 
provide the quality outdoor 
recreational opportunities Texans 
have come to expect in the years 
ahead,” said Sansom. “At the same 
time, however, we feel strongly that 
Texas senior citizens deserve a 
break and that’s why we’re offering 
discounts to this important group.”

Sansom noted that the new action 
will put TPWD moré in liné with the 
private sector in the way the agency 
does business. “After all,” he said, 
“when senior citizens go to a 
cafeteria, they don’t get to eat free, 
but they often receive a discount. 
We’re taking a similar approach 
with our state parks. ’ ’

TPWD estimates the discounted 
fees will help generate some 
$533,000 the firat year and nearly 
$600,000 aimually thereafter. 
Current state park entrance fees 
range from $2 to $6.

Barksdale AFB, La., ^ e  popping u p . 
approximately . 50 miles in front of 
you. C

The autopilot is engaged and you 
are cruising at 37,000 feet. You turn 
on the aircraft’s four-color weather 
radar and overlay the radar depic­
tion onto the present position map of 
the multi-function display.

The MFD’s sbc-inch liquid crystal 
display shows your aircraft’s 
present position, with a moving map 
display, in relation to the planned 
flight course you programmed into 
the flight computer before leaving 
Laughlin. Analyzing your route of 
flight using the jo)rstick-confrolled 
cursor, you are able to determine a 
safe route well clear of the thunder­
storms.

After checking the weather on 
yoiu- VHF radio, you silently thank 
the Beechcraft designers for the T- 
lA ’s superb air conditioning system 
since Barksdale’s temperature is 95 
degrees.

Suddenly, you hear an automated 
voice call, “Traffic, traffic.’’ 
Pushing the traffic button on the 
MFD brings up the display for ± e  
Traffic Collision Avoidance System. 
A flashing yellow circle on the 
TCAS display tells you that another 
aircraft is approaching you from the 
“one o’clock’’ direction. The co­
pilot calls the traffic in sight and the 
Delta jet safely passes 2,000 feet 
below you.

Had the traffic actually 
threatened to cross your flight path, 
and urgent conflict resolution ad­
visory, “Climb, climb,’’ would alert 
you in time.

This is „.an.— example of the 
challenges that face a T-IA 
Jayhawk student pilot every day in 
specialized undergraduate pilot 
training. The student’s flying day 
typically begins at 6 a.m. with a 
formal flight briefing. The briefing 
covers safety issues, weather and a 
“stand up” situational emergency 
procedure where two students are 
called upon to solve complex 
situations.

With the morning briefing com­
plete, students meet with their in­
structors and head to base 
operations to plan their flights. 
Destinations are chosen based on 
each student’s syllabus requiremen­
ts and the availability of various in­
strument approach procedures at 
different locations.

The T-IA has the ability to fly for 
nearly five hours without refueling, 
allowing students and instructors to 
do much of their training at other 
bases in Texas, New Mexico and 
Louisiana. In fact, during the 
navigation phase, T-IA students 
will do approximately 90 percent of 
their training at bases other than 
Laughlin.

Once a destination is chosen and 
the flight planning completed, 
students and instructors return to 
the flight room to brief the sortie. 
After signing-out their aircraft, they 
step to the jet and begin the 
preflight inspection.

The sorties are usually two hours 
in length with a student pilot in the 
left seat, and instructor in the right 
seat and another student pilot in the 
jump seat. One student will fly the 
first portion of the “out-and-back” 
to the destination, completing all of 
his approach work at the destination 
base. The second student usually 
plans to “drop-in” at another base 
for his instrument work prior to 
flying back to Laughlin.

With the sortie complete, the 
student and his instructor will 
debrief for another hour to review 
± e  student’s performance, review 
some of the techniques for accom­
plishing the maneuvers attempted 
that day and go over the student’s 
grades. By this time, the student’s 
training day may be pushing the 12- 
hour limit. Tomorrow, it starts all 
over again.

The T-IA and the SUPT syllabus 
continue to provide the Air Force 
with the best tanker and airlift pilots 
in the world. Our country’s need for 
mobility and tanker support will 
continue to require our students to 
have excellent navigation and in­
strument flying skills when they 
graduate pilot training. The training 
students receive at Laughlin in the 
86th Flying Training Squadron 
provides them with those skills.

statewide. In March Lake Ray 
Roberts became the first park to of­
fer the program.
