In a case of vehicle burglary in
which a Ft. Clark resident reported
the theft of a .357 magnum revolver
occurred the night of Tuesday, July
18, 1995, Sheriff’s Department in-
vestigators have received valuable
assistance in clearing the case with
the arrests of four (4) Brackettville
youths in Uvalde County the night
July 21, 1995 by Uvalde County
Sheriff’s deputies. One of the four
arrested (2 juveniles and 2 adults)
had the stolen revolver in his pocket.
Ironically, one of the adult aged
youths claimed the revolver as his
own, which of course, put him in the
position of “claiming’’ and being in
possession of stolen property.
Uvalde County authorities have filed
felony charges on the one “‘claimed”’
the revolver and he has been
released on a $3,000.00 bond. The
.investigation into the original
vehicle burglary will continue and
further charges against those in-
volved are pending.

At approx. 1:35 a.m. the morning
of July 20, 1995, the Sheriff’s Depar-
tment received a call from a Border
Patrol dispatcher in Del Rio advising
that Southern Pacific Railroad per-
sonnel had contacted the Border
Patrol to advise that one of their
trains had hit a person either
walking or lying next to the railroad
tracks west of the intersection of the
Pinto Creek crossing and Standard
Lane. Further investigation into the
report by Bordeér Patrol agents and
Kinney County Patrol Deputy Karl
Chism resulted in the location of the
injured man, and illegal alien from
Mexico. The man had suffered
compound fractures of the left leg
and a broken shoulder. He was tran-
sported to Val Verde Memorial
hospital by the Kinney County EMS
unit. .

At approx. 7:40 a.m. the morning

of Thursday, July 20, 1995, the
Sheriff’s Department received a call
from Ft. Clark Security of a possible
burglary of a Ft. Clark residence.
This writer responded to the call
and upon arrival at the scene it was
determined that vandals had broken
into and “trashed’’ the house, doing
considerable damage to the front
door and the interior of the residen-
ce, which was unoccupied at the
time. There are at least four (4)
suspects in the case, which is under
investigation at the time of this

Grass Clippings
Make Good
Compost

Instead of throwing grass clip-
pings away each time you mow your
lawn, put them to good use in a
compost pile. Compost is good sour-
ce of organic matter for gardens and
flower beds. Furthermore, com-
posting is an excellent way to
dispose of garden debris, leaves and
similar plant material.

The simplest composting method
is to alternate 4 to 6 inch layers of
plant matter, such as leaves or
grass, with 2 to 4 inches of good
garden soil. Add manure, if
available, and sprinkle commercial
fertilizer on each layer of plant mat-
ter to speed up the decomposition
process. Use a cupful of fertilizer
with a 1-1-1 ratio per 10 square feet.

The top layer of the compost pile
should be soil and surface should
form a basin to hold water. Water
each layer of organic matter before
adding the soil layer. Water the pile
thoroughly when completed. Add
water as needed to keep the material
moist but not soggy. Leaves decom-
pose very slowly if they are too dry.

Turn the compost every three to
four months to aerate the material
apd speed decomposition. Within
six months to a year, your compost
will be ready to use and you’ll be
g!ad that you saved those grass clip-
pings.

trees and shrubs. It's more efficient
to water at night or early in the mor-
ning because evaporation is less at
these times. However, remember
that watering at night promotes
diseases in lawns and shrubs.

3. Too much water can be as hard
or even worse on plants than not
enough. Apply water no faster than
the soil can absorb it and give plants
time to dry out between irrigation
instead of keeping the soil wet con-
stantly.

4. Plants on mounds or slopes suf-
fer from drought stress more easily
than those on level areas, so these
require more frequent watering.

5. Never fertilize landscape plants
when the soil is dry. It is best to
water one day, apply fertilizer the
next day, and then water again. Fer-
tilizer will do no good unless it is
dissolved and moved into the soil.

6. Treat water as a valuable
resource. Use it to water plants
when needed but do not waste
water. Although considered a
renewable resource, good water
supplies are becoming scarce in '

Lawyers
Advertising Rules

(AUSTIN)--Texas consumers will
benefit when new rules on adver-
tising for lawyers go into effect on
July 29. The State Bar of Texas
rules will help ensure that more ac-
curate and verifiable information is
provided to the public in advertising
by attorneys.

The State Bar’s Advertising
Rules Committee, which oversees
the screening and processing of
lawyer advertisements, has already
begun pre-screening ads submitted
by attorneys. The committee, which
began accepting the ads for pre-
approval on July 3, has already
received 250 applications, mostly
from attorneys who currently ad-
vertise.

The State Bar hired a full-time
manager to assist in reviewing ap-
plications.

Advertisments that are submitted
for pre-screening and do not comply
with the rules will be returned to at-
torneys who can then make the
necessary changes. If the ads appear
without the recommended changes,
the committee can file a grievance
through the State Bar’s disciplinary
system. Lawyer ads that are
released to the public and filed with
the State Bar without prior commit-
tee approval will be referred directly
to the Bar’s grievance system if they
violate any of the advertising rules.
The committee hopes that the
review process will cut down on the
number of grievances filed for non-
compliance with the advertising
rules.

It is also a goal of the Advertising
Review Committee to educate
lawyers and their advertising agen-
cies about the new rules and how.to
comply with them. Current plans in-
clude holding a joint seminar with
the Texas Association of Broad-
casters and publishing and
distributing a booklet on the rules.

The new rules are designed to
protect the public from false and
misleading advertising practices by:

*prohibiting  attorneys  from
making claims that cannot be sub-
stantiated;

*requiring lawyers to honor ad-
vertised fees during the time the ad-
vertisement is used;

*require that written solicitations
be clearly labeled as “ADVER-
TISEMENTS”;

*requiring the advertising lawyer
to disclose that a case or matter will
likely be referred to another lawyer;
and

*requiring attorneys to disclose
how percentages of settlements are
computed for fees.

According the Dickie Hile, Chair
of the Bar’s Advertising Review
Committee, ‘“the most common
violations in lawyer advertising in
Texas that I've seen relate to
statements of board certification and
claims of being a specialist, failure
to state how contingency fees will be
calculated, and failure to disclose
that cases or matters will probably
be referred to another lawyer.”
