BRACKETTVILLE -  Monetary 
awards in the amount of $2,000.00 
were made to Brackett Middle 
and High Schools in the Brackett 
Independent School District as part 
of the Texas Successful Schools 
Awards Program (TSSAS), G. Steve 
Mills, superintendent of the 
Brackett Independent School 
District announced today.

The schools are being recognized 
for gains in student performance in 
indicators that are part of the 
Academic Excellence Indicator 
System (AEIS), more commonly 
known as the state’s school report 
card.

The Brackett ISD schools are 
among 1,236 cash-winning schools 
statewide receiving awards for

exemplary or recognized perfor­
mance and 401 schools receiving 
awards for recording gains in their 
performance over last year.

The awards are based on schools’ 
spring 1995 performance on the 
Texas Assessment of Academic 
Skills (TAAS) test, which measures 
performance in reading, writing, 
and mathematics. Schools also had 
to meet performance standards for 
dropout and attendance rates.

To be eligible for a significant 
gain award, schools had at least 25 
percent of all students in each 
student group passing each section 
of the TAAS. In addition, a school’s 
gain in performance from spring 
1994 to spring 1995 had to be in the 
top 20 percent of the school’s

demographic group on overall gain 
for all students and each student 
group and average at least 5 percent 
gain across all subject areas for all 
students and each student group.

Under law, the AEIS computes a 
demographic index based on cam­
puses’ percentages and minority, 
economically disadvantaged, limited 
English proficient, and highly 
mobile students and the wealth of 
the school’s district. The index is 
used to array campuses and form 24 
groups of roughly equal size. A 
school’s performance is compared to 
other schools that are in its same 
demographic group.

A total of $5 million is being 
awarded to schools this year under 
the TSSAS program.

Thirty thousand new players 
take up golf each month. It is the 
fastest growing sport played by 
people in the age group from 55 to 
65.

The first question asked by

The second is 
probably, “ Is it in good shape?”  A

good course is a drawing card. 
Visitors come and everyone in the 
community benefits financially 
while they are here.

Many more years ago than I care 
to remember I graduated from the 
Texas Parks & Wildlife Game War­
den School at Texas A&M. 
Following my graduation I was 
assigned headquarters in Ozona in 
Crockett County in West Texas, a 
very large county of some 3,000 
square miles of rugged country.

I had just turned 23 and being a 
rookie fresh out of the academy I 
was wide-eyed and bushy-tailed and 
ready to take the world by the tail 
and single-handedly put an end to 
game law violations in the 3,000 
square miles of my assigned county.

The Sheriff of Crockett County at 
that time was Billy Mills, the son of 
old time Texas Ranger Frank Mills. 
Billy kinda took me under his wing 
and tried, successfully in the end, to 
show me the ropes about rural west 
Texas law enforcement. Once, 
following one of my somewhat over- 
zealous “ rookie”  case in­
vestigations, Billy told me
something I have never forgotten, 
he said, “ The letter of the law is not 
always justice, and sometimes 
justice ain’t wrote down nowhere.”

That was (is) big old country out 
there and being the only Game 
Warden in a 3,000 square mile 
territory called for lots of lonely 
nights patrolling the rural roads 
and/or sitting in one of my “ hide­
outs”  backed up into the brush 
waiting for an unwary “ night- 
hunter”  to come along spotlighting 
deer, or, on a rare occasion, 
deliberately shooting a beef or goat 
in some ranchers pastime.

Back in those days there wasn’t 
much “ drug smuggling”  going on 
like nowadays and after a little ex­
perience it was pretty easy to 
separate the hunters from the rest of 
those driving along those lonely 
roads. Got to where I could tell just 
from the sound of a car coming from

miles away if it was “ hunting”  or 
just someone going home or passing 
through. __

One of my favorite “ spots”  to 
hide my car and watch the road was 
in deep south Crockett County along 
the Howard Draw road 40 miles 
from the nearest town. There was 
an old windmill and big cement 
water tank butted up right against 
the highway fenceline and I had a 
good place to hide my car and by 
climbing up the windmill tower with 
my binoculars I could cover a lot of 
country as well as long stretches of 
the road in both directions.

One night during hunting season I 
had been in that location for several 
hours with not much activity and no 
hunting going on and had been per­
ched up in that windmill tower for a 
good while when I saw car lights 
coming south on the road several 
miles away. Judging from the time it 
took the vehicle to “ top out”  on the 
hills I could tell that it was traveling 
at a slow rate of speed, one of the 
first indicators that roadhunting 
might be going on. As the vehicle 
got closer I climbed down from my 
perch and stood on the edge of the 
water tank next to the road right-of- 
way, listening and watching.

Pretty soon I could hear popping 
noises, coming from the direction of 
the vehicle every once in awhile and 
my heart started beating a little 
faster as I thought I sure enough had 
me a “ nighthunter” . I decided to 
just sit tight and let the “ hunters” 
go on by my location and then follow 
them in my patrol car with the lights 
off, hoping to catch them “ red- 
handed”  shooting a deer from- the 
road. As the vehicle came closer I 
realized that the popping noises I 
had been hearing was the vehicle 
back-firing and realized that the 
vehicle was experiencing serious 
engine trouble.

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Low and behold, the vehicle 
pulled to a stop right under where I 
was standing, hidden in the brush 
along the top of the water tank. The 
driver and passenger got out of the 
pickup and opened the hood, looking 
in at the engine and erasing quite 
loudly. I could tell from their voices 
and actions that they had more than 
a couple of beers each. They talked 
a few minutes and then decided to 
have another beer and as they stood 
beneath me, their heads almost 
touching my boots, I heard one of 
them remark, “ Well, where in the
“ blankety-blank”  is the “ _________”
game warden, they’re always 
sneaking around when you don’t 
want them, and then when you 
really need one, they’re nowhere to 
be found!”

Well, I just couldn’t resist, I step­
ped off the water tank and landed 
right between them and said, “ I’m 
right here boys, can I help you?” 
Their reaction was like wild cattle 
stampeding and they tore up the 
country around there for awhile, 
thinking, I suppose, that a banshee 
from hell had dropped out of the sky 
on them. After they settled down 
and got their wits about them they 
limped back to where I was pulling 
prickly pear thorns out of their han­
ds and legs th.ey had collected 
during their “ stampede” . After they 
had calmed down enough to talk it 
was decided that I would give them 
a ride back to town to get help in 
repairing their disabled pickup. As 
we parted ways in town they 
thanked me and one of them said
that he would be “ da_________”
careful from then on about how he 
talked about Game Wardens, 
“ especially at night on lonesome 
roads.”

One 
night we were backed up in one of 
my “ hide-outs”  waiting for a' 
“ nighthunter”  to come along and 
Frank told me a story about an in­
cident that he was involved in when 
he first “ hired out”  as a Ranger.

The weather is cooler and a little 
wetter and the many wild creatures 
are beginning to move around a little 
more. The time has changed and it 
gets dark earlier. The traffic on the 
highways has increased con­
siderably, mostly with tracks pulling 
trailers loaded with hunting gear, 
feeders, blinds, and feed. All of this 
usually means that the major part of 
the hunting season is just around the 
comer.

Of course, the archery season has 
been going on but closed on October 
31. The dove hunting is also over as 
of November 1 in Kinney County. It 
closed October 17 North of Highway 
90. But for you avid dove hunters 
there will be a late season that opens 
December 26 county wide and 
closes January 7 in the Central Zone 
(North of Highway 90) and January 
9 in the South Zone.

The statewide Quail Season runs 
November 4 - February 25 with a 
bag limit of 15 per day and a 
possession limit of 45. From all in­
dications, you will probably have a 
hard time getting your bag limit in 
most parts of the county. There 
seems to be more quail around this 
year but they are far from the num­
bers that they should be at in most 
places.

For Turkey Season in Kinney 
County, the season North of High-

way 90 runs November 4 - January 
7, limit 4 per license year and can be 
either sex. South of Highway 90 the 
turkey season runs November 11 - 
January 21, same limits apply. The 
Spring Season runs April 6 - May 
12, gobblers only may be taken. 
Don’t forget to buy your turkey 
stamp.

For the General Deer Season in 
Kinney County, the season North of 
Highway 90 runs November 4 - 
January 7, bag limit 4 deer, of which 
2 may be bucks. South of Highway 
90 runs from November 11 - January 
21; 5 deer, limit 3 bucks. There will 
be a Special Anterless Only Season 
on the South side of Highway 90 
only from January 22 - February 4. 
There will be a Muzzleloader An­
terless Only Season, North of High­
way 90 only, from January 13 - 
January 21. Muzzleloader Stamp is 
required for this special season only.

If we get some colder weather 
this winter, the deer season should 
be much better this year than last.

Flowering Plants

Feverfew is a member of a large 
family of flowering plants, the Daisy 
family, which includes Blackeyed 
Susan, Cosmos and Marigold. The 
medicinal Feverfew is a very leafy 
plant with nearly hairless leaves. It 
has many flowers which appear in 
open clusters and which are about 
4”  across.

Feverfew was revered by the an­
cients for use in lung congestion and 
for melancholy. In 1633, in England, 
it was touted by an herbalist as 
treatment for “ St. Anthony’s fire 
and all inflammations ' and hot 
swelling.”  In 1722, John Hill, M.D., 
wrote that Feverfew exceeds 
whatever else is known for the worst 
headaches. It has been rediscovered 
and today is one of the most popular 
of herbs for pain relief. Because of 
its historic use in the lowering of 
fevers and its success in treating ar­
thritis and migraine headaches it has 
been compared to aspirin which is 
effective for similar ailments. It has 
been shown to inhibit the produc­
tion of prostaglandins, chemical sub­
stances involved in the process of in­
flammation, thus limiting or 
blocking inflammatory reactions in 
the body. This inhibiting factor 
provides relief for migraine 
headaches and the joint pain of ar­
thritis.

To be most beneficial the herb 
should be processed without heat; in
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fact, the best choice is freeze drying. 
The most direct form of treatment, 
and the least expensive, is the con­
sumption of the fresh leaves;

and it is difficult to prescribe the 
correct dosage. We must rely on 
herbalists to prepare and package 
Feverfew in tablet or capsule form, 
usually in 500 milligram sizes.

He was assigned as 
2nd Lieut o f “E ”  Company 19th In­
fantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado 
Territory and Fort Leavenworth, 
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort 
Brown at Brownsville, Texas where 
Pt- French was detailed as the 
Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to 
Fort Clark.

A t Fort Clark, onfanuary 1, 1883, 
Lt. French began diaries which he 
faithfully maintained fo r  the next 
thirty years.
N ovem ber 1883: A s Com m ander o f  the 
Sem inole Scouts L t French does n ot have 
to  stand the calls o f  R eveille, R etreat and 
Tatoo with the garrison so  he spends his 
tim e playing billiards at the sutler's store  
(loca ted  on the rise at the E m pty Saddle 
statue). Hie and L t E ckerson take a trip to  
Silver Lake to  hunt and gather pecans 
(Silver Lake is about 14 m iles north o f  the 
fo rt). The practice o f  "falling bricks" con ­
tinues as officers rank ou t each oth er fo r  
quarters resulting in another m ove fo r  the 
bachelor lieutenant. Again he is placed  in 
an upstairs room  above a m arried officer's 
family. The paym aster arrives m id m onth  
with, "...the Sem inoles being paid  last." 
The Scouts, as soldiers do, g et drunk but 
Sgt K ibbets rem ains sob er to  ensure ade­
quate preparations fo r  the trip to  M ayers 
Spring. In his fashion L t French writes, 
"At last the fa tefu l day has com e." The 
Sem inole Scout D etachm ent m akes its  
five day trek to  M ayers Spring encam ping 
at Sycam ore C reek, the far side o f  the 
D evils R iver (vicin ity o f  the railroad and 
highway bridges over Lake Am istad), 
Painted Cave (today's Sem inole Canyon 
State Park), Eagle's N est (at Langtry), and 
L ozier Canyon. The D etachm ent relieves 
"L" troop  8th Cavalry and settles in to the 
routine o f  camp life. L t French worries 
about his m a il, w rites letters, maintains 
officia l correspondence, m akes new  ac­
quaintances, plays cards, and is taken ad­
vantage o f  b y  a governm ent contractor. 
Thanksgiving dinner is m utton stew  and 
apple p ie.

Thursday. Nov. 1 1883

Did better shooting at 300 yd. 
range this morning than ever be­
fore. Feel confident o f  ability to 
qualify at that range soon. After 
breakfast went over to the office 
and came back with Guard who 
told me about errors in the Cloth­
ing Book. Had hair cuf .and..wa&- k  
beaten .by..Dr. .Maddox^t.bilWard&rit 
at the store. . In the., afternoon 
worked on the muster rolls. Had 
dinner too late to go out to stables 
this evening. After dark made a

call at Capt. Hall's & then got 
Capt. Vance to play whist there. 
Came home near midnight Capt 
Hall & I beating Capt. Vance & 
Mrs. H. two rubbers out o f three.

Enjoyed the 
evening thoroughly.

Friday. Nov. 2 1883

Made an improvement on previous 
scores this morning at 300 yd. 
range but did not get a leg. After 
breakfast went over to the office 
and down to the Sutler's, playing 
several games o f  billiards with 
Kendall at the latter place. Found 
Guard at the Quartermaster's and 
went to his house to get blanks. 
Then returned to my quarters, 
made out a monthly return o f the 
Detachment and took it over to the 
office with a check for Capt. Hall 
to pay him for a cap he sold me 
yesterday. Worked on the Muster 
Rolls until dinner, visiting the 
camp after dinner. In the evening 
called on Miss Florence, but she 
was not at home and Capt. Vance 
& I went to Capt. Hall's where he 
& Mrs. Hall were beaten two rub­
bers o f  whist. Had a real pleasant 
evening.

Saturday. Nov. 3 1883

Received a postal from Shunk 
about that infernal package and a 
letter o f  notification o f  deposit in 
bank at San Antonio. Went to the 
Quartermaster's, to Eckerson's 
and to the office to make arrange­
ments for Eckerson and myself to 
go to Silver Lake a few days next 
week to hunt & gather pecans. 
Then completed muster rolls, com ­
pared them and had them signed 
after stables. Had dinner after dark 
as the Captain was out hunting to­
day. Hewitt & Maddox were his 
companions & dined with us. 
Hewitt stopped to talk & Vedder & 
Towle came in to prevent my go­
ing out to call. Went down to cor­
ral'at tattoo to enquire about a box 
brought Up from’ Spofford Junction 
today but could not find it. Then 
called on Dr. Maddox for a short 
time.

Received a letter from home & 
one from Lizzie T. Hoagland this 
morning. Lizzie's brings notice o f 
some trouble Aunt Mary is having 
with her property in Chicago. It is 
a pity that there is not some sum­
mary way o f disposing o f rascals 
who live by cheating widows. 
Col. Lyster & son returned this 
morning about 3 o 'clock  but bring 
news o f no changes in this Depart­
ment just at present. Went over to 
the office & down to the Quarter­
master's to complete arrangements 
about going tomorrow.Vedder acts 
in such an exasperating manner 
that I felt like giving up the whole 
thing. Afterwards saw Eckerson 
and he accompanied me to Capt. 
Vance's to call on Col. Lyster. 
Wrote a letter home & went out to 
stables, eating dinner after return­
ing. In the evening went to church 
& accompanied Mrs. Hall home. 
After this callers came in. Sat & 
talked with them until after 11 
o 'clock , when I ought to have been 
in bed for tomorrow.

M onday. Nov. 5 1883

Was awakened before reveille this 
morning . Sent bedding down to 
Eckerson's & ate breakfast with 
him at Capt. Vance's. After some 
delay succeeded in getting a wagon 
and left the Post about 7 o 'clock  
with Eckerson & 5 Seminoles. 
The trip was quite pleasant. Eck­
erson is a queer fellow, sometimes 
he coincides with a person readily 
in every opinion. At other times 
nobody can be more contrary. 
The road was good until in the vi­
cinity o f the Nueces where it be­
came very rocky. Reached Silver 
Lake about 2 o 'clock  and after 
hunting around for pecan trees 
camped on the edge o f the lake. 
The Mexicans living in that neigh­
borhood had gathered almost all 
the pecans, and their pigs eaten the 
rest. Fay killed a deer so we were 
certain o f fresh beef. The lake is 
quite a small one, more a widening 
o f  the Sycamore. Duck are quite 
plentiful o în, , theo .-water holes. 
Fished .for,-,-a sty?# time that eve­
ning. Took the shot gun & killed 
two quail. Retired about 7 o 'clock  
feeling quite tired with the trip.

Tuesday. Nov. 6 1883

Woke up at daylight after a rather 
cold night's sleep, but feeling in 
excellent health especially after a 
wash in the lake. After breakfast 
Eckerson and I went around the 
lake where we found a few pecans 
and shot at some ducks without 
getting any. Returned to camp & 
remained there while some o f the 
men gathered the pecans we found, 
about 3/4 o f  a bushel. When they 
returned to camp, we went to some 
water holes, where I shot at some 
ducks and missed them. Returned 
for dinner, afterwards takeing a 
short stroll. Retired early as usual 
feeling rather tired. This life is 
doing both o f us a great deal o f 
good. The men who were out 
hunting today came back with no 
game.

Wednesday. Nov. 7 1883

After breakfast Eckerson & I rode 
out to some water holes & spent 
the morning in shooting at beauti­
ful mallards, he shooting two & I 
none. After dinner walked out to 
hunt for a turkey roost but were 
unsuccessful. Went to bed early. 
The men got three turkeys today.

Bonilla Hails Historic 
Vote In Congress To 
Balance The Budget
WASHINGTON -  U.S. Rep. 

Henry Bonilla (R-Texas-23) today 
hailed a historic vote in the House of 
Representatives to balance the 
budget and let taxpayers keep more 
of the money they earn.

“ Today’s vote by the House of 
Representatives marks a new day 
for the United States of America,” 
Bonilla said. “ After 25 years of un­
controlled spending and unbalanced 
budgets, this Congress has shown 
the courage to do what’s right for 
the future.”

“ You know, the liberals are 
probably right,”  Bonilla said. “ It 
probably would be easier to buy 
votes by doling out tax dollars to 
every special interest group that 
comes along.”

“ But it takes real political courage 
to place the future of this nation 
above the future of your own elec­
tion,”  Bonilla said. “ Shame on the 
liberals for thinking they can score 
political points by scaring the 
American people.”

“ I know from talking with folks in 
my Texas district that the scare tac­
tics are not working,”  Bonilla said.

“ People are smart,”  Bonilla said. 
“ They know the sky will not fall if 
the federal budget is balanced. In 
fact, they know that their lives will 
be better once our country is out of 
debt.”

“ All Americans will notice the 
difference when the budget is balan­

ced,”  Bonilla said. “ A  balanced 
budget in seven years will mean 
lower interest rates across the 
board.”

"It will mean lower housing 
costs,”  Bonilla said. "On a 3-year, 
$50,000 mortgage at 8.23 percent 
interest, families will save $1,081 
every year -  a total o f $32,430 over 
the life of the loan.”

“ A  balanced budget will mean 
lower college costs,”  Bonilla said. 
“ A  student who borrows $11,000 at 
8 percent interest will pay $2,167 
less for their education.”

“ If we want to make sure 
America will be the land o f oppor­
tunity in the future, we must make 
tough decisions today and get our 
budget under control,”  Bonilla said.

Before the vote, Bonilla raised 
concerns about the agriculture por­
tion of the budget bill. “ While I am 
not happy that Freedom to Farm is 
in this bill, Speaker Gingrich has 
assured agriculture representatives 
like me that when the House and 
Senate work out their differences, 
the agriculture section of the final 
budget bill will be closer to the 
Senate version,”  Bonill said.

The House of Representatives, 
with Bonilla’s support, voted 227- 
203 to balance the budget in seven 
years. The Senate is expected to 
vote on its balanced budget plan 
tomorrow.

Since the air has cooled, have you 
noticed the wonderful flowers in 
bloom?

LAUGHLEN AIR FORCE BASE, 
T X  -  Nine cadets from the U.S. Air 
Force Academy visited Laughiin in 
late October for a three-day orien­
tation program which included an 
overview of base operations and in­
centive jet rides.

The tour involved discussion of 
various methods of brush control 
available for the landowner in this 
area. Application techniques and 
equipment was also part of the 
program. A tour stop with chemical 
labels and interpretation of the label 
information concluded the 4-stop 
tour. Dr. Bob Lyons, Extension 
Range Specialist and Dr. Rick 
Machen, Extension Livestock 
Specialist, both with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
were on hand to answer landowner’s 
questions and present material. The 
tour was worth 4 hours of con­
tinuing education units for persons 
holding private applicator licenses 
with the Texas Department of 
Agriculture.
Do You Have A Bee Problem?

Fall is in full swing and swarming 
season for the Africanized honey 
bee is also here. When bee colonies 
grow too large, they split and look 
for new places to call their home. 
Unfortunately, the new piece of real 
estate they select may be on your 
property. The best advise I can give 
ayone finding bees near their home - 
- Africanized or not -- is to leave 
them alone and get help. Call 
someone who is familiar with 
removing bees and wasps. In some 
cases, bees set up housekeeping in a 
crack or crevice in and under 
houses. An exterminator may have 
to actually damage part of the house 
to eradicate the hive. So if you can 
find a beekeeper who wants the 
hive, they can extract the bees for a 
smaller cost without damaging the 
house, hopefully. For the past few 
years, the Honey Bee Identification 
Lab at Texas A&M has tested sam­
ples of many eradicated hives. Ap­
proximately 75% of all stinging in­
cidents attributed to Africanized 
bees have occurred when people 
have used machinery near the bee’s 
hive, or when they have tried to 
eradicate the hive themselves. If you 
have any questions dealing with 
determining whether a hive may be 
Africanized or not, please contact 
the Kinney County office of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice.

Look For Adapted
Varieties Of Trees

If you have visited a nursery 
lately, you may have noticed a wide 
variety of trees for sale. You should 
be careful selecting trees for your 
home landscape. Not all trees will 
adapt easily to soil conditions and 
the climate of this area. Many times 
people will buy a tree just because 
they like it or read about it in a 
magazine. But after they plant it, the 
tree doesn’t grow right or do the ex­
pected thing because it simply can­
not function the same way under dif­
ferent climatic conditions.

Fruit trees are very popular with 
many homeowners but they require 
quite a bit of maintenance and care. 
Fruit trees require pruning during 
the winter months, and some may 
require spraying of pesticides and 
fungicides up to 7 times a year. But 
not all trees require such a high 
degree of maintenance and care.

For Texas, oak trees are hard to 
beat. Live oak, Red oak, Spanish 
oak and the Shumard oak (Shumart) 
do well in almost every area of the 
state, but none of these grow fast. I 
have people in the office every year 
wanting to know what tree they can 
plant that will grow fast, produce 
nice shade and not have insects and 
diseases. If there is a tree like that, a 
person could make a lot of money 
selling them. As a rule of thumb, the 
faster growing shade trees have 
more problems associated with 
them. Ashes, box elders, mulberries 
and weeping willows all have 
problems, but are somewhat faster 
growing. If you want to take a chan­
ce with yours being planted, caring 
for it for a number of years and then 
it simply dying and haring to be 
replaced then these are the type 
trees for you. I have a list of trees 
available in my office that are 
recommended for our area if you 
desire one to help you make 
decisions about a tree in your home 
landscape.

CPL Files Petition To Increase Rates
Central Power and Light Com­

pany today filed a petition with the 
Public Utility Commission of Texas 
and cities of original jurisdiction to 
increase its base rates for the first 
time in over four years.
; CPL is requesting an overall net 
increase of $54 million, which is an 
approximate 4.6 percent increase in 
Customer bills. The request is made 
Up of a $71 million base rate increase 
that is partially offset by a fuel factor 
reduction of approximately $17 
million.

Even with the proposed increase, 
the average residential customer’s 
bill is expected to be comparable to 
the average residential bill in 1991.

A CPL residential customer who 
uses 1,000 kilowatt-hours of elec­
tricity a month currently pays about 
$78 a month for electricity. With the 
proposed increase, the same 
Customer will pay an average of $80 
a month, or about three percent 
more on an annual basis.

The amount of the rate increase 
will vary by different customer 
groups, which include residential, 
commercial, industrial and other 
retail customers. The increase also 
will vary based on usage patterns 
and the types of electrical equip-

CPL announced in early October 

its intent to seek permission to in­
crease rates. If the requested rate 
increase and regulatory treatments 
are approved, CPL has committed 
not to implement any other base rate 
increases prior to Jan. 1, 2001.

The rate increase is based on 
operating results for the test year 
ending June 1995. The request is 
not an effort to recover any of the 
amounts refunded to customers in 
July 1995 as a result of the 1993- 
1994 outage at the South Texas 
Project Electric Generating Station.

If the rate review progresses for­
ward on schedule, the earliest any 
increase would go into effect under 
bond would be May 1996. A final 
decision on the rate request is an­
ticipated from the PUCT during the 
1996 fourth quarter.

“ This rate increase request 
strikes a balance between our goal 
of keeping rates competitive while 
producing enough revenue to allow 
our investors an opportunity to earn 
a reasonable return,”  said CPL 
President Bob Carey. “ Approval of 
the request will help ensure con­
tinued reliable electric service for 
our customers now and in the 
future.”

In the battle over the federal 

budget, the stakes are high. 
Congress has made a balanced 
budget by 2002, to rein in the size 
and scope of the federal gover­
nment, it’s top priority. The 
president’s view: the cuts are too 
much, too soon. The veto pen 
awaits. The two sides are on a 
collision course, promising what 
many in Washington are calling a 
“ train wreck”  -  the shutdown of the 
government.

The wreck is set to occur on or 
about November 13, when the 
federal government’s authority to 
borrow more money will hit the wall 
that is the statutory debt ceiling. If 
Congress does not act to raise the 
legal limit on federal debt (from its 
current $4.9 trillion!), the gover­
nment would be barred from 
borrowing more money. This would 
force it to spend no more than it 
receives in revenue.

What happens in the days just 
before November 13 will make the 
so-called “ endgame”  interesting. 
Neither Congress nor the Admin­
istration appears willing to blink fir­
st. But what would really happen if 
the government were forced to close 
down? Some have portrayed the 
potential effects as catastrophic: 
mail not being delivered, planes 
crashing due to a lack of air traffic 
controllers, criminals being set free, 
and so on. In reality, however, the 
effects of a government close-down 
would be far from catastrophic.

Let’s first look at what happens if 
appropriations bills are vetoed by 
President Clinton. Entitlements, 
ranging from social security 
payments to farm subsidies, could 
continue to be paid. By definition, 
such programs do not depend upon 
annual appropriations for their fun­
ding. More importantly, the law that

governs how appropriations are 
spent specifically allows essential 
expenditures in cases of imminent 
emergency, to protect lives or 
property.

Because of these various excep­
tions and exclusions, “ closure”  of 
the government during past budget 
crises have involved less than meets 
the eye. Take, for instance, the most 
recent closure. In 1990, the gover­
nment “ closed”  for three days over 
the Columbus Day weekend. There 
was great consternation and an air 
of emergency, with nightly 
newsclips of disappointed tourists 
standing in front of a closed 
Washington Monument.

But beyond tourism, the effect 
was limited. According to a later 
GAO report on the incident, few 
employees were actually sent home, 
and most of these were with the In­
terior Department (2,826 of the 
2,984 sent home by the agencies the 
GAO surveyed). The Defense 
Department continued to operate, 
the mail was delivered, air traffic 
control continued to function. Even 
if the “ shut-down” had occurred in 
midweek, the effect would not have 
been cataclysmic. Out of some three 
million civilian federal employees, 
less than half a million would have 
been out of action.

Even more telling is what agen­
cies said when the GAO asked what 
the adverse effects of a weekday 
shutdown would be. “ Reduced 
morale”  was the number one an­
swer, recited by almost all the agen­
cies. The Department of Health and 
Human Services voiced concern 
about “ significant anxiety among 
employees.”  The IRS was concer­
ned about a “ loss of public confiden­
ce in the agency” !

What about a shutdown due to the 
debt ceiling? Here the rules are dif-

Francis Henry French was bom in 
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 
27, 1857. Deeply impressed from  his 
youth by the stirring deeds and stories 
told by veterans o f the Civil War, he 
realized his ambition fo r  a military 
career by entering the United States 
Military Academy at West Point, New 
York where he graduated twelfth from  
the Class o f 1879. He was assigned as 
2nd Lieut o f "E ”  Company 19th In­
fantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado 
Territory and Fort Leavenworth, 
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort 
Brown at Brownsville, Texas where 
Lt. French was detailed as the 
Regimental Adjutant. In December o f 
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to 
Fort Clark.

A t Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883, 
Lt. French began diaries which he 
faithfully maintained fo r  the next 
thirty years.
N ovem ber 1883: A s Com m ander o f  the 
Sem inole Scouts L t French does n ot have 
to  stand the calls o f  Reveille, Retreat and 
Tatoo with the garrison so  h e spends his 
tim e playing billiards at the sutler's store  
(located  on the rise at the E m pty Saddle 
statue). H e and Lt Eckerson take a trip to  
Silver Lake to  hunt and gather pecans 
(Silver Lake is about 14 m iles north o f  the 
fort). The practice o f  ''falling bricks " con ­
tinues as officers rank out each oth er fo r  
quarters resulting in another m ove fo r  the 
bachelor lieutenant. Again he is p laced  in 
an upstairs room  above a m arried officer's 
family. The paym aster arrives m id m onth  
with, "...the Sem inoles being paid  last." 
The Scouts, as soldiers do, g et drunk but 
Sgt K ibbets remains sober to  ensure ade­
quate preparations fo r  the trip to  M ayers 
Spring. In his fashion Lt French writes, 
A t last the fa tefu l day has com e." The 

Sem inole Scout D etachm ent m akes its 
five day trek to  M ayers Spring encam ping 
at Sycam ore Creek, the far side o l the 
D evils R iver ( vicinity o f  the railroad and 
highway bridges over Lake Am istad), 
Painted Cave (today's Sem inole Canyon 
State Park), Eagle's N est (at Langtry), and 
L ozier Canyon. The D etachm ent relieves 
"L troop  8th Cavalry and settles in to  the 
routine o f  camp life. Lt French worries 
about his m ail, writes letters, maintains 
officia l correspondence, m akes new  ac­
quaintances, plays cards, and is taken ad­
vantage o f  by a governm ent contractor. 
Thanksgiving dinner is m utton stew  and 
apple pie.

Thursday. Nov. 8 1883

After breakfast packed up to return 
to the Post. A short ride brought 
us to Kruger’ s ranch where Ecker­
son introduced me to Mrs. Kruger, 
a graduate o f Vassar & a splendid 
lady.

NRC Service Responds To 
Conservation District Needs

Galveston, TX — “ America’s con­
servation districts are at the very 
heart of the conservation delivery 
system”  said Judy Johnson, 
Regional Conservationist of the 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Service (NRCS) as she addressed 
the concerns of over 1,000 Texas 
soil and water conservation district 
directors and representatives recen­
tly in Galveston.

Johnson explained that the unique 
delivery system of planned 
management of natural resources, 
otherwise known as “ conservation”  
here in Texas as well as throughout 
the world is envied and often sought 
after by other ogranizations and 
agencies due to the success the 
delivery system has had for over six­
ty years.

“ For over six decades, NRCS has 
worked side by side with districts 
and state agencies to deliver conser­
vation programs to both urban and 
rural pamters as well as state and 
local government across this land,”  
said Johnson. “ W e’ve been working 
to achieve our vision of a productive 
nation in harmony with a quality en­
vironment.”

She said, “ The success in 
achieving this vision can be seen 
today as one drives across the coun­
try and see the changes which have 
happened to the land, especially in 
the last ten to fifteen years -- to 
know the programs that are our 
collective responsibility are 
working.”

Johnson’s main emphasis are the 
partnerships in the conservation 
delivery system that includes NR­
CS, the National Association of Con­
servation Districts (NACD), the

National Association of State Con­
servation Agencies (NASCA), 
Texas State Soil and Water Conser­
vation Board (TSSWCB), conser­
vation districts throughout Texas 
and the people themselves as they 
work together to face the challenges 
and opportunities in American 
agriculture and conservation.

“ Over 60 years of experience 
shows us solutions which come from 
the bottom up rather than the top 
down -  local solutions and local in­
vestments work best,”  she con­
tinued. “ And that is why we have 
taken the input from both partners 
and customers across the land to 
help us chart the direction of our 
new NRCS.”

Following are some of the 
requests and steps that Johnson said 
NRCS has taken to answer the 
needs of the conservation districts 
and partners across Texas and the 
country.
1. Strengthen the conservation 
partnership.
•We are working on developing our 
partnering skills. Texas has one of 
the best partnerships across the 
nation. Many of our partners have 
taken steps to sign the “ Memoran­
dum of Understanding”  and 
“ Guiding Principles”  that set forth 
how to establish strategic plans for 
each of the conservation partners. 
This will enable everyone to work 
together from a common vision and 
maximize work around shared 
goals.
2. Strengthen the capacity local
conservation districts have to help 
deliver local conservation 
programs. ,
•NACD Partnership Capacity

Building is helping to meet this need 
as districts are learning partnering 
skills and more about how to deliver 
these local programs.
3. More emphasis placed on telling 
the conservation story.
•We have started a nationwide 
marketing training program called 
“ Marketing for Conservation Suc­
cess.”  These trained marketing 
people will be meeting November T 
2 to develop a region-wide 
marketing plan. This partnership 
marketing initiative is an effort to 
meet our customers’ needs as well 
as to build the capacity of conser­
vation districts.
4. Work at enhancing com­
munications between all partners 
even at the local and field level.
•We have brought the technology 
and tools that are available for im­
proved communications to our par­
tners. We will be upgrading com­
puters with modems as well as 
training staff to use this new 
technology. Field offices around the 
country will be able to communicate 
and transfer conservation infor­
mation to any level -  even on the In­
ternet and World Wide Web, which 
will include valuable databases NR­
CS has to offer its customers, such 
as the Soils Database.
5. Deliver more technical assistan­
ce at the field level (farm/ranch). 
•Budget restraints and cuts have 
resulted in downsizing staff, but 
through'reorganization the national 
headquarters staff has been reduced 
by 51%. With this, the goal is to in­
crease the proportion of staff 
working at the field level across the 
country. In Texas under the leader-

Did not go out to stables this 
evening. Dr. Maddox dined with 
us. After dinner callers came in 
until nearly tattoo. Went out to call 
on Ives & Geary but neither was at 
home. Returned to read the papers 
that came from home last Sunday. 
Lula writes that Potter wants Sue 
to marry him in the Spring, but 
she wants to wait until Fall. Think 
it will be impossible for me to at­
tend if it is in the Spring.

Friday. November 9 1883

Had a good night's rest in bed. It 
does me good to go out for a while 
& rough it. Went to the office this 
morning. The General was very 
pleasant in his reception o f me,
shaking hands & inviting me to be 
seated. I must stop all this grum­
bling about him & Vedder. He 
told me I would start for Mayer's 
Springs the latter part o f next 
week. The Seminoles would re­
main there until next May, prob­
ably, but if I wanted to be relieved 
at any time, just write him. This 
is quite encouraging, if Sue is mar­
ried next Spring. Asked about 
quarters and he said he would try 
to secure me a room to put my 
things in while at Mayer's Springs. 
Then went to the Commissary's &

bought some cigars to send to Pot­
ter & J.R Cary, and to the Q.M . 
to see about ordnance stuff. Was 
bothered about property & gave 
myself a lot o f unnecessary worry. 
In the evening went out to stables. 
Afterwards called on Duff, 8th 
Cav'y. visiting here from Del Rio, 
not at home & on Mrs. Guard. 
After seven o 'clock  played whist at 
Capt. Hall's against Mrs. H & 
Capt. Vance until midnight & had 
cake & wine, and a fine time. I 
am going to stop worrying about 
this property responsibility & at­
tend to business better.

Saturday. November 10 1883

At the office this morning met 
Vedder & walked down to his o f­
fice with him. He was quite ac­
cessible and I succeeded in making 
arrangements to have the carbines 
repaired. Had them carried down 
to the Ordnance Sergeant. Asked 
for a Board o f Survey to act upon 
the carbine with a burst barrel. In 
the afternoon went over and sang 
with Miss Florence. Then played 
a while on the organ in the chapel 
and went to the Library. Did not 
go out to stables as the horse came 
while I was at dinner. In the eve­
ning went to a children's party at 
the hop room in honor o f  Trudie 
Hall's birthday and helped to en­
tertain the little ones. It was quite 
warm. Received a letter and a 
bundle o f papers from home this 
morning.

Sunday. November 11 1883

Overslept myself, & had to hurry 
with bathing and shaving to get to 
breakfast. A letter from Harry 
was my mail. Went over to the 
office & then returned to write 
home. Asked Guard at the office 
for the papers &c. o f the Scouts 
and made arrangements to get 
them tomorrow. The General 
gave me a room over Vedder 
where Ives has a room also. So

Tax Ideals

Public Accountant.

The 1RS reported the average 
1993 adjusted gross income as 
$32,489, taxable income of $26,367 
and an effective overall tax rate of 
13.5%. The effective tax rate 
declined in 1993 for all but about 4.1 
million of the nearly 115 million tax­
payers who filed returns.

Revenue from taxable interest in­
come dropped sharply, nearly 20%. 
Of the 114.6 million returns that 
were filed, 980,000 reported income 
of $200,000 or greater, and those 
high income returns had an effective 
overall tax rate of 29%.

1RS changed the rules for 
household employers in 1995, 
requiring them to stop filing Forms 
942 quarterly and begin filing 
Schedule H with their form 1040. 
Employers will now pay FICA, 
FUTA and any withholding taxes on

domestic employees with their In­
come Tax Return. They will also be 
required to file Forms W-2 and W-3 
in January. To do this they must 
have or obtain an Employer Iden­
tification Number, EIN, if you do 
not have an EIN, file Form SS-4. 
You must have this number before 
you file the Forms W-2 and W-3, 
due before January 31,1996.

The law change exempts from 
FICA (and Medicare) Taxes any 
household or domestic employee 
that earns less than $1,000 in cash. 
FUTA taxes are due if you pay a 
total of $1,000 cash to all domestic 
employees during the year. Students 
under 18 years of age, employeed as 
baby sitters or lawn care are 
generally also exempt.

The $1,000 limit applies to 1994 
also, if you paid taxes on individuals 
that earned less than $1,000 in 1994 
you can apply for a refund.

TxDOT Reduces Waste
Employees in the Texas Depar- 

mtnet of Transportation’s Laredo 
District are being asked to “ drop a 
few pounds”, this year.

The request is part of TxDOT’s 
“ Reduce Your Waste”  campaign, 
which ties in with the Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation Com­
mission’s (INRCC) second annual 
Texas Recycles Day celebration on 
November 15.

“ We are getting a great response 
to our Recycling and Recycled 
Products campaign, but we want to 
move beyond just recycling waste to 
producing less of it,”  said Yolanda 
Balderas, the district’s recycling 
coordinator.

“ Producing less waste will mean 
reducing our recycling volume, but 
in turn we should decrease the 
amount of materials and supplies we 
buy. That will mean more tax 
dollars can be spent on improvemen­
ts to state highways,”  Yolanda said.

The newest TxDOT recycling 
campaign features a series of 
creative “ Reduce Your Waste”  
posters citing ideas for each of T x­
DOT’s recycling program focus 
areas: office, building, roadway, 
vehicle fleet and break areas.

Employees in the Laredo District 
are being asked to sign a pledge car­
ds which sets individual goals to 
reduce waste in a particular area, 
according to Balderas.

The cards will be sent to the 
TNRCC to be included in a 
statewide drawing for prizes that in­
clude a 1995 Jeep Wrangler, 
donated by the Steel Recycling In­
stitute; a $3,000 gift certificate from 
the Home Depot; a $2,000 gift cer­
tificate from Balcones Recycling; 
and five $500 grocery shopping 
sprees from H.E. Butt Grocery 
Company.

TxDOT, which kicked off an 
aggressive recycling and recycled 
products program in January 1994, 
is recycling everything from used 
pavement to white paper. The agen­
cy also spent $35 million on recycled 
and environmentally friendly 
products in FY 1994.

The Reduce Your Waste effort 
conserves limited natural resources 
and helps minimize air and water 
pollution. In addition, waste reduc­
tion efforts help conserve landfill 
space, Clearly, TxDOT employees 
impact the environment in a positive 
way.

Extension Means 
Different Things 

To Different People
Many times I forget the fact that 

not every person in this community 
knows what an extension agent with 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service does and is responsible for 
in each county. It is usually not until 
a person comes to the office or is at­
tending an educational meeting that 
a question arises about Extension 
Service work or what my job 
responsibilities cover.

State law authorizes the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service as a 
part of the Texas A&M University 
System (which is the state land 
grant university) to offer ongoing 
education services to improve farm, 
ranch, home and community life in 
Texas counties. County Extension 
Agents are an integral part of the 
Cooperative Extension Service, 
which represents a three-way par­
tnership of the county, Texas A&M 
University and the United States 
Department of Agriculture 
(U.S.D.A).

The commissioners court of each 
county enters into an agreement 
with the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service and the U.S.D.A. for 
the purpose of cooperating in farm, 
ranch and home demonstration 
work. The commissioners courts in­
clude in their annual budgets the 
necessary salaries and other expen­
se items of each county Extension 
office.

Through this “ local front door,” 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service carries the problem-solving 
knowledge available from research 
and technology to county residents. 
County Extension agents work 
closely with Extension specialists 
and local volunteers to transfer this 
knowledge through public meetings, 
demonstrations, short courses, 
publications, mass media and 
follow-up personal consulations.

County Extension agents live and 
work with the people in a designated 
county and form the basic unit of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. Agents are professional 
educators with broad-based training 
in agriculture, home economics, 4-H 
and youth work, natural resources, 
community development and other 
related subjects.

Agents also work with a county 
Extension program council which is 
composed of local lay people, who 
identify county problems, evaluate 
solutions and plan needed 
educational activities.

Cooperative Extension was made 
possible by the passage of the 
Smith-Lever Act of 1914. The

Texas Legislature, in 1915, accep­
ted the terms of the Smith-Lever 
Act and established the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service as a 
legal entity in the state, assigning it 
to the Texas A&M University 
System for administration. The 
legislature also authorizes financial 
participation by County Com­
missioner’s Courts of Texas. The 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
administers all efforts nationally. 
That covers the legal basis for Ex­
tension work but what about the 
functions on a county level?

The basic function of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service as 
stated in the Smith-Lever Act 
is...“ To aid in diffusing among the 
people of the United States useful 
and practical information on subjec­
ts relating to agriculture and home 
economics, and to encourage the 
application of the same....”

Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service programming is based on 
initiatives which include:
‘ Increasing Agricultural Com­
petitiveness - enhancing the ef­
ficiency and effectiveness of 
agricultural producers dealing with 
lowering production costs, making 
products more competitive in the 
world market and increasing profits. 
‘ Water Quality' Management - 
programs to address water quality in 
home, landscapes, agricultural 
production and natural resource 
system management.
‘ Proper Use of Chemicals in the 
Environment - inform public of 
scientifically proven environmental 
problems and ways to minimize 
chemicals in our environment.
‘ Solid and Hazardous Waste 
Management - waste management 
impacts every aspect of community 
life and TAEX is committed to in­
creasing research-based knowledge, 
instilling attitudes of environmental 
responsibility and stimulating 
change in practices among com­
munities.
‘ Conservation of Natural Resour­
ces - developing technologies 
available for improving practices to 
better manage natural resources.

These are a few of some 22 
initiatives that each county in this 
state works on in the way of 
education programs and many other 
services. Get involved with the Ex- ! 
tension process to promote a better 
way of life for all of us who live in 
this great state .

The Kinney County office of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice is located on the second floor of 
the county courthouse.

For Those In Need

This Tuesday, November 14, 
marks National Philanthropy Day. 
This is day which recognizes all the 
good people in communities across 
the country who donate their time 
and energy to help those in need.

Volunteering to help others is part 
of the American culture. You help 
your neighbors when they’re in 
need, and hopefully they’ll offer you 
a helping hand if you should run into 
trouble.

Lately, however, there seems to 
be some confusion about the actual 
meaning of volunterrism and philan­
thropy. Webster’s Dictionary 
defines a volunteer as “ a person 
who voluntarily undertakes or ex­
presses a willingness to undertake a 
service.”  What about President 
Clinton’s AmeriCorps program? I’ve 
read some newspapers which refer 
to AmeriCorps participants as 
“ volunteers.”  Paid volunteers? That 
phrase is an oxymoron.

AmeriCorps members receive, at 
taxpayer expense, up to $9,450 to be

used for school expenses, an annual 
stipend averaging $7,400, free 
health insurance and free child care. 
The average cost of a single 
AmeriCorps member to taxpayers is 
$30,000, including salary and 
education awards, health and child 
care benefits, overhead costs and 
administration. Oh, and that price 
also includes the $1.7 million 
AmeriCorps paid to a huge public 
relations firm to promote the 
program.

We could debate for hours about 
whether or not the federal gover­
nment should play a role in en­
couraging volunteerism. The fact is, 
the federal government already 
spends more than a billion dollars a 
year on community service 
programs. The question is, can 
American taxpayers afford to sup­
port what really amounts to another 
jobs program? Not if we want to 
balance the budget.

While AmeriCorps has ap­
proximately 20,000 paid “ volun­
teers,”  more than 89 million 
Americans offered true, unpaid 
volunteer service in 1993. I was 
delighted to read last week that 
charitable donations were also up

In the past two or three weeks, we 
have seen some really positive press 
about Brackett ISD’s academic 
achievements. All three of 
Brackett’s schools have been men­
tioned as high achievers. What’s 
going on here? Let’s take a look!

A couple of weeks ago, Superin­
tendent Mills and Principal Glass 
(Jones Elementary) received an 
award for high achievement on the 
TAAS for Chapter I students. All 
Chapter I students at Jones Elemen­
tary received a passing score of 70 
or above on TAAS. Remember, to 
be a participant in the program, 
students had to score under 50. That 
means an increase in TAAS scores 
of 20 points or more from each of the 
Chapter I participants in reading 
and math.

Last week, we were notified that 
Brackett High School and Brackett 
Middle School received a cash 
award of $2000 for achievement in 
TAAS. There were significant in­
creases in test scores last year.

Superintendent Mills was notified 
that at a special session of the State 
Migrant Conference to be held 
Friday, November 17, in San An­
tonio, Brackett ISD will be com­
mended for attaining an 80% or bet­
ter on promotion and graduation 
rates and for attaining a 6% or less 
dropout rate based on the 1993-94 
PEIMS data for migrant students 
enrolled in a migrant education 
program. The letter reads, “ We 
congratulate your migrant program 
staff for their dedication and hard 
work for students and their families. 
We are aware that it is the spirit of 
collaboration and cooperation of 
many members of your instructional 
staff which makes student success a 
reality.”

To add to the accolades for 
students and staff, I was told again 
and again how well Brackett young 
people behaved on Halloween night.

Some great ladies from 
the Methodist Church assisted with 
some of the basic needs here. Rick 
took off in a car with folks he didn’t 
know for a tremendous adventure. 
He was to be able to stay on the 
Kingsville A&M Campus and these 
folks would make sure that he 
received instruction and that he 
could eat in the cafeteria at the 
college. Rick called once telling me 
that he wanted to go to college there 
after he received his GED. He did 
well. Not only with passing the 
GED, but with his positive attitude 
& work habits. Lots of compliments. 
So, we are working trying to get 
things going where he can begin 
work on his Bachelors Degree in 
January. Rick is helping with a 
couple of young men who dropped 
out of school several years back. I 
believe a move like Rick Mata made 
could change his life.

Pilots, Planes

LAUGHLIN AIR FORCE BASE, 
Texas -  In light of Defense Base 
Closure and Realignment decisions 
to close Reese Air Force Base, 
Texas, Laughlin’s student pilot load 
is set to increase in the near future.

Beginning in April 1996, the 47th 
Flying Training Wing’s average 
daily student load is expected to in­
crease by approximately 10 students 
every six weeks. There is no firm 
timeline set at this time. The current 
student load is 155 (about 20 per 
pilot training class).

“ This change is due to the com­
bination of a planned Air Force in­
crease in the student load and the 
Reese closure,”  said Lt. Col. Marty 
Bates, the site activation team chief. 
Bates is responsible for coordinating 
and planning for the Reese beddown 
of people and aircraft. “ We expect 
our student load to reach ap­
proximately 300 (about 40 per class) 
and will eventually increase to 440 
over the next few years,”  he said.

With the influx of more students

come the people who support the 
The 47th FTW  will receive 120 n 
instructor pilots and approximat 
80 maintenance people.

Pointers

A  common problem known to 
man is the discomfort of ingrown 
toenails. The medical term used to 
describe this condition is known as 
“ Onychocryptosis” . Onychocryp­
tosis is more common in toenails 
than fingernails. It occurs, when 
there is pressure on the sides of the 
toe by the nail plate. Onychocryp­
tosis is caused by uneven cutting or 
tearing of the nail plate, injury, or 
anatomic variations in the nail.

You may see inflamtion, swelling, 
or infection of the area around the 
nail. Sometimes a beefy, red tissue 
is present known as a pyogenic 
granuloma. The number one com­
plaint is of course pain.

Home treatment would consist of 
proper trimming of the nails and not 
trimming too close or down into the 
ingrown portion of nail. Foot soaks 
soften the nail and can help prevent 
infection. Elevating the incurvated- 
nail with a small amount of cotton 
placed between the nail and nail fold 
may help prevent incurvation. If 
the nail becomes infected, it is best 
to see a doctor for appropriate 
treatment and therapy.

ferent: there is no lack of ap­
propriated money, the government 
just can’t borrow any more. Without 
the power to borrow money, the 
government is -- cold turkey -  put 
on a balanced budget. It can only 
spend what comes in, and no more. 
While the president’s ability 
unilaterally reduce spending is 
limited, he could delay many 
discretionary expenditures until the 
crisis was resolved. The result 
would be a huge cutback on 
discretionary spending, but spen­
ding on entitlements and emergency 
services likely could continue for 
some time.

If anything is clear in American 
politics today, it is that the 
congressional leadership has more 
or less set the political agenda since 
last November. It has clearly 
defined goals, and a plan for 
achieving those goals. President 
Clinton has rarely broken out of a 
defensive stance during that time. 
Here is one thing the public will 
respect during any showdown: it’s 
Congress that’s trying to do 
something about today’s problems, 
while the president is defending the 
status quo. It will be easy for the 
Congress to explain what it is doing 
and why. The White House, by con­
trast, will have some difficultly ex­
plaining its defense of the old ways.

The “ endgame”  may be the most 
important test which the 104th 
Congress will face. Congress has 
promised the American people a 
revolution. The question now is 
whether if can deliver upon that 
promise. If if can, Congress will 
pave the way for the most fun­
damental changes in Washington in 
half a century. But, if it steps up to 
the edge, and then blinks, the public 
will assume that Washington is still 
up to business-as-usual. The oppor­
tunity for real change will have been 
lost -  perhaps for another 
generation.

Kids should read at home, 
A&M prof reminds parents

COLLEGE STATION— Involving 
a child in the family’ s daily routine can 
help their reading and writing.

Dr. John Stansell, an education pro­
fessor at Texas A&M  University, says 
that while it is important to have bodes 
and writing materials available at home 
for children, don’ t overlook the every­
day opportunities parents have to read 
and write with their children.

"B ooks aren’ t the only things 
children can read,”  Stansell said. 
“ Reading through the mail, reading a 
recipe or the newspaper, even reading 
road signs while driving around town 
are all activities that involve literacy.” 

Stansell reiterates the importance 
o f  parents reading to children, but also 
emphasizes that it is equally important 
for children to see the parents them­
selves reading and writing. Parents 
should have reading and writing 
materials in the home and within their 
children’ s reach to allow them to expe­
rience and learn from these items
