Accident claims one life

Seven Brackettville residents involved in truck rollover

A Brackettville man died Sunday evening
following a one-vehicle accident in Uvalde
County.

Juanito Sanchez, 31, was killed when he
was thrown from a truck about 20 miles
north of Brackettville on Farm and Market
Road 334.

The driver of the vehlcle was identified
as J.J. Sandoval, also of Brackettville, offi-
cials said. :

According to reports, the 1970
Chevrolet pickup was headed west when it
“failed to make a curve” and ran off the

right side of the road, struck a drainage
coverage and flipped several times.

There were seven occupants in the truck;
three were in the front of the cab, four were
in the bed of truck. Everyone in the bed
was ejected from the truck. Reports showed
that no seat belts were worn.

Also in the truck were Richard
Rodriguez, Mario and David Reyes, Rob-
ert Tyer, and Tommy Ward, all of Brack-
ettville.

Rodriguez was not seriously injured.
Ward was listed as leaving the scene.

Tyer and Mario Reyes were both trans-
ported to University Hospital in San Anto-
nio.

As of Wednesday, Tyer was listed in
stable condition and Reyes was in fair, but
guarded, condition.

David Reyes was taken to Uvalde Me-
morial Hospital. He was released on Mon-
day.

Department of Public Safety Troopers
Hector Luevano and Jose A. Salas investi-
gated the accident. Both are with Uvalde
County DPS.

DILLEY - The Brackett Tigerettes clinched the
District 30-2A basketball championship Tuesday
with a 37-35 victory over the Dilley Lady Wolves.

Katy Hagler scored six points for Brackett,
Courtney Harrison and La Toya Wright both had
two, and Chica Garza added one.

Misty Minton led Dilley with 14 points.

The Tigerettes will close their regular season to-
morrow night at 6:30°as they host the Natalia Lady
Mustangs.

Making the workpla.ce
more friendly to families

Every working parent I know
is stretched to the limit. They say,
“I just don’t have enough time.
The best thing Congress could do
for me is add more hours to my
day.” :
Unfortunately, we can’t do
that. But Congress can do the next
best thing. We can provide sphed—
uling flexibility for people in the
workplace so they can better man-
age what little time they do have,

On Jan. 22, I sponsored legis-
lation with Senator John Ashcroft
of Missouri designed to make the
American workplace more
friendly to families by allowing
workers the kind of flexible sched-
ules that are prohibited by current
law. The leadership in Congress
has decided to make this bill a top
priority.

Right now, hourly employees
and their employers have few op-
tions. Hourly workers are not al-
lowed to make the kind of com-
mon sense scheduling arrange-
ments that salaried workers take
for granted. '

They can’t, for instance, sit
down with their supervisors and
say, “May I work two extra hours
on Friday so I can take off at 3
p.m. Monday to go to my son’s
parent-teacher conference?”

To me, it is counterproductive
for the government to stand in the
way of such accommodation.

So the Family Friendly Work-
place Act is aimed at hourly em-
ployees who would benefit from
having a work schedule that meets
the demands of their personal
lives, a schedule that allows them
to spend more time with their chil-
dren while continuing to meet
their professional responsibilities.

This legislation would amend
the Fair Labor Standards Act to
give employees the option of ei-
ther:

B Voluntarily receiving time
and a half compensatory time in
lieu of overtime for hours worked
in excess of 40 a week, or

B Making alternative, volun-
tary work-hour trade offs which
allow workers and employers to
devise creative schedules based on
a 160 hour a month timetable.

In two-thirds of American
households, both the mother and
father are employed outside the
home. Existing laws put these
working parents in a straitjacket,
effectively preventing the kind of
time trade-offs that would allow
them to host a scout meeting or to
join a child’s classroom outing.

Flexible working schedules
would make workers more con;
tent, more productive and more
able to address the needs of their
families. ‘

Federal employees have been
allowed to take advantage of flex-
ible schedules since 1978, and
time and a half compensatory time
off since 1945.
- People who work in the private
sector should be able to enjoy this
flexibility as well. ;

This legislation is a tool that
lets hourly wage earners and theif
employers manage their time and
their lives more conveniently.

This is another installment pay-
ment on my commitment to get-
ting government off the backs of
ordinary working families.

I attended the annual confer-
ence of the superintendents of
Texas last week.

The first few days in Austin
were very productive. I enjoyed
hearing Governor Bush as he
spoke of his two major goals.

The first goal is that every child
shall be reading on grade level by
the third grade and shall continue
to stay on grade level (or ahead)
for the duration of the public
school years.

The second is property tax re-
lief.

Our governor has lots of poise
and believes in what he is speak-
ing about. He and his wife, along
with Commissioner of Education
Mike Moses and the Texas Edu-
cation Agency, absolutely believe
that the ability to read on grade
level by third grade is a neces-
sity.

Prison costs drop 11 percent in expénded system

AUSTIN - The cost of keep-
ing an inmate in state prison
dropped 11 percent as the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice
operated its expanded prison sys-
tem at new high capacity effi-
ciency in 1995-96, according to
figures compiled by the Texas
Criminal Justice Policy Council.

The overall average cost de-
clined to $39.51 per inmate per
day in 1996 from $44.40 in 1994,
the Policy Council said, bringing
current costs down to 1989 lev-
els.

The Policy Council credited the
decrease to efficiencies of scale

in the expanded system and the
use of more efficient prison units
designed by TDCIJ.

TDCJ executive director
Wayne Scott said the figures “are
good news for Texas taxpayers as
evidence that public safety and
operational efficiency are compa-
rable.”

Based on the Policy Council
figures, TDCJ’s daily costs are 26
percent less than the national av-
erage cost of $53.85 established
by the Criminal Justice Institute
in a nationwide survey of state and
federal prison systems.

The Texas prison and state jail

system tripled in size from less
than 50,000 capacity in 1991 to
145,000 on completion of the ex-
pansion program in 1995.

The Policy Council, an inde-
pendent state agency charged by
the Legislature with analyzing and
making projections for all Texas
Criminal justice agencies, found
the TDCJ’s costs were also down
for parole supervision, specialized
sex offender supervision and half-
way houses.

The costs of regular parole su-
pervision dropped from $2.33 a
day in 1995 to $2.16 a day in
1996, the Policy Council said.

Amanda Meek had 10 re-

Hunting seasons are over, boating season starts

- Now that the hunting seasons
are over for a while, I can just
imagine the fishermen walking out
to their boats (if lucky enough to
have one) and kicking the tires,
‘cleaning out leaves, old plastic
'‘worms and assorted other items,
checking the engine and the
‘gauges, greasing the wheels, etc.
‘and, of course, changing out the
1ine on the reels and organizing
‘the tackle box.

With the warmer weather we
have been having and spring just
around the corner, the boating
season will be underway soon.

Whether you use your boat for
fishing or other recreation, now
is the time to check your boat over
thoroughly. And while we natu-
rally think to check the above
mentioned items, we often forget
about the items required on a boat
‘that just might save a life.

Rules and regulations differ
somewhat by size and use of poat
and each boat owners situation.
The following is a general listing
of requirements.

Your situation may be differ-
ent. If you have a question about
the rules or regulations and how
they apply to you, please call me
or the Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment before you put your boat in
the water. j

First of all, if your boat 18 re-
quired to be registered; be sure
that you have done so and that it
has a current decal display on the
side next to the registration num-

bers.

In addition to the numbers and
decals displayed on the sides of
your boat, you are required to
carry the certificate of number
with you on the boat.

The certificate of number is the
blue card, about the size of your
driver’s license, that has the in-
formation about your boat on it.
You get one when you register
your boat or renew the registra-

‘tion on your boat.

- Speaking of registration num-
bers on the sides of your boat, be
sure that they are the right num-
bers and properly displayed. It
should have the letters “TX” (if
registered in Texas) followed by
4 numbers and 2 letters, such as
“TX 1234 AB,” and can be found
on the certificate of number card
you received when you registered
the boat. :

When I was stationed on the
coast at Port Isabel, I once

.checked a boat with the registra-

tion number “TX 78520” dis-
played on the sides it.

I was somewhat puzzled as to
where he had gotten that number
from. I asked him for his certifi-
cate of number card and looked
at his address on the card. He had
used his zip code for the registra-
tion number.

Check to see that you have the
proper fire extinguishers on board
and that they are properly charged
and accessible.

Check your life jackets and
throw cushions. Be sure that you
have one Coast Guard approved,
wearable type, life jacket for ev-
eryone on board your boat. Check
to see that it is in good condition
and accessible.

On motorboats under 26 feet
long, a child passenger under 13
years old must wear a lifejacket
at all times while underway or
moving. This lifejacket must be
one that fits the child, not an adult
sized jacket.

Check your other equipment t0
see that it is working properly,
such as boat lights, horns or
whistles, flares (if required), rear
view mirror (if required).

Here is a checklist of other
items you might want to have on
hand or be sure that they are in
good working order: spotlights or
flashlights, paddles, anchors,
ropes, batteries, tie down straps,
bow lines, gas tank, gauges, bilge
pump, boat plugs, oil reservoir,
gas and oil lines, trailer registra-
tion, lights and tires.

When you are going out on the
water, let someone know where
you are going and when to expect
you back, even what boat ramp
or launch place you are going to
use. This saves time if or when
problems occur and someone
needs to search for you.

Another thing to check before
launching is the weather report.
Each year many boaters lose their
lives or equipment or need to be
rescued or searched for because
they get caught in a storm or high
winds. It is not worth risking your
life for just a few hours of fish-
ing.

Not only do you put your life
in danger when boating in bad
weather, but you put the lives of
your rescuers in danger.

Many people do not know that
they can register their boat right
here in Brackettville. They can do
this at the County Tax Assessor-
Collectors Office on the first floor
of the Courthouse.

Of course, you can also regis-
ter by mail through the Parks and
Wildlife office in Austin, or in
person at any Parks and Wildlife
office in the state.

This is by no means all of the
laws and regulations that may ap-
ply to you in regards to boating
and water safety. ;
