No warnings on seat belts

AUSTIN — The Texas De-
partment of Public Safety is go-
ing after Texans traveling in
vehicles without using their seat
belts.

The agency announced last
week a no-warning policy re-
garding seat belts. That means
a ticket will be issued if a DPS
trooper pulls over a driver not
obeying the law.

“Texas’ seat belt laws have
been around for nearly 13 years
now,” DPS Director Col.
Dudley Thomas told the Asso-
ciated Press. “There’s no excuse
for Texas drivers not to know
about the law and not to buckle
up. So there’s really no need for
warnings.”

Under Texas law, anyone in
the front seat of a vehicle must
wear a seat belt. Children un-
der 2 also must ride in a car
safety seat and children under 4
must be restrained in a safety
seat or by a seat belt.

People who violate the law
can be punished by fines be-
tween $25 and $50 per incident.
Judges determine the fines, DPS
spokeswoman Tela Mange said.

“It seems the only way to get
people’s attention is through
their pocketbook,” she said.

Mange said the DPS is en-
couraging other law enforce-
ment agencies to adopt the no-
warning policy.

“We’re not doing this to raise
revenue,” she said. “We’re just
tired of seeing people more se-
riously injured because they are
not wearing their seat belts.”

According to a 1997 study,
about 25 percent of Texas driv-
ers and passengers did not wear
safety belts. About 37 percent
of children also went unre-
strained.

“Seat belt use is one thing
all motorists can do to protect
themselves from injuries in the
event of a crash,” Thomas said.
“About half of the vehicle oc-
cupants killed in Texas traffic
accidents aren’t buckled up.
Seat belts could save many of
these lives.”

Jerry Johns, head of an in-
surance industry group, said
seat belt use across the country
has fallen in recent years.

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Honorable Bosnia withdrawal

On May 6, one day after returning from my sev-
enth trip to visit U.S. troops in the Balkans, I intro-
duced legislation to curtail the continuing and open-
ended commitment of U.S. ground forces there.

What I saw in the Balkans was a well-trained,
professional force capable of performing any mis-
sion assigned — as long as they are given the sup-
port they need.

But I also saw a force on a mission with no clear
direction and no defined exit strategy.

Bosnia, as originally described to Congress, was
to be a temporary mission — not a permanent as-
signment. When Congress narrowly voted to sup-
port this mission in 1995, I voted against it because
I was afraid that would happen. My reservations
turned out to be fully justified.

This was sold to Congress as a one-year commit-
ment.That deadline was missed and the next dead-
line was missed as well. It is now clear we are in-
volved in an ongoing mission with no end in sight.

I am more convinced than ever that it is time to
set a schedule and begin an orderly, honorable with-
drawal of U.S. ground forces from the Republic of
Bosnia-and Herzegovina. ‘

As time has passed, it has become even more
important ¢hat the United States have an exit strat
egy that our troops, our allies and the people(of the
Balkans-know and understand. e

Our former secretary of defense and the fdmicr
chairman of the joint chiefs of staff both told Con-
gress prior to the original deployment that an exit
strategy and an exit date is important if we ate/igo3
ing to avoid what is called “mission creep,” the
gradual expansion of a mission beyond its original
parameters. (

They were sent to enforce the Dayton peace ac-
cords by keeping the warring factions separated.
We all owe them a debt of gratitude for accom-

plishing this with no combat loss of life to any
American.

But during my travels, I have talked to U.S. troops
at home and abroad. A pattern is emerging: We are
losing too many experienced, trained men and
women because year after year they’re being asked
to leave their families, too often for these non-tra-
ditional operations.

We are wearing out our troops on missions that
reduce their readiness and cost money that should
go towards modernization.

Gradually, we are putting ourselves — and the
rest of the world — in peril. The United States can
respond in dangerous situations where our allies can-
not, or will not, and where we are the only power
capable of acting. We cannot allow that capability

o be eroded.

The bill I'introduced May 6 sets a gradual, phased
timetable for reducing the level of U.S. troops, 8,500
of which are deployed in Bosnia and Herzegovina
today.

Written into law would be a requirement that those
troops be reduced to 6,900 by June 30, 1998, to
5,000 by Feb. 2, 1999, to 3,500 by June 30, 1999,
and to 2,500 by Feb. 2, 2000. The United States’
European allies could gradually take over those re-

.sponsibilities.

In late April, Congress approved an additional

«$5478.8 million to sustain our forces in Bosnia. Of
course we are going to provide our troops with the

support they need to do the job — but the money
must come from somewhere.

Right now it is coming out of our future readj-
ness, missile defense and modernization. We are
borrowing from the future to pay for a mission that
clearly, others could perform. This is unwise and
imprudent. And in the long run, will not serye
America’s vital national interests.

The Kyoto Global Climate
Change Treaty, which the White
House signed in Japan last Decem-
ber, could force the United States
to put the breaks on our military
training, operations and deploy-
ments.

The purpose of the treaty is to
reduce the emission of “green-
house gases” around the world.
The people who wrote the treaty
think global warming is occurring
because too much oil, gas and coal
is burned around the world.

In signing the treaty, the White
House has made a mistake that
could cost us dearly. The admin-
istration failed to make sure that
the United States Armed Forces
would be exempt from this treaty.

Restricting the U.S. military in
this way would be devastating.
The United States would have to
ask the United Nations for an ex-
emption to allow our military to
operate above emissions levels
listed in the treaty and deploy our
own troops. This ridiculous situ-
ation can never be allowedito’hap-
pen.

The United States Congress has
come to the rescue and averted
potential disaster. The House of
Representatives voted unani-
mously to exempt the U.S. Armed
Forces from the ridiculous provi-
sions of this treaty.

We can not, in all good con-
science, impose foreign control on
our own military.

This Congress has ensured the
safety and security of Americans
are not compromised. We have
made sure our military has the
freedom it needs to defend our
country.

This treaty is already unfair to
America, but it does not have to
threaten our national security.

Francic Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiaia on September 27,
1857. Deeply impressed jrom his youth
by the stirring deeds and stories told by
veterans of the Civil War, he realized his

ambition for a military career by enter-

ing the United States Military Academy

at West Point, New York, where he gradu-
ated 12th from the Class of 1879. He was

assigned as 2nd Lt. of “E” Company 19th
Infantry and came West. Following ser-
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi-
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville,
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith-
Jully maintained for the next 30 years.

Friday, June 11, 1886

Took the calls at reveille and
visited the guard. Did not go out*
to target practice. Mail brought a
letter and bundle of papers from
home. After guard mounting read
papers from home until lunch.
Had good shower in afternoon and
slight rain later on. It cooled the
air and will do good to the grass
but we need more. After lunch
went over to the Library but my
order was not in the papers. Then
sat for a while with Capt. Vance.
After returning to quarters tele-
graphed from Ives’ house to
Hammond to come down for a
game of piquet. Must practice re-
ceiving as I can send all right.
Played piquet with Hammond and
read “L’Amour” until dinner.
Had no parade on account of the
dampness. After retreat made
party call at Gen. Smith’s sitting
there throughout Smith’s office
for the purpose of arranging for
the celebration of the 4th of July.
After lunch went down to the store
for some money and then had hair
cut. Read “L’Amour” and the
new novel. Sent a report today to
the Quartermaster General about
my duty in his department last
year. After dinner went up to see
Guard about target practice tomor-
row and then up to Capt. Vance’s
to see Sophy who received a let-
ter this morning from hini con-
taining no news. Later played
piquet with Hammond until tat-
too and then played cards with
Guard at my house. ;

Saturday, June 12, 1886

Had usual target practice this
morning. Mail had nothing for
me. The order for my leave came
this morning through Gen. Smith.
An order came directing “K” Co.
to be relieved by a troop of the
3rd Cav’y. and to return to this
post. So Geary will soon be with
us and Black is also ordered back.
Wrote to the Mallory Steamship
Co. of New York for a reduced
fare permit from Galveston to
New York and also wrote to San
Antonio in regard to a traveling
suit. After lunch went up to Capt.
Vance’s a while where practiced
on the vocal duets. Read
“L’Amour” and “Mortal Antipa-
thy” afterwards. After retreat
played a game of croquet on the
parade ground in front of Mrs.
Lyster’s, Miss Landa and [ beat-
ing Mrs. Williams and Miss
Jacobs. Escorted the young ladies
down to Mrs. Friedlander’s. Then

ville.

In December, we coordinated
the Community’s Annual Christ-
mas Baskets for the Needy. This
is the 11th year that the civic and
fraternal organizations, churches,
businesses, individuals and friends
have combined their efforts and
provided for the needy.

We were able to deliver boxes
of food, treats and toys to over
105 families. Over 300 adults and
children from the community were
helped.

Also in December, we gave
away toasted marshmallows, as
we have for several years, at the
Kinney County Unity Christmas
program for children.

In January, we had six mem-
bers of the club attend classes in
order to become certified to give

tests for hearing and eyesight.

With this certification, they were
able to test over 100 children in
the Brackett school system.

In February, we made a me-

walked a while with Mrs.
Hammond and called at her house
until tattoo. Read “Mortal Antipa-
thy” until bedtime.
Sunday, June 13, 1886

Attended inspection as usual
this morning. Mail brought an
O.B. relating to money accounts
and a letter from a claim agent
stating that I am entitled to more
back pay under a recent decision
of the Court of Claims. Computed
it and find that with the amount
still due under the Morton deci-
sion it will make enough to offset
the sum I will have to refund un-
der the outrageous ruling about
our graduating pay. Received an
O.B. through Gen. Smith from the
Q.M. General about not replying
to a letter about errors in my re-
turns as Q.M. at Brown. Have
sent this to Forsyth at Brown but
he has neglected it. Think he ought
to be more prompt and shall write
him tomorrow about this.
Cunningham came in from
Langtry yesterday and has been
made Post Adjutant while Hall
acts as Q.M. in Vedder’s place,
Wrote on letter home until lunch
and completed it afterwards as
well as spending part of the after-
noon with Ives. Attended chapel
as usual in the evening and had
an interesting talk from the Chap-
lain. Went over to see Capt.
Vance afterwards and then called
at Mrs. Kauffman’s until tattoo.
Read “Mortal Antipathy” until
bedtime.

Monday, June 14, 1886

Went out as usual to target
practice. Mail brought me a let-
ter from home and an O.B. from
Forsyth enclosing some papers for
me to sign and send to Washing-
ton for file with my money ac-
counts. He has been very dilatory
about this matter but I hope the
whole thing can be straightened
out. Went up to sit a while with
Capt. Vance after guard mount-
ing and then over to the Library
to read the papers. Wrote a letter
to the Q.M. General to be sent
through Gen. Smith in regard to
failing to reply to his letter. Now
hope this will suffice until Forsyth
sends up the data to make the re-
ply. Wrote to Slocum A.D.C. of
San Antonio for a copy of an O.B.
letter to be sent with the papers
received from Forsyth today. Af-
ter lunch wrote to Forsyth asking
him to please hurry up and en-
closing the O.B. that came yes-
terday about the money accounts
and the one regarding my not re-
plying and my answer today. Also
wrote to Dr. Porter for Hall to
see about getting cigars and to
Military Service Institution for a
missing volume of the Journal.
Then filed letters and took a re-
freshing bath. Our new tubs are

Did not get to breakfast
until near guard mounting. Mail
brought Hewitt’s Army Register.
After breakfast took off outside
clothes and tried to keep cool
reading the papers. The orderly
brought over Gen. Smith’s pho-
tograph and later on came over
for me to go to the office where
the General detailed me to take
charge of the 1000 yd. range for
the rest of this week. Don’t like
this detail but must submit. After
lunch went over to the Library to
read the papers and then wrote
greater part of a French letter to
Mr. Preston as well as sunning
and dusting my clothes in which
moths have commenced to appear.
The new bath tubs have been of
great service today on account of
the intense heat most of the day.
Had hard blow of wind and then
a refreshing shower this afternoon
that cooled the air a great deal.
After retreat called on Mrs.
Cunningham after going to see
Capt. Vance a while, and on Mrs.
Hammond until tattoo. After this
went down to Mrs. Friedlander’s
and had a very pleasant time sing-
ing duets with Miss Landa. She
expects to return to San Antonio
Thursday.

Wednesday, June 16, 1886

Went out to long range prac-
tice this morning and was relieved
by Col. Lyster in time for break-
fast. Mail brought a letter from
San Antonio with samples of cloth
for a sack suit and an O.B. Met
on a Board of Survey at the Com-
missary at ten o’clock and then
went to the Q.M. to draw statio-
nery for the Board. Completed
letter to Mr. Preston before lunch.
Practiced a song with the help of
the organ in the post hall before
going to lunch. Wrote usual let-
ter home in the afternoon and
worked on proceedings of Board
until four o’clock when had a re-
_freshing bath while Ives was writ-
ing at my desk. It has been very -
warm today but not as hot as yes-
terday. It was 102+ in the shade
to_day and 104 + yesterday. After
dinner went up to Capt. Vance’s

Sent it to Q.M. General with pa-
pers relating to money accounts
at Brown. Hope this matter will
be settled now. Took breakfast
with Capt. Vance and enjoyed the
meal as usual. Selected a sample
for my sack suit and returned the
samples to San Antonio with an'
order for the suit, asking to have
1t sent as soon as practicable. Also
ordered a pair of garters. After
lunch worked until dinner on pro-
ceedings of Board of Survey, be-
sides taking a bath. Carried pro-
ceedings up to Capt. Vance for
signature after dinner and then
over to “H” Co. orderly room to
get Taylor’s signature, and put
them on the Adjutant’s desk in the
office.

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Visualization is a form of self hypnosis

Visualization is a form of self
"hypnosis that involves an intense
focusing in a relaxed way, ac-
cording to Frances McMaster.

She discussed the technique
of visualization last Thursday at
the Brackettville Rotary Club
meeting.

Visualization consists of a
way of using one’s own mind to
improve one’s way of being or
of performing.

“Trying hard doesn’t work
here,” McMaster said. “To do
this does not mean losing touch
with reality or going into a
trance.”
~ Becoming quiet and turning
inward in thought is involved,
she said. It requires practice to
do this efficiently.

“If you have watched athletes
in the Olympics or professional
golfers in tournaments, where
individual performance is fea-
tured, you may have noticed or
heard reference to the athlete
practicing visualization,”
McMaster said.

“The athlete is standing qui-
etly concentrating. They aren’t
waiting for an impulse to start,
they are running over a perfect
performance in their mind. This
is a very purposeful part of their
performance.”

Visualization has been
adopted by athletes. in many dif-
ferent sports. For instance, the
slalom skier has memorized ev-
ery flagged position where he or
she must turn and know exactly
how to come into the turn and
execute it efficiently to maintain
or enhance speed.

Once that pattern is formed in
an athlete’s mind, visualization
is a way of practicing it.

“This works extremely well
because it allows the athlete to
perform intuitively once the run
is started,” she said.

Athletes talk about “being in
the zone” or “in the flow” where
their performance is effortless in

terms of not having to con-
sciously think of every move.

In psychotherapy, or in the
process of self improvement, vi-
sualization can be used in differ-
ent ways. It can allow the user
to perform in more efficient
ways. For example, if a person
dreads job interviews, he or she
probably believes the event will
be painful and the results disap-
pointing.

“We usually manifest what we
believe,” McMaster said. “By
simply practicing a different
kind of experience we can
achieve a more positive result.
Instead of believing in failure,
we can help ourselves believe in
success.”

The visualization would be
changing the feeling of helpless-
ness and vulnerability into see-
ing yourself confidently enter-
ing the room where the inter-
view will occur.

Go through the entire sce-
nario. How would you like for
it to turn out? Picture that end-
ing and you will have discov-
ered more of your own poten-
tial. :

McMaster also gave an ex-
ample of her own use of visual-
ization.

“Several years ago, I awak-
ened one night with asthma,” she
said. “I was feeling a lot of anxi-
ety. Since I didn’t know exactly
what was causing it, I asked my
mind to give me a symbol of
that anxiety.

“The specific cause lay in the
unconscious, and because the
‘language of the unconscious’ is
non-verbal, I asked for a picture
of it, a symbol.

“The picture that appeared
was of a woman who looked
rather fat and motherly. I knew
she was a counselor. She held
many strings which stretched out
in many directions.

" Trout on Guadalupe River
die after ingesting fire ants

NEW BRAUNFELS — An es-
timated 18,000 rainbow trout are
believed to have died after ingest-
ing fire ants recently along a 15-
mile stretch of the Guadalupe
River near here.

Preliminary findings by Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
(TPWD) biologists indicate the
rainbow trout population in the
Guadalupe River was diminished
as a result of ingesting ants.

According to Andy Labay,
with the TPWD kills and spills
team, the preliminary estimate is
that 18,000 fish were killed. When
the fish were examined, up to 500
ants were found in the stomach of
each fish.

“Almost all the fish we cut
open had gorged on fire ants,”
Labay said. :

Biologists are now convinced
that rainstorms in late May and
early June triggered the mating
flight of fire ants along the
Guadalupe River. In search for a
location for new mounds, many
of the ants descend upon the river.

The Guadalupe River fishery
below Canyon Dam, primarily the
rainbow trout, feed on the fire ants
in the river, and the ants Kill many
of the fish.

The fish affected were prima-
rily in a 15-mile stretch of the
Guadalupe, from the tailrace at

Canyon Dam to the second cross-
ing.

TPWD had recently stocked
250,000, four-inch long trout in
the Guadalupe River and a ma-
jority of the dead fish appears to
be from these stocks. Although
rainbow trout were the primary
population affected, the sunfish
population also felt the impact.

According to Steve Magnelia,
fisheries biologist for TPWD, this
is the third year in a row that this
situation has occurred.

“We’re looking at ways to
minimize this phenomenon: pos-
sibly holding off stocking for a few
weeks,” Magnelia said. “We are
also talking to the U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers about crank-
ing up the flow of water from
Canyon Dam, so that if the ants
land on the river, they will be
washed away more quickly.”

This was a short-lived event:
most of the ants are gone and the
mortality is over with, but the ef-
fects will probably be seen
through the weekend and into next
week, biologist predict.

The 15-mile stretch of the
Guadalupe is unique in the fact
that it is the only year-round rain-
bow trout fishery in Texas. The
TPWD has been working to es-
tablish a quality trout fishery
through stocking efforts.

Alcohol can cause birth defects

Surveys show drinking is higher among Texas women

At first glance, Phillip looks like any other

Defects can also include growth retarda-

happy, energetic two-year-old.

But because his mother drank alcohol while
pregnant, Phillip suffers from fetal alcohol
syndrome (FAS) and has learning and atten-
tion problems and physical developmental
delays.

The youngster regularly visits a birth de-
fects specialist who checks on Phillip’s
progress.

These kinds of developmental delays can
be caused by alcohol consumption while the
mother is pregnant, and most women are no
aware of the danger. ;

It does not matter if the drinks are beer, a
wine cooler or a shot of whiskey -- any kind
of alcohol may do irreparable damage to the
baby while hardly affecting the mother.

Alcohol passes through the placenta to the
baby and stays longer in the baby than in the
mother. Alcohol causes changes in the brain
of the fetus, and most women are not aware
of this danger.

No one knows if there is a safe amount of
alcohol consumption for pregnant women, but
most experts agree that it is best for the baby
if the mother avoids all alcohol while preg-
nant.

The Texas Department of Health (TDH)
advises women who think they might be preg-
nant to stop consuming alcohol.

“If you’re planning a pregnancy, it’s best
to stop drinking alcohol before you try to con-
ceive, and avoid alcohol during the entire preg-
nancy,” said Mary Ethen, an epidemiologist
with TDH’s Texas Birth Defects Monitoring
Division.

“We all need to remember that
alcohol can affect our unborn
babies.” Mary Ethen

Ethen advises women who drink to avoid
pregnancy until they can abstain from alcohol
for the nine months from conception to birth
and also while breast-feeding. She also en-
courages all women to visit their doctor early
to confirm suspected pregnancy and receive
prenatal care.

Some 5,000 children are born with FAS
each year in the U.S. As many as 600 are
born in Texas each year.

FAS is a group of physical and mental birth
defects that is the direct result of a woman’s
drinking alcohol during pregnancy.

Alcohol consumption by pregnant women
is the leading known cause of mental retarda-
tion in the U.S., and it is 100 percent pre-
ventable.

The damage caused by alcohol the mother
drinks while pregnant is permanent.

“The most important problem caused by
drinking alcohol during pregnancy is perma-
nent damage to the developing baby’s brain
and central nervous system,” Ethen said. “This
can result in lowered intelligence, learning
problems, and attention and memory prob-
lems.”

Unexpected learning disabilities can occur.
For example, some FAS children have ad-
vanced vocabularies two to three years above
their age level, but cannot count or under-
stand the concept of time.

tion, mental retardation, speech problems,
heart defects, physical deformities, and hy-
peractivity.

A recent survey shows that although drink-
ing has remained stable among all women of
childbearing age in the U.S. drinking among
pregnant women is on the rise.

A recent study also showed that the rate of
frequent drinking (either binge drinking of five
or more drinks on one occasion Or an average
of seven or more drinks per week) among all
women in Texas ages 18 to 44 is higher than
in 39 other states and the U.S. as a whole.

In Texas, 15.8 percent of women surveyed
in 1995 drank frequently, compared to 12.6
percent for the entire U.S.

Most women are not aware of the danger
of alcohol consumption during pregnancy.

“When we asked women, ‘What do you
think causes birth defects?’ only 52 percent
of Texas women ages 15 to 44 included alco-
hol,” Ethen said.

“And when we asked, ‘What can a woman
do to reduce the risk of birth defects?’ only
44 percent said by staying away from alco-
hol. oo

“We all need to remeéniber that alcohol can
affect our unborn babies, ” she said. “The best
thing is to stay away from alcohol altogether.
It’s something good you can do to give your
baby the best possible start in life.”

For youngsters with FAS like Phillip, the
effects of his mother’s choices will last a life-
time, but early childhood intervention pro-
grams and a loving family can make a big
difference in their young lives.
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
