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Over 90 people were forced to
evacuate their homes after Tropi-
cal Storm Charley dropped more
than a foot of rain in Kinney
County last weekend.

Those forced to evacuate spent
Monday at Brackett ISD’s library
and gymnasium.

Rising waters

At least 15 people have died
this week in South Texas and
northern Mexico because of the
flooding caused by Tropical Storm
Charley.

In Del Rio, officials used boats
and helicopters to search for more
than 40 missing after more than a
foot of rain dropped on the area
Sunday night.

The flooding took seven lives
in Del Rio and forced 750 to
evacuate their homes. Across the
Rio Grande in Ciudad Acuna, at
least three died and more than
2,500 were evacuated. according
to officials there.

Bonilla said he is making an
effort to get federal emergency
assistance to the victims as quickly
as possible.

“My office has been in touch
with Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency and the Texas Divi-
sion of Emergency Management
to determine how quickly the fed-
eral government can assist in this
disaster,” he said.

School district’s budget up 16 percent

The Brackett School District’s proposed
budget for the upcoming fiscal year is up
16 percent.

The proposed budget totals $6,163,529,
which is up from the current budget of
$5,314,388.

The Brackett School Board was sched-
uled to hold a public hearing this week,
but the meeting was delayed because of
the flooding. The budget will be discussed
Monday at a 6,p.m. hearing. )

The increase in the budget can be cred-
ited to the new academic wing and pay
hikes, according to Superintendent Taylor
Stephenson.

The school district is expecting to re-
ceive $2,937,977 in state funding, which
includes $587,711 in Tier Il funding.

“Tier II is an equalization fund,”
Stephenson said. “The funds are based on
the local tax effort, the number of kids en-
rolled and valuations.”

The district’s assessed valuation is up
2.8 percent, from $88,805,120 to
$91,320,755. Projected enrollment figures
are 616, up from last year’s total of 594.

The proposed budget will increase ap-
proximately $40,000 in the general fund
because of pay hikes and will also include
funding for the district’s new high school
academic wing.

“There is an increase in the budget be-
cause of the new building, which will be
about $1.25 million,”Stephenson said. “So
the budget will look much larger, but most
of the payments for the new building will
come out of our fund balance.”

Stephenson said the construction of the
academic wing will be paid for with re-
serve funds, but will be reflected in the
new budget.

“For several years, we’ve been work-
ing, knowing we needed a building
project,” he said. “We can pay for it much
cheaper if it comes out of the fund bal-
ance. One of the things that helped us here
is that we’ve been saving.

“Any time you can pay as you go, it’s
cheaper because you don’t have to pay all
the interest that goes with it.

“I’m not saying that our district will al-
ways be able to do that. But at the present
time, we’re still seeking some grant help
to help us complete some of the details of
the building.” he added.

The major increase in the general fund
is salary hikes. Teachers received an av-
erage increase of 3.58 percent.

“Teachers salaries are basically con-
trolled at the state level,” Stephenson said.
“They set a minimum salary level and they
supposedly give you the money to pay for
it.

“We’ve worked through every salary
and every benefit to try to make sure
everything’s exactly right.” he said.

Stephenson said raises for the district’s
paraprofessionals are “primarily the
same.”

“Qur raises are on the midpoint.” he
said. “Everyone gets the same basic raise.
We take an average midpoint salary for
that particular work category and we raise
that salary 3.58 percent.” .

Prisons are not a bad thing

I’ve worked in three prisons,
two medium and one maximum
security.

The last prison I worked was
:Brisco, in Dilley, Texas. I ran
security for a 220 inmate factory
unit, shook-down 80 inmates a
day, did lock-down cell searches,
worked with gang intelligence,
‘worked thousands of inmates on
work details, wrote and investi-
gated thousands of cases, and tes-
tified at hearings. I’ve been spit
at, threatened, had a variety of lig-
uids thrown my way, worked ri-
ots, and went on “chases” after
escaped convicts.

. The point is, safety concerns
‘are relevant primarily inside the
‘prison. Also working in a prison
is a nasty job someone has to do.
Likewise, prisons need to be lo-
“cated somewhere and desolate ar-
eas like South Texas are prime
locations.
- The biggest public concern is
“usually the possibility of escapes.
‘Some. in the community are al-
fready spreading messages of para-
‘noia, which are unjustified.
 When an inmate escapes, the
‘prison is immediately under “lock-
'down.” A command post is
‘formed, a perimeter established,
and the area is saturated with state

and local lawmen, Texas Rang-
ers, and corrections officers. Dogs
are brought in and a thorough
search follows. An escaped con-
vict will attempt to quickly dis-

tance himself from the prison area.

Burying your head in the sand
won’t make problems go away.
Prisons are good, resisting them
is bad. Shortages of prison beds
equal more early releases and
more criminals on the streets,
which is clearly a bigger threat to
public safety than having a prison
in your county.

One inmate that worked on my
detail was on his third term for
burglary. First sentence - 5 years,
second - 10, third - 18, total - 33
years, and at age 25 he was about
to be released from his third in-
carceration. :

He told me he’s quitting the
crime business cause lockup time
was getting longer and becoming
a deterrent. This is the “revolv-
ing door system” created by a
shortage of prison beds.

Lets build the prisons we need
so we can take the criminals off
the streets and put them where
they belong, long enough to be a
deterrent.

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Competition key to ending Texas rail crisis

On July 31, the Surface Transportation Board
abdicated its responsibility to the people of Texas
to provide long-term relief to the disastrous safety
and service record of Union Pacific Railroad, the
result of a merger of UP and Southern Pacific rail-
roads.

On my motion, the Texas Railroad Commission
has vigorously opposed this merger, and continues
to do so. Federal bureaucrats allowed UP to swal-
‘low SP and all of Texas has been choking on the
results. '

The STB says the Texas rail crisis is over. I say
shippers, particularly farmers and ranchers already
suffering one of the worst droughts in Texas his-
tory, continue to be punished by an ill-conceived
rail merger.

While maintaining the crisis is over, the STB has
only made spot checks in Texas, and has not gone
out in the field to see the problems firsthand. Also,
the STB has never seriously attempted to provide a
permanent fix to a problem that will not go away.

The root of the problem on Texas railways is the
lack of competition. Union Pacific operates as a
monopoly in many parts of Texas with the ovyer-
whelming power to dictate price and service condi-
tions. As years of experience has taught us -- expe-
rience the STB refuses to acknowledge -- monopo-
lies, whether in the form of government bureaucra-
cies or predatory private enterprises, are detrimen-
tal to consumers.

The vitality of the oil and gas industry, high tech
sector and telecommunications is driven by intense
competition that creates value for consumers. That's
the model the STB should adopt, and compel ap-
propriate changes.

But it refuses to do so in part because the STB
refuses to listen to the very real concerns of Texas
businesses, large and small alike. The Texas Rail-
road Commission has seen and heard those con-
cerns, and our conclusion is very different:

B Large companies like Entergy (a utility) and
Cemex (a cement maker) continue to experience
problems and have asked the STB to intervene. The
STB refuses.

B Dozens of shippers have told me about the
enormous costs they have incurred in additional
transportation costs and lost opportunities. They
continue to condemn UP’s service.

B The Society of the Plastics Industry, which
represents our Gulf Coast petrochemical companies,
said “our worst fears are actualized,” in response
to the recent STB ruling.

Texas does not need the federal government to
run the railroads. That’s unworkable. Texas needs
competition on the rails which only the STB can
ensure.

The Texas Railroad Commission has offered a
plan to bring competition. Parts of that plan, in-
cluding giving trackage rights to alternate carriers,
were adopted by the STB during its temporary emer-
gency oversight of Union Pacific. And its working.

The STB is right to say there is less congestion
in the key transportation hub of Houston. But that
relief is fleeting because competition is not a per-
manent feature of the future of rail in Texas. There-
fore, I believe service and safety could deteriorate
once again.

The STB’s ruling was tantamount to the Texas
Department of Highways saying that we don’t need
to build new highways in Texas because we can
now travel speedily from midnight to six in the
morning.

Once the oversight is discontinued, we’ll return
to the status quo and Union Pacific will become less
vigilant in applying its resources to make improve-
ments in Texas.

The STB ruling comes at the wrong time and
ignores the ultimate value competition can bring to
end the Texas rail crisis. Federal regulators have
refused to take immediate and meaningful action to
give TexMex Railroad permanent access to the
Houston/Gulf coast market and also to expand neu-
tral switching to hundreds of large captive shippers
who are monopolized by Union Pacific.

As 1 said 18 months ago, this rail merger is bad
for Texas. It’s cost the Texas economy more than
$1.5 billion, our shippers and manufacturers con-
tinue to suffer, and there is no lasting progress to-
ward rail competition in Texas.

The result is that Texas consumers. especially in
small town Texas, are paying more for everything
from cooling the home to fezding the family be-
cause of the STB’s complicity in UP’s meltdown.
They should have never approved the merger in the
first place, and it is irresponsible to now lift an or-
der when progress is just beginning to be seen.

I intend to continue to hold STB's feet to the
fire, and I call on our elected representatives of both
parties in Congress to do the same.

Tax on
love and
marriage

If you’re looking for romance,
the tax code is nat the place to
start. Love may be blind, but the
IRS isn’t.

Our current federal tax code
penalizes those who are married
by requiring hard-working mar-
ried couples to pay higher taxes
on the same combined income
than would two unmarried per-
sons. In fact, in 1996 the law
pushed 42 percent of married
couples in America into a higher
tax bracket. This is the so-called
marriage tax penalty.

For example, take a couple in
which the husband is a new Hous-
ton police officer and his wife is a
teacher for the Houston Indepen-
dent School District.

. The husband’s adjusted gross
income is $33,500, his wife’s is
$28,200. Combined, their in-
comes total $61,700. Filing
jointly, their tax liability is $8,504.
If they were allowed to file sin-
gly, their liability would be
$6,481.50. That’s a difference of
$1,022.50 -- enough to make sev-
eral car payments.

Because American families in-
creasingly have two breadwin-
ners, instead of one, more Ameri-
cans feel the pinch of the marriage
penalty each year. Both spouses
worked outside. the home in 48
percent of - American families in
1969. Today that figure is 72 per-
cent.

The marriage tax penalty goes
against the American grain. Un-
der current law, the only way to
avoid the marriage penalty is not
to marry. Dollars and cents aside,
this is inappropriate tax treatment
for an institution that is one of the
bedrocks of our society.

Right now, Congress’ top pri-
ority is to eliminate this unfair
burden imposed by the tax code,
and to give families a fighting
chance ‘in their battle of the bud-
get.

The congressional debate now
is focused on the best way to go
about remedying the problem.

One proposal would be to al-
low a husband and a wife each the
flexibility. to file single returns or
a joint return, depending on which
would be right for them.

A second proposal, “income
splitting,” also would allow
couples to file as singles. But be-
fore calculating their taxes as
singles, they would be permitted
to add their incomes and divide
the total in two for tax purposes.

Such an approach, included in
a bill I introduced earlier this year,
has the advantage of helping fami-
lies in which one spouse earns
considerably less than another or
who may earn no wages at all be-
cause that spouse stays home to
take care of the family.

The third way Congress could
remedy the tax code would be to
double the amount of income at
which married couples would be
thrown into a higher tax bracket.

Bottom line here -- and it is the
bottom line for 21 million Ameri-
can couples — is that I'm for any
ctfective way to eliminate the
marriage tax penalty. Americans
shouldn’t have to choose between
love and money.

and the owners would be al-
lowed a fair margin of profit.

“I'm very pleased to be a part
of this effort,” Kosecki said. “It’s
a great tool for getting badly
needed hay to people who need it
as quickly and efficiently as pos-
sible.

“I encourage everybody to par-
ticipate who can, and to come in
as soon as possible. The more
people sign up, the better the sys-
tem will work,” she said.

Hay Net will remain in opera-
tion for six months. For more in-

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Dove season is just around the corner |

A Little On
The Wildlife Side

This week, we will take a look
at some hunting dates for dove
season, which is just around the
corner.

Dove season runs Sept. 1
through Oct. 30 in the North
Zone, Sept. 1 through Oct. 18 and
Dec. 26 through Jan. 6 in the Cen-
tral Zone, and Sept. 25 through
Nov. 8 and Dec. 26 through Jan.
9 in the South Zone (the season
ends Jan. 4 in the special white-
winged dove area).

The daily bag limit is 15
mourning, white-winged and
white-tipped doves in aggregate,
including no more than two white-
tipped doves. Possession limit is
twice the daily bag and hunters
are reminded that they cannot le-
gally take more than one daily bag
limit in one day.

The white-winged dove season
is Sept. 5, 6, and 13 in the special
white-winged dove area of South
Texas.

Bag and possessing limits are
10 white-winged, mourning and
white-tipped doves in the aggre-
gate, including no more than five
mourning doves and two white-
tipped doves per day. Shooting
hours will be noon to sunset.

The white-winged dove sanc-
tuaries that have alternated closure
from year to year within the spe-
cial white-winged dove hunting
area have been eliminated.

Texas boasts a dove population
in excess of 40 million birds, half
of which are produced annually.
Biologists suggest the population
can handle the drought.

“Even if statewide production
is down somewhat due to dry con-

ditions, there’s still a very hardy
population out there and we also
get millions of migrant birds pass-
ing through Texas that were pro-
duced in states to our north,” said
Vernon Bevill, migratory game
bird program director at Texas
Parks and Wildlife (TPW).

The drought has impacted
states where these migrants origi-
nate, primarily Oklahoma and
Kansas, and biologists predict
Texas hunters could see an ear-
lier arrival of out-of-state mourn-
ing doves this fall.

“We could start seeing north-
ern birds by the end of Septem-
ber in the northern part of the state
and maybe by the second or third
week in October in the Hill Coun-
try,” Roberson said.

Mourning doves can travel up-
wards of 20 miles per day during
nesting season and prefer water-
ing and feeding in relatively dry
areas.

Bird movement and activity
could generate additional oppor-
tunity this season, according to
Ron George, TPW wildlife divi-
sion director.

“If there is seed on the ground,
«.y weather usually makes it
easier for doves to feed,” he said.
“They prefer feeding on open
ground where they can get to the
seeds and they like to land on dry,
open ground near tanks and lakes

when watering.”

Whitewing hunters are re-
minded that a $7 white-winged
dove stamp is required to hunt
whitewings anywhere in Texas
and that whitewing populations are
expanding throughout much of the
Central and South Zones, particu-
larly near urban areas.

Many dove hunters who tradi-
tionally haven’t had a need to pur-
chase the whitewing stamp but
might need one now can avoid
taking any chances by purchasing
the Super Combo.

For $49, hunters can purchase
a Super Combo, which includes
resident hunting and fishing li-
censes, plus all seven special
stamps. Purchased separately, the
package would cost $82.

Hunters are also reminded to
renew their hunting licenses,
which expire Aug. 31, before
heading out on opening day.

New this year to the license
buying process are Harvest Infor-
mation Program (HIP) questions
that must be answered by anyone
Wwho plans to hunt migratory birds.
HIP certification will print on the
license at the time of purchase af-
ter the brief series of questions
have been answered.

Lifetime license holders must
also be HIP-certified in order to
hunt migratory birds.
