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Six county offices on election ballot for March primary Briefs ...

November 7, 2000 will be the 
general election day for eight 
county and district public offices.

Six of the positions on the bal­
lot are county offices. These in­
clude county attorney, sheriff, tax 
assessor-collector, constable and 
commissioners for precinct 1 and 
3.

The basic qualifications for all 
of these county positions are the 
same. The candidate must be 18 
years old, U.S. citizen, a Texas 
resident for the past 12 months, 
and except for the position of 
County Attorney doesn’t need a 
law degree. However, you do not 
need to be a registered voter.

The sheriff and constable posi­
tions have the added requirement 
of a high school diploma or 
G.E.D. and you must be eligible 
to be licensed under the Texas 
Government Codes. The term for

all offices is 4 years.
Before anyone can be placed on 

the November ballot a primary 
election must be held to determine 
a candidate for each party. The 
primary election will be held 
March 14, 1999.

Anyone desiring to run for of­
fice will need to contact Demo­
cratic chairperson, Mary Flores. 
Flores has been Kinney County’s 
Democratic Party leader for many 
years and is familiar with the pro­
cedures.

“They are going to Dora 
Sandoval (Kiimey County Clerk) 
to get the petitions. They need to 
understand the primary election 
belongs to the Secretary of the 
State and that’s me.” Flores said.

The filing fee for the respec­
tive offices are: $600 for sheriff, 
tax assessor-collector and commis­
sioner, $800 for constable and 
$600 - $1000 for county attorney, 
depending on the duties per­

formed.
Candidates filing fees pay for 

supplies and election workers 
needed for the primary election.

The primary election is not 
funded by the county.

The state will fund counties that 
can’t collect the necessary revenue 
needed to pay for a primary elec­
tions. However, the state is con­
sidering asking for volunteers to 
work the polls on election day.

“If I don’t have the money be­
cause the candidates did not pay, I 
have to request it from the Secre­
tary of State,” said Flores.

“What the candidates don’t 
know, and maybe do not under­
stand, is where do I get the money 
for the ballots and wages. Last 
election the bill was over $5,000 
and all I collected was $400,” 
added Flores.

A person may supply a petition 
in lieu of the filing fee. The peti­
tion requires 2% of the registered

voters in the applicable precinct(s). 
According to Flores, an average 
of 50 signatures is required.

The petition is for people that 
can’t afford the filing fee.

“I can understand if this is your 
first time and you have never been 
in the office before,” said Flores. 
“These people that have been here 
for years, (been elected) time af­
ter time, they should have money, 
right?”

If someone besides the candi­
date obtains the required number 
of signatures, they are required to 
sign the affidavit.

Friday, December 3rd is the 
first day to file an application for 
the primary election. January 3rd 
1999 is the final day to file.

Republican party chairperson in 
the last election was Ray Melton. 
Melton could not be reached as of 
Tbesday afternoon to clarify his 
position on the matter.

Flores has received four inquir­
ies regarding commissioner, pre­
cinct 3, two for commissioner, 
precinct 1, two each for tax asses­
sor-collector and constable.

As of Tbesday afternoon Flores 
had not heard from any incum­
bents seeking reelection.

“They may have let their inten­
tions be known to Dora Sandoval 
(County Clerk), but they have not 
informed me. Every candidate 
needs to contact me for the gen­
eral primary election,” Flores 
said. “I do expect to hear from 
the present elected officials on or 
shortly after December 3rd.” 

Anyone can obtain a copy of 
registered voters at the tax asses­
sor-collector’s office. The cost is 
$5 per precinct.

If either one of the estimates 
are within reason Judge Senne 
said, “Then in all probability we’ll 
go ahead with the soil tests in the 
next few days”.

Thanksgiving morning at 6:40 
a.m., Tyler S. Dodge, 18, con­
struction worker from Meza, Ari­
zona had fallen asleep at the wheel 
of his 95 Chevy and lost control 
of the vehicle.

Neither one were wearing their 
seatbelts.

Passenger, Martin was trans­
ported to Brooke Army Hospital 
in San Antonio in serious condi­
tion with head injuries and his sta­
tus is unknown at this time.

A Culture o f Violence
The way I see it!

I read the other day’that the 
average child, by the time he or 
she reaches age 12, has seen sev­
eral thousand violent deaths on 
television. In addition to that they 
get to watch professional wres­
tling, Roller Derby, Power Rang­
ers, and I don’t know what else 
that portrays violence as accept­
able entertainment.

Did you happen to notice that 
there is no longer a family hour 
on television? The traditional 8 to 
9 p.m. timeslot that was once re­
served for wholesome family en­
tertainment has now gone the way 
to the dinosaur. I am astounded at 
the sex, violence and vulgarity I 
see now on television. And if you 
don’t think this has a negative im­
pact on American society, just 
look around you.

Today, television in particular, 
and the entertainment industry in 
general, is the greatest danger your 
family faces. We have come to 
depend on the television as an ad­
dict depends on drugs. We waste 
(yes, waste!) an average of three 
to five hours a day watching tele­
vision. Then we gripe that we have 
no time to get things done.

By the time our children reach 
puberty they are more accustomed 
to violent death than combat-hard­
ened troops. They see the way 
people act on television, where 
homosexuality, marital unfaithful­
ness, premarital and recreational 
sex, witchcraft, dishonesty, and a 
multitude of other unacceptable

practices are portrayed as normal 
and acceptable, and try to emu­
late those larger-than-life, exciting 
characters.

Football is another ex­
ample. I have sat in the stands at 
high school football games and 
heard parents yelling, “get in there 
and hit somebody!” We love vio­
lence as entertainment and it is 
escalating in leaps and bounds. 
Professional wrestling,, w hichj. 
mentioned above, is thè fastest/ 
growing form of entertainment in 
the United States. We all, I hope, 
realize that it is choreographed and 
rehearsed, but it is still a repre­
sentation of wanton violence that 
effects the minds of all of us, es­
pecially our children. I have seen 
the young ‘uns many times at play, 
acting out the moves and actions 
of the wrestlers. Many of the

youngsters don’t realize that it’s 
fake. They think that all those 
seemingly devastating blows are 
real and that it’s okay to fight that 
way. Have you eyer explained to 
your children that it is Just acting?

Aw shoot, I ’m probably over­
reacting. After all, “it’s just tele­
vision,” or, “it’s only a movie.” 
Well folks I’ve got news for you. 
It is not only television, and it isn’t 
just a movie.

Fighting to preserve Texas’ rights

On November 10 the Senate 
voted to override a 160-year old 
Texas tradition: the right to keep 
one’s family home when facing 
bankruptcy.

The U.S. Constitution gives the 
federal government the power to 
establish bankruptcy laws. For 
more than 130 years. Washington 
has properly allowed states to de­
termine how much personal and 
residential property should be ex­
empt when assets are used to pay 
debts. Before Texas became a state, 
our constitution allowed farmers 
and homeowners to keep their 
homestead even during times of 
crop loss or financial hardship. 
The Supreme Court upheld the 
right of states to do just this in 
1902.

It is a terrible mistake for the 
federal government to consider 
reversing these precedents by seek­
ing to substitute its will for the 
Texas Constimtion and the laws of 
10 other states.

The Senate bill does more than 
trample states’ rights. It is bad 
news for our farmers and senior 
citizens as well. By 2020, 54 mil­
lion Americans will be over age 
65. Because 81 percent of seniors 
own their homes, they are most at 
risk when creditors seize homes 
to pay debts.

The Senate action that I fought 
to defeat would let homeowners 
keep only $100,000 in home eq­
uity during a bankruptcy, but the 
median resale value of an existing 
home in Texas is $125,200. The 
average senior citizen in our state 
- especially those facing high 
medical bills - would be hurt if

this legislation becomes law.
In addition, property values 

across the nation vary widely. The 
median resale price of a home in 
California is $215,000. In Ne­
braska it’s $70,200. Clearly, the 
states should set their own levels 
for bankruptcy exemptions, not 
adopt a one-size-fits all mandate 
from Washington. This is an area 
in which states’ rights should pre­
vail.

I also oppose this legislation 
because it puts Texas family farm­
ers at risk. The federal government 
just spent nearly $9 billion to aid 
farmers hurt by low commodity 
prices and bad weather. In an 
ironic twist, should small family 
farmers in Texas have to declare 
bankruptcy under the law now be­
ing debated, they might have to 
give up their home or the family 
farm.

Those seeking to overturn 132 
years’ worth of states rights on this 
issue cite abuses by a very small 
number of wealthy people. But the 
office that oversees all bankruptcy 
cases stated that it “ .. .did not find 
a single debtor who came close to 
the popular stereotype of home­
stead abuse...this is a relatively 
rare phenomenon. ”

We should pursue those who 
abuse the system - not everyone 
else. Good safeguards are to be 
enacted. For example, the bank­
ruptcy bill now being debated re­
quires that debtors must live in a 
state for at least two years before 
their house can be exempt from 
bankruptcy proceedings. Not 
many people plan their bankrupt­
cies 24 months in advance. And 
judges now have enough power to 
ferret out and punish would-be 
cheaters.

Banks and other lenders are 
sophisticated. They know better 
than to use a house as collateral 
in states that exempt homes from 
bankruptcy proceedings. Further, 
the law already has adequate laws 
to protect these lenders.

This is a matter that should be 
decided by Texans, not the federal 
government. I feel strongly about 
this because of the homestead 
exemption’s place in the Texas 
Constitution.

The Senate rejected my amend­
ment that would have allowed 
states - not the federal government 
- to set their own homestead ex­
emptions. The House of Represen­
tatives has its own version of the 
bill and it includes this provision. 
I am working hard to make sure 
that when the dust clears, the fi­
nal bill allows states to decide their 
own homestead exemption poli­
cies.

The Battle in Seattle

It’s being called “The Battle in 
Seattle” by some and “The Car­
nival Against Capitalism” by oth­
ers. The W orld Trade 
Organization’s summit this week 
marks the first time trade talks 
have gotten a second thought from 
most Americans, much less the 
massive protests the summit’s at­
tracting this week.

The World Trade Organization 
was officially bom in 1995, though 
a similar organization existed be­
fore that for more than forty years 
under a different name. The last 
world trade talks ended in 1993, 
after eight years of negotiations. 
At this moment, trade ministers 
from 135 nations, including the 
United States, are meeting at the 
Washington State Trade and Con­
vention Center to decide what 
trade regulations they’ll debate at 
a later meeting. In other words, 
they’re negotiating about what to 
negotiate.

As debate rages inside the con­
vention center, it’s reaching a fe­
ver pitch on the other side of the 
walls as well. An estim ated 
50,000 demonstrators have come 
to town to have their voices heard. 
Some protestors are against the 
idea of a world trade organization 
altogether, while others are dem­
onstrating for or against specific 
policies.

WTO’s member countries are 
supposed to ensure free market 
competition in the world market. 
Our economic future depends on 
the opening of foreign markets to 
American goods. This is critical 
to American farmers and ranch­
ers, who need to sell agricultural 
products in other countries to sur­
vive. More than one-third of U.S. 
agricultural production was ex­
ported in 1998, with a value of 
$52 billion. The WTO can .pre­
vent a country from claiming 
American agricultural products 
are unhealthy when they’re really 
not. This happened last year when 
it ruled that Europe should accept 
American beef. European govern­
ments had claimed that growth- 
promoting hormones used to pro­
duce the meat were dangerous, 
despite scientific evidence to the 
contrary. The organization’s rules 
can also limit the ability of for­
eign governments to restrict agri­
cultural trade through tariffs, quo­
tas, subsidies, and a variety of 
other policies and regulations. The 
WTO is able to prevent countries 
from selling huge amounts of their 
products at prices that are lower 
than what they’re really worth. 
This practice, known as “dump­
ing, ” can quickly drive an Ameri­
can company into debt.

When the WTO was founded, 
many people were concerned that 
it would be another international 
organization that could trample 
American authority. We must al­
ways ensure that any international 
organization works for freedom 
and for fairness and not against 
American principles. No group 
or o rgan ization  should  ever 
threaten our nation’s sovereignty. 
So as long as the WTO works for 
free and fair trade, while respect­
ing nation’s boundaries, it will 
help our country grow stronger. 
Where free market competition 
can prosper, Americans come out 
ahead.

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More children falling victim to Texas Department of Health check- 
diabetes, related health problems i^g stores for recalled

Lauren Trinkhaus is like most 
other youngsters. She likes tennis 
and socializing with other kids her 
age. But unlike many of her 
friends, Lauren must check her 
blood sugar level four times a day 
because she has diabetes. “You 
have to eat different stuff like car­
bohydrates and you have to take 
insulin shots,” she commented. 
“But the shots don’t really hurt 
very much.”

Lauren has Type 1 diabetes 
which occurs when the body does 
not produce insulin, a hormone 
that allows blood sugar to enter 
the cells of the body and be used 
for energy. To control Type 1 dia­
betes, insulin must be regularly 
injected. Type 2 diabetes occurs 
when the body does not effectively 
use or produce enough insulin and 
can often be controlled with diet 
and exercise. Most diabetics have 
Type 2 diabetes; only 5 to 10 per­
cent of diabetics have Type 1.

Diabetes is often silent and can 
be deadly. Of about 1.6 million 
Texans -12 percent of the popula­
tion - who have diabetes, 680,000 
have the disease and don’t know 
it. Diabetes was the sixth leading 
cause of death in Texas and con­
tributed to the deaths of at least 
12,299 Texans in 1996.

As more youngsters have be­
come less physically active and 
gained weight, the number of chil­
dren with Type 2 diabetes has in­
creased. Tyipe 2 is linked to obe­
sity and usually occurs in those 
age 45 and older, but a study of 
schoolchildren in C incinnati 
showed that over a 12 year period, 
the number of children who had 
Type 2 increased by 12 percent. 
Most children developed diabetes 
between the ages of 10 and 14, 
researchers said. Other studies 
have found similar trends in other 
cities.

likely to develop Type 2 diabetes, 
and doctors are concerned about 
the increase in the number of chil­
dren with weight problems over 
the past two decades. “Only about 
4 percent of the kids back in the 
late ‘60’s and ‘70’s were consid­
ered obese,” said Dr. Phil Huang, 
chief of the Texas Department of 
Health’s Bureau of Disease and 
Injury Prevention. “Some studies 
now show that it’s up to 10 per­
cent. More kids watch more tele­
vision, sit in front of the computer 
and eat more fast foods. ”

This lack of physical activity 
and poor diet play a big role in 
causing preventable illnesses such 
as diabetes. Exercising regularly, 
eating healthy meals and maintain­
ing a healthy body weight go a 
long way in preventing a host of 
major diseases.

Diabetes can lead to severely 
debilitating or fatal complications, 
such as blindness, kidney and 
heart disease, stroke and amputa­
tions of toes or other parts of the 
feet or legs. But with proper care 
and medication, diabetes can be 
managed. Getting an early and 
correct diagnosis is key in prevent­
ing severe complications or even 
death. If you are extremely thirsty, 
urinate frequently or have unex­
plained weight loss, call your doc­
tor for a diabetes checkup.

Those who may be at risk for 
diabetes may have some or all of 
these risk factors: African Ameri­
can, Hispanic, Native American, 
Asian American. Family history 
of diabetes. High or low blood 
sugar. Overweight (more than 20 
percent ideal weight). Limited 
physical exercise. Age 45 or older. 
Previous diabetes with pregnancy 
or you’ve had a baby weighing 
more than 9 pounds at birth.

If you have diabetes, keys to 
controlling the disease and stay­
ing healthy include: Eat healthy 
meals and snacks. Take medica­
tions as prescribed. Monitor blood 
sugar levels and keep a daily log. 
Exercise for 20 minutes most days 
of the week. Live a healthy life­
style (reduce stress, get adequate 
sleep, avoid smoking and exces­
sive alcohol). Lose weight if over­
weight. Maintain recommended 
weight. Reduce/control high blood 
pressure. Adjust meal plans and 
physical activity to keep blood 
sugar levels in the desired range. 
Check and take special care of feet 
and skin every day. Make and keep 
follow-up appointments with doc­
tors.

If you have diabetes, one other 
simple precaution can save your 
life: get a flu shot. People with 
diabetes are six times more likely 
to go to the hospital with the flu 
and almost three times more likely 
to die from influenza or pneumo­
nia.

The lineup can be almost over­
whelming - row upon row of col­
orful, enchanting and educational 
toys for children of all ages. The 
choices are endless. What Prod­
uct Safety Division inspectors at 
the Texas Department of Health 
(TDH) hope is that high on the 
list of considerations is safety.

To emphasize the point to both 
consumers and retailers, TDH in­
spectors make the rounds of retail 
stores one week each fall to look 
for children’s toys that have been 
recalled. This year’s Toy Sweep 
was Nov. 15-19, highlighted by a 
list of nine toys from among hun­
dreds of items recalled by the U.S. 
Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission (CPSC).

“The toy sweep is a good time 
to remind people that they need 
to keep safety in mind when they 
are choosing toys for children,” 
said Charles Branton, director of 
the TDH product Safety Division. 
“The safety check also alerts re­
tailers that they need to be sure 
that recalled products are not still 
for sale on the shelves.”

Although the one-week toy 
sweep serves as a vivid reminder, 
TDH’s product safety inspectors 
investigate problems and head off 
potential dangers year around.

“We take the safety of children 
very seriously,” Branton said. “We 
check for dangerous children’s 
products of all types including fur­
niture and household items all the 
time.”

State safety inspectors have a 
list of nine toys to look for this 
year, each of which has been re­
called because of a problem in­
volving the potential for choking

on or inhaling small parts, burn 
injuries, face and eye injuries or 
puncture wounds.

The items include a puzzle with 
small parts, children’s riding ve­
hicles that can overheat, a note­
book with coils that can break off, 
swimming pool dive sticks that 
have caused severe face and body 
injuries, beanbags that can sepa­
rate and release plastic pellets that 
can be inhaled, a doll with a small 
ball that can be a choking hazard 
to children under age 3, a toy pi­
ano with a section that can break 
off, flammable spray string and 
stuffed toys with small parts that 
can come off.

CPSC sends its notices to ma­
jor retail stores throughout the 
country. Store managers then are 
to remove the recalled items and 
return them to the manufacturer. 
Some stores also post notices to 
inform consumers who may have 
bought the item before the recall.

“Occasionally, items are still on 
the shelves,” Branton said. “The 
retailers may not have received the 
recall or the items may have been 
in the back and overlooked. Most 
retailers are happy to have our help 
getting unsafe items off the 
shelves.” Inspectors who find a 
recalled item still for sale will ask 
the store manager to remove the 
item and return it to the manufac­
turer.

“The next step in selecting the 
safest toy for a child is a matching 
game,” Branton said. “What may 
be safe and appropriate for chil­
dren of one group may be unin­
teresting or worse - dangerous - 
to those of another age or skill 
level.”

for that child’s age, well con­
structed and durable. • Appealing 
and interesting to the child. • 
Suited to the child’s physical ca­
pabilities. •  Suited to the child’s 
mental and social development.

Labels help answer many ques­
tions about a toy’s safety and suit­
ability. “Check the label for clear 
instructions, age recommendations 
and a list of potential hazards,” 
Branton said. “Consumers should 
take these recommendations seri­
ously. If the label says the item is 
not recommended for a child un­
der 3 years of age, then it really is 
not. Toys safely designed for older 
children have parts or strings that 
can choke or strangle a young 
child.”

Branton said to look for sturdy 
construction such as tightly se­
cured eyes, noses, buttons and 
other small parts. Also, discard 
plastic wrappings on toys imme­
diately before they become deadly 
playthings. And always give a hel­
met and other protective gear 
along with a bicycle, tricycle, 
skates, skateboard or sporting 
equipment. Be sure a helmet fits 
the child’s head.

“It 
occurs in people who have a ge­
netic predisposition and then 
something such as a virus or ex­
posure to air pollution or toxic 
inhalation unmasks that tendency, 
which leads to sensitive airways. ”

able during the night as it keeps

Identifying symptoms early can 
prevent more serious breathing 
problems or frequent asthmatic 
episodes. Early warning signs of 
an asthmatic episode include a 
runny, stuffy or itchy nose; pale­
ness; dark circles under the eyes; 
a stomach ache or headache; 
crankiness or restlessness; poor 
appetite; sneezing; a sore throat; 
or an itchy chin, throat or back .

At the Children’s Asthma Cen­
ter at Texas Children’s, parents 
learn to avoid the triggers that can 
make asthma worse. Triggers, 
which are different for each child, 
include irritants such as smoke, 
strong odors and sprays, weather

ways.
Asthmatic children who have 

viral triggers are very susceptible 
this time of year because they are 
more likely to be around other 
children and adults with seasonal 
viruses like colds and flu.

“An important thing is to try 
to minimize the respiratory viral 
infections by avoiding exposure to 
people who have colds or flu,” 
Seilheimer said. “The most effec­
tive way to do that is hand wash­
ing. Most viruses are passed by 
hand rather than through the air, 
and washing the hands frequently 
can reduce exposure to the virus. ”

Hotline Lawyer helps woman get refund
Maria Johnson, one of the law­

yers who staffs the Legal Hotline 
for Older Texans, remembers the 
caller well. “She sounded frail,” 
Johnson says, recalling their first 
encounter. Johnson eventually 
learned that the woman was par­
tially blind and had just come 
home from a stay in the hospital 
when a vacuum cleaner salesman 
had come to her door.

“The salesman left with a check 
for $1,600,” Johnson says. “He’d 
even taken the old woman’s Dirt 
Devil!”

The problem  was this: the 
woman had succumbed to the 
salesman’s pitch, but once he was 
gone, she realized she didn’t want 
the new vacuum cleaner after all. 
But the check had been cashed and 
all of the calls that the woman and 
her friends made to the company 
asking that the money be returned 
was unsuccessful.

Could the Hotline help?
“We can’t actually represent 

people who call the Hotline, 
“Johnson says. “I sent her con­
sumer information and at one 
point I even called the customer 
service office at the vacuum 
cleaner company myself. ”

But to no avail. Reluctantly, 
Johnson prepared to close the 
woman’s file. Then Johnson saw 
an article in the Wall Street Jour-

nal, which she reads every day. 
“It was a front page story about 
the tactics used by the same 
vacuum cleaner company. But it 
mentioned some sort of golden age 
clause which allowed people over 
age 65 to change their minds about 
a purchase and get a refund.” 

The time period for the refund

was a year, and Johnson noted that 
ten months had already elapsed 
since the elderly caller had first 
written the check. Johnson called 
the woman immediately and also 
enlisted a friend of the woman to 
help draft a letter to the vacuum 
company. “The friend didn’t get 
the Wall Street Journal,” Johnson

laughs, “but her dentist did. She 
ran down to the dentist’s office,” 
to get the additional ammunition. 
The letter was sent certified mail, 
but Johnson says she could hear 
^  imaginary clock ticking away 
in the background.

The result? Just under the wire, 
“The caller got a refund from the 
company for the full $1600,” 
Johmon says, grinning with satis­
faction. She doesn’t know whether 
the company ever returned the Dirt 
Devil that the salesman had taken.

“But this is what the Hotline is 
all about,” Johnson continues.

You give the people who call the 
legal tools to solve the problem-in 
this case, without hiring an attor- 

” A. lot of older people balk at 
hiring an attorney, Johnson says, 
either because they can’t afford it 
or they’re embarrassed by the 
Problem or they just don’t want 
the hassle of a lawsuit. “But they 
have rights,” Johnson says; “and 
the attorneys here want to preserve 
their rights.”

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Gunsmoke and Campfires 
by Steven R. LaMascus

I have an old Remington Model 
760 pim p in .35 Remington cali­
ber. It is ugly, not overly accurate, 
rather war-scarred, but I love it 
just the same. It is deadly; like 
Mary Poppins, it is “practically 
perfect in every way,” for the pur­
pose for which it was intended.

I also have a Winchester Model 
70 Classic with a 26” stainless 
steel barrel and a synthetic stock. 
It will virtually stack 150-grain 
.284 caliber bullets on top of one 
another at two hundred yards. It 
is as deadly a deer gun as was ever 
invented. It is the best I have ever 
used for its intended purpose.

Another of my favorites is a 
Remington Model 7, in 7/08. It is 
short light and reasonably power­
ful. It is a delight to carry over 
the mountains for extended peri­
ods of time. It is one of the best 
rifles ever made for its intended 
purpose.

Sounds rather like I am having 
an attack of schizophrenia, doesn’t 
it? How many perfect deer rifles 
can there be? The true answer is, 
lots of them. It depends entirely 
on the circumstances.

The .35 Remington shoots a 
200-grain round-nosed bullet at a

velocity of about 2200 feet per 
second. It has a trajectory, when 
compared to many of today’s 
hotrod, super magnums, rather 
like a rainbow. It is a pump ac­
tion, which does not enhance its 
inherent accuracy. It is, in short, 
anything but a long-range tack- 
driver. However, if you, or I, were 
hunting in really thick brush where 
you were certain that no shot 
would be presented at beyond, say, 
150 yards, and where any shot 
would likely be a snapshot through 
thick brush at a running deer, it 
would be the perfect choice.

The 7-mm Remington Magnum 
is a high velocity, flat shooting, 
powerful rifle, of supreme accu­
racy. It shoots a fairly lightweight 
bullet at tremendous velocities. 
Sighted in to hit three inches high 
at 100 yards it is perfectly reason­
able to expect to hold dead center 
on a deer and kill him cleanly to 
well over 300 yards. When you or 
I are expecting to be hunting in an 
area where long shots are the 
norm, it would be the perfect 
choice.

The 7/08 is short, light, quick, 
accurate and pleasant to carry. It 
is sufficiently lightweight to be 
easy to carry over very rough ter­
rain for long periods of time. It is

also sufficiently powerful to 
cleanly take deer, and with the 
proper bullets, elk and moose. If 
I were contemplating a backpack 
hunt into high altitude, rough and 
precipitous terrain, this would be 
the perfect rifle.

I once loaned a fancy, scope- 
sighted .25-06 to a friend to hunt 
deer with while his rifle was in 
the shop. He used it for a couple 
of weelffi and then sent it back with 
a note telling me it was the sorri­
est deer rifle he had ever seen. 
Now everyone knows that the .25- 
06 is one of the finest deer car­
tridges on the market today. So 
why then was my friend so dis­
pleased with the results? Simple, 
he was trying to use a long-range 
rifle, shooting lightweight, sharp- 
pointed bullets to hunt in heavy 
brush. Practically every buck he 
shot at was partially concealed by 
a screen of brush, or was going 
other places at flank speed, and 
he was getting brush deflections 
when the bullet struck a branch.

So the answer to the question 
“what is the perfect deer rifle?” 
is best answered by another ques­
tion: where do you hunt? You sim­
ply need to tailor the rifle to the 
terrain, or you need to be very 
careful of the shots you take.

Biologists urge deer harvest
A little on the Wildlife side 
by Henry Lutz

AUSTIN, Texas — Expressing 
concerns about a shortage of deer 
forage should current dry condi­
tions persist into winter, state wild­
life biologists are encouraging an 
early season whitetail harvest 
wherever possible.

”In areas that haven’t seen rain 
in some time, hunters need to be 
taking deer off that range by 
Thanksgiving if at all possible,” 
urged Butch Young, whitetail deer 
program director with Texas Parks 
and Wildlife (TPW). “We had a 
tremendous fawn crop and spring 
rains set us up for high survival 
rates. Consequently, there’s a lot 
of young deer and since we haven’t 
had any rainfall for several months 
in some areas, there’s not much 
for them to live on through the 
winter. ”

Young expressed concern about 
dry conditions in the Edwards Pla­
teau, the Rolling Plains and Cross 
Timbers ecological regions, sug­
gesting that hunters pay close at­
tention to the physical condition 
of deer and the availability of natu­
ral food. “There should still be 
plenty of browse on plants like 
oak,” he noted. “If you’re seeing 
where deer are hitting low-qual­
ity browse or poor browse like ju­
niper right now, for example, 
you’ve got a problem. ”Look at 
the does and fawns,” \bung added. 
“If the hip bones or ribs are show­
ing, those deer are in poor condi­
tion and might not survive the 
winter.” Deer taken early in the 
season have reflected range con­
ditions, according to TPW reports 
from field biologists. In South 
Texas, where range conditions re­

main excellent as a result of rain­
fall brought on by Hurricane Brett, 
deer appear to be in good shape.

In the Hill Country, Kerrville- 
based biologist Max Traweek re­
ported that while bucks harvested 
were in good shape and showed 
excellent antler development, the 
does were “a little on the thin 
side.”

“The brief rain we saw before 
the start of the season in the Hill 
Country gave us a green-up of 
forbs and that held deer, but I don’t 
expect conditions to last unless we 
get more rain soon,” Young said.

“Because bucks are in rut and 
aren’t concerned about food right 
now, there isn’t as much pressure 
on the habitat. But, once they 
come out of the rut, we could see 
some problems. Bucks may go 
through an early antler cast, as 
early as December, which may 
create some problems for hunters 
trying to identify a buck from a 
doe. It could also mean we see 
bucks going into winter in poor 
condition.”

Deer season runs through Jan. 
2 in the North Zone and Jan. 16 
in the South Zone.

I am about one week late in 
remembering what I have to be 
thankful for.

In recent weeks, I have had the 
opportunity to experience first 
hand what it means to be handi­
capped. It is a whole different 
world. Until this point in my life I 
have never given a thought to my 
ability to get into and out of a store, 
church or public building. I ’ve 
never had to look for a parking 
place with space for a wheelchair. 
In fact, I have never had to wait 
for someone to take me some- 
place-I just went on my own.

There are so many barriers-a 
public building with a wheelchair

ran^, but when you get to the door 
there is a rubber mat you can’t 
possibly get over and a door you 
can’t possibly open. Stores with 
so much “stuff’ in the isles that a 
wheelchair won’t go through. 
People who treat you like you are 
stupid-it’s my legs that don’t work, 
not my brain.

My husband says people don’t 
help the handicapped because they 
are afraid of offending someone. 
I say you can ask, “Do you need 
help?” and the handicapped per­
son can decide. Jesus says in 
Matthew’s gospel “What so ever 
you do for the least of my broth­
ers, that you do unto me.”

I hope my life is going to be 
different. I hope I won’t take so 
much for granted. I hope I will 
look at others in a whole new light.

What do I have to be thankful 
for? A handicap that is temporary, 
a husband and daughter who go 
out of their way to take care of 
me, friends and family who come 
to visit, bring meals, send cards 
and flowers.

At the Community Thanksgiv­
ing Service, Rev. Bill Adams 
talked about how people of Jeri­
cho walked around the walls of the 
city. When the Sabbath came, they 
thought they would get to rest. 
Instead the priests and leaders told 
them to walk one extra lap. I thank 
God for my “extra lap” patience, 
prayer, trying a little harder.

Holidays are festive but road rage is not
The holidays bring a time of 

peace, so why are people so short 
tempered on roadways? Roads are 
more congested this time of year 
with travelers and locals buzzing 
all over town. The stresses of day- 
to-day business combined with 
holiday preparations can often 
cause anxiety and loss of compo­
sure on overcrowded highways, a 
frustration that can make some 
people crazy with rage - road rage.

Because more instances of ag­
gressive driving are being seen on 
a regular basis, Texas highways are 
marked with reminders to “Drive 
Friendly. ” With aggressive driv­
ers on the road, the potential for 
automobile accidents is high, es­
pecially during this busy time of 
year.

Progressive Insurance offers 
these proactive tips to guard 
against road rage:

• A good rule of thumb is to 
follow all the laws of the road.

• Slower traffic should keep 
right so the left lane can be used 
for passing.

• Do not offend drivers with 
hand gestures, verbal abuse or in­
timidatory driving. This type of

behavior can only antagonize an 
already aggressive driver.

• Avoid eye contact to keep the 
situation firom becoming personal.

• Allow plenty of time for your 
trip.? and make your vehicle as 
comfortable as possible to keep 
you relaxed on your vacation.

If the situation 
is not safe, stay in your vehicle 
until the police arrive to secure the 
scene.
