Though all entries were impres­
sive, Miranda’s drawing stood out 
because it was so creative and de­
tailed, explained Cyndi Wright, 
spokesperson for the American 
Red Cross chapter in San Anto­
nio.

Red Cross officials had kept the 
winner’s name a secret until last 
Thursday when they and third 
graders gathered at the library for 
the announcement.

When her name was called out.

Miranda blushed and appeared 
stunned. After awhile though, she 
smiled a big smile, said thank you 
to the Red Cross officials, and 
appeared to be delighted with her 
new bike.

M iranda’s drawing is of a 
house with smoke and red and 
orange flames shooting out of it. 
The smoke alarms (“beep! beep!’’) 
warned the family to get out . As 
the fire engine arrives (“woo- 
woo”) and the ambulance (“wee- 
oee-oee”) the family is shedding 
tears because their home is burn­
ing, but they are together and safe.

The parents are standing along­
side a tree and the kids are sitting 
on tree branches with birds and a 
raccoon for company.

At the top right hand corner, 
Miranda wrote: “Your family 
should have a meeting place in 
case of a fire,” a lesson Miranda 
and other third-graders at Jones 
Elementary learned when they 
participated in the Red Cross Safe 
Families Curriculum.

The Curriculum taught the stu­
dents how to keep their families 
safe in case of a fire or a medical 
emergency such as choking or car­
diac arrest, and water safety.

After the curriculum, which 
consisted of three 30-minute les­
sons, the children took a report 
card home and made sure their 
families had working smoke de­
tectors, a meeting place outside 
of the home in case of fire, a di­
saster supplies kit, and other 
items.

The children then drew a poster 
illustrating how they have made 
their families safe.

Presenting the bike to Miranda 
during a ceremony in the school 
library were Jane Pratt, Red 
Cross director in Del Rio and 
Grace Emery, Strategic Chapter 
Investment manager in San Anto­
nio.

RRC reminds backyard cooks of propane 
safety before, during and after the cookout

AUSTIN - As backyard  
barbeque cooks roll out their pro­
pane grills this summer. Railroad 
Commission Chairman Michael 
L. W illiam s, C om m issioner 
Charles Matthews, and Commis­
sioner Tony Garza today offered 
Texans some simple safety re­
minders.

“While it’s easy to remember 
the steaks and hamburgers for 
backyard cookouts, there are ba­
sic propane safety rules that must 
come f i r s t ,” said W illiam s. 
“These simple precautions will

make it easier and safer to enjoy 
this year’s barbeques.”

“it’s estimated that 4.5 million 
Texans use propane barbeque 
grills,” noted Matthews. “Propane 
is less expensive, faster and 
cleaner burning than other fuels, 
but as with any energy source, 
precautions must be made to en­
sure that it is used safely and cor­
rectly to get maximum results.” 

“As Texans prepare to fire up 
their grills, there are some basic 
safety tips to keep in mind,” added 
Garza. “By using clean burning

Texas propane and following these 
tips, backyard chefs can grill 
safely and concentrate on the most 
important part of any cookout - 
the food.”

W illiam s, M atthews, and 
Garza advised Texans not to use 
a propane gas cylinder if it shows 
signs of internal damage such as 
dents, gouges, bulges, fire dam­
age, corrosion, leakage or exces­
sive rust. Outdoor cooks should 
also make sure the propane cylin­
der is secured to the grill as di­
rected by the manufacturer before 
starting any cookout.

Other safety tips to remember 
include:

- Always open the grill hood 
before lighting and light accord­
ing to the manufacmrer’s instruc­
tions. Never use gasoline or kero­
sene to start the fire

- Always grill in a well-venti­
lated area. Do not grill indoors or 
close to the side of a building.

- Use foil or a drip pan to catch 
juices and help avoid grease fires.

- To see how much propane is 
left in your cylinder, run a wet 
finger down the side. The wet 
streak will evaporate faster over 
the empty part of the cylinder.

- Since a hot grill is easier to 
clean than a cold grill, clean with 
a wire brush or scraper immedi­
ately after cooking, then wash off.

- To turn the cylinder valve on 
and off, remember “rightie tightie, 
lefty, loosey.” A fte r  grilling, the 
cylinder must not be stored in­
doors or within any enclosed 
space.

The Railroad Commission of 
Texas’ Alternative Fuels Research 
and Education Division (AFRED) 
can provide consumers with ba­
sic safety tips, as well as additional 
propane uses and rebates by call­
ing toll-free, (800) 64-CLEAR

Davis explained that he was 
on his way to Kerrville and that 
it was his hope to raise $10,000 
by the time he got there, which 
he figured, would be sometime 
W ednesday, M ay 30. A

numerous sponsors propped up 
on its bed.

Davis has been a member of 
the Del Rio Host Lions Club for 
the past four years. He is a Wis­
consin native who moved to the 
area 30 years ago following his 
dad’s transfer to the Standard 
Components twin plant in Del 
Rio. The elder Davis, also a Li­
ons Club member, now is re­
tired.

Mike Davis said last year’s 
fund-raising trip involved a 
modified route. Part of the 50th 
anniversary of the Lions’ Club 
gathering in College Station in­
volved bicyclists pedalling from 
College Station to California.

But Davis, who was on vaca­
tion from work and could not 
take any additional days off to 
complete the trip to California, 
decided to end his trip  in
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Bike Mike (Mike Davis, Del Rio Host Lions Club member) 
and his dad, Dean, took a break in Brackettville last Friday 
on their way to Kerrville. Bike Mike began the 250-mile bike 
trip in Del Rio to raise $10,000 for the Texas Lions’ Camp for 
Special Children.
Kerrville resident, who pre­
ferred to remain anonymous, 
said he would match any amount 
Davis raised.

As of Friday morning, Davis 
had raised $8,886 and had more 
than 25 sponsors. The amount 
had already exceeded his goal 
of $5,000.

Last year, Davis pedalled 265 
miles from College Station to 
Kerrville and raised $4,100 for 
the Texas Lions’ Camp.

High-Tech Texas
Capitol Comment

Texas is the second most popu­
lous state in the Union, yet Texas 
universities rank sixth in the 
amount of federal research fund­
ing they receive. This is not ac­
ceptable, as far as I’m concerned, 
and one of my most important 
goals is to change that.

I want to make Texas the 
country’s premier technology cen­
ter and expand the medical re­
search that is conducted at our 
great colleges and universities, 
which already do world-class, 
Nobel Prize-winning work.

I recently convened a Higher 
Education Summit in Washington, 
where I was joined by the heads 
of some of the major institutions 
of higher learning in our state. We 
met to brainstorm the best way to 
promote the growth of our tech­
nology, health and agriculture sec­
tors, and we agreed to work to­
ward getting Texas onto the list 
of top three recipients of federal 
research fonding by the year 2005.

There’s no reason we can’t 
achieve such a goal, and I have a 
plan to do it.

I have asked our top tier uni­
versities to identify and develop 
areas of excellence - of unique re­
search expertise - and to concen­
trate on strengthening their pro­
grams in those areas. Then, when 
a federal research project is 
launched, there will be a Texas

school with a reputation for ex­
cellence in that area of inquiry to 
step up to the plate and be the best 
candidate to carry out the work.

Of course there will be a cer­
tain amount of overlap, but we 
don’t want our schools to be com­
peting against each other; we want 
them to be cooperating with each 
other, while competing and pre­
vailing on a national basis.

The Texas congressional del­
egation will be working together 
to help match those capabilities 
with existing and emerging areas 
of federal research and develop­
ment.

We’ve got all kinds of good 
examples of how this should work. 
Texas Tech is building its own 
niches of excellence in specialized 
areas of agriculture, health care 
and weather prediction. Thanks to 
technology and research at Texas 
Tech, your weather report on the 
local evening news tonight, in this 
first year of the new century, will 
present more scientific knowledge 
than the sum total of what the ex­
perts knew about climatology in 
1900.

Texas A&M has unsurpassed 
expertise in agriculture research 
and maintains the nation’s premier 
center for training emergency re­
sponse personnel. The University 
of Texas at Austin is home top 
world-class health research and 
treatment institutions such as the 
M.D. Anderson cancer research

and treatment centers. The Uni­
versity of Texas Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas leads 
research efforts into Gulf War Ill­
ness, and the University of Hous­
ton leads a top-flight physics de­
partment, including the world’s 
most sophisticated superconduc­
tivity lab led by the noted Dr. Paul 
Chu.

Technology has changed our 
lives beyond imagination. And it 
has changed the way our country 
produces wealth and its standard 
of living, which is the envy of the 
world. At the begiiming of the last 
century, the 12 companies in the 
famed Dow Jones Industrial Av­
erage produced sugar, rubber, 
coal, iron, gas and electricity. To­
day the Dow Jones average is 
dominated by computer, telecom­
munications and bio-engineering 
companies that we never could 
have dreamed of 100 years ago.

We are beginning to see the 
face of the future now, and we 
need to work together to ensure 
that future unfolds in Texas.

Small companies 
are big business
Submitted by
U.S. Rep.

You hear a lot these days about 
the death of the mom and pop 
store. But the truth is, small busi­
nesses in America are healthy and 
prospering. In Texas, there are 
about 318,000 small businesses. 
Nearly 90 percent of all U.S. busi­
nesses are considered small busi­
nesses, and more than half of the 
men and women who work for 
private companies work for small 
businesses. The small business is 
responsible for the creation of new 
jobs and A m erica’s booming 
economy. Clearly, what’s good 
for small business is good for 
America.

Small business men and women 
are determined to live the Ameri­
can dream and Congress is pass­
ing legislation to make sure these 
entrepreneurs continue to thrive, 
free of unfair laws or regulations.

In March, the House of Repre­
sentatives passed the Small Busi­
ness Tax Fairness Act, a small 
business relief package that would 
assist millions of hard-working 
Americans. The bill includes sev­
eral programs and reforms.

First, the act creates 15 renewal 
communities in urban and rural 
areas. These are communities that 
have had social and economic 
problems in the past, but have 
potential. The bill creates differ­
ent programs and tax incentives 
designed to create jobs, encour­
age personal savings, and encour­
age home ownership. Employers 
are given tax incentives to hire 
people who live in these recover­
ing communities.

A strong pension plan is vital 
for employers to retain an experi­
enced workforce. This small busi­
ness bill helps employers improve 
and better fund their pension plans 
by increasing contribution and 
benefit limits. This bill also re­
duces the so-called “death-tax,” 
making it easier for businesses to 
remain family owned.

Lastly, small businesses aré 
not allowed to take the same de­
duction for health insurance pre­
miums as big businesses. Al­
though, this outrageous disparity 
will be corrected by 2003, it’s not 
soon enough for people who get 
ill today. We are working to cor­
rect this sooner.

In addition to trying to pass 
laws that promote small busi­
nesses, many of us here in Con­
gress are also trying to stop laws 
that would put unfair burdens on 
these employers. As many of you 
know, I am currently working to 
prevent the Occupational Safety 
and H ealth  A dm inistra tion  
(OSHA) from handing down an 
enormous new ergonomics regu­
lation. This expensive regulation 
would force employers to change 
everything from the kind of equip­
ment they use to the office fomi- 
mre they are allowed to buy.

Small business is indeed mak­
ing big headlines. I am confident 
that this Congress will continue to 
fight for the interests of entrepre­
neurs and the American economy.
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Floods number one cause of 
weather-related deaths in Texas

AUSTIN - The leading cause 
of weather-related deaths in Texas 
is floods and flash floods. Motor­
ists who try to cross flooded low 
areas and children who walk or 
play near the banks of flooded 
creeks or streams are the most fre­
quent victims.

Tom Millwee, state coordina­
tor for the Texas Division of 
Emergency Management, warned 
that heavy rains soften river and 
stream bank soil, making it un­
stable. The bank can give way 
under even the lightest of toddlers, 
tossing the victim into the flood.

Millwee also noted the tremen­
dous power of floodwaters. “As 
little as two feet of flooding will 
float most cars, trucks or SUV’s,” 
he said, “and combined with the 
all electric door and window locks 
on many of today’s vehicles, when 
those are shorted out by water 
there isn’t a ready escape.”

Flash floods in Texas most of­

ten occur in late afternoon and 
early morning hours when visibil­
ity is low and floodwaters are most 
deceptive.

“The darkness combined with 
the fact that flood waters are al­
most always deeper and swifter 
than they appear can lead to di­
saster for even the most experi­
enced driver,” said Millwee, “and 
even in daytime, a flash flood is 
very deceptive.”

Because light is bent as it trav­
els through water, the flood is 
nearly always deeper than it ap­
pears to be, and because we must 
view the flooding from the side, 
we judge the speed of the water 
from the edge of the flow. This 
water is traveling slower than the 
water in the middle of the flood­
ing due to friction. Flooding also

hides damage to the road beneath 
it; large holes may have been dug 
that vehicles cannot cross or de­
bris may have been placed across ' • 
the road or street. - '

Even if someone has crossed a ■ 
low area hundreds of times, the 
combination of debris and road- 
way damage can cause a false ■ 
sense of security. The rule of ' 
thumb should be to stay out of the 
area and avoid potential flooding.

“The only way to be safe when ' 
floods threaten is to stay out of 
low water areas. A pint of milk '̂ ' 
or a trip to the mall Just isn’t worth ' ' 
a life,” Millwee added.

Red Cross offers 
suggestions for 
safe swimming

With the season for splashing 
and swimming fast approaching 
and the kids out of school, the lo­
cal Red Cross has some tips and 
rules to keep you and your family 
safe this summer.

Drowning is the second lead­
ing cause of accidental death in 
school-age children.

Don’t let summer fun be ruined 
by a preventable accident around 
water.

“Everyone should learn how to 
swim, but nothing takes the place 
of adult supervision,” said Ana 
Sandoval, health and safety direc­
tor for the local Red Cross.

“Children should never be left 
unsupervised around water, even 
when using flotation devices.”

Call your local Red Cross at 
(210) 224-5151 to find out about 
Red Cross Learn-to-Swim pro­
grams in your area, and always 
practice these safe swimming 
rules:

* Always swim with a buddy.
* Swim only in areas that have 

a lifeguard.
* Stay out of water when 

you’re very tired, very cold, or 
overheated.

* If you can’t see the bottom 
of the pool in the deep end or if 
the water is cloudy, don’t swim 
there.

* Avoid swimming at night in 
unlighted areas.

* Do not chew gum or eat while 
swimming. You could choke.

* Do not push, shove, or run 
near the water. Horseplay can be 
dangerous.

* Get out of the water if you 
see lightning or hear thunder.

* Swim a safe distance from 
diving boards and slides. Never 
swim under them.

* Never swim near a dam or 
boat ramp.

* Avoid swimming in river cur­
rents.

Before you dive, check the 
depth of the water and for objects 
hidden in the water.

For those who own pools, some 
preplanning can make for a fun 
and safe summer. Follow these 
Red Cross tips:

* Make it hard to get into your 
pool area.

* Have lifesaving equipment on 
hand - hanging up - ready to use.

* Take a Red Cross class to 
learn CPR.

* Learn to swim.

The anniversary of Brigadier 
General John L. Bullis’ death oc­
curred recently and local histo­
rian, Lt. Col. (Retired) Bill Haenn 
presented a program to Rotarians 
about the general’s service here. 
Lt. Bullis was stationed at Fort 
Clark as commander of the 24th 
Infantry, a Seminole-Negro Indian 
Scout Detachment.

Bullis was from New York and 
during the Civil War he served 
his country as a corporal in Com­
pany H, 126th New York Infan­
try. He entered the service as a 
corporal and by the end of the 
war, he was a captain in the 118th 
U.S. Colored Infantry. This was 
his first command of Black sol­
diers.

He moved west after the war 
and started several businesses 
which did not work out. He then 
reentered the Army in 1867 as a 
second lieutenant in the 41st In­
fantry which was one of the newly 
formed Black regiments.

'The 41st Infantry came to Fort 
Clark in 1868 under the command 
of Col. R.S. McKenzie and in 
1869 it was combined with the 
38th to become the 24th Infantry, 
the Buffalo Soldiers. Bullis took 
command of the Seminole-Indian 
Scout Detachment in the Spring 
of 1872.

He took part in McKenzie’s 
Remilano Raid in 1873 and in 
other raids into Mexico with Lt. 
Col. William R. Shafter, called 
“Pecos Bill,” along with S.B.M. 
Young. The raid for which Bullis 
will be remembered was the 
“Pecos River Fight” which oc­
curred on April 25, 1875. Bullis 
was charged with the task of fmd-

ing out if a large party of Indians 
was camped on the lower Pecos 
or Rio Grande Rivers, or between 
the rivers.

He left the garrison on April 
16 with only three Seminole 
Scouts, since he wanted to leave 
“little or no trail and not to be 
seen” and accompanied Company 
A, 25th Infantry which was 
enroute to Fort Stockton until the 
22nd when Bullis and his men 
turned west toward the Pecos.

The following day, they turned 
south and crossed the Pecos about 
a mile above the mouth, at an In­
dian crossing. They ran into signs 
of Indians, but not fresh ones, and 
they followed a trail, which be­
came fresh. Soon, they saw a large 
head of horses. They dismounted, 
tied their own horses, and crept 
“back of a bush” until within 
about 75 yards of them. For about 
an hour they exchanged fire with 
20 or 30 Indians who were armed 
with Winchesters and appeared to 
be Comanches from Mexico. Out­
numbered, it appeared that the 
Indians were going to cut them off 
from their horses. Bullis lost his

behind his sergeant on the latter’s 
horse. One of the Scouts had a ball 
shot through his carbine sling and 
the stock of his carbine shattered.

Bullis submitted a written re­
port to his commanding officer 
and it so impressed those to whom 
it was sent that it was forwarded 
as General Order No. 10 to all 
posts. His accounting and his tes­
timony of the courageous and sol­
dierly conduct of the three scouts 
in this party won them the Con­
gressional Medal of Honor. These 
men were Private Seminole-Ne­
gro Indian Scout Factor Pompey, 
Sergeant John W ard, and 
Trumpeteer Issac Payne.

Four Congressional Medal of 
Honor winners are buried here in 
the Seminole Indian Scout Cem­
etery (the three Scouts Bullis rec­
ommended) and Claron Windus, 
bugler with Company L 6th U.S. 
Cavalry, is buried at the Masonic 
Cemetery in Brackettville.

Bullis Hall on Fort Clark is 
named for Brigadier General 
Bullis. It was a cavalry barracks 
created in 1874, rebuilt in 1932 
as a WPA project maintaining its 
original design and appearance. It 
was converted to motel units by 
John Wayne’s production com­
pany for “The Alamo,” and reno­
vated in the 1980s.

H aenn feels B rackettv ille  
should be called “the city of he­
roes.” Its unique place in history 
should be honored, and more of 
an effort should be made to keep 
the memory of those brave men 
alive.

Bullis is hardly remembered to­
day. His highest rank attained in 
the service was major. When he 
died, he was given the rank of 
Brigadier General.

ered to be the largest and most 
costly Army post in the country.

A highlight of the tour was a 
visit to Bill’s historic home, one 
of the o fficers’ duplexes on 
Colony Row (or, as the Army 
would have called it - Officers

Row.) Bill’s home is one of the 
best preserved of the historic 
homes and is decorated and fur­
nished in the style of the 19th Cen­
tury. The group marveled at the 
many artifacts and collectibles 
they saw tastefully displayed, and 
all attendees are anxiously await­
ing Bill’s next historical presen­
tation to the Society.

What does “The Body of Christ” mean? Taking refuge in God
First United Methodist Church

Have you ever considered why 
Jesus had “twelve” apostles? Of 
course, there is some scholarship 
which suggests the twelve repre­
sented the twelve tribes of Israel. 
Unlike some other numbers in the 
Bible, twelve has no other known 
significance. So, why was this 
number so important that Peter, 
following the resurrection and the 
ascension, suggests that one must 
be chosen to replace Judas (Acts 
1:20-26)? Why is Matthias cho­
sen over Joseph called Barsabbas? 
To be candid, these questions can­
not be answered without great 
speculation. Our faith calls us to 
accept that there was some suffi­
cient reason for Jesus’ actions and 
the traditions which have risen 
around them.

Yet.. .the choosing of Matthias 
over Joseph (sometimes called

Justus) has gotten me thinking 
about the relationship between the 
“Twelve” and the 118 others 
(Acts 1:15) who were there the 
day when Matthias was selected. 
As one scholar suggested, were 
the “Twelve” the “first team” or 
the “starting team” at the birth of 
Christianity? If so, what of those 
who didn’t make “the cut” for the 
first team like Joseph called 
Barsabbas? Did they go home and 
leave the “first team” to go it 
alone? I go to Paul for my under­
standing of this event, for other­
wise it makes the “Twelve” look 
very elitist and that conflicts with 
my understanding of the workings 
of the Church.

Paul uses the imagery of the 
body to clarify the relationship of 
the members of the first century 
to one another (1 Corinthians 12). 
Each member is unique and each 
has God-given gifts which are nec­
essary for the Body of Christ to

continue the mission to which it 
is called. So it must have been with 
the one hundred and eighty. Some 
had the gifts needed for apostolic 
work (Matthias) while others (Jo­
seph, sometimes called Justus) 
used their gifts in support of the 
apostolic work. Today, we are so 
far removed from the first cen­
tury church that we have no real 
sense of what it means to be “The 
Body of Christ.” In the church of 
the New Millennium, the Body of

Christ “team” is made up of a few 
leaders (like the Twelve), a few 
supporters (like Justus) and “the 
spectators,” those who pay for a 
ticket so that they may watch and 
call out encouragement from a 
distance.

Come and join us at First 
United Methodist Church this 
Sunday at 10:45 a.m. as we take 
a look at how “Christianity is a 
Team Activity.”

Dewhurst Lauds First Female State Land Surveyor
AUSTIN—Texas Land Com­

missioner David Dewhurst today 
announced the licensing of the first 
female State Land Surveyor in 
Texas history. A ccording to 
Dewhurst, who is a member of the 
Texas Board of Professional Land 
Surveying (TBPLS), Nedra Jo 
Foster of Silsbee passed the quali­
fying examination in April and 
was registered earlier this month.

“At the Land Office we depend 
on our State Land Surveyors,” 
Dewhurst said. “We’re all proud 
of Ms. Foster and hope she will 
be the first of many women quali­
fied to survey the boundaries of

state lands.”
A State Land Surveyor license 

is required to survey Permanent 
School Fund lands in Texas. To 
be licensed as a State Land Sur­
veyor, one first must be registered 
as a Professional Land Surveyor 
in Texas. This entails a combina­
tion of six years of surveying edu­
cation and practice and passing 
two eight-hour examinations. Suc­
cess on a third eight-hour exami­
nation covering the history and 
functions of the Land Office and 
the legal principles governing 
original land grant boundaries is 
required for licensing as a State

Nedra Foster
Land Surveyor. Texas began li­
censing surveyors of state land by

examination in 1919.
Foster, a native of Welch in 

Dawson County, has worked for 
Shine & Associates surveying 
company in Silsbee since 1981. 
She studied at Lamar University- 
Beaumont and Paris Junior Col­
lege, and published an article in 
Professional Surveyor covering a 
National Park Service survey of 
land for possible inclusion in the 
Big Thicket National Preserve. 
She has worked on numerous 
coastal survey projects and is cur­
rently collaborating on a book, 
“Inland and Coastal Waters of 
Texas and Their Boundaries.”
