Judge James Simmons over- 
• turned a prior justice of the 

peace ruling in favor of Fort 
Clark Springs last Thursday. Bill 
Kelly, a former FCS board 
member, was ordered to pay the 
association a total of $3,632.45 
in county court.

Kelly was ordered to pay 
$665 for outstanding residential 
assessments, due through the 
date of trial to FCSA, under its 
declaration of protective restric­
tions, plus court costs of 
$327.45 and attorney’s fees of 
$2,640.

Simmons also ruled that 
Kelly’s failure to pay residential 
assessments resulted in his be­
ing a member “not in good 
standing” and that the denial of
certain recreation and/or other 
membership rights or privileges 
by FCSA was neither arbitrary 
nor discriminatory.

FCSA had denied Kelly ac­
cess to facilities such as the adult 
center.

Kelly, who paid membership 
assessments but not residential 
assessments, says his refusal to 
pay residential assessments was 
his way of showing his disap­
proval of FCS management, es­
pecially fiscal management.

Further, he claims his mem­
bership assessment entitles him 
to access to all recreational fa­
cilities, since anyone with a 
membership not living on the 
fort has access.

The attorney for FCS cited 
page 4 of the declaration of pro­
tective restrictions, which, ac­
cording to General Manager 
Maggie Kerr, dates back to 
1972.

That restriction reads in part: 
“Further provided that in addi­
tion to the above regular assess­
ment th e r^ h a ll  be levied an 
additional resident assessment

not to exceed the amount of the 
regular assessment for each 
membership which is allocated 
to a residential lot or unit served 
by water and sewer.”

A copy of the restrictions are 
provided to each member when 
purchasing a membership.

Maggie Kerr pointed out that 
these protective restrictions can­
not be changed except by vote 
of the entire membership.

Kerr also disputed Kelly’s 
statem ent that Fort C lark 
Springs is not a homeowners 
association.. Though this title is 
not used in the declaration of 
protective restric tions as 
amended March 27, 1999, Kerr 
stated that FCS is considered a 
homeowners association under 
the Texas Property Codes. An 
amendment to change the defi­
nition to homeowners associa­
tion will be voted on in March, 
2002 .

Under Texas Property 
Codes, Kerr said, there are only 
two ways for a group such as 
FCSA to file, either as a 
homeowners association or as a 
city.

Asked whether there are 
other ways to get members to 
pay back assessments, Kerr 
stated that in most cases, letters 
are the most courteous way to 
notify members of delinquent 
accounts. She added, most come 
in and pay once advised of past 
due amounts. After a 60 day 
notice, however, delinquent ac­
counts will be taken to small 
claims court and a Judgment 
sought.

Kerr also said that member­
ships can be given back to the 
association. She said, this often 
happens when members move 
away or die.

Kelly declined to state 
whether he would pay the judg­
ment, but did say “As far as I’m 
concerned it’s over with.”

Before John Sturghill, played 
by Nick, joined the St. Louis 
police force, he joined forces 
with Ricky Alberease, (Randy 
Travis) whose family had been 
kidnapped and murdered. With 
three other men, nicknamed 
“Blade” , “Double Barrel” and 
“Long G un” , Sturghill and 
Alberease avenged the kidnap­
ping and went on to fight crime 
in St. Louis. Sturghill was with 
the police force for several 
years, until politics changed and 
he was forced to leave the St. 
Louis area. Blade is played by 
Louis Gusemano, Cliff O’Quinn 
is Double Barrel and Robert 
Hooker is Long Gun.

When Sturghill went to Wyo­
ming, he called St. Louis and 
persuaded Alberease, whose 
nickname was “Sure Shot”, and 
the other three men to join him 
in Wyoming.

At New 
Braunfels, the students were 
housed in dormitories, but at the 
International Conference, they

Bristow went over the proposal 
with commissioners. Commis­
sioners voted unanimously to 
accept the proposal .

Riata Corporation will fur­
nish financing, N. C. Sturgeon, 
Inc. of Midland, Texas are the 
designers and general contrac­
tors for the project and 
CiviGenics will operate the com­
pleted center. R iata’s bid of 
$7,764,948 was the only pro­
posal received by the deadline. 
The facility is planned for 288 
beds initially and CiviGenics will 
bring 5 employees to Brack­
ettville. The remainder of jobs, 
between 65 and 80 depending 
on bed occupancy, will be filled 
by local residents. CiviGenics 
will do the hiring, training and 
all staffing.

It was estimated that 60% of 
necessary labor for construction 
of the facility would be hired lo­
cally.

Bristow outlined the timeline 
for construction to begin, em­
phasizing that this will necessar­
ily be fluid. If bank approval is 
available in March, the archi­
tects have a timeline of 30 to 60 
days to fully design the build­

ing, and for all documents re­
garding the transaction to be 
prepared and closed. With this 
timeline, construction - “turning 
dirt” could start by late June. 
However, if bank approval is 
received at a later date, construc­
tion would begin later, with 
completion in about one year.

Bristow was authorized by 
the Commissioners to prepare 
the necessary documents.

When completed, with all 
beds full at a rate of $45.00 per 
day, $8.40 will go to pay back 
the debt incurred for the facil­
ity. $35.60 will be spent for 
management and operation, and 
Kinney County will be paid 
$1.00 per occupied bed per day. 
There will also be telephone in­
come, which commissioners 
discussed putting in a special 
account. This would be used as 
needed for capital improvement 
and payment against the note.

Commissioner Pat Melancon 
explained that there would be no 
expense to the county, except 
perhaps to the Treasurer and 
Auditor’s offices as all income 
and expenditure would pass 
through these offices.

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The Mark O f God
The Way I See It

Atheists today are a vocal lot. 
They are forming groups and 
coalitions and foundations, with 
the stated aim of ridding the 
world of intolerant religious fa­
natics. They are interested, they 
say, in freedom and the true 
meaning of the Constitution’s 
first amendment. They are, they 
want us to believe, moral, right 
thinking, reasonable, respon­
sible, tolerant adults, and citi­
zens of the world. But I think 
there may be a shading of the 
truth here somewhere.

The most infamous American 
atheist was Madalyn Murray 
O’Hair. She was an outspoken 
proponent of atheism. She was 
responsible for the court case 
that stopped teacher led prayer 
in schools. What was her life 
like?

We know that she hated her 
father. In fact she once tried to 
kill him with a butcher knife. Her 
own son says she was addicted 
to booze, drugs, and sex. We 
would be safe to state that she 
was immensely unhappy in her 
personal life. And I do not think 
that is an unusual case. The fol­
lowing is an excerpt from the 
Christian testimony of O’hair’s 
son William J. Murray.

I was born into a home of 
I near constant rage and violence. 

My mother never married my 
father or my brother’s father. 
As a result of my mother’s con­
stant angry outbursts she could 
not hold down a job and she, 
my brother and I lived with her 
parents and my unmarried uncle 
in a small row house in Balti­
more, Maryland.

My grandfather had never 
filed an income tax return and 
most of what he did do during 
his life was illegal or ill advised. 
He had no savings. My grand­
mother read Tarot cards and 
sent out demons by burning 
human hair. My uncle kept 
hoards of pornography in his

room and my mother filled the 
house with statues of mating ani­
mals which she worshipped.

My mother accepted the com­
munist doctrine when I was 
about ten years old and from that 
time on there were socialist and 
communist study group meet­
ings in the basement of our Bal­
timore home.

I was taught that because 
there was not God there was no 
such thing as right or wrong. 
My mother told me it was bet­
ter to be a homosexual than to 
be a Christian. She taught me 
that the most important things 
in life were the physical plea­
sures of drink, food and sex.

That really sounds like the 
perfect home life, doesn’t it? It’s 
a miracle of the first order that 
William is now a Christian evan­
gelist.

Atheism is not simply a be­
lief in nothing. No one can be­
lieve in nothing. If a person pro­
fesses to be an atheist they are 
in effect telling you that they 
serve Satan. It is really a very 
simple equation — if you are 
against God you serve Satan. 
Why do you think that O’Hair 
“filled the house with statues of 
mating animals which she wor­
shipped?” She wasn’t an athe­
ist: she was an idolater. She was 
also one of the most intolerant 
people who ever drew a breath.

By and large, atheists are ad­
dicts to a destructive lifestyle. 
They rebel against morality and 
rage against the God who tells 
them that they must change or 
go to hell. They have made a 
conscious decision to join the 
minions of Satan in a war against 
all that is good. They believe in 
abortion, pornography, pro­
m iscuity, drunkenness, and 
drug abuse. They have no com­
punction about stealing if they 
can get away with it. Their 
words are as empty as their 
hearts. They will lie, cheat, 
steal, and kill to get what they 
desire, because their own base, 
animalistic desires are all they

care about.
The above is, of course, a 

huge generality. Many self-de­
scribed atheists are not atheists 
at all, and some are truly up­
standing members of the com­
munity. But all have an empty 
place in their hearts caused by 
the absence of God.

I have known several so- 
called atheists who later became 
devout Christians. My youngest 
brother is one such. He called 
himself an atheist, but in reality 
he never was. He was rebelling 
against his upbringing and what 
he perceived as the unfairness 
of life. He has finally discovered 
the truth, and in so doing ac­
cepted Jesus Christ. He is now 
an elder of his church in Boise, 
Idaho.

So, if you claim to be an athe­
ist, I suggest that you take a good 
long look at your life and the 
reasons for your rebellion. I 
promise you that true happiness 
lies in the arms of God. And it 
is rnuch better to be hugged by 
God than to have the life 
squeezed out of you by Satan.

Madalyn Murray O’Hair was 
murdered on September 29, 
1995. Do you think she cursed 
God all the way to the grave? 
Or do you think she begged God 
for mercy when eternity stared 
her in the face? What are you 
going to do?

Ezekiel 9:3-6 -  “...Then the 
Lord called to the man clothed 
in linen who had the writing kit 
at this side and said to him, ‘Go 
throughout the city of Jerusalem

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Preserving Wildlife
Capitol Comment

Every year, I bring my Wash­
ington and Texas staffs together 
to reflect on the past year and 
look forward to the year to 
come. Recently, we met in Glen 
Rose, Texas at the Fossil Rim 
Wildlife Center, a beautiful 
place to reflect on the majesty 
of nature.

The Fossil Rim Wildlife Cen­
ter is a Texas treasure and one 
of the most beautiful and unique 
sites in our great state. The Cen­
ter is home to more than 60 spe­
cies of animals and works with 
organizations from all over the 
world to care for endangered 
animals and help bring them 
back from extinction.

Fossil Rim has shown that 
there is more than one way to 
save a cat. Unfortunately, some 
conservation efforts have had a

terrible effect on areas of our 
country and our economy. All 
too often, efforts to preserve an 
animal species have included 
grabbing private land and re­
stricting its use. In the Pacific 
Northwest, this has destroyed 
jobs and parts of the economy. 
In Central Texas, preserving the 
golden-cheeked warbler and the 
Barton Springs salamander ulti­
mately cost people thousands of 
dollars to use land they already 
owned! What we need are cre­
ative approaches to preserving 
a habitat - not tearing down an 
economy, or trampling on per­
sonal property rights. By volun­
tarily setting aside land for spe­
cies protection in places like Fos­
sil Rim, we can avoid requiring 
private property owners to re­
strict the use of their own land. 
Refusing to allow cedar trees to 
be cut on private property to 
protect the golden-cheeked war­

bler has caused increased cedar 
fever in human beings and a loss 
of precious water resources. 
Cedar roots absorb water before 
it can reach aquifers, resulting 
in dry creeks and water short­
ages for working farmers and 
ranchers. Any Texas rancher or 
land-owner will tell you that ce­
dar removal will replenish the 
soil, encourage new growth and 
increase the water supply.

Fossil Rim has proven that 
there are effective ways to pre­
serve our animal populations 
while allowing human popula­
tions to grow and prosper.

One of Fossil Rim’s highlights 
is the work they have done with 
wild cheetahs. Although not na­
tive to the Lone Star State, the 
animals have thrived on the 
Texas prairie where they have 
the open space they need. Chee­
tahs typically require 500 
square miles of hunting land to

survive and the increasing hu­
man population in Africa has 
made this increasingly difficult. 
Once, there were more than 
100,(XX) wild cheetahs roaming 
the globe, now there are closer 
to 10,000. By working with 
other zoos and wildlife organi­
zations, Fossil Rim has been able 
to successfully breed and in­
crease the cheetah gene pool.

We Texans are lovers of na­
ture and the outdoors. Protect­
ing our natural habitats and wild­
life is a common desire that we 
all share. That’s why the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
has designated more than three 
quarters of a million acres in 
w ildlife management areas 
throughout Texas. By focusing 
on smart preservation and a bal­
ance of human and wildlife in­
terests, we can protect the future 
of our animal populations and 
maintain our Texan way of life.

The Kinney County Heritage 
Museum is located in the 
Filippone Building at the inter­
section of El Paso & James 
Streets, in downtown Brackett­
ville.

The Filippone Building was 
built in 1884 by Giovanni B. 
Filippone and was operated as 
a general store for many years. 
The Filippone Building is a two 
story, six-sided limestone build­
ing, with one-story stucco over 
limestone addition on a part of 
one side. It has a flat roof of 
metal. The building is basically 
rectangular in shape, but the two 
front corners are squared-off, 
thereby creating a hexagonal 
shape. It is the only building like 
this or even similar to it in the 
entire area.

It has a wrought iron balcony 
on the foremost section. The 
City of Brackettville bought the 
Filippone Building from Rufus 
Moore, a grandson of Giovanni 
Filippone in 1984.

During the next several years 
the building was restored by a 
grant from The Moody Founda­
tion, interested citizens, busi­
nesses and the city of Brackett­
ville.

In 1993 the building was 
gifted to Kinney County to be 
operated as a museum Restora­
tion was completed by Kinney 
County and the Kinney County 
Historical Commission.

Kinney County gave the Kin­
ney County Historical Commis­
sion the responsibility of oper­
ating the museum.

The museum is open the 2nd 
& 4th Saturday of the month 
from 1 to 4 PM. The museum 
has large collection of pictures 
dating from 1890 to 1945 de­
picting the heritage of Kinney 
County. Also on display are 
many items used around the 
home and ranch during the early 
days of Kinney County.

Avoid Disruptions to Your Investment Plans

To achieve any long-term financial 
goal, such as a comfortable retirement, 
you need to invest consistently. But 
that’s not always easy to do. A lot of 
things can disrupt your ability to in­
vest - so you’d better be prepared.

What sort of preparations should 
you make? Start by putting away six to 
12 months’ worth of living expenses. 
Keep the funds in a liquid vehicle, such 
as a money market account. Because 
interest rates are so low, you won’t earn 
much of a return, but that shouldn’t be 
your chief concern with this money. 
You just want to make sure you have 
enough to tide you over in case you 
lose your job or need to make a major 
purchase. Without this emergency fund 
in place, you might have to dip into 
your investments to make ends meet.

Your debt load is another threat to 
your investment capability.

That’s why you may want to 
contact your tax professional about the 
possibility of debt consolidation. By 
rolling over your high-rate credit card 
to a low-rate home equity loan, for ex­
ample, you may be able to save thou­
sands of dollars a year - which you can 
then invest. Furthermore, a home eq-

uity loan may be tax-deductible, un­
like your credit card debt. (Make sure 
you can afford the payments, though; 
if you default on a home equity loan, 
you run the risk of losing your house.) 
You also can free up money for invest­
ing by refinancing your mortgage to a 
lower rate.

Another way to protect your ability 
to invest is to make sure you have ad­
equate insurance. You may think you’re 
protected with life insurance, but the 
fact is that, during your working years, 
you are far more likely to become tem­
porarily disabled than you are to die.
If you have a good disability insurance 
policy, you can replace some of your 
lost income. Without this coverage, you 
may be forced to tap into your invest­
ments. Your employer may offer dis­
ability coverage as a benefit; if so, take 
it. But be aware of how much coverage 
you’re getting from your employer’s 
plan. If it’s not enough, you may have 
to supplement it with an individual 
policy.

Here’s one more way to sustain your 
investing over time. Know the reason 
for each of your investments. Your 
401(k) and your IRAs are designed to 
help you retire comfortably. You may 
have some investments that you hope 
will pay for your children’s college edu­
cation or that will finance a vacation 
home. As long as you’re focused on 
what your investments are supposed to 
do, you’ll be less tempted to raid any 
of them for “impulse” purchases or 
other short-term needs. But if you’re 
just investing for the sake of investing, 
you’re more likely to dip into your ac­
counts whenever you need some money.

We’ve seen what obstacles can im­
pede your investing. But with disci­
pline, patience and careful planning, 
you can overcome all these roadblocks 
- and stay on the path to long-term in­
vestment success.

His answer both astounded 
and confounded me. “Yes, 
many times! I have read the 
‘King James version’, the new 
King James version’, the simpli­
fied versions ‘and the overly 
simplified versions’, such as 
‘Good news for modem man.’

I have a huge stack of study 
bibles, such as the ‘New inter­
national version’. Max Lucado’s 
‘The inspirational study bible’, 
W illm ington’s guide to the 
bible’ and so on.

Admiring him for obviously 
having spent far greater time in 
the word then myself, said smil­
ing, I don’t understand! What 
can possibly be the problem?”

Wishing that he could smile, 
he said “I’m serious, it’s not 
funny! I ’m worried! Without 
exception, every ‘Holy Bible’, 
(The inspired word of God), is 
man’s translation from ancient 
scrolls and manuscripts which 
were transposed by many men 
over a huge space of time.

idea what he really said or 
why!”

I said, “Can you give me an 
example?”

“Yes, I can. Just this morn­
ing I was reading about the cru­
cifixion of our Lord and the very 
first utterance of our Lord was, 
“Father, forgive them; for they 
know not what they do” (Luke 
23:24). The study Bibles are 
quick to point out that the word 
“Forgive” , can also be used to 
mean “To Allow.”

Was he giving a blanket par­
don for all those involved? On 
one hand, Jesus can forgive and 
ask for forgiveness for anyone 
he wants, anytime, anywhere. 
But was he?

We are told in ESH. 2:8-9, 
that forgiveness can only come 
through faith.

Some years ago I read about 
a single mother. Even though 
she had no money, she prayed 
that her children would some­
day attend college.
