LULAC meets with
disgruntled parents

School district officials deny allegations

Over 30 parents of Brackett
ISD students met with officials
from the League of United Latin
American Citizens (LULAC) last
week, claiming their children
are being discriminated against
on the basis of race, socioeco-
nomic status and because they
don’t have “brand names.”

LULAC representatives
Angie Garcia and Rosa Rosales
told the group they would speak
to representatives of the Justice
Department’s community rela-
tions branch and contact school
district officials to set up a town
meeting.

But don’t count on the school
district agreeing to a town meet-
ing any time soon.

“I don’t think that’s a good
forum at all,” BISD’s superin-
tendent Taylor Stephenson said
in an interview Tuesday. “I
don’t know why an outside
group feels like it could solve a
problem better than local
groups. My board meets once a
month. I'm in my office for 10
or 11 hours every day to help
resolve problems.”

ing of the disgruntled parents.
The group formed after Gregg
Nowlin was demoted as the high
school head girls’ basketball and
softball coach. He subsequently
resigned and was hired by the
San Felipe Del Rio Consolidated
Independent School District in
July. )

Some of the parents in atten-
dance said the problems within
the district were based on rac-
ism, while others said the prob-
lems stemmed from not being a
member of the “right group.”

They claimed that anyone re-
lated to or associated with the
School Board are subject to a
different set of rules, exempting
them from the same punishments
as other students.

The group also said that stu-
dents are passed over for var-
sity sports because they are His-
panic or because they are not

from an influential family.

“We can see the majority of
you are Hispanic, so we can say
there is a racial problem,”
Garcia told the group at last
week’s meeting. “In listening to
your grievances, we can see
three cases of racism — in dis-
parity, in sports and in enforce-
ment of rules.”

Stephenson said he was un-
aware of any type of racial
problems within the district.

“Any time you make deci-
sions and people are grieved at
the decision that you make, if it
doesn’t go their way, sometimes
they look for a reason,” he said.
“I’ve never had an accusation.
I’ve been a superintendent for
28 years. People may call me
hard-nosed, but I’ve never had
anyone say I had racial tenden-
cies or that I was unfair.

Water board adopts
tax rate of S cents

Kinney County Groundwater
Conservation District officials
adopted a tax rate of 5 cents per
$100 valuation at a special meet-
ing earlier this month.

The Board of Directors pre-
viously considered a 4 cent tax
rate, but opted to increase the
rate because of greater ex-
penses.

“Folks, a lot of things have
happened,” board member Don
Hood said. “There have been a
whole lot of legal things happen-
ing to us.

“We are being hit by some
people with some real deep
pockets. For what reason, I

can’t figure out why. I think we
need some money folks to fight
these guys,” he added.

During the same meeting, the
directors voted to amend its bud-
get, approving an additional
$20,580 in expenses.

The budget includes esti-
mated revenues of $67,528.41
and expenses of $60,574.38 —
a difference of $6,954.03.

The original budget had total
expenses of $39,994.38, but the
board approved additional ex-
penses of $10,000 for research,
$1,500 for office utilities and
$1,080 for office rent. Also, the
directors increased legal and
professional fees from $5,000
to $12,000 and office supplies
from $500 to $1,500.

“The issue will be decided on
Oct. 17,” he said during a hear-
ing last Thursday. “We will de-
termine which board is the law-
ful board.”

The original members of the
board include Frank Cheaney,
Carol Miller, Mona Miller, Jack
Simpson, Tom Saylor, Glen
White and Bob Williamson.
Saylor and Mona Miller earlier
this month appointed five new
directors at a special meeting —
Nolan Brandt, John Dixon, Al
Jenkins, Rozetta Pingenot and
Santos Yerena.

Lee signed an order prevent-
ing all 12 with claims to the
board from acting as directors.

Specific details of the order were
not available at press-time.

This past sumimer, over 400
members signed a petition, ini-
tiated by the Preservation Soci-
ety, requesting a special mem-
bership meeting, which was
held on Aug. 10, to recall the
directors. The majority of the
members voting chose to re-
move Cheaney, Simpson,
White, Williamson and Carol
Miller, and to keep Saylor and
Mona Miller.

A lawsuit filed by the asso-
ciation states that the association
“notified the membership of the
proper procedure to call a spe-
cial meeting and to hold a recall
election” and that the individu-
als “deliberately choose to ig-
nore following the procedures
set out in the corporation’s by-
laws and protective restric-

Seminole Indians still
at war after 130 years

t has been 130 years
since the Seminole-Ne

gro Indian Scouts first
inhabited Fort Clark Springs,
but their descendents are still
at war.

Don’t storm your gun cabi-
nets just yet, pardner. This is
a war for heritage survival.

“We’re engaged in a war to
keep the Seminole legend
alive,” said Dr. John Fuller of
Prairie View A&M Univer-
sity. “Without the legend, the
history of the Seminoles at the
fort would have died.”

Fuller was the guest
speaker Saturday as the Semi-
nole Indian Scout Cemetery
Association celebrated its
130th anniversary “in the
honor and reminiscence of

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Congress passes corporate

accountlng reform bill

In recent months, news of
corporate corruption and the re-
sulting effect on workers’ sav-
ings and pensions has sent
shockwaves from Wall Street to
Main Street. Our economy —
still recovering from the Sept.
11 terror attacks — has re-
sponded with expected unease.

In response to these disturb-
ing events, Congress passed a
corporate accounting reform
bill this summer. President Bush
signed the legislation, and the
process of cleaning up
America’s boardrooms began.

As a former business owner,
I know firsthand the importance
of accuracy and accountability
in the corporate world.

My colleagues and I knew we
needed to work quickly to stop
the cycle of ‘corporate wrongdo-
ing that has been crushing inves-
tor confidence. Companies and
executives who pull the wool
over investors’ eyes should be
held accountable for their de-
ceptive practices.

The first step: The new law
addresses a variety of issues re-
lated to accounting and corpo-
rate governance standards. One
key element is the creation of an
independent Accounting Over-
sight Board to ensure public
companies and accounting firms
are complying with professional
standards. The law also estab-
lishes stricter standards for au-
ditor independence by prohib-

viding most consulting services
to the same clients they audit.
The legislation enhances stan-
dards for corporate responsibil-
ity. It requires CEOs and CFOs
to certify the accuracy of their
company’s financial statements.
For too long, corporate earnings
statements have been accepted
at face value — investors and
employees had little reason to
doubt a company’s corporate

‘conscience. Unfortunately, a

few bad apples have forced us
to be more vigilant about de-
manding accountability. The
new requirement will ensure
executives vouch for their
company’s financial statements.
. The law also establishes no-
tice requirements for periods
when workers cannot access
their retirement accounts. It pro-
hibits senior management from
trading company stock during
these so-called “blackout peri-
ods,” an important element
which I worked hard to include.
It also establishes tougher pen-
alties for fraud and violations of
securities laws, so we can en-

sure that executives who act out-
side the confines of the law pay
a heavy price.

Finishing the job: We have
taken important steps to safe-
guard against corporate wrong-
doing and restore confidence in
American business and financial
markets, but our work is not
complete. Now we must ensure
workers’ retirement savings are
protected. In February, I intro-
duced the Pension Plan Protec-
tion Act. Several elements from
my legislation were included in
the corporate accounting' reform
bill. Now, I am working hard to
make sure Congress finishes the
job and improves our nation’s
pension system.

Our economy is built on a
strong foundation of free enter-

prise.~More - than ‘80~million

Americans own stock -and de-
pend on corporate officers to
give honest reports on earnings
and value.

The scandals may have ex-
posed some cracks in our sys-
tem;, but now we are working to
repair and fortify our economic
infrastructure. While much of
the responsibility falls on the
shoulders of those in the private
sector and in the appropriate
regulatory agencies, Congress
is doing its part.

W Continued from Page 1
our ancestors and our heritage.”

Fuller said the Seminole
descedents needed education to
win their ongoing battle.

“This war is going to have to
be fought by education,” he
told those gathered at the cel-
ebration. “I would encourage all
the young people here to pre-
pare for that war. You have to
finish high school and you have
to go to college because that’s
going to be the weapon. Set your
plans now, so within the next 10
or 15 years you can say as an
excepted Seminole here, ‘I have
won the war — the biological
war that we are engaged in.’”

Jeff Guinn, a writer with the
Fort Worth Star-Telegram, said
that the Seminole Indian Scouts
have great traditions.

“They have some of the rich-
est, most colorful history in our

country,” Guinn said. “Their
history goes back over 400
years to when the first slaves set
foot in America.

“It is incredible how this one
group of people, throughout
their history, has been treated
very badly by everyone that
they’ve trusted, and yet they
came through it with honor and
with dignity, always keeping
their word,” he said.

Guinn tells the story of the
Seminole-Negroes in his book
“Our Land Before We Die.” He
discovered the history of the
black Indian tribe when he came
to Brackettville in 1994 while
working on a story for the Star-
Telegram.

“It was quite obvious that
Miss Charles Wilson and Will-
iam Warrior were the last oral
historians in the tribe, telling the
stories that their parents and

grandparents had told them,”
Guinn said. “I thought it was im-
portant that we get it printed so
that the history could be pre-
served.”

In 1870, Congress granted
permission to begin negotiations
to enlist the black Seminoles —
the descendents of Seminole In-
dians and the fugitive African
American slaves who fled to
Florida from Georgia and the
Carolinas in the 17th and 18th
centuries — as scouts in re-
sponse to escalating raids by
Indians.

The Seminole-Negro Indian
Scouts became a unit on Fort
Clark in 1872 and fought their
first military engagement a year
later.

The scouts were usually out-
numbered 5-to-1 in most of their
encounters with Indians, but not
one scout was killed or seriously

wounded in eight years.

Much of the history lives on
in the Seminole Indian Scout
Cemetery, which is home to the
remains of four scouts who re-
ceived the Congressional Medal
of Honor for gallantry during
the Indian wars. Their graves
are distinguished by white
marble gravestones and a metal
fence.

Pvt. Adam Paine became the
first scout to earn a Medal of
Honor, received for bravery
and courage shown while fight-
ing Comanches near Palo Duro
Canyon. Paine was said to be a
formidable figure, standing 6-
feet tall, weighing 200 pounds
and wearing a buffalo-horn
headdress. But he became a

- wanted criminal for stabbing a

man in Brownsville.

On New Year’s morning in
1877, Paine was shot in the back
with a double-barreled shotgun
by a sheriff’s deputy. Warrior
says the blast set Paine’s clothes
on fire. He died instantly.

Sgt. John Ward, trumpeter
.Pompey Factor and Pvt. Isaac
Payne were awarded the Medal
of Honor in 1875 for bravery
under fire. They saved Lt. John
L. Bullis in an Indian fight along
the Pecos River.

The scouts had tracked a
group of Comanche warriors
who. escaped with 75 stolen
horses that day. They con-
fronted the band of Indians on
foot, firing shots from different .
directions to make it appear that
there were more than four of
them. The Comanches didn’t fall
for the trick, so the soldiers ran
for their horses. All reached
their horses except Bullis, who
had organized the first group of
black Seminole scouts. His
horse ran off during the fight.

The three scouts rode back
into the swarming group of In-
dians and buzzing bullets to res-
cue Bullis — Ward pulled him
up on the back of his own horse.

“They thought the world of
him,” Warrior says of Bullis.
“He was with them all the way
— ate the same food, suffered
just like they did.”

The black Seminoles ended
up in Texas after they and other
members of the tribe were forc-
ibly relocated to Oklahoma Ter-
ritory following the Seminole
wars of the early 19th century.

Although promised indepen-
dence, the black Seminoles were
placed under Creek Indian rule.
Rather than submit, and to es-
cape slave hunters, many

walked south to Mexico in
1849.

The black Seminoles were
employed by the Mexicans as
scouts against raiding
Comanches and Apaches, and in
1870 many came to Texas in re-
sponse to Army offers of scout-
ing jobs.

At Fort Clark, in 1873, Bullis
became their commanding of-
ficer.

“The Seminole tribe has al-
ways said they are the only un-
defeated Indian tribe,” Fuller
said. “They had great warriors
who were fighting against the
American Army in Florida, and
they were undefeated.”

Fuller is confident the Semi-
noles will remain perfect in war
and win the current battle to
keep their legacy alive.

“Their history and the things
that these people have endured
is unbelievable,” Guinn said.
“Unless we all try to learn and
honor their accomplishments, it
could be lost and that shouldn’t
happen.”

With leaders like John
Fuller, William Warrior,
Charles Wilson and many oth-
ers, the current “war” will be
won and the Seminole legacy
will survive.

LULAC meets with parents

“I think we have fine teach-
ers who do not discriminate on
the basis of race or socioeco-
nomic status. We look at the
needs of the kids. I don’t want
LULAC or any other group to
run our fine teachers away,”
Stephenson added.

The LULAC representatives
urged the parents to document
every example of perceived
wrongdoing they encounter
with the school district.

Stephenson said there were
currently no formal complaints
pending with him or the school
district’s principals.

“We would assume that what
complaints may have existed
have been resolved at the level
with the teacher, which is where
it should be resolved,” he said.

“We don’t have any complaints
pending now, and we’ve had
very few in the last year.”

The group claims that racism
not only includes the students,
but the makeup of the district.
Only one of the seven board
members is Hispanic, and only
two are female. They also said
that only four of the district’s 60
professional employees are His-
panic, and that the only jobs
Hispanics hold in the district are
those of aides or custodians.

“We have a few more than the
number they are counting,”
Stephenson said. “We would
like to have more Hispanic cer-
tified teachers.

“The San Antonio newspaper
said this week there is a short-
age of 29,000 teachers in Texas.
We’re a small town. Many dis-

tricts have a much higher tax
rate, and as a result are able to
pay higher salaries than we
have. We recruit widely in 30
universities and in major news-
papers across the state, and we
take every candidate that applies
seriously. We have not had the
applications.

“Many of our instructional
aides are going back to school
now to start to work on their
degrees. We’re hoping, over a
period of time, to grow some of
our own. We are encouraging
that and trying to be helpful in
that process.

“My commitment as a super-
intendent is to recommend the
best qualified applicant to the
board, and we’ve had very few
Hispanic applications,” he
added.

Texas Department of Health warns of
dangers of carbon monoxide in winter

As Texans try to keep warm
indoors, they may risk carbon
monoxide poisoning, often with-
out realizing the dangers, warn
officials at the Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH).

Invisible, odorless and taste-
less, carbon monoxide (CO) is
a highly poisonous gas produced
by burning fuel such as gaso-
line, natural gas, kerosene, char-
coal or wood. Inside a home,
CO can come from a gas-fueled
furnace, water heater, clothes
dryer, space heater, range or
kerosene heater, fireplace or
wood stove. At low concentra-
tions, CO causes fatigue in
healthy people and chest pain
for those with heart disease. At
higher concentrations, how-
ever, CO inhalation causes im-
paired vision and coordination,
headaches, dizziness, confu-
sion, nausea and death.

Without good ventilation dur-
ing use of fuel-burning appli-

ances, carbon monoxide levels
rise and, when breathed in, re-
place oxygen in the blood-
stream. The more CO in the air
and the longer a person is ex-
posed, the greater the risk of ill-
ness or death.

“With any combustion
source, there is a risk,” said Kay
Soper, TDH indoor air quality
specialist.

Dangerous CO problems
arise when home appliances are
poorly maintained or used in-
correctly. Non-vented gas and
kerosene appliances have the
greatest potential to produce
dangerous levels of CO in the
home, according to Soper.

In addition to these, smolder-
ing or poorly vented fireplaces,
slow burning fuels such as char-
coal and vehicle exhausts also
are potentially hazardous. New
homes, or newly remodeled
homes, have higher risks for car-
bon monoxide hazard because

often they are sealed tighter than
older homes.

TDH offers these precautions
to help prevent CO poisoning:

B Be sure all appliances are
installed and used according to
the manufacturer’s instructions.

B Have ventilation systems,
including chimneys, flues and
vents, checked every year.

B Don’t burn charcoal inside
a house, garage, vehicle, or tent
- not even in a fireplace.

® Don’t use an un-vented gas
or kerosene heater in enclosed
spaces, especially sleeping ar-
eas.

W Never leave an automobile
running in a closed garage or in
a garage attached to the house
even with the garage door open.

M Don’t leave the rear win-
dow or tailgate of a vehicle open
while driving. Carbon monox-
ide from the exhaust can be
pulled inside the car, van or
camper.

Man convicted in death of game warden

A Port Arthur man was con-
victed of aggravated assault on
a public servant — a first-degree
felony — last week in the 2001
death of Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department game warden
Michael Pauling.

Jurors will now deliberate
about what penalty to give Den-
nis Mouton III.

The charge carries a penalty
of 5 to 99 years in prison or life
in prison — the same as mur-
der.

The prosecution put on more
than 20 witnesses in the trial,
which lasted a week. Mouton
took the stand in his own de-
fense.

“He has
been greatly missed by his own
family and his Parks and Wild-
life family. We are all glad that
Justlce has been done in this
case.

Pauling, 47, was killed Aug.
2, 2001, shortly after midnight.
He was heading to Pleasure Is-
land to work a law enforcement
operation with another warden.

While on Highway 73, just
east of Highway 82, he stopped
to assist a woman apparently in
distress on the shoulder of the
road.

The woman had been argu-
ing with Mouton, her boyfriend,
and took refuge in Pauling’s ve-

hicle while the warden went to
check on the welfare of the
couple’s two young children in
the other vehicle parked nearby.

According to testimony,
Mouton then sped off in that
vehicle with Pauling partially
inside. He was thrown to the
roadway and killed.

The prosecution expressed

satisfaction at the verdict
Wednesday morning. Jurors
deliberated approximately six
hours.

Pauling had been a game war-
den since 1996. He attended the
44th Game Warden Academy
and had been assigned to Beau-
mont in Jefferson County since
being commissioned.

He graduated from Texas
A&M in 1976 and served 12
years in the U.S. Army before
becoming a game warden.

Pauling left behind a wife and
two sons.

In May, his name was un-
veiled on the Game Warden Me-
morial in Athens.

Pauling is the 14th warden to
die in the line of duty since 1919.
