The second ranked Brackett 
Tigers blasted through another 
opponent Friday night at Tiger 
Stadium. This time it was the 
D’Hanis Cowboys who could 
not tame the Tigers as Brackett 
moved to 7-0 overall. The Ti­
gers came into the game as a state 
ranked district favorite, but 
there was work to do.

The game began with a quick 
three play D’Hanis drive fol­
lowed by a punt. Brackett took 
possession of the ball at their 
own 37 yard line. On the first 
five offensive plays the Tigers 
ran through the Cowboy de­
fense. Facing a third and eight 
from the D’Hanis 48, quarter­
back Kody Yeager found 
Tillman Davis at the 15 yard 
line. This set up Yeager’s next 
pass, a 16 yard touchdown to 
Charlie Slaughter. D ’Hanis’ 
next drive was disastrous. On 
second down the Cowboys 
fumbled and John Moore ripped 
the loose ball away at the 31 
yard line. Brackett’s offense 
wasted no time with Mark Kes- 
teloot busting through for a 31 
yard touchdown run. D’Hanis’ 
next offensive play produced 
their second fumble of die night, 
this one recovered by Leon 
Woolsey. Woolsey was rewarded 
for his defensive play a short 
time later when Yeager found 
him in the end zone for a 15 yard

ranked
touchdown strike. This gave the 
Tigers a 21-0 lead with all 21 
points being scored in a 35 sec­
ond span.

The second quarter continued 
the Tiger onslaught. At the 10:51 
mark of the second quarter, Yea­
ger again found an open man in 
the end zone. On this play it was 
Noe Talamantes for a 26 yard 
touchdown. After a couple of 
defensive stands, Brackett put 
togedier a drive that ended with 
Miles Braesicke scampering for 
an eight yard touchdown. After 
the Tigers kicked off to the Cow­
boys, the Tiger defense held. A 
timeout allowed the Tigers to get 
prepared for their two minute 
offense. There would be no need 
for the offense as Brand Wylie 
took the punt, started left, and 
then handed the ball to Talaman­
tes. Talamantes would race 65 
yards to the end zone to give 
the Tigers a 42-0 lead going into 
the half.

In the third quarter, the Ti­
gers would put the icing on the 
cake. The icing came in the form 
of Yeager’s fourth touchdown 
pass of the night. This time it 
was Braesicke from 14 yards 
away to end the scoring at 48-0. 
The remainder of the game was 
spent giving experience to 
young players in preparation for 
the remainder of the district sea­
son and the playoffs.

The Tigers were led by 
Yeager’s passing which included 
five completions for 104 yards

and four touchdowns. Yeager 
also added four carries for 20 
yards in the ground game. Yea­
ger found a different receiver on 
every pass he threw. Tillman 
Davis had a 33 yard catch, Ta­
lamantes caught a 26 yard touch­
down, Slaughter had a 16 yard 
TD reception, Woolsey’s 15 
yard touchdown, and 
Braesicke’s 14 yard TD. The 
running backs were led by Ta­
lamantes’ seven carries for 62

yards. Kesteloot added 52 yards 
on five carries and one touch­
down, Braesicke had seven car­
ries for 44 yards and a touch­
down, and Cody Edwards rolled 
up 27 yards on three carries. 
Slaughter added 22 yards on 
four carries, Ivan Pinales carried 
three times for 22 yards, Fermin 
Villanueva had 17 yards on four 
carries, Travis Bonner added five 
yards on two carries, and Brand 
Wylie had one yard on three

carries.
With Brackett ranked number 

two in class 1A, every opponent 
will be looking to knock off 
BHS.

Texas drivers facing fees or revocations
Nearly 200,000 Texas driv­

ers face possible driver license 
revocations unless they pay sur­
charges as part of a new legisla­
tive program being implemented 
this week.

The Driver Responsibility 
Program, which assesses fees for 
a variety of driving-related of­
fenses, was approved by the Leg­
islature in 2003. It took effect 
September 2003, but the sur­
charges could not be collected 
until the proper software was 
developed. The revenue gener­
ated by the program goes to 
trauma centers, emergency 
medical services and the Texas 
Mobility Fund.

Letters detailing the amount 
owed are now being mailed at 
the rate of about 5,000 a day to 
the most recent addresses on file 
with DPS. Drivers have 30 days 
after the notices are sent to ei­
ther make payment or payment 
arrangements. If they do not, 
their driving privileges will be 
revoked, and they are not eli­
gible for an occupational li­
cense. If caught driving with a 
revoked license, offenders face 
arrest for driving while license 
invalid, a class B misdemeanor.

“It’s in their best interest for 
drivers to respond promptly to 
the letters,” said DPS Director 
Col. Thomas A. Davis Jr. “Driv­
ers who do not receive the no­
tice because DPS has an incor­
rect address are still responsible 
for the fees.”

As of Sept. 1, 2003, certain 
offenses carry an automatic sur-

charge for three years, includ­
ing DWI-related offenses, no in­
surance, driving while license 
suspended and driving without 
a license. For example, the fee 
for a first-time DWI offender is 
$1,000 per year for three years.

Also, since September of last 
year, 318 Texas drivers have 
been assigned points based on 
certain moving violation con­
victions in Texas and other 
states. Anyone who accumulates 
six points in any given three-year 
period will be required to pay 
$100. The fee will be required 
every year that the three-year 
driver history reflects a mini­
mum of six points. Every addi­
tional point after that will result 
in an additional $25 charge.

“From a traffic safety per­
spective, we are hopeful this pro­
gram will serve as a deterrent to 
dangerous driving, especially 
DWIs,” said Davis. “The sur­
charges under this law are in ad­
dition to any other costs associ­
ated with the driving offenses— 
another good reason to obey 
traffic laws at all times.”

Surcharges due every year for 
three years include convictions 
for:

— Failure to maintain insur­
ance and driving while license 
invalid—$250 per year

— Driving without a valid li­
cense—$100 per year

— DW I-related offense: 
$1000 per year for first offense; 
$2,000 per year if the court re­
ports an alcohol concentration 
of .16 or more; $1,500 per year

for a second conviction within 
the three-year period.

All charges are cumulative.
Total number of drivers af­

fected by surcharges:
No insurance .. 114,010
DWI-related 23,366
No driver license 47,529
Driving w /license invalid
6,000

For other moving violation 
convictions, DPS will assign 
points to a person’s license as 
follows:

— Two points for a moving 
violation conviction in Texas or 
that of another state.

— Three points for a moving 
violation conviction in Texas or 
another state that resulted in a 
vehicle crash.

Points will not be assigned for 
speeding less than 10 percent 
over the posted limit or seat belt 
convictions'.

The vendor, Municipal Ser­
vices Bureau, is responsible for 
mailing the letters and collect­
ing all fees. Payment options in­
clude installment agreements, 
and payments can be made by 
check, credit card and at West­
ern Union offices. In all, $67 
million in surcharges are cur­
rently due.

For more information on the 
program go to Chapter 708 of 
the Texas Transportation Code.

Make a difference Nov. 2
Confused about who is telling 

the truth concerning the water 
board election? Small wonder with 
the half truths, misleading state­
ments and in some instances bla­
tant lies being told. Some of which 
have actually ran in advertise­
ments in this paper. We couldn’t 
hope to clear everything up but 
here are a few facts that may help.

Regarding the $17,500 men­
tioned in Cecil Smith’s advertise­
ment last week, that money came 
from a group known as the Kin­
ney County Farmer and Rancher 
Coalition (KCFRC). The letter and 
a copy of the check where ob­
tained through an open records 
request, both were signed by Joe 
York, Jr.

The fact that the money went 
straight to the attorney is irrel­
evant, it was a $17,500 gift to the 
district, period. The board mem­
bers have continually denied any 
knowledge of who contributed 
these funds.

If you believe that; you prob­
ably also believe a secret group 
would spend that much money, 
with no hidden agenda, taking no 
credit, all for the benefit of the 
community alone.

The coalition also spent be­
tween $25,000 and $49,999 during 
the last legislative session on lob­
byist. That information was found 
at the Texas Ethics Commission 
website.

Tully Shahan represents the 
KCFRC as their attorney. The 
group has received contributions 
from as least two board members, 
Hadley Wardlaw and Chris Ring. 
York and Shahan both refuse to 
answer questions concerning 
who are members of the group.

The first day of permit hear­
ings Stewart Henry represented 
the KCFRC until it was discov­
ered Wardlaw and Ring had con­
tributed and/or were members of 
the KCFRC. Board members can 
not rule on a permit hearing they 
are protesting, that’s a conflict of 
interest. Henry now claims to rep­
resent individuals, some of who 
are members of the KCFRC.

A1 Blair is an expert witness 
testifying on behalf of many per­
mit protesters represented by 
Henry. During a recent hearing 
Shahan and Blair testified that

Blair represents the KCFRC.
Do you think its ethical or le­

gal for water board members to be 
paying for a witness to protest 
permits the board will grant or 
deny?

Now another group has sur­
faced, Save Our Water (SOW). 
SOW recently mailed out false in­
formation on a number of permit­
tees. Numerous people on their hit 
list are not represented by the in­
dividuals SOW claims. In addi­
tion, the water claimed numbers 
are wrong. Existing and historic 
use claimed are not cumulative.

You would think the board 
members SOW supports would 
clear this up. Yeah, when pigs fly!

SOW also claims only 15,000 
acre feet have ever been produced 
annually in Kinney County. The 
statement was initially made by 
Tully Shahan at a July 23 meeting 
on Fort Clark Springs. The meet­
ing was suppose to be about the 
fort seeking to become a munici­
pality. Shahan and Toostie 
Herndon, a current water board 
member, used the meeting as a 
water permit protest rally.

Shahan told the crowd, “Now 
let me tell you, the bottom line 
here is that Kinney County in its 
lifetime has never produced more 
than 15,000 acre feet a year, 
never.”

When asked where the figure 
came from Shahan replied, ‘Those 
figures came from the NRCS 
(Natural Resources Conservation 
Service) records.”

Shahan did not mention that 
until recently there has been vir­
tually no water metering on any 
irrigation wells in Kinney County. 
He also failed to reveal producers 
are not required to submit even 
estimates of their water usage to 
the NRCS.

If the information was withheld 
through ignorance we could un­
derstand. However, Shahan is a 
member of the local NRCS board 
and undoubtedly knows better.

Something is rotten in Kinney 
County and it revolves around the 
KCGCD board.

No matter how good their in­
tentions, may or may not be, the 
ends do not justify the means.

August was back to school 
time for children across Texas. 
Chairs are dusted off, books are 
opened and pencils, pads and 
backpacks are purchased for the 
big first day. And while students 
from 1SI to 12th grade are re­
quired to check-in on day one, 
what happens after graduation is 
up to them. More and more stu­
dents are making the decision to 
attend a technical school, col­
lege or university. Unfortu­
nately, as the importance of a 
college degree continues to rise, 
so does the price of tuition. In 
fact, the average cost of attend­
ing a public college or univer­
sity in Texas is roughly $14,732 
per year.

Whether you, your child, or 
grandchild is college-bound, 
these increasing costs may seem 
nearly impossible to fathom. I 
believe every child who wants 
to work hard to pursue a col­
lege education should have the 
opportunity to do so. Both fed­
eral and state governments have 
taken major steps over the years 
to open doors for students who 
want to take their education to 
the next level.

The entire college process, 
from applications to financial 
aid and scholarships, can be 
overwhelming. A great help in 
navigating the maze can be ad­
missions advisors, counselors

and teachers. And there is finan­
cial help, particularly loans, 
readily available.

Last year more than $3 bil­
lion was awarded to students at­
tending college in Texas. Sev­
enty-five to 80 percent was from 
the federal government and 20- 
25 percent was from the state, 
institutions or private sources. 
Let’s take a look at how to find 
some of these available re­
sources.

The Free Application for Fed­
eral Student Aid (FAFSA), is 
used to decide student eligibil­
ity for federal Pell Grants, 
Stafford Loans, and most state 
aid. Colleges use the data to 
compare the eligibility require­
ments of their assistance pro­
grams. Aid comes in many 
forms, such as grants, scholar­
ships, college work-study pro­
grams, or loans. For a FAFSA 
application and deadline infor­
mation, visit www.fafsa. com. To 
contact the Texas Financial Aid 
Information Center, call 1-888- 
311-8881.

The best place to start find­
ing scholarships is at the cho­
sen institution. Each school has 
unique courses of study, and 
groups of alumni or contributors 
who have set up scholarships for 
future students. Most financial 
aid offices can provide a list of 
available awards that will help

students narrow down the pro­
cess. Of course, another fantas­
tic resource is the Internet. Over 
the past decade, Fastweb.com has 
expanded its database from 
180,000 awards to more than 
600,000. The total worth of the 
awards listed: $1 billion.

Texas offers many different 
ways to finance an education. 
There are numerous state grants, 
scholarships and programs 
available to help hard-working 
Texans achieve their educational 
goals. Here are a tew of them:

Texas grant: The Texas Grant 
provides money to enable well- 
prepared students to attend pub­
lic and private nonprofit insti­
tutions of higher education 
within the state. The award 
amount depends on tuition and 
fees paid by the student at each 
school.

Minnie Stevens Piper Foun­
dation: Started in 1951, this non­
profit foundation has approxi­
mately $350,000 in student 
loans available yearly for full­
time students attending Texas

colleges or universities. L 
applications will be considi 
for undergraduate Juniors or 
niors and graduate students ] 
suing a higher degree. Each 
dent is eligible for up to $10, 
in loans.

Ranchers and farmers facing another obstacle
In the past ten years, 50% of 

Kinney County agriculture pro­
ducers have gone out of the 
farming or ranching business. 
Why? Because American agri­
culture faces overwhelming ob­
stacles.

U.S. agriculture is now com­
peting in a world market. Ameri­
can producers face higher labor 
costs, higher operating expenses, 
and competition from imports. 
In the very near future, America 
wilt no longer be able to feed 
itself.

Ranchers and farmers in Kin­
ney County are now facing an­
other obstacle from our local 
groundwater district. Our fam­

ily is only asking for the oppor­
tunity to keep the water rights 
with our land and to use our wa­
ter for agriculture. We have no 
plans to market water. We’re 
following the water district’s 
rules, in which we are told to 
file for our Maximum Historic 
Use.

We have proven our historic 
use to the satisfaction of the 
water district’s hired expert from 
Edwards Aquifer Authority. But, 
individuals have protested our 
permit. We have been called 
“water marketers” and were 
forced to hire our own personal 
lawyer to help keep our water 
rights.

Several individuals say Soil 
Conservation surveys indicate 
no more than 15,000 acre feet 
of water have ever been pumped 
in Kinney County in a year’s 
time. That is not correct. Satel­
lite imagery from 1974 shows 
10,856 acres of irrigated land 
which would indicate an irriga­
tion amount of approximately 
38,000 acre feet for this one 
year.

I wrote a letter to the local 
Soil Conservation representative 
asking for clarification. He 
stated in a letter to me that “in 
the past, wells did not have 
meters and irrigators have not 
been required to submit irriga-

tion estimates to the local of­
fice.” He cautioned against any­
one using irrigation surveys as 
definitive figures. Therefore, 
there is large potential for inac­
curacy, and it appears correct 
official data does not exist. The 
statement that no more than 
15,000 acre feet has ever 
pumped is wrong.

Agriculture is not receiving 
fair treatment from the KCGCD. 
Contrary to what they are tell­
ing local citizens, our family is 
not “water marketing.” We, and 
many others in this county, are 
agriculture producers—until we 
lose our water rights.

Is KCGCD the answer or the problem
I am greatly saddened by 

what is happening in our 
county. I ’ve seen lifelong 
friends become bitter enemies. .1 
have seen families incur legal 
expenses far greater than costs 
of their land.

I have heard rumors that 
landowners south of Highway 
90 are going to market their 
water — Wrong!! Most wells 
south of 90 are sulphur wells— 
who would purchase water that 
smells like rotten eggs? I live 
south of 90 and have sweet wa­
ter in two wells. I need my wa­
ter and have no intention of sell-

ing it — so scratch that rumor!
Historic wells are just that; 

wells that proved their use and 
pumping capacity in previous 
years. Are KCGCD board mem­
bers farmers or ranchers? Kin­
ney County has always survived 
through agriculture; our only 
industry!! Wet years we use little 
water. Dry years we use much 
more.

How can you possibly know 
how much water you will need 
next year? We’ve had irrigated 
farms here. Remember the Gild­
ers? Evergreen Farms, Mr. 
Ward, Mr. Harris?? These farm-

ers produced the best food crops 
this writer has ever enjoyed. It 
could not have been without wa­
ter. The wells were not regulated. 
Dry years, many acre feet were 
needed. Wet years they used 
less.

Being from a farm family, I 
understand why these people 
would ask for the maximum 
amount allowed. How can city 
people know what is needed on 
the farm or ranch? I would never 
challenge the amount of water 
needed in agriculture. The heart 
of our County!!

KCGCD was created to solve

a problem — Now it is becom­
ing a problem! Elections are un­
derway. Please be informed, ask 
questions, attend meetings! At 
this point I will add that I am 
not opposed to anyone selling 
their water or using it on the 
land. It’s either — or. Control 
is the answer.

If We can’t solve the prob­
lem, Government will. If the state 
steps in, our water will be piped 
to every metro area for golf 
courses and water parks. Be in­
formed, then vote for the candi­
date of your choice!

What is happening now
Citizens of Kinney County, I 

am a product of Brackettville 
and my parents still call it home. 
I have heard stories of the Kin­
ney County water wars and am 
still trying to understand why 
this is happening. In 1985, my 
family moved to Kinney County 
for the good schools, good com­
munity, good farmland and yes, 
good water. My father, Jim 
McDaniel, is one of the few real 
farmers in the county. He does 
not waste water and would never 
harm Kinney County.

If my parents were out to hurt 
Kinney County then why have 
they spent the last 20 years try­
ing to make it a better place? If 
they are trying to hurt you they 
have a funny way of showing it 
by sitting on the school board 
for 12 years, substitute teaching, 
giving back to the community, 
etc. It has been 13 years since I 
graduated from Brackett and I 
still call it home. I am proud of 
my home but disappointed of 
what is happening right now. I 
live near San Angelo in a farm­

ing community where the Kin­
ney County water district is 
called a “disaster”.

Recently, I saw the ugliness 
of the local groundwater board. 
I came home to cheer on the Ti­
gers Friday night and sit 
through permit hearings on Sat­
urday. I could not believe what 
I saw. The board did not even 
pay attention most of the time. 
Some did not face the audience 
and most did not even look at 
the people testifying. One board 
member slept through most of

the hearings- what kind of re­
spect is that? These are leaders 
of the community? These are the 
people holding the future of my 
family’s farm in their hands?

The only permit that my fa­
ther wants right now, is the per­
mit for his historic use that is 
rightfully his to grow his crops; 
not to market his water. When 
and if he decides to do that, then 
the board will have to grant him 
another permit. Those are the 
rules!

We’re rich in kids
I hope everyone in Kinney 

County will read this. I’ve 
tried to be totally truthful.

A lot of letters, mail outs, 
and fliers have been sent to 
all of us from both sides of 
the water dispute. When I look 
at these, I ’m not sure what all 
the numbers mean. My name 
appears on some of these that 
say I’m rich and greedy.

We were required to 
prove historical use. The 
board hired a man from San 
Antonio who specializes in 
this. He came to our farm, 
reviewed documents and data 
of his own, and determined 
an amount, he thought it 
should be. In our case, as in 
others, his recommended 
amount wasn’t that much 
lower. Even though the board 
hired him, it appears they 
won’t use his recommenda­
tions. We don’t want to pump 
the county dry we do want 
what was used in the past.

I haven’t been to all the 
water meetings. I work every 
day that I can. Days I don’t 
work; my children have func­

tions or activities. Many of 
the meetings are scheduled 
when I work or am with my 
children. If I were rich, I 
wouldn’t have to work. Many 
of the people applying for 
permits have wives with full 
time jobs.

I have 3 children in col­
lege, 3 children soon to be of 
college age. Our third child 
received a scholarship to play 
football. Two of his team­
mates wanted scholarships, 
but didn’t receive them. We 
used the money put back for 
Dietrich’s college to cover 
fees and tuition for these 
boys. If we were greedy we 
would have used the money 
to make our life easier. We’re 
not rich in money; we’re rich 
in kids.

If we were rich, we 
wouldn’t live the way we do. 
If we were greedy, we 
wouldn’t have lived our lives 
the way we have. We’re only 
asking for the rights that came 
with our land. That’s all any 
of the landowners want.

TxDOT selected the firm af­

ter evaluating proposals submit­
ted last summer by five poten­
tial vendors. The first two rest 
areas to receive Coach Connect 
services will be in Medina 
County on U.S. 90 near Hondo 
and in Colorado County on In­
terstate 10 near Columbus.

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A view from the Tiger sideline

The stands are not yet full. 
Spectators file in through the 
gate and fill the seats one by one 
and sometimes in groups of four 
or five.

School bus safety week
DPS is asking motorists to 

practice safe driving habits 
around school buses as part of 
School Bus Safety Week, Oct. 
17-23.

This y ea r’s theme— 
“Shh...Railroad Crossing”—is 
designed to emphasize the need 
for quiet on a school bus when 
approaching a railroad crossing. 
State law requires buses to come 
to a complete stop before cross­
ing railroad tracks, even if a 
train isn’t present.

“Motorists approaching a 
stopped school bus with alter­
nating red flashing lights are re­
quired by state law to stop,” said 
Charley Kennington, DPS pro­
gram administrator for school 
bus transportation. “Violators 
face fines of up to $1,000 if con­
victed. ”

Drivers should not proceed 
until the school bus resumes 
motion; the driver is signaled by 
the bus driver to proceed; or the 
visual signal is no longer acti­
vated. If a road is divided only 
by a left-turning lane, drivers on

both sides of the roadway must 
stop for school buses with alter­
nating red flashing lights acti­
vated.

However, if the lanes are 
separated by an intervening 
space or physical barrier, only 
motorists going in the same di­
rection as the bus are required 
to stop.

“There are an average of 22 
accidents a year involving a stu­
dent that was getting on or exit­
ing a bus,” Kennington said. 
“About half of those involved 
motorists illegally passing a 
school bus.”

Total traffic incidents involv­
ing school buses have increased 
nearly 36 percent since 1991. 
(Based on crash statistics 
through 2001.)

Although 35,000 school 
buses transport 1.4 million 
Texas children daily, school 
buses remain one of the safest 
modes of transportation, ac­
counting for less than one-half 
of one percent of Texas roadway 
accidents

“Part of President 
Bush’s New Freedom Initiative, 
this user-friendly site provides 
a single online portal for infor­
mation related to education, em­
ployment, health, housing and 
other valuable topics to people 
with disabilities.”

Assistant Secretary Roy 
G rizzard, who heads the 
department’s Office of Disabil­
ity Employment Policy (ODEP), 
the managing agency for the site, 
said: “In the past two years, 
DisabilityInfo.gov has had al­
most 3.5 million unique visitors 
who have come from 180 coun­
tries. This site is a valuable re­
source for people with disabili­
ties.”

Since its Oct. 16, 2002

launch, DisabilityInfo.gov has 
averaged almost, 5,800 visitors 
per day,, with the most popular 
content topics accessed includ­
ing education, employment, 
health, housing, income, tech­
nology and transportation. Each 
visit averages almost 11 minutes 
in duration, according to site 
statistics, arid visitors have come 
from as far away as the United 
Kingdom, Canada, Australia, 
Korea, Germany and China. In 
all, the site has achieved over 
45 million “hits” over two years 
of operation.

One of my professors in semi­
nary, the Rev. Dr. Angela Tilby, 
was a producer of religious 
broadcasting for the British 
Broadcasting Corporation 
(BBC). Dr. Tilby would help the 
team of technicians spot the right 
places to put cameras and mi­
crophones and cables in the ca­
thedral (or other setting) so that 
none of these would show dur­
ing the coverage. She would 
then carefully prepare her 
“color commentary” and even 
conduct interviews with key 
members of England’s official 
state church. Accustomed as the 
crew was to covering a variety 
of religious events from many 
faiths, Dr. Tilby anticipated the 
technician’s questions and often 
gave them a quick impromptu 
lecture on the ceremonies they 
were observing, from the inves­
titure of a bishop to the marriage 
of royalty.

fulltime work is the ministry of 
God. We use the term “lay 
people” all the time to refer to 
those who aren’t initiated into 
the years of study of a particu­
lar profession -  such as medi­
cine, law, or education. For 
Christians, the distinction be­
tween clergy and lay seems arti­
ficial; after all, Christians em­
brace the concept of the “priest­
hood of all believers” from 
Scripture (1 Peter 2:9).

But some Christian traditions 
endow their ministers with titles 
that emphasize the role of the 
individual member of a congre­
gation. In the United Methodist 
tradition, I ’m tagged as “the 
Reverend Roger Baker” -  even 
though in practice, I much pre­
fer to be referred to as “pastor” 
or (even better) simply my own 
name.

Once a year, United Method­
ist churches around the world 
celebrate a “la ity ” Sunday 
where we deliberately excuse the
