A gents nab  
$8M  in  narcotics

U.S. Customs and Border Pro­
tection (CBP) Officers at South 
Texas ports of entry finished the 
last week of the fiscal year with 
a flourish, seizing $8 million in 
narcotics, including two cargo 
loads in Laredo and three sig­
n ifican t cocaine seizures in 
Hidalgo.

During a seven-day period 
ending m idnight T hursday , 
Sept. 3G, CBP Officers at eight 
South Texas ports of entry ex­
tending from Brownsville to Del 
Rio seized: 5,761 pounds of 
marijuana, 134 pounds of co­
caine, arrested 22 fugitives, re­
covered two stolen vehicles, 
detected 17 immigration viola­
tions and seized $51,460 in un­
declared currency.

The two largest marijuana sei­
zures both were discovered in 
tractor trailers at World Trade 
Bridge. CBP Officers on Sept. 24 
discovered 2,750 pounds of 
marijuana in a 1995 Freightliner 
tractor hauling a shipment of 
tostadas.

The driver was arrested by 
U.S. Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement Special Agents.

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Tigers enter playoffs Friday against Flatonia

The w eather has turned 
colder, it gets dark really early, 
and the leaves and rain have be­
gun to fall.

This can only mean one thing; 
the second Texas football sea­
son has arrived!

This second season is only for 
a privileged few, 64 teams in 
class 1A to be exact.

Now the time has come when 
it is down to the best 32 teams 
in the state of Texas.

Your Brackett Tigers are one 
of these 32 teams.

They will take their hopes, 
dreams, and talent on the road 
this Friday night.

The first step in the Brackett 
T igers “second season” is a 
battle against Flatonia.

This is a battle because the 
stakes have just gone from big 
to enormous.

The first season determined 
a d istric t cham pionship and 
earning a spot in the playoffs.

The Brackett Tigers achieved 
both of those goals. Now, the 
time has come to take the next 
step.

That next step will be a his­
torical step for Brackett and the 
Tiger football program.

It will mean that the Tigers 
have won their first playoff game 
in school history.

The 2004 Brackett Tigers are 
already a historical team.

They have won back-to-back 
undefeated district champion­
ships.

Flatonia was busy this last 
Friday in their Bi-District game 
against Ben Bolt.

Flatonia won the game 28-6 
and now look to upset the Ti­

gers.
The Tigers will take their first 

step towards a State Champion­
ship against this powerful foe on 
Friday night at 7:30 PM.

The game will be in San An­
tonio at Alamo Heights Stadium. 
If the Tigers win, they will play 
the winner of the Axtell/Rock- 
springs game. Come out and 
support your Brackett Tigers as 
they seek to bring home an Area 
Championship.

Honoring our past 
plays a key element for under­
standing our shared identity, and 
the Library of Congress is the 
steward of America’s memory.

Oral history can bring us 
close to the experience of the 
intense camaraderie with others 
upon whom your life depends; 
the fear that comes with being 
under siege; or the uncertainty 
of waiting on the home front for 
a loved one to return. So many 
men and women from World War 
I to Operation Enduring Free­
dom have powerful stories that 
must be recorded for the future.

Oral history brings history 
down from  a lofty distance.

The Veterans History Project 
recruits Americans of all ages, 
veterans and non-veterans, to be 
part of this process.

Almost 19 million war veter­
ans live in America now, accord­
ing to the Project. Tragically, 
more than 1,500 die every day. 
The time to record these oral his­
tories is now!

for winter is a habit most own­
ers try not to forget. Before that 
first frost hits, boats are prepped 
for a long winter’s nap. Engines 
are fogged, lower unit grease re­
placed and wheel bearings 
packed. It makes preparing for 
that first trip in the spring a bit 
easier. “Too often, the attach­
ments to the boat are simply 
overlooked,” said Computrol’s 
Ted Thibault. “The fishfinder 
worked great on the last trip and 
the downriggers did their job 
flawlessly. But these high tech 
electronics need special care. 
“First, unplug power cords and

remove the fish finders from the 
boat,” he said.
