The Tigers now move into the 
fourth round of the 2004 A play­
offs with a sound whipping of 
the Axtell Longhorns 28-6 last 
Friday.

This round is often called the 
Quarterfinals, or the Elite Eight. 
The Tigers now face their tough­
est game of the year.

Ask any football coach in 
Texas and they will tell you that 
there are no bad teams left at 
this point of the season.

This statement is no excep­
tion for the challenge the Tigers 
face this week. This week’s game 
features the top ranked team in 
class A from Shiner and the sec­
ond ranked team, your Brackett 
Tigers.

Many are calling this the 1A 
state championship, saying that 
this game will determine the 
eventual state champion. Shiner 
and Brackett are the only two 
teams that remain undefeated in 
class 1A.

The Tigers will need a great 
number of fans to help cheer

them on to victory over Shiner 
and continue their march toward 
a State Championship. The Ti­
gers need you to come out to 
San Antonio and watch one of 
the best high school football 
match-ups of the year.

The game kickoff is at 6 p.m. 
on Saturday at Alamo Stadium 
in San Antonio.

Last week, it was a short 
Thanksgiving and a long Friday 
for the Brackett Tigers.

The day began with an early 
departure from Brackett High 
School and a long bus ride to 
the sleepy tourist town of 
Wimberley.

With the opening kickoff of 
the first Region 4 semi-final tak­
ing place at 4 p.m. the Tigers' 
were forced to accelerate their 
pre-game rituals. When the kick­
off finally came, the Tigers 
looked no worse for wear.

The only thing standing be­
tween the Tigers and another 
playoff victory were the ever 
dangerous Axtell Longhorns.

The Longhorns entered the 
game with an 11-1 record and

were led by quarterback Kevin 
Neal.

Neal was the leading passer 
in class A and, oh by the way, 
he ran the ball for well over
1,000 yards.

This did not scare the Tigers 
or the hordes of fans that made

the long drive to the third round 
playoff game.

The game began with an omi­
nous sign; the Tigers lost the toss 
and were forced to take the open­
ing kickoff. It was the first time 
all season that the Tigers did not 
kickoff to open the game. The

Tigers were not discouraged and 
the offense took the field driv­
ing the ball well into Longhorn 
territory.

Facing a fourth down, the 
Tigers had to make the first 
tough decision. They were too 
deep in Axtell territory to punt 
and just close enough to the end 
zone to smell an opening touch­
down. The Tigers went for it and 
came up just short. Axtell took 
the ball.

After a great defensive stand, 
the Longhorns were forced into 
their first of four first half punts. 
The Tigers took the ball on their 
own 39 yard line and began their 
second drive.

This drive consumed the re­
mainder of the first quarter and 
with 10:09 left in the second 
quarter Brand Wylie took the 
ball and ran through several 
tackles on his way to a 21 yard 
touchdown.

With the Tigers leading 7-0, 
the two teams settled into a de­
fensive battle. The two teams 
traded punts, the Tigers fumbled 
on the Axtell 25 yard line, and

Axtell punted for the third time 
before the Tigers put another 
drive together.

This drive covered 56 yards 
and took only 29 seconds before 
quarterback Kody Yeager found 
Miles Braesicke wide open in the 
flat and Braesicke strolled 16 
yards into the end zone to give 
the Tigers a 14-0 halftime lead.

Now, it has been said that 
championship teams make the 
fewest mistakes and capitalize on 
their opponent’s miscues.

Brackett had already escaped 
with a few mistakes, including 
the fumble, when Axtell commit­
ted their first big mistake.

Only 54 seconds into the 
third quarter, the Longhorns 
fumbled on their first offensive 
play. The Tiger defense swarmed 
to the ball and came up with 
possession on the Axtell 36 yard 

The Tigers settled into their 
typical, time consuming, pound 
the ball through the line, offense. 
This game plan accomplished 
two major tasks.

First, it completely wore

The Brackett Independent 
School District is pleased to an­
nounce that Aim for Success will 
be presenting their program to 
Brackett ISD students (6th 
through 12th Grade) Dec. 14.

Aim for Success is a nation­
ally acclaimed educational orga­
nization and the largest provider 
of sexual abstinence programs in 
the nation, according to Mi­
chelle Frerich, counselor at 
BISD. These programs cover 
the risks of teenage pregnancy, 
the epidemic of sexually trans­
mitted diseases, the pain of emo­
tional scars, and much more, 
Frerich said.

Aim for Success presented

about 2,500 of these health- 
based programs last year.

Ninety percent of those pro­
grams were in public schools 
across the nation, reaching about
20,000 students and their par­
ents. Frerich says Aim for Suc­
cess has received local, state and 
national recognition for their 
work in public schools.

The parent meeting, Monday 
Dec. 13 at 7 p.m., in the audito­
rium, includes a preview of the 
student program so parents and 
guardians can see firsthand what 
the students will be hearing.

“This program equips parents 
with tools and medical informa­
tion needed to communicate ef­

fectively with their children 
without embarrassment,” Fre­
rich said. .

“Parents learn how, when, 
and why to talk to their children 
(toddler to teens) about sex, ” she 
said. Aim for Success believes 
parents should be their 
children’s primary sex educa­
tors, but they have found that 
many parents don’t know how 
to approach this critical subject.

“This is a must-see event for 
family, youth workers, counse­
lors, nurses, school administra­
tors, and anyone who is con­
cerned about teenage sexual ac­
tivity in our country,” Frerich 
added.

Cancer drug benefits for Medicare patients
Eligible patients to receive oral anti-cancer drugs effective January 2006

AUSTIN - The American Can­
cer Society is encouraging can­
cer patients eligible to partici­
pate in the Medicare Replace­
ment Drug Demonstration 
(MRDD) to act quickly and sign 
up during the limited enrollment 
period. Enrollment has been 
available to up to 50,000 Medi­
care beneficiaries with certain 
life-threatening diseases.

The Centers for Medicare & 
Medicaid Services (CMS) has 
dedicated half of these slots to 
cancer patients. The project 
implemented by CMS will en­
able thousands of eligible Medi­
care beneficiaries to receive cov­
erage for certain life-saving oral 
anti-cancer drugs before

Medicare’s full prescription drug 
benefit goes into effect in Janu­
ary 2006. Drug coverage under 
the MRDD will continue 
through Dec. 31, 2005.
"Society volunteers and staff 
worked hard to secure this tran­
sitional coverage for cancer pa­
tients in the Medicare reform law 
President Bush signed last year,” 
says Mark Redraw, President of 
the American Cancer Society, 
Texas Division. “Inclusion of 
the benefit was a significant vic­
tory for the Society and cancer 
patients.”

CMS is accepting applica­
tions from cancer patients who 
are taking drugs specified in the 
project, but who do not currently

have comprehensive drug cov­
erage. Applications are being 
accepted in the order in which 
they are received and coverage 
will begin on a “rolling” basis 
as applications are processed. 
However, there is a limit to the 
number of people who can en­
roll, so it is important for can­
cer patients to get their applica­
tions in as soon as possible. CMS 
has stated that they continue to 
process applications until they 
reach the limits.” Moving for­
ward, the Society will work to 
spread the word about the dem­
onstration project so that as 
many cancer patients as possible 
can benefit. At the same time, 
we are monitoring the project’s

implementation and its transition 
into the full prescription drug 
benefit package and communi­
cate with CMS regarding any 
concerns that may arise. We 
look forward to working with 
CMS to improve the lives of can­
cer patients in Medicare,” says 
Redrow. Cancer patients eligible 
to enroll should: Have Medicare 
Part A and B; Have Medicare as 
their “primary payer” (i.e., it 
pays for health services first 
before other insurers); Not have 
other comprehensive drug cov­
erage and Live in the 50 states 
or Washington, DC.

As we watched the game un­
fold I could not help but see the 
same type of football team that I 
had coached.

The 2004 Tigers are very well 
coached, very deciplined, and 
very determined.

There doesn’t seem to be an 
“outstanding” college prospect 
on the team but you can tell they 
are a “Team” and a very good 
one.

Coach Yeager and his staff 
have done an outstanding job of

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getting this team prepared both 
physically and mentally.

Their actions on the field and 
on the sideline were outstand­
ing.

I saw something I had never 
seen when the game ended and 
the Tigers faced the Flatonia 
sideline and acknowledged their 
opponents while they played 
their school song before turning 
around to honor Brackett with 
it’s school song.

It will certainly take a team 
that is just as well coached, just 
as deciplined and just as deter­
mined to knock this Tiger team 
out of the playoffs.

Since I saw them they have 
beaten Axtell and will face 
Shiner Saturday.

The Comanches better be 
ready because I know Coach 
Yeager will have the Tigers that 
way.

Back in 1977, on Thursday 
night before each game, all of 
the team would meet at my house 
(across the street from Tiger 
Stadium) and talk about 
what each player needed to do 
to get himself ready for the 
game.

We ended each Thursday 
night team meeting by playing 
a song entitled “You Light Up 
My Life.”

High school football games 
are just “games played by boys 
for fun” but when you have a 
magical season like the Tigers 
had in 1977 and are having in 
2004 they do “light up the 
lives” of everyone in the school 
and the town.

Due to a previous commit­
ment on Saturday I won’t be able 
to make it to Alamo Stadium.

I ’ll be at their game next 
week because I know the Tigers 
will still be alive in the playoffs.

Play your best, do what 
you’ve been coached to do, and 
then walk off of the field with 
your head up because the score 
will take care of itself.

our ideas on a national level,” 
Combs, said.

“U nfortunately, we are 
‘supersizing’ ourselves, and over 
the past 20 years our country and 
state have seen dramatic increas- 
ers in obesity.

“We must all work together 
to cure this sad epidemic.”

The heroes, who were cho­
sen by TIME, have launched 
innovative, scalable programs in 
their states and have been pro­
gressive in their efforts to curb 
obesity.

The summit, which took 
place in Williamsburg, VA. June 
2-4, 2004, gathered policy mak­
ers, physicians, educators, food 
and beverage industry leaders to 
discuss the issue and to present 
solutions to reverse the obesity 
epidemic.

Texas was lauded for the in­
novative and progressive ap­
proaches it is taking toward re­
versing obesity in schoolchil­
dren.

Most recently, the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture released 
a policy limiting the number of 
grams of fat and sugar Texas 
schoolchildren are served each 
week.

TDA restricted portion sizes 
for chips, cookies and frozen 
desserts, and it is phasing out 
deep-fat frying in schools.

Sandy Beall, CEO and 
Founder, Ruby Tuesday Inc., 
Knoxville, Tennessee.

Beall’s restaurant chain is the 
first and only in the casual-din­
ing category to provide compre­
hensive nutrition information 
for all food items on its menu.

Majora Carter, Founder and 
Executive Director, Sustainable 
South Bronx, Bronx, New York, 
Healthy produce used to be ex­
pensive and hard to find in the 
South Bronx.

But Sustainable South Bronx 
has galvanized community 
groups to turn the Hunts Point 
Terminal, the largest wholesale 
food market in New York City, 
into a full-fledged fresh food 
market that sells discounted pro­
duce to local residents in the 
Bronx.

Gov. Mike Huckabee, Little 
Rock, Arkansas. Gov. Huck­
abee’s “Healthy Arkansas” plan 
is working to transform Arkan­
sas from one of the unhealthiest 
states in the country to one of 
the healthiest.

Huckabee, who himself shed 
100 pounds, has launched an ini­
tiative to encourage companies 
to offer their workers incentives 
for achieving healthier lifestyles.

Lance Morgan, President and 
CEO, Ho-Chunck Incl, 
Thurston County, Nebraska.

Ho-Chunck is designing and 
building the new town in a way 
that encourages routine physi­
cal activity to combat obesity.

Alice Water, Chez Panisse 
and Edible Schoolyard, Berke- 
iey, California. Water, a world- 
renowned chef and owner of 
Chez Panisse, started a program 
called Edible Schoolyard at 
Martin Luther King Jr. Middle 
School in Berkeley in 1997. 
Teachers and kids incorporate 
their school’s one-acre organic 
garden into lessons and as they 
learn, they develop a taste for 
healthful eating.

Diabetes care gets new mileage
Clearwater, Fla. — Jack 

Grynberg was in for some good 
news and he was in for some bad 
news.

The bad news was that he was 
on the precipice of developing 
diabetes. The good news was the 
physician delivering the news 
was Dr. Boris Draznin.

’’When I first met Jack 
Grynberg he not only was 
stressed to the limit, he had a 
blood glucose level of 274,” 
said Draznin, an authority on 
metabolic disorders. “Needless 
to say he needed my help.”

Part of that help came in the 
form of Draznin’s innovative 
approach to treating this poten­
tially debilitating disease.

It’s a unique plan that com­
bines diet and exercise - but not 
just any exercise.

“It’s not the mileage that

counts here,” said Draznin who 
has devoted 30 years to the study 
of diabetes. “It’s the duration.”

In his recently published 
book, The Draznin PLAN - The 
Thinking Person’s Guide to Dia­
betes,

Draznin teaches patients how 
to overcome their diabetic 
symptoms through diet and ex­
ercise.

“I’ve found that most people 
don’t like to exercise, work hard 
and get sweaty,” Draznin said. 
“But they don’t mind a few min­
utes of exercise, 30 to 60 to be 
exact. ”

And thus was born the 
“Draznin Mile.”

What is the secret to the suc­
cess of the Draznin mile? Sim­
plicity.

“A 20 minute walk covers 
one mile and burns 110 calo-

ries,” Draznin said.
And therein lies the success 

of handling most cases of type 
2-diabetes: Limiting caloric in­
take, certain carbohydrates and 
increasing exercise.

“It’s the feeling that it’s not 
the miles you log, it’s the time 
you do it in ,” Draznin said. 
“This helps busy executives like 
Grynberg to make the exercise 
plan more palatable for the long 
term.”

Draznin said that within a 
few months of limiting his in­
take of pastas, rice dishes, alco­
hol and more, the 72-year-old 
Grynberg, president of 
Grynberg Petroleum near Den­
ver, Colo., had lost 15 pounds 
and had blood sugar readings of 
92.

“Popular diets offer short­
term success, but these strict,

“ one-size-fits-all ’ ’ approaches 
are not conducive to long term 
weight loss,” Draznin said. “The 
real key to keeping weight off 
involves changing your 
lifestyle.”

Draznin contends that diets 
must be individually designed 
and specifically targeted to 
achieve and maintain weight 
loss.

And only then can the onset 
of type-2 diabetes be prevented, 
and existing diabetes be treated 
successfully.

Draznin said independent 
studies have found that his plan 
boasts an 80 percent initial suc­
cess rate and that 65 percent of 
the participants continued to re­
ceive health benefits over time.

•  Checking all vents to fur­
naces, water heaters, boilers and 
other fire-burning appliances to 
make sure they are not loose or 
disconnected

•  Inspecting vent pipes on 
heating systems

•  Inspecting appliances for 
-adequate ventilation. A supply 
of fresh air is important to help 
carry pollutants up the chimney,

stovepipe or flue, and is neces­
sary for the complete combus­
tion of any fuel.

•  Making sure ventilation air 
openings aren’t blocked.

Jimmy added that Consumer 
Product Safety Commission rec­
ommends a CO inspection and a 
detector in your home to im­

prove your safety.
“You want to be warm and 

safe in your home this winter. 
Get your furnace inspected by a 
qualified professional. Make sure 
that if your home has gas heat, 
you get a carbon monoxide 
check. You may save a lot more 
than just energy.”

Landowners required to hold 
lic en ses  to con d u ct hu n ts

AUSTIN, Texas — The Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
reminds landowners that a hunt­
ing lease license is required for 
certain hunting operations. The 
owner of a hunting lease or the 
landowner’s agent may not re­
ceive pay or anything of value 
from hunters unless the owner 
or agent has acquired a hunting 
lease license from the depart­
ment.

This law applies to all hunt­
ing leases. Basically if you lease 
your land for hunting (deer, tur­
key, doves, exotics, etc.) you 
need to purchase a hunting lease 
license for the property leased. 
This license is for the total 
amount of property in a county 
owned by an individual, partner­
ship, firm, or corporation.

”A person who violates any 
provision of the hunting lease 
license requirements or who fails 
to comply with any provision of 
the hunting lease license re­
quirements commits an offense

that is a Class C Parks and Wild­
life Code misdemeanor, which 
carries a fine of between $25- 
$500,” said David Sinclair, 
chief of Wildlife Enforcement at 
TPWD.lt is recommended that 
the license (or a copy thereof) 
be displayed at the main hunt­
ing camp if there is one. This 
saves time in trying to contact a 
landowner to see if one has been 
purchased for the property.

Hunting Lease licenses are 
available wherever regular hunt­
ing licenses are sold; Wal-Mart, 
Picos, Super S, etc. When pur­
chasing a Hunting Lease license, 
you will need the name of the 
ranch and the number of acres 
leased. If you did not receive a 
renewal notice in the mail from 
Texas Parks and Wildlife, don’t 
wait for it. Go to any License 
retailer and purchase the neces­
sary license.

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Give thanks for vaccines
During the holidays, many 

people count their blessings — 
for freedom, for family, and for 
good health. The Texas Medi­
cal Association reminds us the 
health we take for granted was 
truly not an option during the 
days of the settlers, when dev­
astating diseases caused untold 
suffering and often meant cer­
tain death.

Many of those diseases are 
considered eradicated or pre­
ventable today, thanks to immu­
nizations. Immunizations are the 
single most important preven­
tive measure parents or 
caregivers can take to keep their 
children safe from some of the 
most deadly diseases in history, 
according to Robert Gunby, 
MD, TMA president-elect and 
chair of the Joint Committee on 
Health Improvement Initiatives. 
“Diseases such as smallpox and 
polio once devastated millions,” 
says Dr. Gunby, an obstetrician 
in Dallas. “Now, thanks to vac­
cinations, these diseases and 
many others are eradicated or 
greatly reduced.”

Madisonville family practice 
physician Andrew Eisenberg, 
MD, MHA, chair of TMA’s 
Council on Public Health, adds, 
“Vaccinations have saved more 
lives and prevented more disease 
than any other single medical 
intervention.”

Too many children still are 
not receiving the immunizations 
they vitally need. Texas statis­
tics are dismal, according to the

2003 National Immunization 
Survey (NIS), which ranked 
Texas 41st among the 50 states 
for completion of routine vacci­
nations. And that is an improve­
ment from the year 2000 when 
our state was ranked 50th. In 
2003, Texas children were im­
munized at a 78.1 percent rate, 
compared to Connecticut, which 
ranked tops in the country at a 
95 percent immunization rate.

Though vaccination is one of 
the most effective tools for pre­
venting disease and death, only 
three out of every four Texas 
children 19 to 35 months of age 
received all childhood vaccina­
tions for disease in 1999, ac­
cording to TMA. Houston has 
the lowest immunization rate for 
young children of any major 
city in the country (67 percent) 
which leaves the city at risk for 
an epidemic.

“It’s easy to forget how seri­
ous some of these diseases are,” 
says Dr. Eisenberg. “We don’t 
see them like we used to, thanks 
largely to vaccines. Yet, some 
crippling and potentially fatal 
diseases that are no longer seen 
in this country -  like polio and 
diphtheria -  still occur in other 
parts of the world. Since many 
people travel in and out of the 
U.S every day, these diseases are 
only a plane ride away. With the 
added threat of bioterrorism, it’s 
more important than ever that 
infants and children receive rec­
ommended immunizations on 
tim e ,” emphasizes Dr.

Eisenberg.
“Today’s children are still at 

serious risk,” Dr. Gunby says. 
“These diseases are not as com­
mon as they used be, but they 
still can have debilitating effects, 
such as pneumonia, choking, 
brain damage, heart problems, 
cancer, blindness -  and even 
death.”

To improve the Texas immu­
nization rate and educate 
caregivers about the life-and- 
death importance of vaccina­
tions, TMA has launched one of 
the most ambitious public health 
programs in its 151-year history. 
Be Wise -  Immunize™ is a joint 
initiative of TMA and the TMA 
Alliance, funded through a grant 
from the TMA Foundation to 
substantially increase statewide 
immunization rates. The three- 
year program promotes immu­
nization education and sponsors 
immunization events.

Hunters and hikers: Protect yourself
Thousands of Texas hunters 

. and hikers are taking to the 
kwoods and fields in pursuit of 
• deer, doves and the great out­
doors. Unfortunately, they’re 
not alone. Billions of critters that 
can carry diseases will be out 

. there, too.
Hunters, campers and hikers 

have an increased risk of expo- 
I sure to diseases transmitted by 

ticks, fleas and mosquitoes and 
to diseases spread by wild ani­
mals, according to officials from 
the Texas Department of Health 
(TDH).

West Nile virus can cause en­
cephalitis and is spread through 
the bite of an infected mosquito.

Encephalitis is an inflamma­
tion of the brain and meningitis 
is an inflammation of the cover­
ing of the brain or spinal cord 
that may be caused by one of 
several mosquito-borne viruses.

Symptoms can include in­
tense headache, high fever, nau­
sea, muscle tenderness, partial 
unconsciousness and even coma. 
Although unlikely, death may 
occur.

West Nile virus is only one 
illness with which people who 
enjoy the outdoors have to con­
tend.

With Lyme disease, which is 
the most frequently diagnosed 
tick-borne problem in the United 
States, there may be skin lesions 
or rashes. If left untreated, se­
vere damage to the joints, heart 
and nervous system may result.

In addition, Rocky Mountain 
spotted fever, another disease 
that is spread by ticks and that 
produces a rash, can cause seri­
ous illness and even death if not 
treated quickly.

Plague, common in wild ro- 
dent populations of West Texas, 
is transmitted to people by fleas 

■ or by direct contact with in­
fected animals such as prairie 
dogs, squirrels, cats, rats and 

.. mice. This dreaded disease some­
times includes the presence of 
painful, swollen lymph nodes. 
Unless treatm ent is sought 

i quickly, death may result, 
i “Many of these diseases be­

gin with flu-like symptoms such 
as fever, chills, headache and 
body aches,” Fonken said. 
“However, symptoms can 
worsen quickly and affect vari­
ous systems of the body.”

The best way to avoid get­

ting these diseases is to protect 
yourself against insect bites:

■  Use insect repellent con­
taining DEET, following pack­
age directions carefully.

■  Stay on trails and avoid ar­
eas of overgrown brush and tall 
grasses.

■  Wear protective clothing 
such as a hat, a long-sleeve shirt 
and long pants tucked into boots 
or socks. Wear light-colored 
clothes to easily spot ticks.

■  Check your body carefully 
for ticks every few hours. Ticks 
are small, easy to miss and will 
attach to any part of the body 
from head to toe, so look care­
fully.

Some diseases are spread by 
contact with dust particles con­
taining a virus, and others by 
direct contact with infected ani­
mals or animal carcasses.

Infected rodents such as rats 
and mice spread hantavirus in­
fection to people. A rodent may 
have the virus in its droppings,

urine and saliva.
“You can become infected by 

inhaling dust that contains the 
virus,” Fonken said. “Cleaning 
cabins, sheds or barns without a 
mask can increase your chances 
of coming in contact with 
hantavirus.”

Early symptoms of hantavirus 
infection are much like those of 
flu. The disease may lead to ex­
treme difficulty with breathing, 
possibly followed by death.

Patients may recover through 
supportive treatment, but anti­
biotics will not cure a hantavirus 
infection.

Deer hunters need to be 
aware that deer can share the 
bacterium that causes anthrax in 
people and that feral hogs can 
carry brucellosis.

Care should be taken when 
handling all wild-animal car­
casses, including wearing latex 
gloves when field dressing those 
animals.Rabies is a viral infec­
tion of the nervous system that

may affect almost any warm­
blooded animal.

“It is impossible to tell by 
looking at an animal whether it 
is infected with the rabies virus, 
so avoid contact with any wild 
animals Especially do not try to 
assist injured animals or touch 
dead ones, ” Fonken said. “If you 
see an obviously sick animal or 
suffer an animal bite or scratch, 
contact a game warden, a park 
employee, or an animal control 
or law enforcement officer as 
soon as possible.”

Rabies is present in many 
wild-animal populations in 
Texas, especially skunks, bats, 
raccoons, coyotes and foxes.

Humans usually are infected 
through a bite by a rabid ani­
mal. Rabies is always fatal once 
symptoms begin, which is why 
you should immediately consult 
a doctor if any animal bites you.
