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Panoramic Steel Band entertains packed house

The Kinney County Arts 
Council hosted the Texas State 
University Panorama Steel Band 
Saturday, Feb. 26 in the Fort’s 
Post Theatre.

The band, comprised of stu­
dents from TSU, under the di­
rection of Genaro Gonzalez per­
formed to a sold-out crowd that 
was enthused, grateful, 
dumbstruck and perplexed.

“I just didn’t know you could 
get that many sounds out of a 
tin drum ,” one concert-goer 
said. “It was marvelous.”

The group entertained the au­
dience with their selections 
bringing with them tropical 
breezes, swaying palm trees and 
salt-rimmed glasses with Jimmy 
Buffet’s Margaritaville.

Genaro Gonzalez, “GG” as he 
is affectionately known, is the 
bands professor and gave a brief 
history on the instrument.

He included that steel drums 
were invented on the island of 
Trinidad around the time of 
World War I I .

The very first pitched steel 
drums were made from smaller 
metal containers and were con­
vex in shape.

The performer would carry 
the smaller metal drum with one 
hand and beat the metal with the

other.
These instruments were 

crude; they were still in their 
experimental stages and had no 
intentional pitches. In the 1940’s 
and 1950’s pan innovators ex­
perimented with the stylings or 
note patterns, and improved 
upon the tuning. Today the 
drum is constructed from the 
bottom of a 55 gallon barrel, 
sunk down in a concave fashion, 
and tuned with precision.

Harmonic sounds, deep 
rhythms and moving beats had 
the audience enthralled with the 
music. GG then opened the floor 
for questions.

Most questions were dealing 
“how can a steel drum make that

kind of sound. ” Other questions 
were about the type of music that 
can be played on the instrument. 
GG noted that all types of music 
can be played by the steel drum 
and it’s the metal’s shape and 
tuning that allows it to provide 
the various notes to music.

The not-so-professionally- 
choreography of the lead drums 
keep the audience entertained as 
well, and helped set the mood 
for the delightful music.

It might have been raining 
outside, but inside there was a 
warm beach, beautiful sunset and 
bright tiki torches, all thanks to 
the Panorama Steel Band and the 
Kinney County Council for the 
Arts.

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Texans stand out in 
support of our troops

Do not tell Staff Sgt. Kevin 
Hinds, a Guardsman from Or­
ange, that the Texas National 
Guard is composed of “weekend 
warriors.” He knows better.

He has spent months in the 
mountains of Afghanistan help­
ing train 800 Afghans to become 
soldiers.

These Afghans will become 
the core of an army helping de­
fend that country’s fledgling de­
mocracy.

Sgt. Hinds’ experience shows 
that the days when the men and 
women of the National Guard 
and Reserves could be called 
part-time soldiers are long past.

Although they were always 
part of our military, they were 
originally planned to be mobi­
lized in the event of all-out war, 
as well as to cope with domestic 
natural disasters or civil emer­
gencies.

Their role evolved into a 
more active participation in our 
national security over time, par­
ticularly when our armed forces 
were downsized after the end of 
the Cold War.

The Reserves and Guard 
shouldered an increasing part of 
our defense burden as the op­
erational tempo of our military 
increased during the 90s, with 
peacekeeping duties in countries 
such as Bosnia and Haiti. How­
ever, after the 9-11 attacks in 
2001, they came into their own. 
National Guard and Reserve 
troops protected vital installa­
tions throughout the United 
States.

Others participated in the lib­
eration of Afghanistan. Finally, 
the Guard and Reserves helped 
overthrow Saddam Hussein’s 
dictatorship and freed the Iraqi

people.
Of the National Guard’s 15 

best-trained, best-equipped and 
most ready-to-deploy combat 
brigades, all but one are either 
in Iraq now, have demobilized 
after returning from a one-year 
tour in that country, or have 
been alerted for duty in 2005- 
2006.

Although the percentage of 
Reserve and National Guard 
troops serving in Iraq is slated 
to go down in the next troop 
rotation, today the mix stands 
at 50-50.

These men and women have 
all stepped up to do their duty 
to defend freedom.

While they directly bear the 
burden of service, their family, 
friends and their employers also 
face demands during their tours 
of duty overseas.

The job is made easier, how­
ever, because their neighbors in 
Texas are providing them a great 
deal of support.

For instance, when the 56th 
Combat Team of Texas’ 36111 In­
fantry Division shipped out for 
Iraq, 30,000 people gathered in 
Waco for the send-off.

Imagine what it meant to 
those young men and women 
that so many of their fellow Tex­
ans cared enough to come out 
and wish them well.

The Glory 
of Texas

Weekly
Report

This week marks a special 
occasion for our great state.

It is the anniversary of our 
s ta te’s independence from 
Mexico.

On March 2, 1836 a conven­
tion of 54 men met in the small 
settlement of Washington-on- 
the-Brazos to sign the Texas Dec­
laration of Independence.

The Texas Declaration of In­
dependence was produced, lit­
erally, overnight. Its urgency 
was paramount.

While the founding fathers of 
Texas prepared the document, 
the Alamo in San Antonio was 
under siege by Santa Anna’s 
army of Mexico.

In near-freezing weather, in 
an unfinished building, the con­
vention voted in the early morn­
ing hours of M arch 2nd to 
unanimously accept the resolu­
tion. Ultimately, fifty-eight 
members signed the document. 
And thus was born the Republic 
of Texas.

The declaration sent a sign 
to Mexico that Texans would no 
longer live under what many of 
them regarded as a tyrannical 
rule from a distant source.

It was testimony that Texans 
were ready and willing to fight 
for their freedom. And fight they 
did.

Four days after signing the 
docum ent, W illiam Barret 
Travis andl84 brave men con­
cluded their gruesome battle 
against more than five thousand 
Mexican troops.

The odds were against the 
Texas volunteers, but they were 
determined to stay the course 
and fight until the end.

When the battle was over, 
only 15 people - mostly women 
and children - were spared.

Familiar names like Davey 
Crockett, James Bowie and Juan 
Badillo lost their lives that fate­
ful day. These brave souls did 
not give their lives in vain.

The casualties that the Texas 
forces mounted against Mexico, 
and the time lost in reducing the 
Alamo cut short Mexico’s cam­
paign.

It gave Sam Houston just 
enough time to perfect his plans 
for the defense of Texas and en­
abled him to win the Battle of 
San Jacinto on April 21, 1836. 
This victory spelled a final free­
dom for Texas.

In the saga of Texas history, 
there is no period as distinctive 
as Texas’ struggle for indepen­
dence.

The period’s heros are re­
membered in the names of cities 
and towns, streets, plazas and 
public buildings.

The Lone Star flag, inherited 
from the original Texas Repub­
lic, still flies proudly through­
out our state.

I ’d like to leave you with a 
quote by Sam Houston just be­
fore the Battle of San Jacinto.

“We view ourselves on the 
eve of battle. We are nerved for 
the contest, and must conquer 
or perish. It is vain to look for 
present aid: none is at hand. We 
must now act or abandon all 
hope!

Rally to the standard, and be 
no longer the scoff of mercenary 
tongues!

Be men, be free men, that 
your children may bless their 
father’s name. ”

Texas Independence Day is 
an occasion for all Texans to 
stand proud and remember the 
men who stood up for their rights 
and fought for their freedom.

Attorney General Greg Abbott announces 
visitation grants to strengthen families
Groups statewide receive funds to help parents who live apart from their children

NIOSA celebrates 57 years as country’s 
largest historic presevation festival

AUSTIN — Texas Attorney 
General Greg Abbott continued 
his commitment to building 
strong Texas families and chil­
dren by announcing grants to 11 
organizations statewide that help 
parents without custody develop 
and maintain meaningful rela­
tionships with their children.

“I am committed to helping 
parents without custody make a 
positive impact in their 
children’s lives,” Attorney Gen­
eral Abbott said. “Children 
need two involved, caring par­
ents to feel happy and secure. 
This grant will help parents 
maintain close ties with their 
children.”

The federally funded “Access 
and Visitation” grants are ad­
m inistered by the Attorney 
General’s Division for Families 
and Children. This year’s grants, 
totaling more than $300,000, 
were awarded to private non­
profit organizations and local 
governments across Texas.

Access and Visitation grant 
recipients are: Family Support 
Services of Amarillo; Legal Aid 
of Northwest Texas in Arling­
ton; Travis County Domestic 
Relations Office in Austin; Fam­
ily Services Center in 
Brown wood; Voices For Chil­
dren Inc. in Bryan; Child Crisis

Center of El Paso; Family Court 
Services of Tarrant County and 
NewDay Services for Children 
and Families in Fort Worth; Pan­
handle Crisis Center in Perryton; 
Bexar County Domestic Rela­
tions Office in San Antonio; and 
The Place in Wichita Falls.

The awards will fund services 
that help never-married, di­
vorced or separated mothers and 
fathers work together to parent 
their children. Approved ser­
vices include co-parenting edu­
cation; dispute resolution; pro­
viding legal advice about visi­
tation, paternity establishment 
and child support; and visitation 
enforcement. Providing funding 
to local organizations is a way 
the Attorney General’s Office 
helps children whose parents are 
engaged in custody or visitation 
disputes, since federal regula­
tions prohibit state child support 
programs from handling these 
matters directly.

“Our partnerships with these 
local programs help us reach the 
families and children of Texas 
in ways we couldn’t do alone,” 
Attorney General Abbott added. 
“Disputes about access and visi­
tation can create conflict be­
tween parents, to the detriment 
of their children.

These grants help the parent

without custody, usually the fa­
ther, to take an active role in 
raising his child.”

Studies have found noncus­
todial parents who stay involved 
with their children are more 
likely to make regular child sup­
port payments. Children of par­
ents who pay their child support 
have fewer behavior problems, 
make better grades, and stay in 
school longer than children who 
do not receive regular support.

Texas has received Access 
and Visitation funding from the 
federal government since 1997. 
This year’s grantees were se­
lected based on their ability to 
provide crucial services that 
were identified by a statewide 
team of family law judges, court 
adm inistrators, directors of 
county domestic relations of­
fices, and child support program 
officials.

Access and Visitation fund­
ing is authorized by the Personal 
Responsibility and Work Oppor­
tunity Reconciliation Act of 
1996 (the Welfare Reform Act). 
In accordance with the Act, the 
U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services distributes $10 
million each year to states based 
on the number of children in the 
state who do not live with both 
parents.

Medicare changes - What they mean for you
No medicaid drug assistance starting in 2006

Medicare Drug coverage for 
dual eligibles: Starting in 2006, 
full-benefit dual eligible ben­
eficiaries Medicare beneficia­
ries eligible for a state’s full 
range of Medicaid benefits, in­
cluding drug coverage will re­
ceive prescription drug cover­
age through Medicare rather 
than through their state Med­
icaid programs.

The new Medicare drug cov­
erage will cause a significant 
change in Medicaid benefits for 
many aged and disabled indi­
viduals: According to the Texas

Health and Human Services 
Commission the impact on Texas 
is as follows:

1. Over 300,000 full dual eli­
gibles (Medicare and Medicaid) 
will need to switch from Medic­
aid drug coverage to Medicare 
coverage.

2. Another 160,000 dual eli­
gibles, who do not have any 
Medicaid drug coverage, will be 
eligible for the Medicare drug 
program with reduced cost shar­
ing.

Starting in May 2005, per­
sons who are low income that

are either on M edicaid or 
Medicare Saving Programs 
(QMB, SLMB, & QI1) will be­
gin to receive information 
about enrollment into Medi­
care Part D from both the So­
cial Security Administration 
and from Medicare through the 
Center for Medicare & Medic­
aid Services (CMS).

Learning when to stay silent
One of the most difficult 

tasks I have encountered as a 
pastor is learning when to 
speak out. To be called as a 
pastor means more than just 
living a life of Christian ex­
ample. Sometimes it means 
taking a difficult stand or 
speaking out against a particu­
lar injustice or evil. Likewise, 
sometimes it means remaining 
silent despite a desire to en­
gage every challenge. It is a 
balancing act, and I am still 
learning.

I was challenged during the 
last week considering if I 
should speak out against the 
contention that God sent the 
Christmas tsunami to tell Mus­
lims that they’re wrong. The 
theological question is an easy 
one -  anyone who has prayer­
fully read the first few verses 
of Luke 13 or John 9 won’t be 
swayed by this argument.

Even so, I was deeply afraid 
that some in our community 
might actually believe that the 
Christian God operated in 
such a fashion.

Clearly, I was taking myself far 
too seriously. It is an easy trap 
to fall into when you’re con­
stantly reminded of your role as 
a pastor. I often find my own 
ministry is apostolic in all the 
wrong ways.

Like that great saint of the 
church, Peter, I am too quick to 
deny my Master and too quick 
to take up arms for a fight. Like 
James and John, I have to fight 
an urge to contend with my 
brothers and promote myself 
above them. Like Matthew, I 
want to celebrate with good 
food and drink and associate with 
others with the same tastes.

Like Nathaniel, I sometimes 
wrongly judge people by where 
they come from. Like Philip, I 
beg to see the Father when I have 
clearly witnessed the Son. Some 
“disciple of Christ” I am -  fol­
lowing all the worst examples of 
the first disciples!

My goal is to become more 
like the quiet doctor Luke. As a 
disciple of Christ, Luke is only

glimpsed in the background.
When Luke spoke out, it 

was to tell the story of Jesus 
to Theophilus. Luke so ob­
scured his part in the early 
church that other than writing 
the Gospel of Luke and its se­
quel, the Acts of the Apostles, 
we know almost nothing of 
him from the Biblical record.

Luke held back that Christ 
might be seen more fully. Luke 
stayed in the shadows of the 
Light of Men (John 1:4). This 
week, I think I can best serve 
by simply acknowledging that 
I think God is best served 
when we share the Good News 
of the Gospel. In the last 
month, that Good News in­
cluded a wealth of donations 
to assist the victims of the re­
cent tsunami, to clothe the na­
ked, feed the hungry, provide 
water, and relieve their illness 
and suffering. I think that was 
a Christian act, and I’m glad 
we took the opportunity to 
show the work of God (see 
John 9:3).
