GeoFORCE Texas selects first Class
Brackett’s Moore included in first session

A total of 36 Southwest Texas 
eighth graders, including 
Samantha Moore of Brack­
ettville', have been selected as the 
first participants in GeoFORCE 
Texas, an initiative aimed at en­
couraging budding young scien­
tists to consider careers in the 
geosciences.

Sponsored by the University 
of Texas at Austin’s Jackson 
School of Geosciences and 
Southwest Texas Junior College, 
GeoFORCE Texas received a 
total of 118 applications for this 
year’s inaugural summer acad­
emy. Shell Oil Company pro­
vided the initial corporate fund­
ing for the academy. 
ConocoPhillips and the SBC 
Foundation have now joined the 
program and are providing finan­
cial assistance to sustain and ex­
pand it.

“The response was terrific 
and we want to thank all the stu­
dents and teachers who took the 
time to apply,” Southwest Texas 
Junior College Dean of Technol­
ogy and Institutional Advance­

ment Blaine Bennett said. “Stu­
dents selected for the first 
GeoFORCE Texas class are an 
outstanding group and I feel cer­
tain they will represent Southwest 
Texas well.”

According to Bennett, 15 
school districts from across 
SWTJC’s 11-county service area 
had students submit applications. 
Students selected come from 12 
different communities including: 
Brackettville, Camp Wood, 
Cotulla, Crystal City, Del Rio, 
Dilley, Eagle Pass, Hondo, 
Pearsall, Rocksprings, Sabinal 
and Uvalde.

Through weeklong summer 
academies that include geology- 
based field trips, research 
projects and course work led by 
university professors, 
GeoFORCE Texas hopes to ex­
pose students to the geosciences 
in ways that inspire and motivate 
them to actively pursue geology 
as a future course of study.

Students selected for the pro­
gram are committed to attend 
GeoFORCE Texas summer acad-

emies for the next four years. 
Preference in the selection pro­
cess was given female and mi­
nority applicants, two groups that 
are significantly under-repre­
sented among current geologists. 
There is no cost to students who 
were selected for the program.

The itinerary for the first sum­
mer academy, scheduled July 16 
through 27, calls for students to 
begin with three days on the UT

Austin campus for classes and 
tours of local geological sites, 
followed by a trip to the U.S. 
Geological Survey headquarters 
in Reston, VA., and additional 
field trips to various geological 
sites and national park facilities 
across New Mexico.

An orientation session was 
held April 23 at the SWTJC 
Uvalde campus to outline plans 
for this summer’s academy to 
students and their families.

According to Jackson School 
of Geosciences Associate Direc­
tor Doug Ratcliff, GeoFORCE 
Texas will recruit additional ap­
plicants for the program on an 
annual basis.

“Our program is patterned 
after a very successful program 
that has had tremendous success 
for over 20 years at Fort Valley 
State University in Georgia,” 
Ratcliff said. “With continued 
support from Shell, 
ConocoPhillips, SBC and others, 
we believe GeoFORCE Texas 
will be equally successful for 
many years to come.”

Should Daylight Savings Time be extended?
Nothing is considered more 

restful than the last Sunday in 
October, when Daylight Savings 
Time is dropped, the clocks fall 
back and we get that extra hour 
of sleep.

On the other hand, nothing is 
more aggravating than having to 
get up an hour early on the first 
Sunday of April when Daylight 
Savings Time begins (unless it is 
showing up at church an hour 
early after forgetting to change 
your clocks).

The whole idea of Daylight 
Savings Time was conceived by 
none other than Benjamin 
Franklin when he served as an 
American delegate in France in 
1784. He wrote an essay which 
called for us to reset our clocks 
to take advantage of summer’s 
earlier sunrises and later sunsets.

Franklin’s proposal was based 
on the fact that the tilt of the 
earth’s axis causes the length of 
daylight to vary throughout the 
year. Close to the equator the 
difference in duration of night 
and day is minimal, but the fur­
ther north or south you go, the 
greater the variation through the 
year. In Alaska, for instance, 
there are days in the summer 
when the sun never fully sets, and 
in the winter when it never rises.

Franklin’s proposal was de­
bated for more than 100 years 
and was only adopted by the 
United States during World War 
I to boost industrial production 
for the war effort. With the end 
of the war, intense public dissat­
isfaction prompted Congress to 
repeal Daylight Savings Time 
over President Wilson’s veto.

With the outbreak of World 
War II, Daylight Savings Time

was declared “War Time” by 
President Roosevelt and adopted. 
It has been in force since then 
and, in 1986, Congress passed a 
law establishing the daylight sav­
ings period from the first Sun­
day in April to the last Sunday 
in October. Arizona, Hawaii and 
sections of Indiana do not recog­
nize this initiative.

Proponents of Daylight Sav­
ings Time say it saves one per­
cent of total U.S. energy use, or 
the energy equivalent of 100,000 
barrels of oil per day. The House 
of Representatives Energy and 
Commerce Committee recently 
included the two-month exten­
sion of Daylight Savings Time 
when it passed the Energy Policy 
Act of 2005. The House bill re­
quires the Department of Energy 
to do a study on the impact of 
the extension no later than 9 
months after passage. The mea­
sure also retains the state’s rights 
provisions which currently let 
states opt out of the current Day­
light Savings Time program.

While the House has included 
the Daylight Savings Time ex­
tension in its version of the en­
ergy bill, it is still an open ques­
tion whether it will be incorpo­
rated in the Senate version of the 
bill.

The energy bill will at long 
last provide the United States a 
comprehensive and rational en­
ergy plan. It will reduce our de­
pendence upon foreign oil 
through promotion of domestic 
production, promotion of alter­
native sources of energy and de­
velopment of better, cleaner en­
ergy production technology.

Proponents argue that this 
two-month extension of Daylight
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Savings Time could save up to 
$300 million in energy expendi­
tures for the 60-day period. They 
cite polls saying Americans pre­
fer having longer daylight in the 
evening. They claim more day­
light reduces the incidence of 
automobile accidents. Their po­
sition is summed up by Winston 
Churchill, who wrote, “An ex­
tra yawn one morning in the 
springtime, an extra snooze one 
night in the autumn is all that we 
ask in return for dazzling gifts. 
We borrow an hour one night in 
April; we pay it back with golden 
interest five months later. ” 

Opponents argue that measur­
ing savings in oil is somewhat 
misleading since the savings 
come primarily from electricity, 
which is mainly generated in this

country by coal, natural gas, 
hydropower or nuclear energy. 
Others say auto accidents tend to 
spike immediately after the time 
change as tired drivers make 
mistakes. Folks who work on 
farms still have to get up at the 
crack of dawn regardless of what 
the clock says - 1 have yet to see 
a rooster that uses a clock to de­
termine when he will crow. Fi­
nally, as a mom, I know how 
hard it is to get children to bed 
when it is still daylight outside.

I would appreciate hearing 
what you think of this proposal. 
Should we extend Daylight Sav­
ings Time? Should we leave it 
the way it is now? We all want 
to save energy, but is an extended 
Daylight Savings Time the best 
way to achieve this?

Diversity immigrant visa lottery - is this for real?

E-mail marketing is amazing. 
Congress has passed anti-spam 
laws, bu^ the junk e-mails just 
keep on coming. Here’s one that 
showed up in my junk e-mail box 
just the other day. “Win Your 
Lifetime Chance to Live and 
Work in USA Now!” the head­
line screamed.

According to this e-mail ad, 
this year’s 2005 Diversity Immi­
grant Visa Lottery is making 
available 50,000 Diversity Visas, 
granting permanent U.S. resi­
dence and work visas to eligible 
persons worldwide.

The text of the e-mail touted 
this golden promise: “You can 
work, live, leave and re-enter the 
country. ” “Winners will receive 
a FREE airline ticket to the 
USA.” “Win Your Lifetime 
Chance to Live and Work in the 
USA Now!”

Furtherm ore, the e-mail 
claimed, this fantastic Green 
Card Lottery program was estab­
lished under the Immigration and 
Nationality Act and was ap­
proved by the U.S. Congress. To 
apply, just click on the conve­
nient website link provided.

What? Win your once-in-a- 
lifetime chance to live and work 
permanently in the USA? I mean, 
we have the Mexican government 
producing pamphlets and videos 
teaching people how to sneak into 
the United State illegally, and the 
Minutemen Militia patrolling our 
borders, and at the same time 
there’s actually an annual lottery

for Green Cards?
Well, I’ll be honest - I had 

never heard of such a thing. The 
convenient link in my e-mail 
didn’t work, so I went to Google 
to check it out.

What I found there amazed 
me: a veritable cottage industry 
of competing websites that all 
charged a “processing fee” to 
help foreign would-be immi­
grants submit their lottery appli­
cations online. This had all tran­
spired since 2003, when the law 
was changed to phase out appli­
cations by mail and to require 
online registration only.

Of course, applicants could 
register themselves for free at the 
U.S. State Department website, 
but each unofficial, non-govem- 
mental site had a long list of rea­
sons telling why they were bet­
ter and how they could help the 
applicants avoid being “disquali­
fied” from the computerized 
drawing. Just register through 
their website, pay their applica­
tion fees, and they will forward 
your application to the official 
entry site — and if you win a 
spot, why, they’ll even give you 
a free airline ticket to America 
from anywhere in the world!

This was all news to me, but 
apparently, Congress did in fact 
approve the Diversity Immigrant 
Visa Program back in 1986 as a 
means of helping a new genera­
tion of Irish immigrants get to 
America.

The law has gradually 
changed over time, but the bot­
tom line today is this: 50,000 
Diversity Visas are made avail­

able annually to people born in 
countries that don’t traditionally 
send a large number of immi­
grants to the U.S.A.

I was happy to note that ap­
plicants born in countries like 
China, Russia, Mexico, Colom­
bia, and several others - includ­
ing Canada and the United King­
dom - are not eligible to enter 
this particular lottery. What’s 
more, there are certain qualifi­
cations. Applicants must either: 
(1) possess the earned equivalent 
of a 12-year American high 
school education, or (2) have two 
years actual training and/or ex­
perience at one of a long list of 
occupations.

So if you happen to be an 
aerospace or nuclear engineer, a 
chemist or a computer program­
mer, a judge or a lawyer or a 
surgeon, or perhaps an astrono­
mer or a biochemist - or virtu­
ally any kind of teacher or edu­
cational administrator - then 
America welcomes with open 
arms your expertise from abroad.

But then, we also welcome 
foreign nationals with the requi­
site two years experience as em- 
balmers, carpet installers, pot­
ters, stonemasons, millwrights, 
and of course, strippers. I guess 
we just don’t have enough home­
grown American girls who know 
how to dance naked.

Pardon me, but I think some 
of our immigration laws are just 
plain bad public policy. Why, at 
a time when the American dollar 
is tanking, our balance of trade 
deficit is over $700 billion per 
year, American jobs are being

exported abroad and America 
citizens are out of work, are w 
running a govemment-sponsore 
lottery to give out permanent life 
time Green Cards - and all th 
welfare benefits that accompan 
them - to foreigners?

Why is there even seriou 
debate in Congress over approv 
ing President Bush’s ill-advised 
so-called “Guest Worker” pro 
posal that would allow amnest 
to millions of illegal aliens am 
allow them to stay in this coun 
try indefinitely?

I say we need to declare ; 
moratorium on immigration of a! 
kinds, legal and illegal. We neei 
to seal off our borders agains 
potential terrorists, enforce ou 
deportation laws, and give ou 
reeling nation a chance to get sta 
bilized again. We owe no less t< 
our children.

Once we achieve this we cai 
implement a sound and reason 
able immigration policy.

I can’t help wondering hov 
many millions of foreigner: 
around the world pay fees to ap 
ply online for these 50,000 an 
nual lottery slots. No wonder al 
those companies can afford tc 
hand out free plane tickets to tht 
relative handful of immigrant! 
who actually win.

There are so many thing: 
wrong with this type of false hope 
and advertising, and there are sc 
many problems with our currem 
immigration policies.

It is time to stop playing 
games and protect the sover­
eignty of the United States ol 
America!

These are big words naming a 
muscle that is frequently overlooked 
as a cause of low back pain.

TheQ .L. not only helps in breath­
ing, but with lumbar spine movement 
and stability. Acute strain of the Q.L. 
may result from a quick bending and 
twisting incident or from a fall where 
the muscle was overstretched. Repeti­
tive activities may also produce pain.

Pain w hen w alking, tw isting, 
stooping, turning over in bed, rising 
from a chair, coughing or sneezing and 
when climbing stairs may be caused 
by this muscle. Pain at rest, especially 
at night, may be severe, and in the 
morning there may be difficulty get­
ting out of bed, sometimes even caus­
ing one to have to crawl on hands and 
knees to reach  the b ath room .

Arbor Day Tree Planting Advice
CHAMPAIGN, IL - National 

Arbor Day is just around the cor­
ner (April 29). Everyone grab a 
shovel and get ready to plant a 
tree.

But wait....
Before planting a tree make 

sure you know how to do it cor­
rectly, advises the International 
Society of Arboriculture (ISA).

How a tree is planted, and ini­
tially maintained, makes all the 
difference in the world.

Too many people are content 
to simply plant a tree, but don’t 
ensure that the tree has the chance 
to go on to live for many years.

“Planting a tree is making an 
investment in the future,” says 
Sharon Lilly, ISA Educational 
Director.

You must care for and nur­
ture your young tree so that it 
will pay dividends for years to 
come.”

Tree Planting Tips
There are a few simple tips to 

remember when planting your 
tree this spring:

•Prepare the perfect hole for 
planting.

■Dig the hole 2-3 times the 
width of the root ball. Do NOT 
dig deeper than root ball depth. 
Make the sides of the hole slant 
gradually outward.

•For bareroot trees, neatly cut 
away any broken or damaged

roots. Soak the roots for a few 
hours prior to planting to allow 
them to absorb water.

•Container-grow n trees 
should have the plastic or metal 
containers completely removed. 
Carefully cut through any cir­
cling roots. Remove the top half 
of pressed peat or paper contain­
ers.

•Balled and Burlapped 
(“B&B”) trees should have all of 
the ropes cut. Pull the burlap at 
least 1/3 of the way down; slit 
remaining burlap to encourage 
root growth. If in a wire basket, 
cut away the top of the basket.

•Plant the Tree.
•Gently place the tree in the 

hole. Partially backfill with the 
soil from the hole, water to settle 
the soil, then finish back-filling 
the hole. Tamp the soil gently, 
but do not step on the root ball.

A few pointers
While you may have finished 

planting, Arbor Day aficionados 
should remember these final 
touches:

•Remove tags and labels.
•Do not stake unless the tree 

has a large crown, or if the plant­
ing is situated on a site where 
wind or people may push the tree 
over. Stake for a maximum of 
one year.

•Prune only the damaged 
branches.

•Soak the soil well, making 
sure no air pockets form between 
roots. Wait until next year to fer­
tilize.

•Spread 2"-3” of mulch over 
the planting area, but do not place 
it up against the trunk.

•Be sure the root ball has 
plenty of water throughout the 
year.

Anyone with questions re­
garding choosing the right tree 
or proper planting and mainte­
nance is advised to contact an 
ISA Certified Arborist.

According to a survey of U.S.

lieve it is important to hire ISA 
Certified Arborists. ISA Certified 
Arborists have completed exten­
sive and rigorous testing to en­
sure their knowledge on the lat­
est techniques in tree care, and 
are required to pursue continu­
ing education units in order to 
remain certified.

“More than 700,000 people 
in Texas are licensed to operate 
a m otorcycle,” said Clifton 
Burdette, coordinator of the DPS 
Motorcycle Safety Unit.

“Operating a motorcycle 
safely requires the use of special 
mental and physical skills. Rid­
ers can attain these skills by at­
tending professionally taught 
motorcycle operator training 
courses, as well as through per­
sonal experience.”

The DPS Motorcycle Safety 
Unit offers basic and advanced 
motorcycle operator training in 
64 permanent locations.

In addition, the unit offers 
basic and advanced training in 
nine rural locations by utilizing 
two self-contained mobile train­
ing units.

Last year, 26,260 Texans 
took either the basic or advanced 
course.

The basic motorcycle opera­
tor training course is for inexpe­
rienced or unlicensed motorcy­
clists, and the advanced course 
is for more experienced riders.

The basic course may be used 
to waive the licensing road test, 
and both of the courses may 
qualify for ticket dismissal and 
insurance discounts.

While Texas does not require 
all motorcycle riders to wear hel­
mets, the DPS strongly encour­
ages riders to wear helmets to 
increase safety and save lives. 
Texas law states that in order to 
be exempt from wearing a hel­
met, a person must be at least 21 
years of age.

In addition, they must suc­
cessfully complete a motorcycle 
safety course or be covered by a 
health insurance plan providing 
at least $10,000 in medical ben­
efits for motorcycle-related inju­
ries.

one Mind, to protect my son 
whether we are together or apart. 
Affirming the presence of divine 
intelligence helps me be watch­
ful and when I pray, it helps me 
listen more closely to God’s di­
rection. I hear the angel messages 
from God that replace the fear­
ful thoughts. There are times 
when it’s almost like a voice that 
tells me to check on my son. 
Acting on these intuitions ensures 
my son’s safety.

We can pray many times a 
day. I like to start the day pray­
ing and opening my thought to 
God’s plan for me and my fam­
ily.
