City gas deficit of 
$19,805 in December

The City Secretary, Bonnie 
Mayes reported leaks in both 
gas and water lines. Gas lines 
were recently reevaluated and 
the monthly report stated a 
loss of 28 to 29 percent. In a 
sample of 1.3 miles of line, 
there were 17 leaks and 15 
meters that did not work prop­
erly. In another sample of 2.5 
miles of line there were 31 
leaks and 20 meters that were 
not working properly.

The Silk Waters Mooney’s 
complaint was tabled pending 
review by legal council. City 
council wanted a better under­
standing of what occurred dur­
ing the alleged discriminatory 
behavior by a city employee 
and a legal opinion.

The council discussed pro­
viding Nathan Kaufold, a 
Spofford land owner, water 
service to his 500 acres. 
Tootsie Herndon, Mayor Pro- 
tem of Spofford, spoke to the 
council regarding the issue.

Herndon explained there 
was a contract in which former 
Mayor W illiam Mendeke 
agreed to provide the city of

Spofford water service from 
Brackettville. Any new service 
needs to be approved by the 
Brackettville City Council be­
fore the City of Spofford could 
provide it. Herndon’s under­
standing of the contract was, 
water service would be pro­
vided to citizens living within 
the Spofford city limits. City 
of Brackettville attorney 
Eddie Morales explained the 
contract was unclear re ­
garding the city limits, the 
stipulation was the water 
could only be used for domes­
tic purposes not agricultural. 
The council tabled the item for 
further investigation into the 
contract between the City of 
Spofford and the City of 
Brackettville.

The council also tabled 
evaluation of City Secretary 
Mayes due to previous items 
pending on the agenda.

A Resolution was approved 
for a four-way stop sign at the 
intersection of Gove St. and 
Fulton St.

A Del Rio man died after the 
ambulance he was being trans­
ported in blew a tire and rolled 
over on Highway 90 Tuesday 
afternoon.

The 
driver and attendant were in­
jured and transported by Kinney 
County EMS.

Law enforcement officials 
stopped the east/west flow of 
traffic while Air Life of San An­
tonio landed their chopper in a 
cyclone of dust and debris.

Prior to the emergency tech­
nicians arrival, several strang­
ers quickly responded to the 
scene.

“I was grading my driveway 
when I heard a pop and then I 
saw this vehicle spinning out of 
control and rolling over, “ said 
Rusty Feuge the owner of the 
property across the highway 
from the crash site.

County Clerk Dora Sandoval 
unveiled a new voting machine 
on Tuesday as she gears up for 
the primary election on March 
7.

The new voting machines are 
required by the federal govern­
ment in the Help America Vote 
Act (HAVA) of 2002.

The HAVA Act requires 
Kinney County to have “at least 
one direct recording electronic 
voting system or other voting 
system equipped for individuals 
with disabilities at each polling 
place.”

Kinney County has met and 
exceeded that requirement with 
the purchase of four Automark 
Machines and one M l00 Scan­
ner that electronically counts the 
votes.

“We will still have the paper 
ballot and voters may still vote 
by hand, but we have the 
touchscreen machines available 
for those who need or would like 
to use them,” said Sandoval.

The election judges and 
clerks have participated in a spe­
cial training course on the use 
and operation of the new equip­
ment.

The election judges are Bob 
McMahon for Precinct 1, 
Monica Castillo for Precinct 2,

Honey Bee Gomez for Precinct 
3 and Gil Raymer for Precinct 
4.

Early voting for the primary 
starts on Feb. 21 and ends on 
Mar.3.

Water board debates attorney fees
Board has no knowledge of legal charges for last 4 months

KCGCD Board President 
Cecil Smith voiced concerns 
over the district’s attorney fees 
during the Jan. board meeting.

According to C. Smith, nu­
merous hours have been billed 
to the district for discussions, 
emails and correspondence be­
tween the district’s Attorney 
Rick Lowerre and various un­
named board members.

“This, everybody writing, 
everybody emailing, everybody 
calling, is costing us a mint. I 
mean, it don’t take ‘bout four 
or five phone calls, we got over 
$1,000 that’s on our bill. If you 
need something, I think you 
should come to me, or you come 
to Darlene,” said C. Smith.

Board member Chuck Hall 
suggested board members make 
any inquires during board meet­
ings.

“Like I say ever time he picks 
up that phone and he does a 
little work that’s 200 bucks,” 
said C. Smith.

“T hat’s not quite true, 
Cecil,” said Duke Meek, Board 
member.

Meek explained that he re­
called Lowerre saying, at the 
time of hiring, the district would 
not be charged for every phone 
call or email from board mem­
bers.

“We need to get that in writ­
ing,” Hall said.

“Well it should be on one of 
our tapes, because he (Lowerre) 
was at the meeting,” replied 
Meek.

“I’ll tell ya Duke, right now 
we can pull out and see where 
this has been answered, that’s 
been answered on our bill,” said 
C. Smith.

Beth Ann Smith asked the 
board president if he had seen 
the bill.

“I can’t imagine he spends 
that much time on an email from 
a board member or a phone call 
compared to what the rest of the 
bill is,” said B. A. Smith, Board 
member.

“I can tell you about our last 
one, I can tell that now. I bet

you can go there and on differ­
ent things that he has charged 
us with, you’re talking up in the, 
quite a few thousand dollars,” 
C. Smith responded.

Meek suggested the board ex­
amine the bill.

“Why don’t we see a break 
down. That’s our responsibility 
to see that. Then we can make a 
decision,” Meek said.

“All right, in our next one 
we’ll bring y’all how we’ve been 
spending the money,” stated C. 
Smith.

“Well if we can get him back 
on the phone; I’ll ask him about 
what you just brought up,” re­
plied Meek.

Lowerre had been on a con­
ference call with the board ear­
lier during the meeting and said 
prior to hanging up, he would 
be available if the board had 
additional questions.

Without response or com­
ment, C. Smith went on the next 
agenda item.

Attorney fees were once again 
brought up during the financial 
report.

B.A. Smith asked if the dis­
trict had received any bills from 
Lowerre since Sept, of last year.

“I’d have to look. I’m not 
sure, I think we have,” replied 
General Manager Darlene 
Shahan.

“Well, why do we not know 
how much we owe,” asked B.A. 
Smith.

Shahan said the balance due 
was on the Jan. financial state­
ments that had been provided to 
the board.

“As of January, you haven’t 
received any more bills from 
Lowerre, since Sept., is that what 
I’m seeing here,” asked B.A. 
Smith.

“If I’ve received them, I 
haven’t entered them y e t,” 
Shahan answered.

“So, we don’t know how 
much we owe him since Sept, or 
what we’ve been charged for the 
last 4 months,” B.A. Smith 
asked.

“No the bills have been re­
ceived in detail,” Shahan re­
sponded.

“Well, then why are they not

reflected on the amount due 
here,” asked B.A. Smith refer­
encing the Jan. financial state­
ments.

“I don’t know that they are 
not,” replied Shahan.

B. A. Smith explained the 
2005 local audit had a legal fee 
balance of $26,000 as of Sept. 
30, 2005. She then pointed out 
the Jan. financial statements in­
dicated a payment of $15,000 
leaving a balance of $11,000.

“So, my question is why does 
it (Jan. financial statements) not 
reflect any legal bills since Sept. 
30,” B.A. Smith asked.

“I’ll check on that,” Shahan 
said.

C. Smith recognized a mem­
ber of the audience who had a 
question concerning the matter.

“I was just confused when 
Beth Ann was asking about the 
b illin g ,” said Jennifer 
McDaniels.

“I’m sitting here thinking 
you must have just received bill­
ing from Lowerre because you’re 
bringing up about the emails and

Cornyn meets with Texas Border Sheriff’s Coalition
Corayn has taken swift action 

following recent reports of in­
creased violence against Border 
Patrol agents, incursions, and 
seizures of weapons and drugs. 
Sen. Cornyn will co-chair a Sen­
ate hearing in Washington on 
March 1 to address border vio­
lence. The hearing, entitled 
“Federal Strategies to End Bor­
der Violence,” will focus on bor­
der incursions, assaults on fed­
eral agents, gang violence, the 
role of physical barriers and co­
operation with Mexico in secur­
ing the border region.

Sen. Cornyn introduced the 
Comprehensive Enforcement and 
Immigration Reform Act, S.1438, 
to dramatically strengthen en­
forcement, bolster border secu­
rity, and comprehensively re­
form our immigration laws. The 
bill would greatly increase the 
number of border patrol agents 
and ensure they have the equip­
ment and technology necessary 
to provide security along our 
border. Cornyn also introduced 
legislation to combat narco-ter­
ror, largely in response to vio­
lence along the border in the 
past several months.

Discusses urgent need to 
address border security 

WASHINGTON—U.S. Sen. 
John Cornyn (R-Texas), chair­
man of the Immigration, Border 
Security and Citizenship sub­
committee, hosted a meeting 
with the Texas Border Sheriffs 
Coalition on Thursday in the 
Capitol to discuss the urgent 
need to address border security. 
Cornyn said the sheriffs want to 
be full partners with the federal 
government. He added that he’ll 
work with them to ensure they 
have what they need to keep our 
border counties safe.

“For too long now, the fed­
eral government has not lived 
up to its responsibility in secur­
ing the border. After 9/11, it is 
an issue that all Americans must 
care about, and we are playing 
a big game of catch up when it 
comes to providing the resources 
we need to provide that secu­
rity,” Cornyn said. “The com­
prehensive bill I’ve introduced 
will bring significant and much- 
needed federal resources to our 
border, and bolster state efforts. 
We need a comprehensive ap­
proach to security—starting at

the border itself, with the fed­
eral government and its various 
agencies working together.”

The coalition is comprised of 
the sheriffs of all 16 counties 
along the Texas border. It was 
formed last year to address bor­
der security and immigration-re­
lated concerns. The meeting was 
part of Sen. Comyn’s ongoing 
efforts to work with local law 
enforcement and find ways to 
further secure the border.

“We need to work with the 
sheriffs by providing the educa­
tion, training and funding nec­
essary for them to support the 
Department of Homeland Secu­
rity in their effort to keep our 
country safe and enforce our 
laws,” Cornyn said. “There’s a 
lot of concern about this issue, 
not just along the border, but 
here in the nation’s Capital as 
well. My commitment to the 
border sheriffs and to the people 
of Texas is to make sure that as 
we address immigration reform 
and border security we don’t 
leave these sheriffs and our lo­
cal law enforcement officials out, 
but rather engage them fully in 
the process.”

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The ACLU—
Not in your best interest

When you hear the word 
“America,” the word “liberty” 
naturally comes to mind. This 
nation was founded upon the 
principle of freedom—that an 
individual citizen should be mas­
ter of his or her own fate. We 
should be free to pursue the ca­
reer of our choice, free to prac­
tice our faith, and free to estab­
lish homes and families.

Unfortunately, there are a 
number of threats to our liberty 
today. Big government, with its 
burdensome taxes and extensive 
regulations, threatens the lib­
erty of small business owners. 
Corrupt judges threaten the re­
ligious liberty of schoolchildren 
who want to pray in public 
schools. Violent crime forces the 
elderly to be virtual prisoners 
in their own homes—an assault 
on their liberty. And the list 
goes on and on.

As a result of all this, you 
might think there’s a tremendous 
need in this nation for something 
called the American Civil Lib­
erties Union. After all, it seems 
as if our liberty is under con­
stant attack—from the very gov­
ernment we finance with our tax 
dollars. We need organizations 
in the public square that are will­
ing to safeguard our freedom.

However, the ACLU is terri­
bly misnamed. Instead of defend­
ing our liberties, this radical or­
ganization threatens our free­
dom in courtrooms around the 
country. The ACLU will not 
defend the rights of the unborn 
child, opting instead to sacrifice 
babies on the altar of something 
called “choice.” The ACLU is, 
in fact, one of the most vocal 
proponents of all forms of abor­
tion.

If a public high school stu­
dent wants to hold a prayer meet­
ing at school, the ACLU is the 
first in line trying to sabotage 
the project. In the vocabulary of 
the ACLU, there is no such thing 
as religious liberty. Instead, the 
organization routinely fights for 
freedom FROM religion—not 
freedom to exercise religion.

If a mayor wants to place a 
Christmas display on the 
grounds of City Hall, the ACLU 
is at the ready to put a stop to 
it. If a judge wants to post the 
Ten Commandments in the court­
house, the ACLU is prepared to 
fight the idea—all the way to the 
U.S. Supreme Court.

When the ACLU is not being 
downright dangerous, it is en­
gaging in silliness. Take, for in­
stance, the recent case of a high 
school boy who wanted to wear 
shorts in violation of his 
school’s dress code. As teenag­
ers often do, the boy decided to 
rebel. His form of protest? Wear­
ing a skirt to class.

Sound strange? Not to the 
ACLU. In a bizarre turn of 
events, the organization decided 
to get involved in the contro­
versy. Recently, it was an­
nounced that the ACLU had 
reached an agreem ent with 
school officials allowing 17- 
year-old Michael Coviello to 
wear skirts to school.

What about the rights of 
Coviello’s classmates to attend 
school without the distraction of 
a skirt-wearing boy? What about 
the rights of taxpayers to have 
schools that are orderly and 
abide by some kind of standards 
in dress and behavior? The 
ACLU was only concerned with 
the supposed right of a teenage 
boy to engage in cross-dressing.

In a statement, Coviello said, 
“I’m happy to be able to wear 
skirts again to bring attention to 
the fact that the ban on shorts 
doesn’t make sense.”

The only word that adequately 
describes the ACLU is “extrem­
ist. ” It is not extreme in the de­
fense of liberty—it is extreme in 
imposing bizarre attitudes and 
policies on the rest of us.

GMfails to account 4 months of legal bills

about the phone c a lls ,” 

McDaniels added.
“That’s not what she’s (refer­

ring to B.A. Smith) talking 
about,” C. Smith said.

“I ’m talking about any legal 
bill since Sept.,” responded B.A. 
Smith.

“All of a sudden you’re (re­
ferring to C. Smith) addressing 
emails and phone calls like its a 
new thing,” McDaniels said.

“That your bill was astro­
nomical because the emails and 
phone calls,” added McDaniels.

“Yet, your (financial state­
ments are) saying that you 
haven’t received a bill since 
Sept., so why should this be 
brought up at the Jan. meeting,” 
McDaniels asked.

“Well, she (Shahan) is gonna 
look into it again and ... if any­
thing has come in she (Shahan) 
will give Beth Ann the ... on it 
and if there’s anything came in, 
it’ll be fine,” reassured C. Smith.

Shahan recommended the 
board not approve the financial 
statements based on B.A. Smith’s 
comments.

W ithout a motion being 
made or a vote taken C. Smith 
immediately went to the next 
agenda item.

Under the last agenda item, 
items for future consideration, 
Hall revisited the discussion re­
garding Lowerre.

“I would like this business re­
solved about who can and who 
can not contact our attorney. 
This thing has been a lingering 
problem for as long as Fve been 
on this board. When I first came 
on this board, we had a board 
member that contacted our at­
torney at length everyday and 
he ran up bills that would choke 
a mule,” said Hall.

“Why don’t we just call Mr. 
Lowerre,” Meek asked once 
again.

“Wait, wait, that’s not the is­
sue. We address this problem at 
least once a year. The time to 
bring up problems that need to 
be discussed with the attorney 
are here at this board meeting 
or through the president, ” Hall 
said.

Secretary Tootsie Herndon 
asked if a resolution was needed. 
Vice President Don Hood re­
sponded “I think so”.

■ Editorial: What are the is­
sues?

One issue is trying to make 
decisions without the informa­
tion in front o f you, more com­
monly known as an assumption. 
You can not chastise a board for  
wasting money; tell them it’s 
right there on the bill and not 
present the bill fo r  board re­
view.

A second issue is not know­
ing how much has been billed 
by the district’s attorney during 
the last 4 months. The board not 
knowing how much the KCGCD 
has spent in legal fees is a lack 
o f oversight. This is one o f the 
issues reported by state auditors.

A th ird  issue is general 
manager’s (GM) responsibili­
ties, duties and accountability. 
The GM runs the day to day af­

fairs o f  the district, that in­
cludes reading the mail and pre­
paring the financial statements. 
When asked about the districts 
legal bills since Sept. 30, 2005, 
Shahan gave evasive responses.

Initially Shahan indicated all 
the bills were reflected on the 
financial statements. Shahan 
then stated she wasn’t sure if  
there had been a bill from  
Lowerre during the last 4 
months. The largest line item in 
a budget is usually something a 
GM gives close attention.

Shahan then said the bills 
had been received in detail. Wait 
a minute, i f  Shahan knew the 
bills were in detail, she would

had to have seen them.
I f  the GM is responsible fo r  

the financial statements, receives 
and reads the bills, wouldn’t 
Shahan have known they were 
not entered into the books ?

After it was pointed out any 
legal bills since Sept, could not 
have been entered, Shahan said 
she would check on it. You’ll 
check on it? Considering the 
evasiveness o f the answers and 
state audit report, the GM 
should have been told to start 
checking the want ads fo r  a new 
job. Instead the board granted 
the GM even more authority to 
act independently and without 
oversight.

The final issue regards the 
idea o f  passing a resolution 
keeping certain board members 
from talking to or correspond­
ing with legal council. Some 
board members have asked to 
see the legal bills but have never 
been provided copies. We hate 
to recommend this, but the 
KCGCD board should probably 
discuss it with Lowerre. It may 
or may not be true, but we like 
the way Tony Frerich p u t it 
“That’s illegal as hell!”

Why doesn ’t the board review 
the legal bills during an open 
meeting?

I f  the board had adopted this 
procedure in the begining per­
haps the district would not have 
spent $389,909 in legal fees. 
The State Audit indicates some 
o f  these fe e s  where 
unneccessarry.

That’s your tax money the 
KCGCD board is spending with 
so little regard.

You, the taxpayers, have a 
choice to make. You can ignore 
the findings o f the state audit 
and the district court ruling or 
you can hold  the KCGCD  
board, GM and the local 
officicals who unquestioningly 
support them accountable.
