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Arson fire destroys decade long restoration
Suspected arson fire de­

stroyed the James Street home 
of Thomas and Francie Wylie 
and ended the decade long res­
toration project on Aug. 19.

The fire, called in by a neigh­
bor at 11:44 p.m., completely 
consumed the structure within 
four hours and continued to 
smolder even late in the after­
noon on Sunday.

First to arrive on the scene 
was Kinney County Sheriff’s 
Deputy James Blankenship.

Blankenship stated that he 
was surprised by the aggressive 
nature of the fire, but quickly 
moved to evacuate the area and 
have nearby residents move 
their vehicles.

The Brackettville Volunteer 
Fire Department (BVFD) also 
arrived on the scene within min­
utes, but immediately faced sev­
eral difficult situations.

The homeowner had a 250 
gallon liquid propane tank just 
a mere 70 feet from the fire’s 
suspected point origin and the 
property was encircled by the 
county’s only medical facility 
and two prominent churches.

No damages were reported 
by United Medical Center or 
St. Mary Magdalene’s Catholic 
Church, but the windows of the 
parish hall at the First United 
Methodist Church (FUMC) suf­
fered heat damage.

Inadequate protective gear 
and faulty equipment also added 
to the fire department’s woes, 
as some were treated for burns 
and smoke inhalation.

“Young boys helped put this 
fire out, not grown men like 
me, ” said Kinney County Sher­
iff L.K. Buddy Burgess of the 
ordinary citizens that stepped 
up to the challenge of fighting 
the fire.

Blake Ward, Ryan Frerich, 
Seth Frerich, Chestin Clark, 
Whitney Massingill and Wacy 
Taylor reportedly assisted Rich­

ard Slubar in fighting the fire 
on the front side of the house, 
while the BVFD maintained a 
position in the rear alley.

State Fire Officials were on 
the scene with an accelerant 
sniffing K-9 early Monday and 
confirmed that arson was the 
probable cause of the fire.

“It is definitely an arson and 
it’s under investigation by the 
State Fire Marshal’s Office. I am 
assisting the sheriffs office in 
the investigation,” said Deputy 
State Fire Marshal Janine M. 
Mather, CFI in an interview 
with The Brackett News.

“Arson can be determined by

ruling out accidental sources of 
ignition,” Mather continued.

The State Fire Marshal’s of­
fice is offering up to a $1,000 
reward for information that 
leads to an arrest in this case.

Persons having information 
are asked to call 1-877-434-7345.

Since the fire, one suspect

has been questioned multiple 
times and polygraphed by a 
sheriff from a surrounding 
county; but no arrest has been 
made.

Property stolen from the 
Wylie residence last week has 
steered the investigators to seek 
a possible link between the bur-

glary on Friday and the fire on 
Saturday.

The Wylie’s purchased the 
dilapidated property in 1996 
and have spent over nine years 
restoring it.

The Wylie’s were near the 
completion of the project and 
planned to move in later this 
year.

“It’s like nine years were 
wasted. How could someone be 
so cruel?” said homeowner 
Francie Wylie.

“Everyone has been so sweet 
and supportive, but my house 
is gone. I cannot say who did 
this, but I want the sheriffs of­
fice to figure out who did,” con­
cluded Wylie.

As the Wylie Family and the 
community contend with a pos­
sible arsonist still at large, words 
from  FUMC Pastor Jean 
Reardon are offered to stimulate 
healing, “My office window 
looks on what was the Wylie’s 
beautiful home. Like all who 
have witnessed the “birthing” 
of this Brackettville showplace, 
my heart is grieved. In the fif­
teen months that I have been 
here, I have watched the family 
work together to craft a thing 
o f beauty that graced 
Brackettville with stately charm 
and reflected the early history 
of our community. It stood as 
an example of what was possible 
for this town. It represented 
beauty, yes, but also a strong 
work ethic that can turn a veri­
table “sow’s ear” into a “silk 
purse” . The fire destroyed the 
building, but I know that it can­
not destroy the close bond that 
this family has developed as 
they have worked together. I 
pray that the belief that posi­
tive changes can be made here 
will not smolder away in the 
ashes.”

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Teach kids early about 
saving and investing

Bad habits are hard to break. 
But good habits also tend to stick 
around for a long time.

And that’s why you will want 
to teach young children about 
the importance of saving and 
investing. It’s almost never too 
early to start - and your efforts 
can provide a lifetime of ben­
efits.

By the time most children 
reach age five, they have more 
than enough cognitive skills to 
understand the basics of saving 
money.

Of course, the older they get, 
the better equipped they will be 
to handle more sophisticated 
concepts of investing.

In any case, when your chil­
dren are young, start them off 
on the right financial path by 
taking these steps:

Set attainable goals - Kids 
will be more motivated to save 
money if they can see themselves 
achieving goals.

And that’s why you don’t

want to burden them too soon 
by trying to get them to save 
for a long-term objective such 
as college.

Such a goal may well be ap­
propriate - and even desirable - 
when children are a bit older, 
but when they are quite young, 
have them put money in a simple 
savings account for things like 
toys, video games, CDs, etc.

By putting away money 
regularly and seeing how their 
efforts are rewarded, children 
will learn something about fi­
nancial discipline and delayed 
gratification - and they’re likely 
to be more appreciative of their 
possessions. Reward children’s 
efforts To help children leam 
to save and invest, you may 
want to offer a helping hand.

Specifically, consider 
partially“matching” children’s 
deposits into their savings ac­
counts.

If you were to put in a quar­
ter or fifty cents for every dol­
lar they deposit, their savings 
will have an opportunity to 
grow faster and they will feel 
they are getting “bonus” pay­
ments.

Make investing fun - Try to 
get your children or grandchil­
dren involved in picking and 
following a stock for fun.

So, if your children are in­

terested in athletic shoes, for 
example, take a “research trip” 
to the nearest sporting goods 
store and study which shoes 
seem to be most popular.

Also, ask your children what 
types of shoes their friends are 
wearing. If your children are old 
enough, you may also want to 
go over annual reports and 
other financial inform ation 
about the stock, but don’t get 
too bogged down with numbers, 
especially if you see your child’s 
eyes glaze over.

Do, however, follow the 
stock’s price and discuss the fac­
tors that may or may not be caus­
ing this price to rise or fall.

Stress long-term nature of 
investing Stress that a stock is 
not the same as a bank account, 
and educate them to let them 
know this type of investment is 
not for impulse purchases or to 
meet short-term goals.

Instead, tell your children 
that stocks are for the long term.

You might want to share with 
them some of your brokerage 
statements that show how many 
years you’ve owned some of 
your investments.

By following these sugges­
tions, you can help your kids 
develop good savings and in­
vestment habits.

Talk to them soon.

On August 14, President 
Bush signed legislation that re­
sulted in a huge victory for the 
residents of San Diego, Califor­
nia, as well as Christians every­
where.

The bill may seem insignifi­
cant viewed apart from the his­
tory that helped shape it, since 
it simply guarantees transfer of 
ownership of the Soledad Vet­
erans Memorial from the local 
to the federal government.

The history, however, is un­
deniably momentous.

For seventeen years, an in­
tense legal battle has raged be­
tween the City of San Diego 
and the ACLU, representing 
atheist Philip Paulson. At the 
center of this battle is the Mt.

Soledad Cross, a 39-foot- 
high marker standing as the fo­
cal point of the Soledad Veter­
ans Memorial - a monument 
honoring those who served in 
the Korean War.

Receiving its most recent 
update in the mid-fifties when 
the memorial park was erected, 
the cross has existed in various 
forms since 1913.

Paulson, a Vietnam vet, 
claiming that the Cross“ ex­
cludes veterans who are not 
Christian,” and the ACLU with 
the help of the ultra liberal Fed­
eral Ninth Circuit Court have 
made the passing of this latest 
bill crucial to the longevity of 
the Cross.

On more than one occasion, 
the courts have ordered the 
demolition of the Cross - each 
time forcing the citizens of San 
Diego to seek new forms of po­
litical action to save their hill­
side guardian.

In an impressive show of 
unity in support of the values 
our nation once thrived upon, 
both Houses of Congress stood 
resoundingly in favor of this 
bill with the Senate unani­
mously approving and the 
House overwhelmingly approv­
ing it (349-74), and sent it to 
the President for his signature.

Several prominent Repub­
licans who sponsored the bill 
were present during Monday’s 
signing, including Rep. Brian 
Bilbray (R-CA), who precisely 
stated the appropriate constitu­
tional and moral stance on this 
issue:

“Just because something may 
have a religious connotation 
doesn’t mean you destroy it 
and tear it down. ”

Unfortunately, those who 
support the Soledad Cross have 
not quite yet won the final 
battle to preserve the memorial.

The ACLU has already filed 
suit in an attempt to block the 
sale of the land to the federal 
government, as they did when 
the city tried to sell the land to 
a private non-profit organiza­
tion.

This latest suit has the po­
tential to reach the hallowed 
halls of the U .S. Supreme 
Court, and if it does, I urge you 
to pray that every Justice on the 
Court is led to make the right 
decision in pro tecting  the 
Soledad Cross and all that it 
embodies.

In the immortal words of 
form er P resident Ronald 
Reagan, “The First Amendment 
of the Constitution was not 
written to protect the people of 
this country from religious val­
ues; it was written to protect re­
ligious values from government 
tyranny.”

May President Reagan’s 
words stay engraved in our 
hearts and minds as we continue 
to elect and pray for officials 
who will use his words and vi­
sion as a guideline for their 
platforms and policies.

Findlay Field in Menard, 
Texas is home to the Menard 
Yellow Jackets. First built in 
1934, it is an impressive foot­
ball stadium, with big concrete 
bleachers on the home side and 
fold-down theater-style seats in 
(what one imagines) is the VIP 
section, just beneath the press 
box.

1 med. size yellow or zuc­

chini squash

tional )
salt and pepper to taste
Wash squash and julienne

(cut in long strips) peel and cut 
onion in quarters: slice 1 /4 -3  
1/8 in. slices: separate. Spray 
teflon coated skillet with butter 
flavored spray, then heat to med. 
high to stir fry veggies. Cook 
until just tender, but still firm, 
about 4 min. Add seasoning to 
taste. If tomatoes are to be added, 
do so the last min., careful to 
not include any liquid.

Fast and Yummy 
Pre- cooked and breaded fish 

portions
1 pkg. Hush Puppy Mix 
Canola Oil 
1 pkg. cole slaw mix 
1 can Pork and Beans (or bean 

of your choice)
Pre- heat oven and cook fish 

as directed. Mix hush puppy 
mix as directed, adding approxi­
mately 1/4 chopped onion (more 
if desired), green chilies or 
jalapeno if that is the way you 
like them. Pour oil into heavy 
medium size skillet, 1/2 to 3/4 
full and heat until one drop of

water sizzles when dropped in. 
Drop hush puppy mix into oil 
by tsp., carefully, so as not to 
splash oil. Pan will hold ap­
proximately 4-5 “puppies” .

Migratory Game Bird Har­
vest Information Program (HIP) 

You have to be HIP!
Certification’’ Required to 

hunt migratory game birds in 
Texas. Do you hunt doves, 
ducks, geese, sandhill cranes, 
woodcock, rails, snipe, coots 
or gallinules in Texas? If so, 
you must be HIP certified be­
fore go hunting. When you buy 
a hunting license you will be 
asked if you intend to hunt any 
migratory game birds during 
the upcoming hunting seasons. 
When you answer yes, your li­
cense will indicate that you are 
“HIP Certified.”

You will then be asked a few 
simple questions about your 
hunting success last year. 
That’s it! There is no cost to 
you. Why collect harvest in­
formation?

HIP stands for Harvest In­
formation Program, and cer­
tification in this program means 
that better information will be 
available to wildlife profes-

sionals so they can better man­
age your wildlife resources.

Inadequate inform ation 
about the impacts of hunting 
on species populations has 
been used as a reason to chal­
lenge hunting regulations in 
some states. Thus your coop­
eration is extremely important.

For a number of years the 
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
(FWS) surveyed a small num­
ber of federal duck stamp buy­
ers about their hunting, but the 
precision of the estimates of 
waterfowl harvests needed to be 
improved.

Also this survey did not in­
clude millions of hunters who 
hunt doves, woodcock and 
other migratory game birds.

And differing methods and 
timings of state surveys make 
it impossible for them to add 
up to a valid estimate of the 
migratory game bird harvest at 
regional and national levels. 
How does HIP work?

Most importantly HIP is not 
the migratory bird harvest sur­
vey. It is simply a way of gath­
ering the names and addresses 
of migratory bird hunters and 
information about their previ­
ous years hunting activity.

Of the total group of HIP 
certified migratory game bird 
hunters, the FWS will select 
small samples to participate in 
the actual harvest surveys.

These selected hunters will 
receive hunter record cards 
prior to the m igratory bird 
hunting season or soon there­
after, and will be asked to 
record their daily harvests of 
various migratory game birds, 
and to return the completed 
record card at the end of the 
hunting season.

An even smaller portion of 
these hunters will be asked to 
send in wings and tail feathers 
from the birds that they har­
vest throughout the year, so 
that biologist can determine the 
species, sex, and age composi­
tion of the migratory birds har­
vest in the US.

These surveys will provide 
much more accurate harvest in­
formation than previous ones, 
and will make it possible for 
the FWS and Texas to more ac­
curately determine the status 
and needs of our migratory 
game bird resources.

Will you hunt doves, ducks, 
geese or other migratory game 
birds during the coming hunt­
ing season’s (ducks, geese, 
doves, sandhill cranes, coots, 
gallinules, woodcock, rails or 
snipe)? Did you harvest more 
than 10 ducks or geese, and 
more than 30 doves?

Which of these types of mi­
gratory birds did you harvest 
last year? coots/snipe, rails/ 
gallinules, woodcock?

Texas drought reaches milestone

tation, Texas -  Texas has been 
ot and dry for months, and a 
;cent drought assessment by 
exas Forest Service confirms 
'hat most farmers, ranchers and 
refighters have already seen.

Thanks to persistent hot, dry 
'eather, the average Keetch- 
yrarn Drought Index (KBDI) for 
te state has now climbed into 
le top three percent of the his- 
trical average drought read- 
tgs, according to Tom Spencer, 
re risk assessment coordinator 
utli Texas Forest Service.

“This situation does not bode 
'ell for agricultural interests or 
irefighters in the state, de- 
lared Spencer. “In recent his- 
iry, there have been only two 
ther years that the average state 
:BDI index reached this same 
•vel: 1998 and 2000. In both 
f these years, Texas experi- 
nced severe summer tire 
ieges.”

Wildfire responses in the state 
ince June support the growing 
oncern among firefighters. 
Tom June 1 through August 20. 
exas Forest Service fire per- 
onnel battled 578 wildfires that 
urned an estimated 101,77 
cres across the state. Fire de- 
artments using the Texas For- 
st Service on-line fire report- 
rig system to record their fire 
esponses reported 2,884 fires

that burned an estimated 70,587 
acres over this same period.

The average drought index 
value for the state has contin­
ued to climb, even though re­
cent rains have lowered the 
KBDI drought index for coun­
ties in the Texas Panhandle and 
Trans-Pecos regions.

The continued climb of the 
drought index shows how ex­
tremely dry the rest of the state 
is getting, said Spencer.

Information about fuel (veg­
etation) dryness across the state 
is available on the Internet at 
h ttp ://w ebg is.tam u.edu /tfs/ 
raw sd/dry ness. png. KBDI 
drought averages for counties 
can be accessed at h ttp :// 
webgis.tamu.edu/tfs/kbdi_daily/ 
kbdicounty.png. A 30-day pre­
cipitation deficit map available 
at http://www.tamu.edu/ticc/ 
precip_def_map.jpg also helps 
visually portray why and where 
drought conditions are most se­
vere in the state.

As hot and dry as it is, it 
doesn’t take much of a spark 
to start a w ild fire , and it 
doesn't take much wind to in­
crease the risk of home losses 
and the danger to firefighters 
and residents alike, said Gary 
Lacox, w ildfire prevention 
chief for Texas Forest Service.

“It is absolutely imperative 
that everyone - and I do mean

everyone - take every possible 
precaution to prevent wildfires 
from  o c c u rr in g ,” Lacox 
stated.

The fire prevention chief 
urged strict compliance with 
outdoor burning bans and 
proper disposal of smoking 
materials.

He also said that use of 
welding and grinding equip­
ment around dry vegetation 
should be avoided if possible 
and closely monitored for ac­
cidental fire starts.

Even driving through tall, 
dry grass and weeds should be 
avoided, as hot catalytic con­
verters could ignite wildfires.
