Aussie Method Trains Any Dog in Hours, Not Weeks

(NAPS)—While pet owners
would prefer their dog’s bark
be worse than its bite, con-
stant barking can be particu-
larly biting to the ears—and
patience. A dog that jumps up
on people, is too aggressive,
or does not come when called
can be difficult to live with as
well, That's why experts say
behavioral training is 8o
important—and that lasting
training isn't about treats and
physical punishment. It's
about understanding the way
Fido thinks and communi-
cating in a way that estab-
lishes the owner as top dog.

“Dogs are pack animals.
They have a specific way of
interacting, which includes
an instinctual manner of
communication. Learning
how to communicate effec-
tively with your dog in a lan-
guage it understands is the
first step toward establish-
ing leadership and control,”
says Andrew Brooke, CEO of
Bark Busters USA.

Bark Busters, founded in
Australia in 1989, has trained
more than 250,000 dogs world-
wide and now has franchised
offices in 30+ states. The
Australian founders of Bark
Busters, pioneers in animal
behavior, developed a natural
training technique that uses
the same communication
methods-body language and
voice control-that dogs follow
as part of their instinctual pack
mentality.

pulling on the leash—each
examples of the dog taking
charge. Dogs will challenge
for leadership in the home,
just as a wolf will in the wild.
The owner needs to win all
challenges to demonstrate
good leadership.

o There are several ways
to establish leadership. First,
ignore all requests from the
dog, such as nudges to be pet-
ted, or played with. To do 5o,
break eye contact. Then, when
the dog has “given up,” call
him back to you to be petted
or to play. When he responds
to you, versus you to him, he
sees you as the leader. If he
misbehaves, such as chewing
on a child’s toy, correct his
behavior with a forceful, low-
toned growl (“BAH”). As soon
as he stops, offer pleasant,
high-toned praise. He will
understand his mistake and
respect you as his leader.

e In the wild the leader
always leads the pack—phys-
ically. Establish your leader-
ship by always leading your
dog—up and down stairs,
through doorways, and espe-
cially on walks. Remember,
the leader always leads.

“This training method
works with any dog, regard-
less of problem, age or breed,”
adds Brooke. The method is
so successful, his company
guarantees it for the life of the
dog. Bark Busters has devel-
oped a Dog Behavior Quiz and
dozens of dog training arti-
cles.

| MYTH: The low pressure with a tornado causes buildings to “explode” as the tornado passes overhead.
TRUTH: Violent winds and debris slamming into buildings cause most structural damage.

MYTH: Windows should be opened before a tornado approaches to equalize pressure and
minimize damage.
TRUTH: Leave the windows alone. The most important action is to immediately go to a safe shelter,

MYTH: If you are driving and a tornado is sighted, you should turn and drive at right angles to the storm.
TRUTH: The best thing to do is to seek the best available shelter. Many people are injured or killed when
remaining in their vehicles.

MYTH: People caught in the open should seek shelter under highway overpasses.

TRUTH: Take shelter in a sturdy reinforced building if at all possible. Overpasses, ditches, and culverts
may provide limited protection from a tornado, but your risk will be greatly reduced by moving
inside a strong building.

A cloud-to-ground lightning strike begins as an invisible channel of
electrically charged air moving from the cloud toward the ground.

Lightning Myths and Truths

MYTH: Ifitis not raining, then there is na danger, from lightning. :

TRUTH: Lightning often strikes outside of heavy rain and may occur as far as 10 miles away from
any rainfall. This is especially true in the western United States where thunderstorms sometimes
produce very little rain, ¥ :

MYTH: The rubber soles of shoes or rubber tires on a car will protect you from being struck by lighining.

TRUTH: Rubber-soled shoes and rubber tires provide NO protection from lightning. The steel frame of a
hard-topped vehicle provides increased protection if you are not touching metal. Although you
may be injured if lightning strikes your car, you are much safer inside a vehicle than outside.

LEGISLATION BY REPRESENTATIVE FLORES HOLDS ADULTS KCCOUNTARLE FOR
GLIVING KIDS ACCESS TO AT CONOT

Automatic Drivers License Suspensnon for Adults who Provide Alcohol to Minors

(Austin) - In an cffort to
stem underage drinking,
Rep. Kino Flores (D-Mis-
sion) and advocates of a
measure to keep alcohol out
of the hands of young
people announced legisla-
tion that establishes auto-
matic driver’s license sus-
pension (ALS) for six
months for any adult who is
convicted of purchasing or
knowingly furnishing alco-
hol to a minor. It also
strengthens the ALS pen-
alty for any minor convicted
under this code.

“It is the responsibility of us
all to protect our young
people from the dangers as-
sociated with underage drink-
ing. Itis time we rally around
the protection of our children,
and we are announcing a zero
tolerance policy for underage
drinking." said Rep. Flores.
*In Texas, we have tough
laws on the books for minors
attempting to purchace or
consume alcohol. What we
are missing is the same stan-
dard for adults who know-
ingly provide access to alco-
hol for minors.

Rep. Flores was joined by
Partners for Zero Tolerance
for Underage Access. a coa-
lition which includes CLEAT,
the Combined Law Enforce-
ment Associations of Txas;
Diageo, the world's leading
spirits, beer, and wine com-
pany; Texas Safety Network,
an Austin-based education
forum and informational ex-
change bringing Texans to-
gether to discuss key alcohol-
related issues and promote

alcohol rexponslblhl) and
the Texas Package Store As-
sociation, whose members
range from small “mom-
and-pop” single store opcra-
tors to the largest chains in
Texas, and the Texas Alco-
holic Beverage Commission
Agents Association, whose
members are charged with
enforcing the Alcoholic
Beverage Code.

“Spring is a time of cel-
ebration for tamilies with
spring break, the proms and
graduation. Unfortunately, it
is also a season of dread for
parents, because too often
these celebrations turn into
a time of personal tragedy as
a result of underage drink-
ing,” said Virginia Sanchez,
Vice President of Commu-
nications & External Affairs
for Diageo North America.
*As a company of families -
of brothers, sisters, mothers
and fathers - we belive pro-
tecting our children from the
dangers associated with un-
derage drinking is the
resposibility of us all. That’s
why we are actively sup-
porting initiatives across the
country to keep our kids safe
by keeping alcohol out of
thier hands.” Diageo is sup-
porting Zero Tolerance coa-
litions to back similar legis-
lation being introduced in
almost 20 states, including
Arizona, Colorado, Con-
necticut, Maine, Oregon,
Pennsylvania, and Virginia.

The bill, H.B.1357,
amends the Texas Alcoholic
Beverage Code in an effort
to reduce the incidence of

underage drinking by taroer-
ing the number one sourc:
of providing alcohol for teen
consumption - adults them-
According to re
search from The Century
Council, a not-for-profit
educational organization
aimed at fighting drunk driv-
ing and preventing underage
drinking, 65% of underage
drinkers get their alcoho!
from family and friends.
Although progress has
been made over the last 20
years, underage drinking re-
mains a serious problem,

selves

with more than 17 percent of

12 to 18-years-olds report-
ing drinking in the past
month. Studies indicate that
minors remain overrepre-
sented in alcohol-related
traffic fatalities.

These same studies have
shown that suspension of a
driver’s license is an effec-
tive deterrent for adults and
teens - even more so than the
threat of jail time. No one
wants to lose a license. This
legislation encourages
adults and kids to act re-
sponsibly when it comes to
alcohol.

“We must hold adults
more accountable for these
illegal actions,” Rep. Flores
said. “Current penalties are
not sufficient deterrent or so
many kids wouldn’t be get-
ting alcohol from aldults.
Hopefully this additional
penalty will make a differ-
ence.”

Currently, the Texas Alco-
holic Beverage Code makes
supplying alcohol to minors

a Class A isdemeaiior pun-
ke by imonctary lines and
o juil time. H.B.1357 adds
a new section to the law that
suspends the convicted
person’s driver’s license for
180 days or requires a 180
day waiting period after the
person applies to the De-
partment of Public Safety
for reinstatement or issu-
ance of a driver’s license. If
there was a previous of-
fense, the suspension is for
one year.

“When you limit underage
access to alcohol, you make
underage drinking a lot
harder to accomplish.” said
Virginia Sanchez.

A majority of states al-
ready apply license suspen-
sion or revocation to under-
age alcohol-related of-
fenses. This bill would pro-
vide license suspension for
adults who knowingly pro-
vide alcohol to minors.

“Let’s work together to
keep alcohol out of the hands
of our young people. Let’s
encourage them to make re-
sponsible choices before they
are faced with tough situa-
tions. We can do this by stop-
ping the problem where it
starts: with adults illegally
providing accesss” said Rep.
Flores.

“What Have We Learned

From Terri Schaivo?

Anyone who is not moved
by the tragedy that is Terri
Schiavo’s end-of-life story I
don’t want for a neighbor.
Terri was a person and her
fate could easily be our own.
Clearly, none of us would
want to pass from this life as
a public spectacle, the object
of public vitriol by our
family. But Terri is gone, so
the only thing we can do now
to dignify her life is to ask
ourselves, “What can we
learn from her experience?”

First, we’re reminded that
Terri lived and died because
God created her. No amount
of human travesty can
change that. As “Purpose
Driven Life” book author and
pastor, Rick Warren of
Mission Viejo, Calif., would
say, Terri had a purpose. So
do each of us.

Second, if we don't like a
law, we need to change it.
Pro-life supporters castigated
judges as tools of the devil
because they did not over-
rule Terri’s husband’s
decision to remove her
feeding tube. While I most
decidely share pro-life
sentiments, I cannot
condemn judges for strict
interpretations of the law,
particularly law that was
developed to protect the
sanctity of the family.

Terri’s husband may be a
cad, but he was still legally
her husband to the end of her
lite. It courts could set aside

his familial decisians,..
"being what' we are really

. . I ) Headib agcy x
ignoring cuStody law, therr
they can set aside yours.
They could order your

spouse’s feeding tube
removed even if you
determined it should remain.
This case created a collision
of pro-lite principles and
fainily values the law was
unprepared to handle.

Third, technology is now a
major player in cnd-of-life
considerations. Less than a
generation ago, Terri would
likely have died naturally and
earlier absent'the technology
capability to sustain her life.
This part of Terri’s story is
not rare. Medical and
ministry professionals and
families face Terri-type
questions. Are we using
artificial means to prolong
life or prolong suffering? Are
we allowing death or
instigating killing? When
does technology
dehumanize? Our moral
obligation is to develop our
philosophy before persons
are caught in the vortex of
what we can do and what we
should do.

Fourth, what one spouse
says to another about
extraordinary medical care
and end-of-life matters
should be committed to print.
This 1s not a matter of distrust
of the spouse as much as it is
a protection of the spouse
when the stress comes.
Living wills are moving from
optional to essential.

Fifth, more is at stake than
administering the clash of
technology and the law.
When phrases like
“persistent vegetative state”
are psed to yefer to human

“personhood.” When is a
person’s life no longer worth
sustaining? When is a
person's “quality of life” so
unacceptable they’d be better
off dead? What do our
answers mean for
Alzheimer’s patients, people
with severe mental defects,
children suffering from spina
bifida and other physically or
mentally debilitating
afflictions?

These questions do not
suggest easy answers, Terri
has helped us understand
that, and she will be
remembered as a transitional
figure in the interplay of
faith, reason, and technology.

AUSTIN - A non-profit
group  dedicated to
preserving Texas’ beaches is
making waves about House
Bill 1603 and its companion
Senate Bill 740, hoping the
Legislature and all Texans
interested in the state’s long
coastline will take a closer
look at the measures.
Introduced by Rep. Dennis
Bonnen (R-Angleton), the
House bill relates “to the
authority of certain political
subdivisions to erect or
maintain shore protection
structures and the location of
the line of vegetation in
relation to those structures.”
The measure would amend
the Natural Resources Code
to exempt the municipal
utility district for the
Treasure Island subdivision
at San Luis Pass in Brazoria
County from the Texas Open
Beaches Act. The Texas
chapter of the Surfrider
Foundation says the
measure, which reads like a

local bill aimed at a local
problem dealing with beach
erosion caused by the fast-
moving waters of San Luis
Pass, would privatize the
public beach and create a
legal precedent that could
lead to further loss of public
beaches. The House Land
Management Committee
voted 8-0 on April 7 to send
the measure to the floor.
