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County polices City for free

Kinney County Com­
missioner’s Court discussed 
County law enforcement in the 
City at their regular meeting 
Tuesday, February 19, in the 
county courtroom.

During departmental reports, 
Kinney County Sheriff L.K. 
Buddy Burgess aimounced the 
resignation of Major James 
Blankenship effective February 
15.

Burgess also expressed con­
cerns during the meeting on 
working in the City o f 
Brackettviile without compensa­
tion from the City.

“I think die County should 
have been charging the City 
years ago for doing their work,” 
said Burgess.

“The County Sheriffs depart­
ment is responsible for the 
county, we’re not responsible 
for anydiiug in incorporated cit­
ies but this occurs across die 
state. You can’t ignore the City 
of Brackettviile, so we work for 
the City of Brackettviile.”

Burgess also stated the ma­
jority of the work included bur­
glaries, wrecks, family violence 
and nightly business checLs in­
side the city limits.

Kimiey County Appraiser Bill 
Haenn presented a review and 
assessment of recorded Texas 
Historic Landmark properties in 
Kimiey County, but after a long 
discussion with, commissioners, 
the item was tabled with Com­
missioner Nat Terrazas saying, 
“I can’t approve this” .

Commissioner Pat Melancon 
stated, “It just doesn’t seem con­
sistent to me... I am not ready- 
to approve the list as i s . ” 
Melancon then requested addi­
tional information from Haenn.

Commissioners approved 
opening bids for requests for 
proposals to provide profes­
sional records management ser­
vices to get county in compli­
ance with Local Government 
Code (LGC) 203.

LGC 203 reads: Recognizing 
that die citizens of the state have 
a right to expect, and the state 
has an obligation to foster, ef­
ficient and cost-effective gov­
ernment and recognizing the 
central importance of local gov­
ernment records in the lives of 
all citizens, the legislature finds 
that; (1) the efficient manage­
ment o f local governm ent 
records is necessary to the ef­
fective and economic operation 
of local and state government; 
(2) the preservation of local 
govermnent records of perma­
nent value is necessary to pro­
vide die people of the state with 
resources concerning their his­
tory and to document their 
rights of citizenship and prop­
erty; (3) convenient access to 
advice and assistance based on 
well-established and profession­
ally recognized records man-

agement techniques and prac­
tices is necessary to promote the 
establishment of sound records 
management programs in local 
governments, and the state can 
provide the assistance impar­
tially and uniformly; and (4) the 
establishment of miiform stan­
dards and procedures for the 
maintenance, preservation, mi­
crofilming, or odier disposition 
of local government records is 
necessary to fulfill these impor­
tant public purposes.

According to Comity Audi­

tor Sandra Fitzpatrick, the last 
update to county government 
records mcluduig disposal was 
in 2002-2003.

The court discussed in length 
the Border Star and Linebacker 
program reimbursements and 
funds.

The court gave approval for 
the Kinney Comity Library to 
paint the Fritter room.

Commissioners gave autho­
rization to Carl Esser to pmsue 
the application process in the 
2008 Border Colonia Access

Program for additional road 
improvements and paving in 
Spofford.

Russell Nowell was ap­
pointed by the court to the 
Kinney County Historical Com­
mission.

A surplus auction was ap­
proved for April 26, at 9 a.m. 
Commissioner Joe Montalvo 
will act as the auctioneer.

Precinct 1 Commissioner 
Marvin Davis and Judge John 
S. Fritter were absent from the 
meeting.

rently owned by Tim Ward, was 
selected as one of the historical 
landmarks.

This building, completed in 
1885, by D r. W illiam  R. 
Partrick, was once the W.R. 
Partrick Drug Store and Fancy 
Notions located in the east side 
of the first floor, a general store 
on the west side of the first floor 
and the Partrick Hotel on the 
second floor.

Partrick sold the building to 
R. Stratton and Co. in 1913, 
who owned two mercantile 
stores in Brackettviile.

Ward has recently renovated 
the second story apartment and 
the first floor is home to the 
Brackettviile Sunset Funeral 
Home.

The U.S. Army Signal Corps 
building, located adjacent to 
what is now Unit 23, served as 
the Communications Center for 
Fort Clark from 1932 until 
1944.

'This building was built be­
ginning in 1931-1932 accord­
ing to Ft. Clark, Texas General 
Plan, 1944.

An addition was built to ac­
commodate living quarters for 
Signal Corps soldiers.

The building served as the 
communications center for a 
mere 12 years.

The unit today is a single 
family residence owned by Wil­
liam and Dorothy Olson.

When changing jobs,

Critical habitat proposed for threatened Devils River Minnow

Jo Anne Walker Hawkins of Austin passed away Monday, 
February 11, following an illness of a litde over three years. 
During that time she exhibited her usual bravery, determina­
tion, thoughtfulness, and humour. In her struggle she was en­
couraged by her family, her many friends, her co-workers at 
UT Austin, and fellows at St. John Neuman Church in West 
Lake Hills. She received care from the staffs of M. D. Anderson 
Hospital, Houston; Texas Oncology, Austin; and Austin Hos­
pice and Christopher House.

A fifth generation Texan, Jo Anne was bom in El Paso on 
November 28, 1938 to Nell Seargeant Walker, who survives 
her, and Fred Hewlett Walker who preceded her in death. She 
is survived by her husband of 47 years, Dan Hawkins, whom 
she met in Art School at UT; their daughter Laura and her 
husband Dr. Joachim Grevel of Geneva, Switzerland and their 
children Walker, Carl, and Witiko and Ines Grevel; their son 
Fred Walker Hawkins and his wife Laura Beth of Ann Arbor, 
Michigan and their cliildren Jemiifer, Elizabeth, Emily, and 
Elijali; and by their daughter Dr. Wendy Hawkins and her hus­
band Dr. Avrim Fishkind of Houston and tlieir children Max 
and Julia.

She attended schools in College Station, Texas where her 
father was with Texas A&M. In 1956 she graduated from’Texas 
A&M Consolidated High School as Salutatorian. She gradu­
ated Sunrma Cum Laude from the University of Texas at Austin 
witli a Bachelor of Science in Art in 1960 whereupon her father 
sent her on a grand tour of Britain and Europe during which 
she visited her cousins the Hewlett family of Kent.

She was a member of Delta Gamma Sorority.
In 1966 she graduated with a Master of Library Science, UT 

Austin and in 1967 began employment with the University of 
Texas Libraries. In 1987 she completed her Master of Public 
Administration at the Lyndon Baines Johnson School of Public 
Affairs.

Jo Anne completed 40 years with the UT Libraries in 2007 
as Senior Associate Director for Public Services. During her 
career she administered numerous departments and served as 
head of the Perry-Castaneda Library. She was active in the 
American Library Associatien;-the Texas-Library Association,- 
and president of its Austin chapter 1987-89, and co-chaired its 
1998 annual conference in San Antonio in which Laura Bush, 
then First Lady of Texas participated; and the Society of Uni­
versity of Texas Librarians of which she was president in 1974. 
She received many awards tlnoughout her career including the 
Library Excellence Award and was named a Distinguished Gradu­
ate of the School of Library and Information Science, both in 
1983.

During her tenure, the UT Library System rose in esteem 
internationally to be considered to rank among a handful of thé 
greatest libraries in the world, including the Libra^ of Con­
gress, tlie Harvard Library, the French Bibliotec Nationale, and 
tlie British Library. Jo Anne was a consultant to the British 
Library in electronic modernization when it was moved to its 
new facilities. She also was consultant to the vast New York 
City Public Library. Such was the renown of the UT Libraries 
prodigious acquisitions that when a group of international li­
brarians was entering the Bodleian Library at Oxford Univer­
sity, a librarian from Harvard was heard to quip, “If Jo Anne 
likes it she’ll write a requisition for it and ship it back to Texas”.

In her spare time, Jo Anne enjoyed painting, playing witli 
her nine grandchildren, and spending time with family at their 
ranch near Comstock, Texas.

A memorial service is scheduled for Saturday, February 23, 
10:30 a.m. at St. Jolm Nemnann Church, 5455 Bee Caves Road, 
Austin.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service has reopened its com­
ment period on the proposed 
designation of critical habitat for 
the rare Devils River minnow 
found in streams in Val Verde 
and Kinney Counties. An eco­
nomic analysis has been drafted 
and is now available for public 
review.

A meeting to discuss the criti­
cal habitat designation and its 
supporting documents has been 
scheduled for Wednesday, Feb. 
27 in Del Rio at the Kennedy 
Room, Del Rio Civic Center, 
1915 Veterans Blvd. The meet­
ing begins with an informational 
session from 6 to 7 p.m. and the 
public hearing runs from 7 to 8 
p.m. The draft economic analy­
sis estimates the costs of federal 
agencies consulting on miimow 
conservation efforts in die pro­
posed designated areas to be less 
than $30,000 annually. The 
document is available at http:// 
WWW. fw s. gov/ south west/es/ 
AustinTexas/ or by calling 512- 
490-0057, ext. 237.

The public is welcome to com­

ment on the agency draft docu­
ments either at the hearing, via 
the internet or by mail. For elec­
tronic submission, follow the 
instructions for submitting com­
ments at h ttp :// 
www.regulations.gov. Com­
ments may be mailed to Public 
Comments Processing, Atm: RIN 
1018-AV25; Division of Policy 
and Directives Management; 
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service;

The 
deadline for all comments is 
March 10.

When specifying an area as 
critical habitat, the Endangered 
Species Act requires the Service 
to consider economic and other 
relevant impacts of the designa­
tion. If the benefits of exclud­
ing an area outweigh the ben­
efits of designating it, the Sec­
retary of the Interior may ex­
clude an area from critical habi­
tat, unless that would jeopardize 
the existence of a threatened or 
endangered species. Critical 
habitat is a term in the Endan­
gered Species Act that identifies 
geographic areas containing fea- 
mres essential for the conserva­
tion of a threatened or endan­

gered species, and which may 
require special management con­
siderations or protection. Des­
ignation of critical habitat does 
not affect land ownership, estab­
lish a refuge or preserve and has 
no impact on private landown­
ers taking actions on their land 
that do not require federal fund­
ing or permits.

The Service proposes desig­
nating 47.5 miles of rivers and 
streams as critical habitat for the 
species The stream segments 
being proposed for critical habi­
tat designation are largely rural 
within privately owned ranches, 
except for the portions of San 
Felipe Creek (owned by the City 
of Del Rio and local private en­
tities), and a small segment of 
the Devils River within the Dev­
ils River State Natural Area 
(owned by the State of Texas and 
managed by the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department).

The Devils River minnow is 
a small fish (usually less dian 
three inches) with hatched mark­
ings along its sides and lateral 
line that extends through the 
upper lip. The species only lives 
in spring-fed streams of the west­
ern Edwards Plateau in Texas

that are tributary to the Rio 
Grande. The species requires 
pereimial streams of clean flow­
ing water where they inhabit 
shallow areas with moderate to 
swift currents. They use gravel 
bottoms to deposit their eggs for 
spawning and are most often 
found in association with aquatic 
vegetation, presum ably for 
cover to avoid predators.

The species did occurred in 
two other streams in Kinney 
County: Las M oras Creek 
(where it has not been found 
since the 1950s) and Sycamore 
Creek (where it has not been 
found since 1989). The mission 
of tlie U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service is working with others 
to conserve, protect and en­
hance fish, wildlife, plants and 
their habitats for the continuing 
benefit of the American people.
