County gives City and Fort ok to bum  brush

Kinney County
Commissioner’s Court met for a 
Regular meeting on Monday, 
March 17, in the County Court­
house.

Commissioners granted the 
City of Brackettville and Fort 
Clark Springs an exemption 
from the current 90-day bum ban 
in order to bum municipal brush 
at a designated Texas Conmiis- 
sion on Eviromnentall Quality 
inspected site located on the 
Fort. The exemption stipulates 
the parties must seek the ap­
proval from Director of Emer­
gency Services Bruce Hudgens 
and good weather conditions 
must exist prior to burning.

Com missioner Melancon 
made a motion to approve a reso­
lution presented by Carl Esser 
for a Border Colonia Access 
Grant that authorizes an appli­
cation to be filed on behalf of 
the County for the City of 
Spofford. Spofford is tlie only 
recognized colonia in Kinney 
County and is seeking funds for 
paving additional roads in 
Spofford. According to the Sec­
retary of State’s website, “The 
term “colonia," in Spanish 
means a community or neigli- 
borhood. Tlte Office of the Sec­
retary of State defines a 
“colonia” as a residential area 
along the Texas-Mexico border 
that may lack some of the most 
basic living necessities, such as 
potable water and sewer systems, 
electricity, paved roads, and safe 
and sanitary housing.”

Commissioners unaniihously 
approved the resolution.

ITie court tabled any action 
on renewing tlie Kinney County 
Little League Baseball lease and 
issues with the electrical meter 
loop. According to the league’s 
representative, Mitzie Brandt, 
there were concerns about the 
outdated power meter last year 
and American Electric Power 
removed all wiring and boxes 
from the location. Little league 
officials are now seeking dona­
tions from tlie local electric co­
operative. Commissioner Joe 
Montalvo requested the league 
look into donations then report

back to tlie court with a cost for 
.materials. Commissioner Pat 
Melancon stated he would like 
to have an exact amount the 
county would be spending be­
fore they could autliorize any 
expenditures.

Outside auditor Wayne Beyer 
presented his audit of fiscal year

to the com m issioners. The 
county liad an ending reserve in 
the General Fund of 
$1,446,254.00. Beyer stated 
tliere was “good conservative 
budget management in this 
county” . Also according to 
Beyer, Kimiey County has a re­
serve of approximately seven

ending on September 31, 2007 montlis. He normally suggests a

tliree niontli reserve or a million 
dollars, which ever is greater.

Commissioner Marvin Davis 
was absent from the meeting.

TTie court will hold a special 
meeting before their next Regu­
lar meeting to discuss pending 
items such as tlie Kinney County 
Little League and other impor­
tant issues.
