Fire burns 60 acres of Kickapoo State Park

A massive, scorcher of a wild­
fire covered a little over 2,400 
acres north of Brackettville late 
last week.

TTie fire was first reported to 
the S heriffs Department on

Thursday at 1:40 p'.m. by two 
local rancher foremen and con­
tinued to bum throughout the 
weekend as it moved into 
Edwards County.

16 miles nordi of Brackettville 
where two brush piles were 
burning. There was not a bum 
ban in effect at die time of die 
fire.

The fire crossed the Dutch 
Mountain Ranch property line 
onto the Pamandan Ranch, 
where it is estimated to have 
burned between 80 to 85 per­
cent of the acreage. The fire then 
crossed Cedar Creek Road, 
scorching land on the Triple T 
Ranch and eventually crept 
along the fence line of the Pi- 
non Ranch.

Palmer. Palmer resigned on May 
15 prior to the May 17th meet­
ing which posed a lack of a quo­
rum.

The Board approved the min­
utes of the last Regular meeting.

Committees such as the archi- 
tecmral, recreation, planning, 
RV, golf, community council 
and preservation committee gave 
reports to the Directors.

Directors approved an agree­
ment on a game harvest and also 
gave authorization for the re­
placement of the RV office roof.

Winchell was sworn in at the 
end of the meeting.

Departm ent sent three 
firefighters; Texas Forest Ser­
vice helped douse the flames 
with three bulldozers, six trucks, 
several helicopters and water 
planes from Abilene and the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety supplied aerial support 
that helped spot flare ups. TTie 
Kinney County Sherriff s De­
partment and Texas Department 
of Transportation aided in con­
trolling traffic on Highway 674 
and keeping curious spectators 
out of harm’s way.

Ranch owners worried 
throughout the night over the 
potential loss of their homes, 
lodges and fuel tanks, but no 
structures were reported to be 
damaged. Sources say the losses 
were minimal considering the 
intensity and rapid movement of 
the fire.

The fire destroyed one bull­
dozer on the Dutch Mountain, 
one deer blind and some exotic 
animals on the Pamandan and 
burned fences on the Triple T 
and Pinon Ranch.

The dozer operator reportedly 
sustained minimal bums to his 
arms and face.

Water lines were damaged 
and hundreds of indigenous 
trees were incinerated.

Currently there is a seven day 
probationary bum ban in effect 
until the Kinney County 
Commissioners can meet again. 
City Hall announced the ban in­
cludes all areas inside the city 
limits of Brackettville.

Local fire officials say the 
Texas Forest Service left the area 
on Sunday and other fire depart­
ments stayed on through Mon­
day to battle flare ups. KCFR still 
has vehicles in the area as a pre­
cautionary measure, but says a 
good shower of rain over the 
weekend was very helpfiil.

Texas Forest Service Global 
Positioning System tracking map 
estimated 2,438 acres were 
burned, although local ranchers 
have estimated the burned acre­
age to be in excess of 5,000.

According to the Texas For­
est Service website, “Texas For­
est Service was created in 1915 
by the 34th Legislamre as an in­
tegral part of The Texas A&M 
University System. It is man­
dated by law to “assume direc­
tion of all forest interests and all 
matters pertaining to forestry 
within the jurisdiction of the 
state.”

Many groups and agencies came and helped Kinney County Fire 
Rescue (KCFR) extinguish the fire and I would like you to know 
who they are. For the record KCFR had a total of 2 brush trucks, 
I tanker truck on scene and the rescue van on scene.

Jerry Rust and the Val Verde VFD came witli 3 fire tmcks. 
Uvalde VFD came witli one fire truck and one large water tanker. 
Nueces Canyon came witli one fire truck and one support truck.

WASHINGTON D.C. - U.S. Senator Jim Inliofe (R-Okla.) to­
day praised the passage by unanimous consent of his bill (S.1877) 
clarifying U.S. law to allow veterans and servicemen not in uni­
form to salute the flag. Current law (US Code Title 4, Chapter 1) 
states that veterans and servicemen not in uniform should place 
tlieir hand over their heart without clarifying whetlier they can or 
should salute tlie flag.

“The salute is a form of honor and respect, representing pride 
in one’s military service,” Senator Inhofe said. “Veterans and ser­
vice members continue representing tlie military services even 
when not in uniform. Unfortmiately, current U.S. law leaves con­
fusion as to whether veterans and service members out of uniform 
can or should salute the flag. My legislation will clarify tliis regu­
lation, allowing veterans and servicemen alike to salute die flag, 
whether tliey are in uniform or not. I look forward to seeing those 
who have served saluting proudly at baseball games, parade, and 
formal events. I believe this is an appropriate way to honor and 
recognize tlie 25 million veterans in tlie United States who have 
served in the military and remam as role models to otlier citizens.

However, if  S usually iidt Such 
a good idea to chase “hot” 
stocks - and here’s why:

■You may be relying on an 
unreliable source. You can get 
a “hot stock tip” from anyone:

practor, your dentist or your dry

cleaner. While all tliese people 
probably mean well, tliey may 
not be tlie market experts on 
whom you wish to rely. But even 
the so-called market “gum s” 
who tout stocks in magazines, 
on television or on the Internet 
may not be the best forecasters, 
either, so you’ll need to take 
tlieir advice with a grain of salt, 
especially as tliey know nothing 
about your individual situation.

•You may be too late. You 
may actually find a hot stock - 
but by the time you do, it’s also 
been “discovered” by a lot of 
other investors.

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chasing a hot stock - one that, 
almost by definition, has risen 
sharply - you’ve probably al­
ready disqualified yourself from 
the “buy low” part of the for­
mula, which means your stock 
may have less “upside” poten­
tial tlian other, cheaper stocks.

have lost the foot or the leg.” 
Woodard’s fighting spirit inspires 
one of his greatest admirers.

“He has a very good atti­
tude,” said his mother, Irene. 
“He’s not bitter about anything. 
He’s determined to walk again 
and he’s in good sp irits .” 
Medical advances since the 
Viemam era have resulted in 
more soliders surviving battle­
field wounds, doctors say.

“Having served in the mili­
tary myself, I served in Viemam, 
at the time the whole emphasis 
was getting the injured person 
back to care from the battlefield 
where they were injured,” said 
Jim Yonts, executive director of 
the Association of Military Os­
teopathic Physicians and Sur­
geons in Severn, Md. “We have 
tried to move health care forward 
to the injured party, so instead 
of taking the helieopter flight 
out of the jungle, for example 
as in Viemam, we try to posi­
tion medical help closer to the 
battlefield so there is a shorter 
time in terms of treating the in­
jured party.

“Tlds has resulted in major 
changes in the survivability. 
Someone injured in Iraq or Af­
ghanistan stands a better chanee 
of survival man someone injured 
right here in me United States, 
due to me position of eare.”

But as medicine advances, so 
does warfare technology. Impro­
vised explosive devices such as 
mose commonly used by insur­
gents in Iraq cause more exten­
sive damage than similar devices 
in previous wars.

That leaves doctors scram­
bling to keep pace, and to help 
soldiers recover.

W oodard’s case involved 
sueh intricate procedures -  me 
rebuilding of blood vessels par­
ticularly -  mat hand surgeons 
were ealled in to perform tire 
delicate surgeries.

“The mind of man continues 
to find ways to make things 
blow up and military medicine 
continues to work to try to over­
come them ,” Yonts said. 
Woodard wants people at home 
to know one thing.

“I have a whole platoon of 
guys over there that are still 
fighting the fight,” Woodard 
said. “They’re still doing it and 
they’re not complaining. That’s 
where tliey want to be. All mis 
talk about pulling out and ev­
erything... tírese guys want to 
stay mere and finish mis fight 
so we don’t have to go back. 
They’re very dedicated to mat. 
Very dedicated.”

Woodard graduated from 
Smarts Draft High School in 
1992. After servmg eight years 
in me military, he took a break 
to pursue a master’s degree in 
criminal justice, which he earned 
in 2004 from New Mexieo State 
University. He has also attended 
Officer Candidate School, where 
he added Airborne and Ranger 
qualification to his list of accom­
plishments.
