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Stabbing leaves man hospitalized
A Brackettville man was stabbed in the abdomen, but law en­

forcement officials say the victim claims he does not know who 
was at fault for his injuries.

Joe Lewis Dixon, 49, known to currently be living in Brack­
ettville, was treated by local emergency medical personnel at 9:24 
p.m. on November 29 for stabbing wounds to the lower left arm 
and the lower left abdomen. Dixon was later transported to Val 
Verde Medical Center in Del Rio and then emergency airlifted to 
a hospital in San Antonio.

Dixon walked into the Kinney County Fire Rescue building 
located on Ellen Street in Brackettville and wanted medical atten­
tion for his wounds, a sheriff’s incident report reads.

According to the Kinney County Sheriffs Department, a deputy 
was dispatched first to the EMS building where Dixon claimed he 
just woke up in his truck and he had been mysteriously stabbed 
twice. Later, after obtaining a witness statement, deputies traveled 
to 312 East Veltman Street in Brackettville where Richard Rene 
Clark, 41, was arrested for aggravated assault with a deadly weapon.

KCSO officials are still investigating the crime, but believe the 
two men, both heavily intoxicated, were fist fighting when Clark, 
who suffered from a broken nose and other minor injuries, as­
saulted Dixon with a knife. No drugs were confiscated at the scene.

Dixon was questioned a second time in the hospital, but still 

refused to name Clark as his assailant.
Clark’s bail was set at $5,000, but at press time he still re­

mained in lock up at the county jail.

Trustees conclude search for new super
Brackett ISD Board of Trust­

ees announced they have nar­
rowed their search for a new 
superintendent down to one lone 
candidate.

“On N ovem ber 25, the 
Brackett ISD Board of Trustees 
named Robert Keith Westbrook 
as lone finalist for the position 
of superintendent/CEO. He has 
served Texas public schools 20 
years, most recently as superin­
tendent/CEO at Grandfalls-Roy- 
alty ISD. Westbrook began his 
career as teacher and coach at 
Milano ISD. He continued serv­
ing the district as principal and 
interim superintendent. He has 
also worked at the Texas Youth 
Commission as an educator,” 
read a statement released by the 
Texas Association of School 
Boards (TASB) December 1.

Brackett school board mem­
bers have been searching for a 
new superintendent since the 
position was vacated by Paula 
Renken in September. Renken 
resigned her position with BISD 
to take a position with Region 
20 based in San Antonio.

Trustees hired Butch Felkner 
of TASB’s Executive Search Ser­
vices to help them fill the posi­
tion and after a detailed process 
decided on Westbrook.

Felkner reports he advertised 
the position on two education 
websites popular with Texas edu­
cators looking to promote and 
received 18 applications from all 
over the state.

Felkner met with local par­
ents, teachers and administrators 
in order to obtain information 
on what kind of superintendent 
the community wanted.

All 18 applications were 
brought before the trustees

where they cut the number down 
to six candidates they wanted to 
personally interview.

Of the six, four were inter­
viewed and the number was then 
reduced down to two candidates 
that were actually interviewed a 
second time.

The board invited the top can­
didates and their spouses to din­

ner, followed by a private fol­
low-up interview.

“We were looking for some­
one who would fit in with the 
community to help the district 
blossom. I am very pleased with 
TASB and Mr. Felloier. He was 
very professional and the entire 
plan was well executed,” said 
school board president John

Paul Schuster.
The search cost the district 

$5,700.
TASB is the oldest and larg­

est education search firm in 
Texas.

The board is scheduled to 
vote to hire Westbrook on De­
cember 17 at the Central Office 
Board Room.

The city of BrackettviUe is cited by The Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality. At the request of several area residents, a 
Field Operations Agents, from Laredo visited BrackettviUe the 
first week of November. The area in far west BrackettviUe, from 
Beaumont Street to Coffin Street and from Spring Street to Veltman 
Street, an area known affectionately by many as Coyote Hill, has 
been used as an unauthorized dumping ground by many of 
BrackettviUe’s residents for many, many years. Along these roads, 
people have dumped dead animal carcasses, worn out tires, shabby 
furniture, household trash and garbage, creating a sancmary for 
rats, snakes and other unwanted rodents. The agent from the TCEQ 
toured the area in question with city employee David Martinez, as 
the city manager Henry Garcia was not available. The city man­
ager in the past weeks had repeatedly denied requests to clean-up 
the area saying “We (the city) didn’t put that trash and up there 
and we ain’t goanna’ pick it up .” While on their tour, David 
Martinez and the field agent made a visit to the Kinney County 
Appraisal District, where Chief Appraiser William Haenn explained 
to them that “ The streets in BrackettviUe are 55 feet wide. Each 
residents personal property line starts 271/2 feet from the center 
of the street. A determination was made that the trash along those 
streets is on city property and a Citation is being issued from the 
TCEQ to the City of BrackettviUe for clean-up. It would be in the 
best interest of the citizens and residents of BrackettviUe, that 
Uiey each remove anything of value that they might have outside 
their property line.

them. While this fact may not 
thrill you, there is a bright side: 
By selling some of your losers, 
you can offset capital gains you 
may have realized elsewhere in 
your portfolio. If you didn’t sell 
any winning stocks this year — 
and thus had no capital gains — 
you can use your losses to re­
duce up to $3,000 of ordinary 
income for 2008. And if your 
losses exceeded $3,000, you can 
carry them forward indefinitely 
and use them to offset gains or 
ordinary income in the fumre.

• Observe “wash sale” rules. 
One drawback to selling your 
losers is that you may have 
wanted to keep these stocks in 
your portfolio, despite their de­
cline in value. Can you buy them 
back? You can — but you need 
to follow the “wash sale” rules. 
If you want to claim your loss 
as a deduction, you can’t buy 
the same stock during the “wash 
sale” period — the day of the 
sale, tHfe'30'days‘befbrc'thé sale 
anafiffid' '̂30t'aayA''aftér'-3iife sale.' 
(See your tax advisor for more 
information on wash sale rules.)

• Put more money into your 
401(k). Your 401(k) is a great 
retirement-savings vehicle — for 
several reasons. First, you typi­
cally contribute pre-tax dollars, 
so the more you put in, the lower 
your taxable income. Second, 
your earnings can grow on a 
tax-deferred basis. And third, 
you may have a dozen or more 
investment choices, so you can 
build a portfolio that reflects 
your risk tolerance, time hori­
zon and retirement goals. So, if 
you haven’t exceeded the con­
tribution limit (which, in 2008, 
is $15,500, or $20,500 if you’re 
50 or older), ask your employer 
to adjust your remaining pay- 
checks to boost your contribu­
tion. Also, if you receive a year- 
end bonus, see if you can put 
some or all o f it into your 
401(k).

• Add to your IRA. You actu­
ally have until April 15, 2009 
to fully fund your traditional or 
Roth IRA for 2008, but if you 
can avoid waiting until the last 
minute, you might not have to 
come up with a big lump-sum 
payment. For the 2008 tax year, 
you can put up to $5,000 into 
your IRA, or $6,000 if you’re 
50 or older.

• Make charitable contribu­
tions. When you contribute to a 
charitable organization — one 
that has received 501(c)(3) tax- 
exempt status — your donations 
are generally tax- deductible, 
provided you itemize your tax 
return. Plus, if you decide to 
donate a stock or other appreci­
ated asset, you can avoid capi­
tal gains taxes when the asset is 
sold.

If you can check most of these 
items off your year-end “to do” 
list, you’ll close out 2008 on a 
high note — and position your­
self for success in 2009 and be­
yond.
