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Brackett declared purple city

The City Council met March 
10 with all members present.

Event Chair for die Brack­
ettville Relay for Life Elena C. 
Lmia spoke on behalf of diose 
who have battled cancer; to re­
member those who have been lost 
to this disease and to fight back, 
“because we have all been touched 
by cancer and desperately want 
to put an end to diis disease.”

According to Luna, this year 
marks the twenty fifth amiiver- 
sary of the Relay for Life. It was 
in May of 1985 tliat Dr. Gordy 
Klatt realized the need for addi­
tional fund raisers for cancer 
research. Klatt organized a 24 
hour walk/jog/run around a 
track in Tacoma , Washington a 
nd raised $27,000 in that first 
event through the American 
Cancer Society. The Brack­
ettville Relay began in 2006. It 
started with a Brackettville higli 
school junior, Allison Carroll, who 
wanted to help her fadier who was 
dying of cancer. Last year there 
were 13 teams and they raised over 
$20,000. Tlie goal tliis year is 
$22,000 with 15 teams participat­
ing. All proceeds go to the Ameri­
can Cancer Society, dedicated to 
die education, advocacy, patient 
services and research to &id a cure. 
Luna challenged die city council 
to tbmi a team composed of mem­
bers of die council and city em­
ployees to be a part of die Relay 
on May 2 and 3 from dusk to 
dawn. Tlie City Council miani- 
mously signed a proclamation that 
die city of Brackettville be a purple 
city and diat rai ApriL 15, 2009 , 
to heighten awareness of the 
need for cancer research, city 
employees will wear a purple 
ribbon and BISD students, staff 
and other businesses will be en­
couraged to wear purple and to

donate pennies.
Mayor Pro-tem Mary Flores 

made a motion for a resolution 
that the City establish the office 
of City Manager and give Henry 
Garcia the right to act as City 
Manger. The motion carried 
unanimously. The resolution 
states tliat, “whereas die City of 
Brackettville has been operating 
under the rules and guidelines 
of local and federal Code 25- 
001.” Wliereas die City Coun­
cil, in a regular meeting in May 
2005 took action to furdier af­
firm the position of City Man­
ager planning. The City Man­
ager is a chief executive officer 
of the city widi unilateral au­
thority over all properties and 
is accountable to the City Coun­

cil for the proper conduct of all 
municipal operations.

A motion was made and passed 
for the city to vacate a section of 
Louise Street located between 
Coffin Street and Windus Street. 
This property is located behind 
die Border Patrol Station. Another 
action conveyed the property to 
the Border Patrol in excliange for 
re-routing of the sewer line from 
Louise Street to provide service 
on Quinde Street, South Windus 
Street, Spicer Alley and Louise 
Street. The action also authorized 
die City Manager to execute the 
appropriate documents to carry 
out die transaction. Garcia said 
that it was a “win-win” situation 
in that it will serve the Border 
Patrol room for future growth and

diat diey would bear die cost of 
re-routing the sewer line. Tlie mo­
tion was carried by all.

Garcia requested a special 
meeting of the City Comicil to 
cancel the upcoming election of 
May 9 in Brackettville to fill two 
positions on the ballot. As there 
were only two applications re­
ceived as of die deadline of 5pm 
on Monday March 9, one for 
space one and one for space 
three on the ballot, diere was no 
need to hold the election 
thereby saving the city money. 
The City Council has yet to set 
a date for that meeting as the 
notice must be posted 72 hours 
prior to doing so.

The meeting adjourned at 
6:50 p.m.

Dorris has ‘‘no 
comment” for press

Billy Jack Dorris refused to 
comment on his current finan­
cial situation and impending 
court case while in The Brackett 
News office last week.

Dorris, who reeently signed 
contracts with Fort C lark 
Springs to open three restau­
rants and a bar on the retired 
cavalry base, is currently being 
sued for fraud by Big K Energy, 
et al for taking more than a half 
million dollars for a turnkey 
drilling project in Liberty 
County and then not paying the 
service companies that actually 
performed the work.

Dorris is accused of stiffing 
the service companies and giv­
ing the money to family mem­
bers, including his brothers

Michael and David Dorris. The 
service companies are owed 
hundreds of thousands of dollars.

Dorris signed a contract in 
December, 2008 with FCS in his 
own hand as Billy Jack Dorris 
doing business as J and J Invest­
ments, but then filed an assumed 
name certificate two months later 
at the Kinney County Clerk’s Of­
fice in his son Jacob Dorris’ name.

When asked why he did this, 
Dorris responded, "You can 
speak to my law yer.” When 
asked who his lawyer was for the 
restaurant, he stated Daniel 
Mora, the same attorney repre­
senting him in his fraud case.

Dorris was then asked about 
his financial status and why, as­
suming his contract with the fort 
was true, would he instead of 
investing in the Fort Clark res­

taurants, not pay Ins creditors. 
To tins Dorris responded, “No 
comment.”

Billy Jack Dorris purchased 
a classified ad for his son Jacob 
who is currently filing for a 
Texas Alcoholic Beverage Com­
mission (TABC) license.

Although Jacob Dorris’ sig­
nature appeared on die check 
that paid for the classified ad, 
Jacob, himself did not utter one 
word while in the newspaper 
office; a visit that lasted more 
than ten minutes.

Dorris was expected to ap­
pear in court on March 9, to face 
his accusers, but the date was 
tentatively rescheduled for 
March 17 at the 164th District 
Court in Houston.

Spectators from Brackettville 
are planning to attend.
