Water district recinds motion to hire new GM

At a special meeting of the
Kinney County Groundwater
Conservation District on Janu-
ary,7, the directors voted to re-
scind their decision to hire Carl
Strain as the districts general
manager. While the reason was
not stated, it was clear that there
Were major

concerns. In a later conver-
sation with Beth Ann Smith, a
director on the board who voted
to rescind the decision, it was
based on findings when the
board followed up on the refer-
ences submitted by Strain in his
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resume. Although Smith could
not go into detail on their find-
ings, their misgivings justified
their actions and upon the ad-
vice of the KCGCD attorney,
they reversed that decision.
Strain had not started work with
the district prior to the rescis-
sion.

At the request of Mr. Strain,
the meeting was held in open
session. Once the motion was
made and seconded, the question
was immediately called for, thus
eliminating any opportunity for
the directors to question Strain
or for Strain to address allega-
tions that had been previously
brought to his attention. Strain

provided documentation to the
board citing his qualifications
for the position as well as sev-
eral letters of reference. How-
ever, he feels that unsubstanti-
ated rumors pertaining to inci-
dents alleged to have happened
in previous employment situa-
tions may have influenced the
decision of the board.

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‘Time to make New
Year’s financial
resolutions

Like many people, you may
make some New Year’s resolu-
tions. Perhaps you’ve promised
yourself that you’ll visit the gym
more often or learn a new lan-
guage or reconnect with a long-
lost friend. All of these are wor-
thy goals, of course, and if you
achieve them, you may add new
dimensions to your life. But if
you want to accomplish other
major milestones you may have
envisioned — a new home, col-
lege for your kids, a comfort-
able retirement and so on — you
may need to set some New Year’s
financial resolutions.

What type of financial reso-
lutions should you make? Here
are a few ideas to consider:

Contribute as much as
you can afford to your 401(k).
Take full advantage of your
401(k) or other employer-spon-
sored retirement plan. Your con-
tributions are typically tax de-
ductible and your earnings grow
on a tax-deferred basis. Every
time you get a boost in salary,
try to increase the amount go-
ing into your 401(k), but at the
very least, contribute enough to
earn the employer’s match, if one
is offered. In 2010, the contri-
bution limit for 401(k) plans is
$16,500, or $22,000 if you’re
age 50 or over, although both
these limits may increase if they
are indexed for inflation.

g “Max out” on your
IRA. Even if you have a 401(k),
you’re prebably still eligible to
contribute to an IRA. A tradi-
tional IRA grows tax deferred,
while a Roth IRA’s earnings are
tax free, J;0v1ded you’ve had
your account at least five years
and don’t start taking withdraw-
als until you’re 59-1/2. (Your
ability to contribute to a Roth
IRA is based on your income.)
You can fund your IRA with vir-
tually any type of investment.
In 2010, you can put in up to
$5,000 to your IRA, or $6,000
if you’re age 50 or older, al-
though, as was the case with your
401(k), these limits may go
higher if they’re mdexed for in-
flation.

Rebalance your invest-
ments as needed. Over time,
your goals'and risk tolerance can
change. That’s why it’s a good
idea to review and rebalance
your portfolio at least once a
year, possibly with the help of a
professional financial advisor
who is familiar with your situa-
tion. j
Avoid “emotional” in-
vesting. Don’t make decisions
based on emotional reactions to
what’s happening with your in-
vestments. For example, just
because the price of an invest-
ment may have dropped signifi-
cantly, it doesn’t mean you
should rush to sell it. Despite
the price drop, it may still have
good prospects and it might be
an important part of your in-
vestment strategy. Consider all
factors before making “buy” or
“sell” decisions.

Keep sufficient cash in
your portfolio — During the
long bear market of 2008 and
early 2009, many investors dis-
covered that they lacked
enough cash in their portfolios.
Of course, you need enough
cash on hand to meet unex-
pected expenses without dipping
into long-term investments. But
beyond that, the presence of cash
and short-term, more liquid in-
vestments can help reduce the
volatility in a portfolio that may
sometimes be battered by both
the stock and bond markets.

These financial resolutions,
like all types of New Year’s reso-
lutions, may not be easy to keep.
But if you can stick with them,
you may have many happy new
years in the future.

He was an incredible
crooner, and recorded many
beautiful Christmas songs and is
known for his rendition of
“There’s No Place Like Home
for the Holidays”. He received
2 stars on Hollywood’s Walk of
Fame, one for his singing and
another for his TV work. Mr.
Como had a five year run on
CBS with “The Perry Como
Show”. In every show that Perry
Como appeared in, he always
opened his show with the song
“Dream Along With Me”, and
closed his show with the song
“You Are Never Far Away”.

In a city with less than per-
fect records for marriage, he
married Roselle Beline in 1933
and stayed married to her until
her death in 1998. He stated that
the highlight of his career was
being presented with a Kennedy
Center Honor by President
Reagan.

Mr. Como passed away in
2001, he is remembered for his
wit, wonderful personality, and
his smooth style and voice. He
said of himself “For the amount
of talent I had - and I couldn’t
dance, act, or tell a joke - [ en-
joyed a tremendous career.”
