Who owns the Spofford dump?
Property has become no known mans land

The Kinney County Commis­
sioners held a Special Meeting 
to discuss the dump in Spofford 
with the Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality (TCEQ) 
on March 22. Most recently, 
the construction company doing 
road work in Spofford disposed 
of the waste road materials at 
the location known by most as 
the “Spofford Dump”.

The area in question is 8.5

acres of land bordered on the 
south by the city of Spofford 
and on the north by the Mobley 
Ranch.

Originally the property was 
owned by I. & G.N. RR. Co. 
and it was part of a 219 acre 
tract later conveyed to Leroy E. 
Elledge. Records show that be­
tween 1911 and 1913, Elledge 
sold off several parcels of the 
property but no mention was 
made of that particular tract of 
land. When Elledge died in 
1917 without a will, that prop­

erty was not listed among his 
assets. If he sold the property 
at some point in time, it was 
never recorded and therefore, 
according to state law, it re­
mains part of the Elledge estate. 
Taxes have not been paid on 
that tract since Elledge owned 
it.

Since 1917, perceptions have 
changed as to who owned the 
property and parts were sold off. 
In the early 1970’s, Mr. Malone 
thought he bought that property 
and he excavated material from

it to use on his airstrip that is 
the airport in Spofford. The 
error was made when the prop­
erty was surveyed and an incor­
rect point of origin was used. 
Malone’s property should have 
actually been located further 
south. Mr. Malone is now de­
ceased and the pit became a 
place where dumping began to 
occur, not only by local resi­
dents but also by individuals 
from outside the area. The er­
ror was discovered when a new 
survey was done to locate the

streets for paving.
TCEQ became involved 

when an anonymous tip alerted 
them to the illegal dumping 
situation. TCEQ wanted to shut 
down the p it. Meanwhile, 
Kinney County, with the aid of 
grant money, contracted with a 
paving company to repave 
streets in Spofford. The con­
tract specified that any

City building professional staff

Brackettville City Manager 
Henry Garcia has patiently and 
quiedy been building a profes­
sional maintenance staff since he 
was hired two years ago.

Garcia, directly in charge of 
the city’s day to day operations, 
confirmed Tuesday he has a to­
tal maintenance staff of 17, most 
of which have been certified in 
a variety of maintenance skills.

All Seventeen are qualified to 
work on the water system. One 
employee has D-level water 
operator’s license and is study­
ing for his C-level license. Two 
other men are currently in train­
ing to obtain their D-level li­
censes. Twelve maintenance 
employees are certified to work 
on the natural gas lines. The city 
has one employee licensed in ani­
mal control.

Garcia says the employees are 
trained by a state certified in­
structor and are cross trained 
in maintenance functions to in­
crease productivity and effi-

ciency.
One of the most pressing is­

sues the city faces today is the 
water system’s infrastructure. 
The city’s pipes were installed 
in 1929 and after eighty years, 
the water system is in need of 
constant repair. Garcia stated 
that prior to his hiring, the city 
paid an outside contractor 
$1,000 per day to do the work 
on the water system and they in­
stalled about 1,500 feet of new pipe 
per month. Now with a trained in- 
house staff, the city can install on 
average 1,500 feet per week and 
at the same time save the city a 
significant amount of money.

The City was recently 
awarded a $350,000 Texas De­
partment of Rural Affairs STEP 
grant to be used to fund the im­
provement and maintenance of 
a new water system. The money 
can be used for engineering and 
to purchase materials and a com­
bination of city workers and vol­
unteers will put in the sweat eq­
uity to complete the project.

Put your tax refund to work

It’s Tax Refund Season again. 

This year, if you’re going to get 
a check from your Uncle Sam, 
why not put it to work to help 
you meet your financial goals?

Last year, the average tax re­
fund was more than $2,700, ac­
cording to the IRS. The size of 
your refund, or whether you will 
get one at all, depends on your 
individual circumstances. But if 
you are going to get a refund, 
plan ahead for what you’ll do 
with it.

Here are a few possibilities: • 
Pay down some debts. In these 
difficult economic times, you 
may be tarrying a higher debt 
load than usual. If so, you may

want to use some of your refund 
to pay down some of these debts. 
The lower your debt payments, 
the better your cash flow and the 
more money you’ll have to in­
vest for the future. ■ Build an 
emergency fund. If you don’t al­
ready have an emergency fund 
containing six to 12 months’ 
worth of living expenses, you 
could use your tax refund to start 
one. Without such a fund, you 
may find yourself constantly dip­
ping into your long-term invest­
ments to pay for unexpected 
costs, such as a new furnace or 
an expensive car repair. Keep 
your emergency fund in a liq­
uid account one that you don’t 
draw on for your day-to-day 
expenses. ■ Help fund your IRA. 
In 2010, you can put in up to 
$5,000 to your IRA. Conse­
quently, if you received a $2,700 
refund, you’d have more than 
half of what you need to fully 
fund your IRA for the year. (If 
you’re 50 or older, however, 
you can contribute up to $6,000

A variety of homestead 
exemptions could lower 

your property taxes!
A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your home 
by lowering its taxable value. If your home is valued at $50,000 
and you receive a $15,000 homestead exemption, your home will 
be taxed as if it were worth $35,000.

Who qualifies for an exemption?
Anyone who owns a home on dan. 1 and uses it as a primary resi­
dence on that date is entitled to a $15,000 homestead exemption 
to lower school taxes this year...and it doesn’t  matter if your home 
is a house, condominium or mobile home, Counties, cities and 
special taxing districts may also offer homestead exemptions.

Are other exemptions available?
If you’re d isab led-or if you’re 65 years old or o lder-you are 
entitled to- an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your 
home. And if you qualify for the 65 or older or disabled exemp­
tion, you’re also entitled to a permanent, locked-in “ceiling’’ on 
the school property taxes on your home. (The county, city or junior 
college may adopt a tax ceiling to lock in 2010 taxes as the high­
est amount to t 65 and older or disabled homeowners.} The age 65 
or older homeowners school tax ceiling transfers to t ie  surviving 
spouse, if the spouse is 55 years of age or older at the time of 
death and lives in and owns the home. The age 65 or older home- 
owners (or their surviving spouses 55 years of age or older) also 
may transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their 
former home's school tax ceiling, to a new home.

If you're a disabled veteran who receives from the Veterans Affairs 
(VA)—(1) 100 percent disability compensation due to a service 
connected disability and (2) a rating of 100 percent disabled or a 
determination of individual unemployability, you are entitled to an 
exemption from taxation of the total appraised value of your resi­
dent homestead. A surviving spouse does not qualify.

Do I have to apply each year?
No. If you had a homestead exemption on your home in 2009, 
you won’t need to reapply for 2010 unless your chief appraiser 
requires i t  However, if you haven’t received an exemption on your 
present h om e-o r i f  you've moved to a new hom e-you’ll need to 
file for an exemption for 2010. tf you are 65 this year, you may file 
for the age 65 or older exemption up to one year after the date 
you turned 65. And if you became disabled, you need to file for 
the disabled person’s exemption.

When and where should I file?
File applications by April 30 at your appraisal district office. If you

vated material was to be removed from the City of Spofford. 
Unbeknownst to the County, the contractor was told by local 
authorities to dump the material in the pit. When the grant plan7 
ner and the engineer discovered the error, they came to Judge Ward 
and told him what had been done. The additional material in the pit 
must also be considered contaminated and now the problem has grown 
by error.

The contractor feels that he should be paid for his work and 
the job was well done. However, the engineer must sign off on 
all payments made to the contractor and he does not feel he can 
sign 9ff on a payment when the contractor acted outside the terms 
of the contract.

The mayor and the city council from Spofford were in atten­
dance at the meeting as well as Carl Esser, Esser and Company, 
Craig Bell, TRC Engineers, Ken Dirksen with D.G. Smyth & 
Co., Inc. and several representatives from TCEQ out of Laredo. 
Dirksen was hired by the county to do a survey in an effort to 
determine ownership of the property. There is no record of con­
veyance of the property from the Elledge estate.

Spofford has put up barriers to keep people from dumping in 
that area and the Sheriffs department has been alerted to the is­
sue. Illegal dumping is in violation of the Health and Safety 
codes and it is a crime that is tried at the County Court level.

David Ramirez, with TCEQ has said that they will work with 
the County to resolve the problem. TCEQ is looking at the op­
tions for cleaning up the site. “There is a real concern by leaving 
that (material) in there. In looking at the way a landfill is con­
structed they have proper monitoring devices to prevent the un­
fortunate from happening. Maybe when you get down to 10 or 
15 feet maybe it is already to the point it’s mixed so well it just 
looks like it’s native.” Right now there are too many unknowns. 
The city and the county need to work with TCEQ to formulate a 
plan reach their ultimate goals. Judge Ward stated, “We have 
worked expeditiously to get the survey and to comply with ev­
erything the county has been requested to do in hopes that we 
could resolve it and pay the contractor.” He asked TCEQ for a 
decision from them stating that they are willing to work with 
Kinney County and that they would not hold Kinney County 
financially responsible. TCEQ said that they would expedite the 
process with their legal division in light of the fact that Kinney 
County is exposed to possible lawsuit from the contractor for 
lack of payment. Kinney County has done everything required 
of it by TCEQ and is now waiting for a decision to come from 
them.

A "rendition" is a report to your county appraisal district that 
lists all the taxable property you owned or controlled on Jan. 1
of this year.

Who must file a rendition?
You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal 
property that is used to produce in c o m e -s u c h  as the  
inventory and equipm ent used by a business. If you tender 
late, don't render or file an incom plete o r false rendition, 
a 10 percent to  50 percent penalty may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages o f filing a rendition are:

You give your opinion of your property's value. The 
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value 
change and explain how you can protest that value to the 
appraisal review board.

rs You record your correct mailing address so your tax bills will 
go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to the wrong 
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your 
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments.

You can also file a "report of decreased value" to notify 
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the 
value of your property in 2009. The district will look at 
your property before assigning a value in 2010.

What’s the deadline?
The last day for filing 2010 renditions Is April 15. You 
can g e t an autom atic extension to M ay 15 (or the next 
business day if a weekend) if yog ask fo r It in writing on 
or before d ie  April 15 deadline. The chief appraiser may 
grant an additional 15 days a fte r M ay 15 fo r an owner who  
shows good cause in writing.
