The Kinney County Commis-
sioners Court discussed moving
precinct lines and voting places at
a Regular meeting on February 22.

Kinney County has a total of
2,287 registered voters, and 751
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urt to move voting

lines; locations

of them live in Precinct 4; 547
registered voters in Precinct 2;
528 registered voters in Precinct
1; and 461 registered voters in
Precinct 3.

Precinct 4 currently includes
the southeast quadrant of the
county and is sectioned off by
Ann Street, East Spring Street

Highway 90 and a section of

Fort Clark Road.

The proposed changes would
move the line for Precinct 4
down to Highway 90, follow
Fort Clark Road to its end and
move units in the southwest cor-
ner ‘of the Fort-to Precinct 1.

- The lines for Precinct 3 are

also up for discussion as it has
become the smallest of the four
precincts.

Moving the actual voting lo-
cations was also discussed.

The proposed changes are
moving Precinct 1 to Slator Hall
at the Methodist Church; mov-
ing Precinct 2 to the Frontier

Baptist Church Annex; and mov-
ing Precinct 3 to the First Bap-
tist Church Annex.

Precinct 4 will remain at the
Library Annex.

A series of public meetings
are being scheduled and the
court encourages residents to
attend.

Fort Clark birders retrieved
the body of a Barred Owl from
the waters of the Lagoon after
this uncommon bird became en-
tangled in an abandoned fishing
line. :

Birders on the Fort are very
familiar with this particular bird
and often admired it as it perched
on branches overhanging the
Las Moras Creek.

Its very distinctive call also
will be missed sounding like,
"Who, who, who, who cooks for
you, who cooks for you all”.
“It was saddening to think of the
suffering of this creature as it
struggled in vain to free itself
and eventually sank into the
water to drown,” said the Anne
Watts.

Not wishing to leave this-fa-
miliar creature to the tender
mercies of our Vulture popula-
tion we waded in and recovered
the body. It was a rare opportu-
nity to appreciate the beauty and
softness of the feathers and the
fierce appearance of the claws
and beak.

Another Barred Owl was lost
last year when the body was dis-
covered pinned under a fallen
tree branch.

“We can hope that the Barred
Owl will continue to make Fort
Clark Springs its home an we
will hear its call again,” said

Watts.

This also can be a reminder
to Fishermen to try to retrieve
their fishing lines that become
entangled with power lines and
tree branches. These lines do
form a hazard as has been shown
here and also add an unsightly
feature to the landscape.

Fort Clark Springs is also
home to The Great Horned Owl
and the Screech Owl and Fort
Clark Birders are committed to
helping to preserve the many
species that are found here.

Over 90 species were re-

line fatality

corded during the Audubon
Christmas Bird Count and as
Spring approaches more birds
will be arriving with the warmer
weather.

The Barred Owl, a protected
animal, was turned over to Texas
Game Warden Rob Frets on Feb-
ruary 18. Frets stated it is
against the law to possess any
part of a protected Barred Owl.
Frets believes the owl may have
been going in for a kill and got
tangled in the line and drowned
when he could not free himself.

Brackett ISD put in a new
playground not only for good
old fashion fun but for reasons
that have waited a very long
time.

The *old” playground has
been around for a long time and
some pieces have become safety
problems, and would not pass a
safety inspection. Staff mem-
bers, parents, and administrators
have given concerns about the
safety issues for many years.

Maintenance and school per-
sonnel have done the best with
what they can to make it as safe
as possible, but other measures
needed to be made. So about
three years ago a group of teach-
ers and administrators put to-
gether a presentation about the
safety and other playground con-
cerns to share with the school
board. Staff and parent concerns
have been brought up over the
past 3 plus years to the follow-
Jones Advisory Commit-
tee (which is a group of parents,
teachers, administrators, and
business representatives), Fac-
ulty meetings, PTO meetings,
Safety committee meetings, and
Facilities Committee meetings.
The teachers placed the play-
ground as the number one pri-
ority on the budget 2 years in a
row, and it was number one on
the facilities committee priori-
ties as well. PTO has been rais-
ing funds the past 2 years to help
out as well.

This is an item on the budget
that has not been taken lightly.
A lot of planning, talking, con-
sideration, and concerns have
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committee was formed the sum-
mer of 2010 and worked hard
to come up with a plan. The
committee came up with options
to take to the board with loca-
tion, cost, and safety in mind.
In order to keep down on cost it
was decided to move the play-
ground to the back of the build-
ing. Up to date safety codes,
inspectors, and designs were
used while constructing this
playground. Park Place Recre-
ation Design, a company with
over 25 years experience in
building playgrounds was cho-
sen for the construction of the
new playground. There are
many areas of education that will
be addressed by using the new
playground. Children need
physical activity such as crawl-
ing (tunnel), balancing, and
climbing to stimulate their learn-
ing process. Research and stud-
ies have gone into the connec-
tion to the above physical ac-
tivities and learning how to read,
comprehension skills, and
memory. Some of the programs
that will use the new playground
will be the: Fitness Grant for PE;
Get Fit; Little Giant Steps, and
Occupational/ Physical Therapy.
Social skills are also learned by
playing.

Brush
up your
estate
plans

During your lifetime, you
make a lot of moves to provide
financial security to your loved
ones. You put away money. for
college for your children. You
save and invest for your own
retirement so that you won’t
burden your grown children
with significant expenses. And
you purchase adequate life in-
surance to enable your family to
maintain its lifestyle should any-
thing happen to you. Yet, if
you’re going to help preserve
your family’s financial well-be-
ing after you’re gone, you also
need to take one additional step:
Create an estate plan.

Toward that end, you’ll want
to start by learning a few of the
estate plan basics, such as these
commonly used tools:

Will — For most people, a
will is probably the most essen-
tial estate-planning document.
Regardless of the size of your
estate, you need a will to ensure
that your assets and personal
belongings will be distributed

according to your wishes. If you .

die intestate (without a will),
your belongings will be distrib-
uted to-your “heirs” as defined
by state laws'— and these distri-
butions may not be at all what
you had in mind.

Living trust — A simple will
may not be sufficient for your
needs. Consequently, you may
want to design a living trust,
which provides you with more
flexibility in distributing assets.
For example, you could direct
your living trust to disperse as-
sets to your children or grand-
children at specific ages. Also,
a living trust makes it possible
for your assets to be distributed
without going through the often
time-consuming, and public,
probate process.

Beneficiary designations —
Over time, your life may change
in many ways, through mar-
riage, remarriage, children, step-
children and so on. That’s why
it’s important to periodically
update your beneficiary desig-
nations on your insurance poli-
cies and retirement accounts,
such as your IRA and 401(k).
These designations are powerful
and can even supersede the in-
structions left in your will or liv-
ing trust, so it’s essential that
you’ve got the right people
listed as your beneficiaries.

Irrevocable life insurance
trust — Depending on the size
of your estate, your heirs may
ultimately have to pay estate
taxes, though the estate tax laws
have been in flux in recent years
and may continue to evolve. If
estate taxes are a concern, you
may want to take steps to allevi-
ate them, such as establishing an
irrevocable life insurance trust,
under which you’d transfer a life
insurance policy out of your es-
tate and have the trust distrib-
ute the proceeds to the benefi-
ciaries you’ve chosen.

Power of attorney — A power
of attorney allows you to ap-
point a person (an “Attorney-in-
Fact” or “Agent”) to handle
your affairs if you can’t do so
yourself.

Health care directive — A
health care directive allows you
to name someone to make health
care decisions on your behalf,
should you become physically
or mentally incapacitated. . Estate
planning can be complex, so
you’ll need to work with your
tax, legal and financial advisors
to make the arrangements that
are appropriate for your needs.
It may take some time to develop
your estate plan, but it’s well
worth the effort.

- Elderly or Disabled
Homeowners May Defer Prop-

erty Taxes

Texans who are 65 or older or who are disabled may post-
pone paying current and delinquent property taxes on their
homes by signing a tax deferral affidavit at the Kinney County
Appraisal District office.

Once the affidavit is on file, taxes are deferred — but not can-
celled — as long as the owner continues to own and live in the
home. Taxes continue to add up, along with 8 percent interest
per year. The law extends the tax deferral to the surviving
spouse of the person who deferred taxes on the homestead if
the surviving spouse was at least 55 years old when the de-
ceased spouse died.

If a tax deferral affidavit is on file, an older homeowner or one
who is disabled cannot lose a homestead because of delin-
quent property taxes. A homeowner can halt a pending sale to
foreclose on the homestead’s tax lien. No taxing unit can start
or continue a lawsuit to collect delinquent taxes. There are no

- penalties on delinquent taxes during the deferral period; how-
ever, a tax deferral does not cancel penalties that were already

All deferred taxes and interest become due when the home-
owner or surviving spouse no longer own and live in the home.
If the tax debt remains unpaid, penalties may be imposed and
taxing units may take legal action to collect the past due amount.

Bill Aids Landowners Protecting
Texas’ Water Supply

A bipartisan group of legis-
lators, representing both rural
and urban parts of the state, is
supporting a bill that would cre-
ate an innovative incentive for
landowners to protect water re-
sources, preserve the state’s cul-
tural heritage by protecting
natural resources on privately
owned land, and advance Texas’
long-range water plan - all with-
out costing taxpayers money.

Senators Craig Estes and Kirk
Watson on Monday jointly filed
Senate Bill 449, which would
expand the state’s definition of
agricultural land to cover water
stewardship. Representative
Allan Ritter plans to file an iden-
tical bill in the House of Repre-
sentatives in coming days.

This legislation would' allow
landowners to have their land
valued for property tax purposes
as agricultural (and receive what
is sometimes referred to as the
property tax agriculture exemp-
tion) by managing their land in
a way that promotes and sustains
water quality and conservation.

“This bill gives Texas an-
other path to meeting the exten-
sive demands on our water sup-
ply that we know we’ll face in
coming decades,” said Senator
Watson, of Austin. “It would
harness the power of the private
sector — and the conscientious
stewardship of Texas landown-
ers — to improve water quality
and quantity for all of us.”

The bill would work in tan-
dem with Senate Joint Resolu-
tion 16, a proposed constitu-
tional amendment that would,
with voter approval, add “wa-
ter stewardship” to uses of land
that qualify for the agricultural
tax valuation. In order to
qualify, landowners would need
to take specific actions on their

- land - such as controlling ero-

sion, restoring native aquatic

- species, or implementing effi-

cient irrigation practices — that

- preserve and improve water sup-
: plies. Additionally, they could
- donate water rights to the Texas
. Water Trust or commit to using
. their water for environmental
. purposes.

“The farmers, ranchers and

. rural property owners managing
- their land in these ways are not
- only protecting Texas’ rural his-

tory — they’re ensuring its fu-
ture,” said Senator Estes, who
chairs the Senate Agriculture
and Rural Affairs Committee.
“We need to create incentives
for others to follow their lead.”

‘The bill would create a new
spinoff of existing agriculture
property tax valuation provi-
sions, which are already widely
used to help landowners who are
committed not only to farming
and ranching, but also to things
like wildlife management and
open space preservation. The
legislation avoids costing the
state money, because landown-
ers who would qualify under the
water stewardship rules are
probably already eligible for -
and taking advantage of - an-
other type of agricultural valu-
ation.

In applying instead for the
water stewardship valuation,
landowners would adopt man-
agement practices that simulta-
neously maintain the rural na-
ture of their land and fortify the
state’s water supply.

“This is a smart, cost-efficient
way for the state to partner with
private landowners on a goal we
should all share - protecting our
water and everything that relies
on it,” Representative Ritter
said. “It’s an affordable new tool
to help Texans manage their
property in a way that helps the
whole state.”

The idea for a collaborative
water stewardship effort origi-
nated with the Nature Conser-
vancy of Texas, which owns
more than 30 Texas nature pre-
serves and conservation proper-
ties, assists private landowners
in conserving their land, and has
protected 750,000 acres in
Texas. Laura Huffman, State
Director of the Nature Conser-
vancy of Texas who has worked
to protect Texas’ water resources
as well as its open space, said
the legislation will create a
model for future partnerships
between the public and private
sectors.

“Preserving open space and
protecting water supplies are
huge goals, and neither the pub-
lic nor the private sectors can
accomplish those tasks by them-
selves,” Huffman said. “This bill
is not only good on its face, but
it also shows how Texans can
work together, collaboratively
and creatively, to maintain our
cultural character while still pre-
paring for the future.”

“Render” your taxable

property by April 15.

A "rendition” is a report to your county appraisal district that
lists all the taxable property you owned or controlled on Jan, 1
of this year.

Who must file a rendition?

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal
property that is used to produce income—such as the
inventory and equipment used by a business. i you ren-
der late, don't render or file an incomplete or false rendi-
tion, a 10 percent to 50 percent penalty may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

& You give your opinion of your property'’s value, The
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value
change and explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.

e You record your correct mailing address so your tax bills will
go to the right address. If your hill is mailed to the wrong
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments,

w You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the
value of your property in 2010. The district will look at
your property before assigning a value in 2011,

What's the deadline?

The last day for filing 2011 renditions is April 15. You
can get an automatic extension to May 15 {or the next
business day if a weekend) if you ask for it in writing
on or before the April 15 deadline. The chief appraiser
may grant an additional 15 days after the deadline for an
owner who shows good cause in writing.
