The City of Brackettville began tagging ve­
hicles last week that appear to be inoperable 
and parked on the City’s easements.

Brackettville Police Chief Vito LaGioia, sup­
ported by a city ordinance, is placing a bright 
orange sticker on vehicles that are impeding 
on city property and giving the owners 45 days 
to remove them.

Any customer or contractor who dam­
ages City property is liable for the entire cost 
of the damages as cited in the following City 
Ordinances: DAMAGE REIMBURSEMENT: 
Any customer or contractor, who damages a 
water meter, or the City’s water service lines, 
must reimburse the cost of its repair. (City Or-

The Refuge 
opens doors to 
disadvantaged 
young people

It all started by reading a 
book.

Todd Branson, a Houston 
contractor and devout Christian, 
says that after reading, Wild At 
Heart, by John FJdredge, many 
years ago, it changed his life and 
set him on a course that would 
allow him and the Children’s 
Refuge, Inc., to reach out to dis­
advantaged young people.

The Eidredge book encour­
ages men to rediscover being 
men who are brave and adven­
turous.

Branson recently purchased 
a ranch in Kinney County, north 
of Brackett, and has spent the 
better part of the last two years 
constructing a place to take 
young people, some of which

Ballot errors not 
expected to compromise 

FCS election

The Fort Clark Springs As­
sociation election results will be 
announced at their Annual Meet­
ing on March 26, but the out­
come will not be revealed with­
out a few members wondering if 
the election was compromised.

Original ballots were mailed 
out by Fort Clark Springs on Fri­
day, February 4, to all members 
in good standing, with the in­
tention of giving them the op­
portunity to vote for two of three 
candidates listed.

On Monday, February 7, a 
member advised the Fort of a 
mistake on the ballot. A follow 
up letter was then sent to the 
approximately the 2,269 eligible 
members explaining the error. 
At the top of the ballot it in­
structed members to vote for one 
candidate of their choice, while 
at the bottom of the ballot, the 
instructions gave the member a 
choice of voting for two candi­
dates.

Fort administrators said they 
called the candidates Ray 
Reyna, a local business man; 
Larry Farlow, appointed to the 
board in the fall of 2010; and 
Debbie Isaacs, a local Realtor, 
into a meeting and decided to

send a second ballot those who 
had voted for only one candi­
date on their first. The mem­
bers were instructed if they had 
been confused by the first bal­
lot, the second ballot would give 
them the opportunity to vote, for 
two candidates, however, if they 
were satisfied with voting for 
only one candidate, their origi­
nal ballot would be counted and 
the second ballot disregarded.

Another error hampering the 
election process, the Fort re­
ported, was discovered when an 
employee of Glenn, Graf & Bow­
ers of Del Rio, the accounting 
firm hired by the Fort to handle 
the counting of the ballots, in­
advertently sent out a handful 
of second ballots to members 
that did not vote for any of the 
candidates on their first ballot. 
The Fort stated that if and when 
those particular second ballots 
are returned, they will not be 
counted.

Two members in good stand­
ing from units 25 and 37 both 
stated they did not vote for any 
of the candidates listed, but did 
vote on the two propositions that 
were also included on this year’s 
ballot. They also said they re­
ceived a second ballot. Both re­
ported to have returned the sec­

ond ballot and voted the same 
as they did on the first. One of 
the members said they were con­
cerned, “too many people may 
have had the opportunity to 
change their vote.”

Fort Clark Director of Opera­
tions Ron Stuard said Wednes­
day they do not believe the er­
rors brought to their attention 
will compromise the election, 
nor invalidate the process. 
Stuard said the candidates, the 
Fort’s attorney and the board of 
directors were all in agreement 
and believed sending a second— 
ballot to those members that only 
voted for one candidate was the 
best solution.

Pat Bowers of Glen, Graff & 
Bowers said her CPA firm was 
retained to tabulate the votes and 
submit a report, they do not of­
fer advice on the election pro­
cess.

A completed ballot must be 
sent to the Glenn Graf & Bow­
ers and postmarked on or before 
March 16.

The Fort Clark Springs As­
sociation consists of a five mem­
ber board of directors that ro­
tate positions on a staggered, 
three-year term basis. Candi­
dates are selected by a nominat­
ing committee.

memories of Fort ClarkMy
Mara Christian Harris
Santa Fe, New Mexico

I was one of many kids who 
descended on Fort Clark for 
summers in the sixties and sev­
enties. We came from San Anto­
nio, Houston, Dallas, Waco, 
Fort Worth to get away from the 
big city and enjoy summer life 
at Fort Clark.

Most of us stayed in the du­
plex officer’s quarters on Colony 
Row when they were rentals, still 
owned by the Brown & Root 
Company which used the Fort 
as a getaway.

Days were spent down by the 
pool, jumping off the high dive 
and sunning ourselves on the raft 
made of oil barrels and green- 
painted plywood. Both of those 
are gone now, victims of over-

zealous risk managers and high 
insurance premiums. We lived 
dangerously, using baby oil and 
iodine with no SPF. At all. As 
we cavorted in the water or on 
the grass behind the diving 
board, the grownups played 
cards and drank Coors and 
smoked cigarettes. We basically 
ignored each other all summer, 
kids and adults, to our mutual 
satisfaction.

Oh, that pool. Cold, clear, 
shaded by beautiful ancient 
trees. Of all the recollections I 
have of Brackettville and the 
Fort, die pool is by far my out­
standing memory. Dances and 
barbecues, grass and expanses of 
concrete, the spillway and the 
creek and the mysteries of the 
Springs. They would empty it 
every Wednesday, I think, to

clean it, and it would take all 
day until Thursday for it to be 
full again, sparkling crystal clear 
and just waiting for that first 
cannonball.

Evenings were spent at the 
Teen Canteen ( “American  
Woman” blaring on the juke­
box), bored out of our skulls, 
or surreptitiously drinking beer 
out in a copse off the airport 
runway. I remember epic water 
balloon fights as homebound 
little kids and their babysitters 
in stationary positions on the 
roofs of houses waited for the 
bigger kids and town kids to 
sloooowly drive around the pa­
rade grounds in pickups. When 
the trucks came by, there was 
an epic storm of water balloons 
and then post-battle quiet and 
hurried assembly of artillery,

waiting for the next turn around 
the grounds.

Sometimes we would take a 
trip to Acuna or Piedras, where 
there was no drinking age. 
There was usually a group of 
Fort adults at the Macarena or 
Crosby’s or the other restaurants 
and nightclubs, so our 
evildoings were at least within 
reach of some kind of safety.

One summer in particular I 
remember we spent out at Alamo 
Village. Don’t know why that 
particular summer drew us there 
more than others—maybe it was 
the cute cowboys who bartended 
and entertained with the daily 
shootout for the many tourists 
who visited. That was the sum­
mer that Johnny Rogers, later 
famously known as Johnny 
Rodriguez, was a singer in the

shows they did out there. He did 
a skit during the shootout where 
he was a drunk and made a song 
out of picking up cigarette butts.

The town kids really seemed 
to enjoy us—there were just 
hordes of us ready and waiting 
to get up to no good. Who 
doesn’t like that when you’re a 
teenager? Or an almost-teen- 
ager? The Fort was a wonderful 
place to hang out—it was hard 
to get into too much trouble. 
Although we sure tried. I remem­
ber being reduced to hysterical 
tears when we pulled out in mid- 
August to return to real life and 
leave the idyll of Fort Clark 
behind.

And to this day, decades later, 
I remember the Fort with incred­
ible fondness for a time and place 
that are magic in my memories.

401(k) Review and 
Rollover Can Be Rewarding

Your 401(k) offers tax-de­
ductible contributions, tax-de­
ferred growth of earnings poten­
tial and a variety of investment 
options — so it’s a great tool for 
building retirement savings. Yet 
like all tools, your 401(k) must 
be used properly to get the best 
results. That’s why you should 
review your 4011k» at least an­
nually and make whatever ad­
justments are needed.

Depending on where you 
work, you may get some 401(k) 
review help from your plan pro­
vider. But if that assistance isn’t 
available, you might want to 
consult with a financial profes­
sional to make sure you're get­
ting the maximum benefit from 
your plan.

As you begin to review your 
401(k), your first question 
should probably be this:

“How much should I contrib­
ute?” At the very' least, try to

put in enough to receive vour 
employer’s matching contribu­
tion, if one is offered. If you 
don’t earn this match, you are 
essentially walking away from 
“free money.”

Beyond this, though, the 
amount you put into your 401(k) 
might depend on what other re­
tirement savings vehicles you 
have available. For instance, if 
you're eligible, you may also 
w arn to contribute to a Roth IRA. 
which offers tax-free growth 
potential, provided you’ve had 
vour account for five years and 
don’t start taking withdrawals 
until you're 5916.

Of course, it’s not only how- 
much you put into your 401 (k) 
that determines its success — it’s 
also how you choose to allocate 
your investment dollars. (Keep 
in mind that asset allocation 
does not guarantee a profit or 
protect against loss.) Your 
401 (k) may have a dozen or 
more investment choices, such 
as stock funds, bond funds and 
money market funds . To choose 
the right investment mix, you’ll 
need to consider a variety of fac­
tors, including these:

- Your age — Generally 
speaking, the younger you are, 
the more aggressive you can af-

ford to be with your 401(k) in­
vestments, because you’ll have 
decades in which to potentially 
overcome the inevitable down 
periods of the market. As you 
get older, you may wish to in­
vest somewhat more conserva­
tively, but you’ll still need some 
growth potential in your 401(k) 
portfolio.
