What Does Investment Landscape Look Like in 2012? Perfectionism is shelved in 2012

As an investor, you know that 
2011 was a somewhat “choppy” 
year, with the financial markets 
going through many ups and 
downs. So what can you expect 
in 2012?

As baseball Hall of Famer 
Yogi Berra is quoted as saying: 
“It’s hard to make predictions 
— especially about the future.”

for president in 2012. But you 
might be surprised to learn that 
the S&P 500 index has shown 
negative returns in only three of 
the last 21 presidential election 
years. Coincidence? No one can 
say for sure — and at this point, 
no one can say if this pattern of 
positive returns will continue 
during this election year. Still, 
i t ’s an interesting 
phenomenonSo there you have 
it: the good, the bad and the 
quirky. Take them all together, 
and you still may not be able to 
foresee what will happen with 
the markets this year, but you’ll 
have a lot to think about.

But instead of trying to pre­
dict what will happen in 2012, 
you may be better off following 
these tried-and-true investment 
strategies:

■Diversify your holdings. By 
spreading your money among a 
wide range of investments, you 
can reduce the effects of volatil­
ity on your portfolio. Keep in 
mind, though, that diversifica­
tion, by itself, can’t guarantee 
profits or protect against loss.

8. What are the Student Suc­
cess Initiative (SSI) require­
ments for the 2011-2012 school
year? Because there will be no 
performance standards in place 
for grades 3-8 in the 2011-2012 
school year, students cannot be 
held subject to SSI for that year. 
Therefore, there are no SSI re­
quirements for the 2011-2012 
school year.

9. Will there be SSI retest 
opportunities for grades 5 and
8 reading and mathematics in 
the 2011-2012 school year? SSI 
retest opportunities will not be 
offered in May or June of 2012 
because performance standards 
for STAAR 3-8 will not be set 
until October 2012. For the 
2011-2012 school year, districts 
will make promotion/retention 
decisions based on the same aca­
demic information (e.g., the rec­
ommendation of the student’s 
teacher and the student’s grade 
in the subject) used to make these 
decisions in non-SSI grades. As 
stated in TEC §28.021(a), “a stu­
dent may be promoted only on 
the basis of academic achieve­
ment or demonstrated profi­
ciency of the subject matter of 
the course or grade level.”

10. Which students will be 
required to take the STAAR 
EOC assessments? Students first 
enrolled in grade 9 or below in 
the 2011-2012 school year will 
be required to take the STAAR 
EOC assessments for courses in 
which they’re enrolled as part 
of their graduation requirements 
and will no longer take TAKS. 
Students enrolled in grade 10 or 
above in the 2011-2012 school 
year or who are repeating grade
9 in the 2011-2012 school year 
will graduate under TAKS re­
quirements and do not have the 
option of taking STAAR assess­
ments. These students will only 
take STAAR EOC assessments if 
their campus has been assigned 
to participate in the mandatory 
testing activities.

11. What are the testing re­
quirements for a student who 
first enters grade 9 in the 2011- 
2012 school year but is reclas­
sified to grade 10 for the spring 
semester? TEC §39.025 speci­
fies that STAAR EOC assess­
ments be used as the graduation 
requirement starting with stu­
dents first enrolled in grade 9 
in the 2011-2012 school year. 
Regardless of how a student is 
classified at the end of the year 
or when he or she is expected to 
graduate, if the student is first

enrolled in grade 9 in the 2011— 
2012 school year, then STAAR 
is his or her graduation require­
ment. If a student is on an accel­
erated path toward graduation, 
it is likely that he or she will 
have already earned some high 
school credits for graduation and 
therefore may have fewer assess­
ments to take to meet gradua­
tion requirements.

12. What are the testing re­
quirements for students who 
repeat grade 9 in the 2011- 
2012 school year? Repeating 
grade 9 students in the 2011— 
2012 school year have TAKS as 
their graduation requirement. 
These students will not take the 
TAKS grade 9 assessments, as 
these tests are no longer avail­
able. However, districts may 
choose to administer a released 
TAKS test or a locally devel­
oped test to students. Students 
are eligible to take the TAKS 
grade 10 assessments as soon as 
they are reclassified as 10th 
graders.

13. What are the testing re­
quirements for students in 
grades 3-8 who are also en­
rolled in a high school course 
with a STAAR EOC assess­
ment? Students in grades 3-8 
who are also enrolled in a high 
school course will take that 
STAAR EOC assessment as re­
quired for graduation. Local dis­
trict policies will determine 
whether these students are re­
quired to take the correspond­
ing STAAR grade-level assess­
ment; however, they must take 
all other STAAR grade-level as­
sessments. For example, a grade 
8 student enrolled in Algebra I 
will take STAAR grade 8 read­
ing, science, and social studies 
as well as STAAR Algebra I. 
Local school district policy will 
determine whether this grade 8 
student will also take the 
STAAR grade 8 mathematics 
assessment. Students in grades 
5 and 8 may not be denied pro­
motion based on unsatisfactory 
performance on STAAR EOC 
assessments. Note that this in­
formation reflects the language 
in House Bill 2135, which was 
passed by the 82nd Legislature, 
and is different from what was 
indicated in the April 22, 2011, 
district communication regard­
ing the implementation of 
STAAR. Districts should keep in 
mind that decisions have not yet 
been made about how test scores 
for these students will be used 
in state or federal accountabil­
ity.

14. What are the testing re-

quirements for students in 
grades 3-8 who are receiving 
instruction in subjects above 
their enrolled grade? These stu­
dents will be required to take 
the STAAR assessment for the 
subject in which they are receiv­
ing instruction if the content 
covers the entire curriculum for 
that subject. For example, a stu­
dent in grade 5 who is receiv­
ing instruction in grade 6 math­
ematics would take STAAR 
grade 5 reading and science but 
grade 6 mathematics if the ad­
vanced subject matter he or she 
is being taught covers all the 
TEKS required for grade 6 math­
ematics. Students in grades 5 
and 8 may not be denied pro­
motion based on unsatisfactory 
performance on STAAR assess­
ments above their enrolled 
grade level. Districts should 
keep in mind that decisions 
have not yet been made about 
how test scores for these students 
will be used in state or federal 
accountability.

15. If a student is enrolled 
in middle school and concur­
rently receiving instruction in 
a middle school course and a 
corresponding high school 
course, is the student required 
to take both of the related 
tests? No. A student in grades 
3-8 who is concurrently receiv­
ing instruction in grade-level 
curriculum and high school cur­
riculum in the same content 
area will take the related STAAR 
EOC assessment as required for 
graduation. Local district poli­
cies will determine whether the 
student is required to take the 
corresponding grade-level as­
sessment. assessment. For ex­
ample, a grade 8 student concur­
rently receiving instruction in 
grade 8 mathematics and Alge­
bra I will take STAAR Algebra I 
in addition to STAAR grade 8 
reading, science, and social 
studies. Local school district 
policy will determine whether 
the student will also take 
STAAR grade 8 mathematics.

IRS Kicks Off 2012 Tax Season with Deadline Extended to April 17

WASHINGTON -  The Inter­
nal Revenue Service today 
opened the 2012 tax filing sea­
son by announcing that taxpay­
ers have until April 17 to file 
their tax returns. The IRS en­
courages taxpayers to e-file as 
it is the best way to ensure ac­
curate tax returns and get faster 
refunds.

The IRS also announced a 
number of improvements to help 
make this tax season easy for 
taxpayers. This includes new 
navigation features and helpful 
information on IRS.gov and a 
new pilot to allow taxpayers to 
use interactive video to get help 
with tax issues.

“At the IRS, we’re working 
hard to make the process of fil­
ing your taxes as quick and easy 
as possible,” said IRS Commis­
sioner Doug Shulman. “Provid­
ing quality service is one of our 
top priorities. It not only reduces 
the burden on taxpayers, but also 
helps in filing an accurate return 
right from the start.”

Taxpayers will have until 
Tuesday, April 17, to file their 
2011 tax returns and pay any tax 
due because April 15 falls on a 
Sunday, and Emancipation Day, 
a holiday observed in the Dis­
trict of Columbia, falls this year 
on Monday, April 16. Accord­
ing to federal law, District of

Columbia holidays impact tax 
deadlines in the same way that 
federal holidays do; therefore, 
all taxpayers will have two ex­
tra days to file this year. Tax­
payers requesting an extension 
will have until Oct. 15 to file 
their 2012 tax returns.

The IRS expects to receive 
more than 144 million indi­
vidual tax returns this year, with 
most of those being filed by the 
April 17 deadline.

The IRS will begin accepting 
e-file and Free File returns on 
Jan. 17, 2012. Additional details 
about e-file and Free File will 
be announced later this month. 
IRS Free File provides options 
for free brand-name tax software 
or online fillable forms plus free 
electronic filing. Everyone can 
use Free File to prepare a fed­
eral tax return. Taxpayers who 
make $57,000 or less can choose 
from approximately 20 commer­
cial software providers. There’s 
no income limit for Free File 
Fillable Forms, the electronic 
version of IRS paper forms, 
which also includes free e-filing.

The IRS also reminds paid tax 
return preparers they must have 
and include a Preparer Tax Iden­
tification Number (PTIN) on all 
returns they prepare. All PTINs 
must be renewed for 2011. Tax 
return preparers can obtain or 
renew PTINs online.

Assistance Options
The IRS continues to focus 

on taxpayer service. The best 
way for taxpayers to get answers 
to their questions is by visiting 
the IRS website at IRS.gov. The 
IRS has updated the front page 
of the IRS website to make it 
easier for taxpayers to get key 
forms, information and file tax 
returns. The front page also has 
links to taxpayer-friendly vid­
eos on the IRS YouTube chan­
nel. More improvements are 
planned for IRS.gov in the 
months ahead.

Last year, the IRS unveiled 
IRS2Go, its first smartphone 
application that lets taxpayers 
check on the status of their tax 
refund and obtain helpful tax 
information. The IRS reminds 
Apple users that they can down­
load the free IRS2Go application 
by visiting the Apple App Store 
and Android users can visit the 
Android Marketplace to down­
load the free IRS2Go app.

Individuals making $50,000 
or less can use the Volunteer In­
come Tax Assistance program 
for free tax preparation and, in 
many cases, free electronic fil­
ing. Individuals age 60 and 
older can take advantage of free 
tax counseling and basic income 
tax preparation through Tax 
Counseling for the Elderly. In­
formation on these programs

can be found at IRS.gov.
For tax law questions or ac­

count inquiries, taxpayers can 
also call our toll-free number (7 
a.m. to 7 p.m. local time) or visit 
a taxpayer assistance center, the 
locations of which are listed on 
IRS.gov.
Virtual Service

The IRS has begun a new pi­
lot program where taxpayers can 
get assistance through two-way 
video conferencing. The IRS is 
conducting a limited roll out of 
this new video conferencing 
technology at 10 IRS offices and 
two other sites, and may expand 
to further sites in the fiiture. A 
list of locations is available on 
IRS.gov.
Check for a Refund

Once taxpayers file their fed­
eral return, they can track the 
status of their refunds by using 
the “Where’s My Refund?” tool, 
which taxpayers can get to us­
ing the IRS2Go phone app or 
from the front page of 
www.IRS.gov. By providing 
their Taxpayer Identification 
Numbers, filing status, and the 
exact whole dollar amount of 
their anticipated refund taxpay­
ers can generally get informa­
tion about their refund 72 hours 
after the IRS acknowledges re­
ceipt of their e-filed returns, or 
three to four weeks after mail­
ing a paper return.

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Texas State Parks Appeal Raises 
$335,000 in First Three Weeks

Supporters Reminded: Still Time to Make Year-End Deductible Donations

AUSTIN -  More than 

$335,000 has rolled in since 
Texas State Parks appealed for 
help earlier this month, citing a 
$4.6 million revenue shortfall 
caused by heat, drought, wild­
fires and a drop in park visita­
tion.

Park leaders today urged sup­
porters to make a tax-deductible 
donation before the 2011 tax 
year ends. And they renewed 
their call for people to visit state 
parks, touting cooler weather, 
parks greening after recent 
rains, and campfires now al­
lowed again in almost every 
state park.

“We are tremendously en­
couraged and very grateful that 
w e’ve received upwards of 
$335,000 in barely three weeks, 
with steady donations continu­
ing to come in ,” said Carter 
Smith, Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department executive director. 
“That includes a single gener­
ous gift of $250,000, and we’re 
hopeful that with more like that, 
we will reach our $4.6 million 
goal. But every donation, no 
matter the size, is important and 
appreciated.”

Park officials continue to 
stress three ways Texans can

help keep state parks open:
•Go to • h t t p : / /  

www. tpwd. state. tx. us/helpparks 
to make a tax-deductible, year- 
end donation.

•Make a donation when you 
renew your motor vehicle reg­
istration.

•Finally, because visitor fees 
pay for about half of park sys­
tem operating costs, visit state 
parks often with family and 
friends.

TPWD has developed a new 
Spread the Word web page 
where park supporters can for­
ward a YouTube video appeal, 
add an “I Love Parks” Twibbon 
wrapper on their Facebook pro­
file photo, get buttons or ban­
ners for websites or blogs, down­
load posters, and find other ways 
to share the message.

From Dec. 6-27, people had 
donated $64,826 online. An­
other $20,685 had been mailed 
in, including one check for 
$10,000. And officials said a 
steady stream of donations con­
tinues to come in each day.

All but about 10 of the 94 
Texas State Parks have lifted 
burn bans, a big change since 
nearly two-thirds of the parks 
were not allowing ground camp­
fires this fall because of drought

and wildfire danger. Check each 
park’s web page online for the 
latest information.

As one way to encourage park 
visits, Texas is participating in 
the national First Day Hikes pro­
gram set out by the National 
Association of State Parks Direc­
tors (NASPD). For the first time 
in Texas, 48 state parks across 
the state will offer a wide vari­
ety of hikes and nature walks on 
New Year’s Day. First Day 
Hikes in Texas vary in difficulty 
and fitness levels, and range from 
short, leisurely nature walks 
through forested trails and along 
boardwalks, to special bird 
watching hikes, to climbs into 
the mountains of the Chihuahuan 
Desert.
