The Farmer of Texas Has His Weath-
er Eye on Advanced Price for the
Fleecy Staple This Season.

' The cotton producers bf Texas have

yedr, and it is a result that could but
naturally be expected from the sne-
cess attained upon the improved meth-
ods adopted for the marketing of t.he
crop last year..
four cents from eleven-cent cotton to
fifteen-cent cotton, and ilfteen centd
is the figure aimed at for the coming
season nccondlnz to Col. E. 8. Peters |
of Calvert secretary and the head of |
the tmuporthlon and freight commit-
tee of the National Farmers' Unlon,
who says the farmers will be certain
to obtain fifteen cents per pound for
the cotton this season. He gives the
|tollowln5 reason for the faith within
him:

“Many reasons have been assigned
for colton reaching this point. First,
the crop is bad, very bad. Conditions
are worse this year than they have
been for years. The boll weevil, the
pest which has done countless damage
to the cotton crop, is decidedly more
| numerous than they have éver heen at
this season of the year. The stand of
cotton is bad and so much was replant-
ed and at so late a period, that there
will be great loss. Weather conditions
are responsible for this state of af-
fairs. r

“This jds true throughout the entire
State of |'Texas, with the single excep-
tion of which 1 mention and that is the
entire Staked Plalus country. It seems
that the farmers on the plains have
for the last year—in fact, for the last
three years—been blessed with ideal
seasons. Coupled with: the further
fact that their altitude is so high that
the holl weevil I8 unahle to exist, and

fact that their soll Is peculiarly adapt-
ed for the production &f cotton,
are very much blessed %ith fine crops
throughout the. entiré. length and
breadth of the Staked Plains country.
They have had An abundance of rain
and from conversation with huddreds
of the good farmers from that country
I am inclined to the opinion that the
farmer in the plains this scason will
gather on an average a bale of cotton
to the acre.

“Among the spinners of the world is
an increased demand for cotton, and

capacity to supply the demand for co!
ton goods. Prosperity abounds, and
with the whole world at peace, busi-
ness conditions could be no belter.
The cost of producing cotton is greater
and other conditions make it impera-
tive that the man who ralses the
staple should receive a higher price in
order to make a fairer profit. Fifteen
cents a pound is not too much.”

WANT MONEY TO BUY
THE  PHILLIPPINES

Berlin, Germany, Aug. 204.—Despita
all denials, there seems no doubt that
Japan is trying to raise money, with
a view to the occupation of the Phil-
ippines. From at Jeast two reliable
sources comes positive assurances
that the Berlin representatives of eight
Japanese banks commissioned to float
a $50,000,000 bond issue in Germany,
told the financiers with whom they ne-
gotiated that the funds are desired to
bring America’s insular possessions
in the Orient under the mikado's rule,

Just how the islands are to changn
hands, according to the Japanese plan,
is not clear. One story is that the mi-
kado will get them by “peaceable ron-
quest,” which the German bankers ap-
proached are sald tdo have interpreted
to mean “by purchdse” from the Unit,
ed States. |

Another yersion is, however, that
the Japanesp emissaries used a Japa-
nese expression equivealent to the
German words “friedliche eroberun-
gen,” or “without great effort.”

German bankers have definitely in-
formed the Japanese that the financial
stringency makes the floating of the
loan here an impossibility at present,
that nqthing can be done before.Octo-
ber in any event, and that even then
the Germans will not consider a loan
if Japanese-American war rumors are
in circulation.
