COTTON CROP CONDITIONS.

Reports From Nearby Towns, Taken
From the Dallas News.

Vernon—The cotton ct;op in this sec-
tion will be vefy light' this year on
account of the cold, wet weather in the
early spring and the hot, dry weather
that has prevailed for the last four or
five weeks., The plant is putting on
yvery little or no fruit at the present
and .picking has not begun. The yield
per acre through this section of the
country will be at least 50 per cent less
than it was last year.

Electra-——Coton in this wicinity is
fruiting some, except in certain local-
fties on the tight land, where the fruit-
age stopped before the rain which fell
this - morning. The plant has never
peen injured in these parts by boll
weevil or any other insect to any no-
ticeable extent. Picking has not start-
ed in this country yet, -probably less
than a dozen bales having been mar-
keted in the county. Picking will bg
well under way in about two weeks.
The yield is expected to make an avert-
age of not more than half a bale per
aere, though some flelds will far ex-
ceed that figure. Cotton is generally

I, but the bolls are unusually small,
nd a majority of the opened bolls
show up badly, small and short staple.
Not a bale’ has been picked in this vi-
¢hity, though a few were to start to
day.

lowa Park—The plant is still fruit.
ing. We have no boll weevils.. No
plcking has been done yet.

PRESIDENT SEEKS TO TURN PO-
LITICAL TIDE IN OHIO.

AFTER THE COLORED VOTE

Present Action Unprecedented—Roose-
velt is First to Confer High Army
Title.

Washington, Sept. 19.—The stress
which the administration places upon
the negro vote in Ohio in the fight to
land the republican presidential nomi-
nation for Secretary Taft and to win
the black vote in Cleveland for Rep-
resentative Burton in his comtest fof¥

the democrat, has just been illustrated
by an unprecedented and somewhat
sensational stroke of executive policy.

For the first time in the history of
the United States army the title of
major has been conferred upon a ne-
gro. The beneficiary of this unprec-
edented promotion is Rev. W. T. An-
derson of Cleveland, for ten rs a
captain in the Tenth cavalry, colored.
