and designedly.

That the said board of equalization

has refused to consider or equalize the |

valuation of the intangible assets of
the plaintiff as certified to by the State
Tax Board and refused to reduce said
valuation in the same proportion as
the valuntion of other property has
been reduced and that in so refusing
to act the said board has acted wilfully
and deliberately and fraudulently.
That the board of equalization knew
they were assessing the plaintiff out of
all just proportion to the valnations
placed on other property, but were
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constrained under a pemalty of $100
from changing the valuation as fixed
by the State board.

That the act of the Thirtieth legisla-
ture, which provides that the valua-
tion of Intangible assets so fixed by
the State Tax Board shall not be sub-
Ject 10 review or change by the coun-
ty board of equalization, is in conflict
with and in clear violation of the
State coastitution, which makes the
commissioners court sitting as a board
of equalization the only legal tribunal
for the equalization of value for the
purpose of taxation, and that the leg-
{ islature was without power to limit
or abrogate their power to equalize
values and that the section that pro
vides a penalty ‘of from $100 te $1,000
for any attempt of te commissioners

{to change the Intangible value as as-
sessed and certified by the_ State Tax
Board is also in conflict-with the con-
stitution, In that it prévtdu a penalty
to prevent the board. of equalization
from exercising its constitutional pow-
ers to equalize the values of property
for the purpose of taxation.

That the commissioners court, In
obedience to the said provuloni of the
act, placed and authorized the values
fixed by the State Tax Board to be
placed upon the tax rolls of Wichita
county.

1 of Article 8 of the constitution,which
provides: “Taxation shall
'and uniform. ANl property of the

picipal, shall be taxed in proportion to
its value, which shall be ascertalned

be equal

as may be provided by law.” .

That the effect and result of the
facts hereinbefore alleged If not set
aside will require the plaintiff to pay
taxes upon a greater waluation than
is required of other persons or corpor
ations and violates the State constitu-
tion.

The foregoing are some of the alle-
gations set out In a petition filled with
the clerk of the district court of Wich-
ita county yesterday afterncon by At
torney J. T. Montgomery for the Wich-
ita Falls Railway Company, in which
the court is prayed to annul the acts
of the board of equalization and to
perpetudlly enjoin the tax ocollector
of Wichita county and his successors
from collecting or attempting to cel
lect the alleged illegal taxes complain-
ed of, and that the illegal taxes be de-
clared void and the lien removed as a
cloud to the title and for costs of the
suit and all other necessary rellef,

Preceding the filing of the complaint
J. A. Kemp, president of the Wichita
Falls Rallway Company appeared at
the office of the county tax collector
and :uadd a formal tender of the sum
‘of $247.70,-as a payment in full of the
tax upon the intangible value of the
railroad, which was refused. o

Because of its direct atfack upon
the validity of the intangible, tax law,
the outcome of the sult will be watch-
ed with keen interest over the whole
State. Able lawyers whe have exam-
ined the complaint are of the opimion
that in so far as this single suit is con-
cerned, the fact
equalization acknowledged that the in-
tangible values were not in proportion
to the assessed values of other mop-

The complaint is a document of con-
siderable length, containing some 3,000
words.

The suit is styled the Wichita Falls
Rallway Company vs. A. M. Dayis,
M. F. Yeager, H. C. Karrenbrock, E. A.
Dale, E. A. McClesky and J. D. Avis.

At the beginning the petition sets
out that the plaintiff owns a railway
extending from Henrfetta to Wichita
Falls, and then sets out the official
duties of the defendants as county
kJudm.-. commissioners court and tax
collector,

In a following clause is set out that
the plaintifi’s railway is leased to the
Missourl, Kansas and Texas Rallway
Company and that the plaintiff owned
no equipment, rolling stock or engine.
That of its line of railway 4.67 miles
is situated in Wichita county. That
through . its president, J. A. Kemp, the
plaintiff duly remdered all property in
this county for 1907 to the tax assesor
at a valuation of $32,690.00. That the
tax assessor accepted this amount as a
fair rendition.

That on June 24, 1907, the State
Tax Board certified that the value of
the intangible assets of the road were
$61,924.00.

That when the commissioners court
met as a board of equalization, the
president and attorney of the road
appeared before the board and request-

Cross Examination of the Defendant
in Murder Case Was Conclud-

Washington, D; C., Nov. 21.—It has
already become evident that the va-
rious letters written by former United
States Senator Brown to Mrs. Brad-
ley and those written by Mrs. Bradley
to Mr. Brown will form an important
part of the testimony in the case
against her on the charge of murder-
ing Mr. Brown, which is now on trial
before Judge Stafford. More than a
hundred of Brown's letters to the wo-
man were identified in court yesterday
and a smaller number of her letters
to Brown were also presented for the
same purpose. The letters have been
classified by both sides to the contro-
versy and they will be presented to
the jury from time to time as the case
progresses. In most of the letters from
Senator Brown to Mrs. Bradley he ad-
dressed her as “Dolly,” but this was
frequently changed for the words of
“Sweetheart,” “Love,” “Beloved,”
“Dear,” “Angel” “Darling,” “Wife,”
and “L. M. J..,” the initials meaning,
as was developed in Mrs. Bradley's
testimony yesterday, “Little Mint
Julep,” which was onme of his pet
names for her. The letters are full of
endearing phrases and In them the
senator seems to have laid bare many

phases of his character.

BRYAN WILL AGCEPT

DEFINES HIS POSITION

If Another is Named He Will Not Sulk.
Nomination a Question of Ex-
pediency.

Lincoln, Neb., Nov. 15.—Willlam J.
Bryan will accept the democratic nom-
ination for president in 1908, but he
will neither ask for nor make a fight
for it. In an open letter Mr. Bryan
says: .

“Now that the election of 1907 is
past and plans are being made for next

year's campaign, Mr. Bryan feels that/
a statement is due to'the public. Thooe‘
who prefer another candidate are en- |
titled to know his position and those|

unknown, but the course of the demo-
cratic party should be the same, no
matter what elements control the re-
publican convention. The democratic
party must make its fight for what it
believes. While it may take advan-
tage of republican mistakes, it must
depend on its merits for success and
not upon the error of its opponents.

“The action of the republican con-
vention may have its influence in the
determining of relative ability of demo-
cratic candidates, but it ought not to
have any influence in determining the
question whether the ‘one chosen by
the Democrats should accept the nomi-
nation.

The oath was
given by, Leslie G. Niblack, a well
known newspaper man. The ceremo-
nles took place on the steps of the Car
negie library, there being no State
building here. Following a pra¥yer by
a local clergyman, the proclamation of
President Roosevelt admitting Oklaho-
ma and Indian Territory into the Un-
ion was read by Charles Filson, secre-
tary of Oklahoma Territory.

A band of Cherokee Indians then
played the “Star Spangled Banner.”
Governor Haskell walked forward to
the center of the platform, where he
was met by Mr. Niblack and took the
formal oath of office with uplifted
hand.

It-costs money to handle depos-
its; an army of clerks is employed to
keep the books, to take in the monmey, |
and to guard it. It is
the loaning of the depositors’ money
that makes banks of deposit profitable
or even possible. No matter how con-
servatively or how safely a bank iIs
managed, it ‘is not in position to re-
turn all deposits on 2 moment's notice.
In ordinary times the dally deposits
will equal if not exceed the withdraw-
als, and there are regular periods
when more money is Arawn out, the
bank cailculates on this and provides
for it. Any solvent bdnk gan be em-
barrassed i[ a run is made upon It.
The other banks may come to its re-
lief, but they cannot do so If a run is
started on them at the same time. The
important thing, therefore, is to preé
vent Lhe depositors from making any
sudden demand upon the banks, and
how can this be done? By removing
every possible reason for fear. It is
fear that causes depositors to with-
draw money and hide it. They do not
want to take the risk of loss or rob-
bery, but when a certain degree of fear
is reached, they will risk keeping the
n " "an's are reason-
ably secure, but reasonable security is
not sufficient for unreasonable people,
and the unreasonable have it in their
power to precipitate a panie.

TO DEATH.

BAD WRECK NEAR VERNON'

Twelve Freight Cars Plled Up—Many |
Horses Killed—Traffic Is
Blocked.

Special to the Times.
Vernon, Tex., Nov. 18.—~Nofth bound |
freight No. 19, which leaves Wichita
Falls at about 4:30 a. m., went through
& bridge eover Paradise creek, two
miles east of this city at about 6:30
o'clock this morning. The locomotive
Was overturned and Engineer C. D.
Simms was caught beneath it and al-
most instantly killed by belng scalded
to death. Fireman Homer Tidwell es-
caped with only slight injuries. Twelve
cars, four of which were loaded with
Immigrants’ outfits, were piled up In
bad confusion on the track and sev-
‘enteen head of horses were either hor-
ribly mutilated or killed outright.

Engineer Simms, who was making
his first run over the road, it is said
had slow orders to go over thig bridge
which was in bad repair and made dan-
gerous by the heavy rains in this sec-
tion, at a speed of four miles an hour.
The train, when it hit the bridge, was
unquestionably running at higher rate
than the slow orders specified and to
this fact is attributed the occurrence
of the wreck.

All traffic ‘over the Denver at this
point is blockaded by the wreck. The
Childress wrecking crew has arrived
and another ¢érew is expected from
Wichita Falls this afternoon.

The body of Simms was extricated
from beneath the wrecked locomotive
and is being prepared foar shipment to
his home at Corbin, Ky.s.where he has
a wife and three children. Simms is a
Mason and a member of Division 463 of
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi-
neers. Tidwell's injuries are slight
and he is being taken care of here.
