trol the next tconventlon. not for the 
purpoae of renominating himself, but 
for the purpose of committing his par­
ty  to an espousal of them. It will re­
quire all the Ingennity of thslr most 
stdrolt polltleiaas to a\*srt an open 
brspeh In the republican party. They 
regard th e  message as having lllnml- 
natsd the fundamental and Irrsconcil- 
abls conflicts between ' Rooseveltlsm 
and Republtcanlsm. They never appre­
ciated quits so poignantly as they do 
ton lg lt that their party holds its pow­
e r by vlrtne of the popularity of a 
man wbb Is not a repnbUcan.

AOTSfal weeks ago. when the finan­
cial stringency began to be felt In the 
South west, the three banks of this 
city , as a precautionary measure*for 
the protection of the business imerests 
of this city and section of the country, 
placsd a limit of KO on the withdraw­
als of currency In one day. At that 
time the banks were In excellent shape 
and the action was taken merely as a 
'■prscantlonary measure to keep tbe'CU^ 
Irency which was kept on deposit froi|t 
being drawn to other points where the 
frightened people were securing sH the 
cash they could get bold of and boid- 
1ns IL

The peot>le of Wichita Falls readily 
adapted themselves f.o the conditions 
and business was sca i^ Iy  affected by 
the withdrawal restrictions, as indl- 
vidual checks were cheerfully accept­
ed In the place of currency.

In this connection it may be stated 
that the banks of Wichita Falls were 
much more' liberal than the banks of 
almost any 'o t^er town In Texaa In 
many places, withdravralnof only IS.OO 
a da)' were permitted and not more 
than flS.Od was permitted to go out in 
any one week.

Gradually, however, the money strin­
gency. which bad its origin in the New 
York stock exchange, was relieved by 
tbe\ importation of vast sums of gold 
from Europe and for several weeks the 
situation ha^  been constantly necoin-' 
ing better. Big shipments o f cnrren«.*v 
t.i the Southwest are furnishing the 

' necessary f i ^ k  to  move the immense 
crops and othet products, and since 
the local banks are paying out money 
without any .hinlt. the people right 
here in Wichita Falls can now believe 
that the financial flurry has passed 
Into history, and may now face the 
future with renewed conEdsnce and I 
high hopes for a prosperous

Schmidt’s dssth wss wUossssd by s 
.DSgro Bsrasd Bird, s drivsr for tbs 
ODieams-Lysaght-Blsir wholsssis gro- 
ssry/who bsppensd to bs psssisg dowp 
the street st the time ssd ssw Schmidt 
fall to the groand. Bird called for help 
and soos eereral persons were on the 
scene.

The victim had ^ Ilea  to the ground 
against s beer keg at the side of hi|i 
saloon and a aei r̂sd mark acrosa.Che 
tMlm of bla right hand, and the po^ 
Uooa of the still burning flesh aparh- 
llag on the wire clearly explained thje 
canae of bla death. Or. Miller wna 
Bommoned. bat a glance at the nuth 
was suEiclentjo tell him that he was 
beyond all earlhiy aid, and that daatk 
most .have hewn Inatantaneoua |

Jnatice Brbthera ana aummoned a«ja 
after be had vieared the body and thh 
premlaea, the renialna were removed 
to Jackaon ,Bros. andertaktag parlora 
to be prepared for burial.

’The wire which' cauaed Schmidt^ 
death waa aa ordlaary No. g amooth 
wtre that had been fastened to the 
electric light wires that eater the aa- 
loon at the north aide of the center 
of the saloon building Jnst beneath the 
eavM and then run down along the 
aid«' of tiw building and wrapped 
around the top board of the fence that 
runs from the aaloon building acroedf 
the front of the wagon yard adjoining 
the aaloon on the north.* This wtre 
had evidently been placed there to 
draw .tight the electric wlres^runalng 
Into the aaloon building and prevent 
them from rubbing against or cutting 
the edge of the roof. It has aot y«t 
been eatabllahed whether Mr. gchmidt 
or others placed the wire there. This 
wire bad worn through the Inaulatlon 
of the electric light wire and furalahed 
a means of cooduetlns the powerful 
electric cumeit to the top bowrtl of the 
fence. ^

Aa Bchraldt waa alone at the time. It 
la not known how be happened to be at 
tbe .^corner of the building. Not ass* 
ptictl'ng the ealatence of the fauil cur­
rent, he evidently rested his hand 
agninat the fence and by sMldent 
clutched the wire, thus coming Into 
contact with tbs powerful current 
which killed him Instantly.

Schmidt was about 60 years of age 
and had eondnetad a wagoa yard and 
later a saloon la thia city during the 
past fifteen years. |lseently his wife 
aecsred a dlvoroe from him.

He Is survived by five children, one 
of whom la a aoa by his first wifa, and 
now Uvea la Dsnlson. *111̂  deoam 
jvaa a member of the Oennaa Lutheran 
diarch and was a member of the 
Sona of Hermann, In which he carried 
11.000 life insnranc«.

Tbe fnneral will take place this af­
ternoon under, tbe auspices of the Sona 
of Hermann.

The foHowtng la tbe account pf the 
i^ath of Schmidt, as given by Andrew 
Bird, tbe negro driver, and the only 
Witness of bla death. Byrd’s lesUmooy 
before Justice Brothers Is aa follows:

*i was in Billy Schmidt’s wagon yard 
about 5:60 Wclock on the evening* of 
November 2fith. I bad jus^ got tb^ key 
lo the feed house from Mr. Bchmidt 
and fed tbe team that 1 waa attending 
to. I waterM the team. *He spoke of 
tbe cooditioo of the team and went 
over In the corner made by bla front 
fence and the bouse. 1 noticed him 
aUnding ^ n in g  agalnst^the fence*. I 
put the horses ap and I noticed that be 
waa there yet. but he appeared to be 
falllag. I started to him and be fell 
before-I could get to him. I called to 
other parttea who csbm  and I left.”
