Cyrus IV. Simmons, who was drown

He had gone to the lake accomitanled 
by bis friend and roommate, E. Clagett 
The couple had been swimming rejpi 
larly there twice a week during the 
summer.

Mr. Clagett, la eaplalning the acci 
dent, said that Mr. Simmons was not 
a good awimmer and that be seldom 
ventured oulaMe of the ropes defining 
the deep water. Yesterday afternoon, 
however, he atarted out Into deep wB' 
ter. After Mr. Clagett had crossed the 
lake Mr. Simmons shputed to him that 
he waa coming acroM. Mr. Clagett 
shouted hack for him net to make the 
effort. T)ie advice waa not heedH 
boprever. When the young man reach 
ed the central portion of the lake, with 
nut a rry he sank Mr. Clagett swam 
rapidly toward bitn, but when be reach 
ed the S|>ol where Mr. Simmons had 
dlaap>ieare«l he was not to be seen. Mr 
Clsgell dived and seised the Itodr, but 
being eshausted and much lighter than 
Mr. Simmons, he could not effect 
rescue. He’ roe«' to the surface and 
called for help. Boats and hooks, as­
sisted by divers, recovered the body 
after it bad been in the water about 
th irty  minutes. When the i>arly reach 
ed the shore an effort was made to re 
vlve the young man. but to no avail 

'  Mr. Simmons had resided .in Dallda 
three and one-half years. He came here 
from Wichita Kails, where hla mother 
and stepfather reside. He worked for 
Rnl.erl Ralston on first coming to the 
city, and had recently l*een paying 
teller- In the First State Bank of Dal 
las. He had nuiny friends in this city 
who re g n t (he unfortunate occurrence 
and the iintlmrly end. He was a mem 
her of the First Mclhodist church and 
In character was exemplary

The young man's mother is at pres­
ent In Arkansas on a visit, and the 
funeral arrangrm ents will not be made 
until word has been received from her. 
It Is likely ihaf she will leave at once 
for Dallas and that the body will be 
shipped to M'UhIta Falls fur Inter­
ment.

In His STth Yaar, On« of Last Tw«
•urvlwing Confafiarat« OaMrals, 

Pasaas Away.
Biloxi. MIta., Aug. SO.—Oaneral Alex- 

andar P. Btawart, one of tha last two 
surviving lieuteaanl generals of the 
Confederate Blatea Army, died at hla 
home here today. Although In hla STth 
year and suffering fiom the Infirmilles 
of age. General Stew art’s  death waa 
sudden and came as a distinct shock 
and surprise to bis relatives and 
friends.

Eirthplaca Taneaeee.
A native of TeaneHee, Oea. Stewart 

lived the greater part of hla life In that 
Stale, but of late, had bMn making hla 
home In Biloxi, where he found the 
salt a ir 'and  pine woods of great bene- 
St to hla health. He was born at Kog- 
ersrille. Hawkins county, Tennessee. 
Oct. 21. 1821, apd received his early 
education in that State. Later he was 
appointed to ' the United States Mili­
tary Academy at West Point and grad­
uated with honors from that Inailt«- 
lion in June, 1S42. Following hl^ grud- 
uatlon. he was made a eecond l^ le n -  
ant In the third United Slates artillery, 
and later transferred i|0 West Point, 
where be served as one of the aasist- 
anta to the professor of matbeowtlcs. 

Laavas Army.
Resigning from the a rm y ,|n  1845. 

General Stewart accepted the chair of 
m alhem alidrand natural philosophy nl 
Cumberland University, Tennessee. Be­
sides attending to his duties as a pro­
fessor, he held a rommisslon In the 
Tennessee Stale militia and served as 
an Inalruetur in artillery.

At the outbreak of the civil war he 
was commissioned as a brigadier gen 
eral in the Confederate States army, 
made a major general in I8U  aad re­
ceived hla commission sa lieutenant 
general one year later. The cloae of 
the war found him in command of the 
Army of Tennessic.

•ewthem Educator.
Like the I.,ee8, Gen. Stewart, after 

the close of hostilities between the 
States, gave btniself up to the Inatrur 
tion of the Southern youth and served 
from 1874 to 188C aa chanrellor in the 
University of Mississippi. In 18M he 
was apitointed one of the commlasion 
era of the Chickamauga National Park, 
and from that time until he moved to 
Biloxi he made bis home In Chattu 
nooga.

Gen. Stewart aiient the last years of 
his life devoting himself largely to III 
erary work. He was regarded as an 
authority u|)on the many stirring 
events which marked the country dur 
Ing his lifetime and several high hon 
ors were conferred upon him In con 
necilon with this work, among them a 
feliowahip In the Royal Hisloriral So­
ciety. He was married at Warren, 
Ohio, In 1846 to Mias Harriet Byron 
Chase, who died in 1898.

Buckner the LasL
.Only three months ago Gen. Stephen 

D. I.oe. rommander in chief of the 
United Confederate Veterans, who held 
the cohfinisslon of a lieutenant general 
in Ihe Confederacy, answered the last 
roll call, and his death left only two 
officers of the Cnnfe<lfrscy of equal 
rank. These were General Stewnrt 
and General Simon Bolivar Buckner of 
Kentucky. General Stewart's death to­
day leaves Gen. Buckner the only su r 
viving lieutenant general of the Con 
federate States Army.

Everyone 
snppoeed that she had fainted aad 
ahe was quickly picked up and carried 
to a sofa In the BheriVa office and a 
physician summoned.

Reinhardt waa 
deed.

Ball Quiekly Fixed.
The defendant had taken (he stand
