the state governments In all their
vights, as the most competent admin-
our domestic concerns
and the surest bulwarks against antl-
republican tendencies,” and “the pres-
«rvation of the general government in
It whole constitutional vigor, as the]
xheet anchor of our safety at hame and
peace abroad.”

As
she alighted from the cab, the driver
saw that she eargied a six-shooter and
as soon as she had stepped a few feet
he turned his horses about and start

od to drive away, intending, presum-
hly, to glve warning. Mrs. Allen how-
over, suspected his design and headed
him off when he reached the coal
chutes and compelled him to drive
back to the spot where she had alight-
. In-the meantime, Allen and the
Wheatley woman, who had been out
driving, had returned and were seated
in the buggy in front of the house.

Mrs. Allen, after the shooting,
said that when she started out to find
her husband took the revolver only to
proteet herself and not to shoot any
one, but lost control of herself when
«ha saw her Rusband’s arm about the
woman.

Walking straight t8 the buggy from
the rear she fired into the woman's
side when not more than two feet dis-
tant. The bullet entered under the
left shoulder blade and passed Lthrough
the body, lodging under the skin in
the right breast

Mortally wounded, the Wheatley wo-
man's body lurched forward over the
wheel, just as the horse, frightened by
the report of the sixshooter, lunged
forward and started to run away. The
reing bad been lying loose over the
dash board and before Allen could re-
zain them and check the frightcned an-
imal it had carried them some littie
distance., Within ten minutes afte:
Leing shot, the woman was dead.

When the shot was fired Gwinn and
Jenigan were approaching the house,
not forty feet away, on their search
for Allen. Seeing Mrs. Allen run from
the scene, Gwinn started ir pursalt,
overtook and brought her back to town
Mrs. Allen was in a high state of de
lirfum of excitement and remained In
that condition throngho@! “the night.
Being subject to attacks of- heart trou-
ble, it was feared that she might sue-
cumb, bwt this morning her condition
was sald to be Letter.

Last night while being taken to the
hotel, Mrs. Allen told Marshal Gwinn
that she had not realized what she was
doing until she pulled the trigger and
at that instamt thought of her children.
This fact probably saved Allen from
being shot” also.

The body of the Wheatley- woman
was reffoved to Jackson Bros. morgue
and prepared for hurial this morning.

Cents—$100,000 Will Be Ex-
pended on Plant.

From Friday's Dally, 4
The city council In executive ses-

ban, his assoclates and assigis, the
right to operate & gas works In the city
of Wichita Falls, to pipe gas Into the
city from any point and to lay pipes,
mains and other necessary conductors
in the alleys, streets and through pub-
lic grounds for a perfod of twenty-five
years,

Among the conditions under which
the f(ranchise was granted was oope
upedryfn; that the maximum charge
for gas was to be 50 cents per 1000
cuble feel.

The franchise was granted upon the
expres sprovision that Mr. Bahan, his
assigns or assoclates should  withip
thirty days from date either them-
selves begin the boring of a deep w’l
at or near Petrolia or procure ‘
other person or torporation to dq
for the purpose of securing a supply o
natural gas for use In this city; and
further, that they shall ‘within six
months from date begin the construe-
tion of a pipe line from said point, or
some other place where gas may be
procured, to this city and shall within
nine months from date have finished
such pipe line to this city.

In event they shall fail to comply
with the foregoing provisions then the
franchise shall, at the option of the
city, be forfeited.

Before leaving for his home at Cor-
sicana last night Mr. Bahan sald that
he and his assoclates were  prepared
to begin work at once, and that he ex:
pected within a few days to have ar
rangements made for starting the drills
in a deep well on land upon which op
tions are held in the Petrolia field.
While the statement is not authorita-
tive, it is said that Mr. Bahan ls con-
nected with the Navarro Refining Com-
pany and that he proposed to organ-
ige a separale company to furnish gas
to this city.

Jt is also sald that Mr. Bahao s a
