W’e have found Iwenty-elght true 
billa which we have returned Into 
conn.

We are glad to note that the peace 
officers of Ihe county and city are 
working In harmony and unlaon for the 
euforccmeni of Ihe law and we are led 
to believe that If the people will give 
them the moral suppon they should 
have they will do better work In the 
future than they have ever doae In Ihe 
peat,

Aa It la there are entirely too many 
people who are either wholly Indiffer­
ent to the enforcement of the law or 
eJae are opposed to its enforcement.'es­
pecially with reference to mlademran- 
ors. The officers shouhl have the 
hearty cooperation and aupport^of all 
good cltlsena in every effort they make 
to keep down crime and the people 
should assist them as fat as they may 
be able In enforcing the law. '

Backed by a, sound sentiment, there 
should be DO sort of dirncnlly In sup­
pressing many of Ihe places of vice in 
Ihe city.

We have returned some hills against 
persons charged with keeping dlaor- 
derly bouaea and If these fall to sup­
press them we recommend to Ihe coun 
ty and city offtcers to mnttiply proee- 
cntlona until they are catlrely wiped 
out. ^

We have examined the county jail. 
We And It well kept and clean, but 
It la entirely too small for tba needa 
of tha conaty.

It la full of prtaoBers bow and If It 
had act been for the eacaiw of aeveral 
prisoaei% atnee the laat ferm of Ihe 

. oonrt. It would have been Impossible 
for the number we would have had to 
have beea confined there.

ft needa some better aaaltary af- 
raagementa and we eemeatly recom­
mend to the commlsalonara court the 
bnlldiag of a large addition to the jail.

When H first came to view, 
Ihe moBUior seemed to stand sllU tor 
a moment, and then seeming to gather 
stTuugth SB well as sise. It shot across 
the heaveus. leaving a broad, bright 
Irán of fire.

After Iraverslag Ihe heavena for' a 
(moaiderable diaianee It aeemeif to 
buraf. after It«  manner of a huge aky 
rocket, Ihrwwlng sparks In all direc­
tions, and then went nnt entirely.

People ran ont of Iheir homes, 4>e- 
lleving lhal either a great elecitiral 
4(orm was upon them or that their 
own bornea were on fire.: horsea and 
cdlilo trembled In Iheir alalia, and 
even the cbkkeiia were dtatiirbed on 
ibrtr perches.

TTie wonderful phenomenoa was wit­
nessed by handreds of iieople In this 
city, and reports from Mineral Wells 
are lo Ihe effect that when the explos- 
loc of the huge meteor occurred,houses 
shrok on (heir foundations sad the ronr 
'it Ihe meteor ws« almost deafening.

~ Iff Andrews county, shout four and 
s half miles north of Its geographical 
center. Ilea a most remarkable body of 
water, known aa Sbafter Lake. This 
lake covers about two sections of land, 
lies 3,500 feet above sea level and 50 
feet below, the elevation of the aur 
rounding country, and la a lake of clear 
salt water, free from alksll. In this 
respect It differs from other salt lakes 
of tbe eonihweet. The lake Is fad by 
flood rains, having no outlet.

Surrounding it Is a beautiful beach 
of sand and sail, parkini so har<l thit 
i* affords an almost idsal course fo.; 
antoniobiles and It is expected by An­
drews county people that it will or 
used for this purpose when aiilomi.- 
blles l>ecome common In the weste ii 
country.

The town of Shafter l.nke, aged otir 
year, and a thriving infant of 150 aonla. 
lies on' the weat bank of thia remsrK- 
able round lake, and is tbe trading cen 
ter for a rick area surrounding It. It 
aspires to became tbe county seat, tbe 
county not yet having been organised. 

'The remarkeable pari of this Inland 
It lake la that the grasa grows al 

most to tbe waters’ edge or to thr 
beach, to be exact. ’There la no vece- 
tstion In the lake and no fish are lu 
be found In Its waters.

In the dry season tbe water evap 
orates to some extant, leaving shallows 
covered srtth s heavy deposit ef sett 
coarse of gndn, but pure and aolUble 
for stock aalt, preaervlng or other com 
mercial purpoaas.

Tbera la so alkali la this‘ salt and 
the people of Shafter Lake do conald- 
erable buslaaas In digging It out and 
Belling It to stockmen and other large 
users la tha surrouadlng country, 
though the abaeoce of railroad com­
munication prevents Its belsg shipped 
out. ------

Tbe deposits are too soft for horses 
to tread npon with say anccesa In get­
ting out Ibis salt and sn Ingenious con­
trivance hss bacn pgt Into nse, where­
by through a systam of palleya s great 
acoop balding flvn hundred poiaidB la 
run through tha buff und drugged a 
distance of 150 yadru to where It run 
be kwdod In nrn«nUB. The auR W vary 
aiaUlar to the Colorado aalt made by 
solar avufforatioB. balag very conme of 
grain and pnm white.

'Tbis odd lake la surronnded by many 
mineral dapositA changlBg in natare 
every few Steps, abundance of bnlldlag 
matarisi belag representad by fire clay, 
gravel, mica and flintn.

Bat whan tbe winds Mow over the 
great lake and raise tha white caps asd 
at the lime whan docks and other wa­
tet fowls freqaent tbis body of water. It 
Is time to sea Kafter Lake, and then to 
refleet that It is saN. while Jest g step 
or so sway Ilea fertile leads, forming 
another of the aaiqne fealnree of Tex 
aa, tbe land of tbe unexpected and tbe 
remarkuMe la natare.—Correspondent 
of Dnilns News.
