MORE ABOUT HOUSE NUMBERING.

Official Numberer Writes Communica-
' tion ot the Times.
Editor Daily Times:—

My atention has been called to an
article in Saturday's Times in vhiech
you seem to have beem misinfoirmed,
and as It shows me up in a false Hght
befare the people, I call your attention
to It, believing that no injustice was
intended. Then, again, it is due.to the

public that they, who have never read | -

the published ordinance or the untice
of my appointment a;; official number-
er, should know that I am' acting offi-
clally and that I am working strictly in
harmony with the requirements of the
ordinance.

The ordinance, No. 83, was passed
March 12th, 1907, and published that
week in'the Merald. :

I was appointed official numberer as
provided in such ordinance April 2nd,
1907, notice of said appoidtment hav-
ing been published in the Herald.

The ordinance was passed in order
that the city numbering might be uni-
form and requires that everyone shall
have their houses numbered; that they
may apply to the, ity numberer for
their numbers and that he shall not
charge more than Torty-five cents for a
pumber of three figures, nor more than
60 cents for four figures and that he
shall not be allowed more than twenty-
five cents per number for putting them
on. Section 5 of the ordinance reads
as follows:

“It shall be the duty of the official
numberer to give notice to the owner
or occupant of every house in the city
of the official number by which said
house shall be known and if the own-
ers or ocupants of any such house
shall fall, after ten days notice given
them as above provided, or shall ‘re
fuse or neglect to place the proper
number on such houses or premises in
accordance with the provisions of this
ordinance, such person shall be deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction shall be fined In any sum
not less than $1.00 and not more than

“.M."
As some people do not seem to un-

derstand the quality of the letters used
in the work, 1 wish to say that they
are polished aluminum, the very best
article that I could buy. Owing to the
recent advance in the price of alumi-
num, and that wholésale houses do not
carry ngun--' in stock of size required
by the ordfnance, I placed a special
order with a manufacturing company.
