Being toward the east and near the 
dawn, the comet was not so hrilttoat 
ns It was yesterday morning. This la 
accounted, for by tne that tlD 
light of the BUS ahlnea across It and 
■omowbat dims lté splendor. Tonof- 
row morning the comet may probably 
still be visible, bat It wlU be seat or 
southeast and It may be that the ana’s 
light will obacura It more than It did 
this morning.

The body of the comet aras plainly 
visible this morning, but the tall was 
hardly* dlatlngulahable. The tail 
ranges upward from the comet Itself, 
and looks like a  small “milky way»” ■

Ail who aaw 'th e  comet Tuesday 
morning unite In 'describing It as be­
ing ,of phenomenal brilliance. ’The 
light from IL until the coming of the 
daarn. was such th a t  It filled.that part 
of the heavens alinost like a full moon.

Th« shower of meteorites wbkh the 
astronomers predicted fpr Bstnrday 
night -waa a ’ tiitla  dlsappoitnlng ̂  to  
many who bad not stopped to reckoa 
the scale on w hkh' the heaveqs are 
conducted. Many people expected that 
the display would begin at a certain 
moment and that it would continua 
with aom ethh^ doing all the time af­
ter the maniieii of the destruction of 
Pom|K-li and similar attractions. « ’The 
display that look place was hardly up 
to such expectations, but It was onei
of resi beauty,

Instead, however, of the ‘̂ shower*’ 
taking place in an hour or so, the fall 
of meteorites has been going on for 
a week and was simply a t ils height 
Saturday apd Sunday nights. Every 
)'car at about this time the eartb pass­
es through the orbit of\ a swarm of 
small niasse^ of “star dust,“ known oŝ  
the l.eonids and a number of meteor-, 
ltds or shooting stars become visible.

’Thesci with the meteorites from the 
tail of Btooc’s comet, 'through whkh 
the earth pwssed this year, made the 
number larger than usual. ’I^hf fall of 
meteorlfes went on during tbc dayUght 
j^st ak hiiich a s . a t night, but the 
l^ a te r l ig h t  of the sun ootshown them 
nd their were Invisible. Saturday and 
unday nights the people who watched 

for the ukteodtes saw a number at ir­
regular ;lntervals and many of them 
were of great beanty.

‘ KmharSe Has Been Lifted.
'  Port Worth. Tex.. Ang. li.-^'The 
strike of the Colorado aad Sonthem 
trainmen came to an end yesterday 
with a  vietory for the strlksrs. ae- 
cording to Information received In P t  
Worth yesterday..

The trainmen la the servlee of the 
Colorado and Southern hare been on 
strike for over a month, ^and freight 
traffic on the road was almost com­
pletely itied up. Some days sufflcleht 
crews were secured .fo operate one or 
more freight trains, but all durthg the 
strike period the road was unable to 
handle more than a bare minimum of 
freight traffic. Instead of Improving, 
the 'situation grew worse as It pro* 
gressed, and for the past ten days the 
Port Worth aad Dearer City has ac­
cepted practically no freight shlpmeuts 
for Colorado, nor received any Texas 
bound freight. Perishable staffs have 
been barred entirely, and what solid 
comnMMlItira that haVe been moved 
have been received subject to iadefl* 
nlte delay. Passengor business has 
not been Interfered with. 1

Officials of the Denver road In tl|fo
city received the first Intlnmtloa of^a
settlement of the strike yesterday
