The TV people ran Dizzy
off a few seasons back and we
took that with a minimum of
complaining-type muttering,
Some people said they stopped
watching the day Dizzy quit,
We didn’t go that far and con-
tinued to watch the Game of
the Week eventhough we
thought Curt Gowdy, who re-
placed Dean, was worse than
no announcer a'tall,

But that was just the be-
ginning,

Announcement was made
recently that NBC had fired
Reese, Sad part of that is
the TV people have no reason
for their action, Evidently, the
fact that a majority of the peo-
ple who watch the show are
happy has no influence with the
big boys, whoever they are,
who call the TV plays, Sandy
Koufax, the former great Los
Angeles pitcher, was on the
show last year with Reeseand
Gowdy. ‘‘Three.in the broad-
casting booth was too many”
was the excuse given, Maybe
so, but does that mean that
Gowdy gets to stay on, with
a new partner, Koufax is de-
moted to the backup team and
Reese is fired?

You bet, that's what it
means,

Gowdy's new partner will
be Tony Kubek, a former
Yankee player, We have noth-
ing against Kubek but there's

WEED CONTROL
IN COTTON

For most profitable use of
herbicides, careful attention
should be given to planting
method, Results of Texas A&M
University Agricultural Re-
search and Extension Center
at Lubbock have shown that
planting on top of the bed im-
proves stands and minimizes
replanting, After light show-
ers, fewer weeds emerge in
cotton planted on top of the bed

than in cotton in the furrow,
Cotton planted on top of the
bed can betreated with direct-
ed spraysand flame much ear-
lier and sooner than cotton
down in the furrow.

Chemicals can be usedpre-
plant, pre-emergence or post-
emergence to control weeds in
cotton,

The following weed control
recommendations are made by
Dr. Allen Wiese and Dudley
Smith in their latest research
report entitled ‘“Weed Control
in Cotton in the Panhandle &
South Plains,’’

PREPLANT HERBICIDES

Use of preplant herbicides
is most profitable on fields
where severe weed problems
exist and hoeing costs have
been high. Best results have
been obtained whenherbicides
are applied to dry flat soil
prior to bedding for pre-irri-
gation, Within 4 hours after
application and before bed-
ding, herbicides must be in-
corporated 2 to 4 inchesdeep,
This {s bestaccomplished with
a tandem disk. Care should be
taken not to list deeper than
incorporation or middles will
become weedy prior to plant-
ing, Cotton should be planted
on top of the bed or in a shal-
low furrow to avoid moving
herbicldes tothe middles, thus
leaving the cotton row unpro-
tected,

mony in Colorado, although in
Arizona it is open to visitors
but no pictures are allowed,

The ‘“‘pageant of Passion’’
begins the mysterious cere-
mony with primitive dances,
pantomime and chanting the
story of the betrayal, cruci-
resurrection of
Christ, according to a Den-
ver Post story,

Members of the religious
group, all fathers of the fam-
ilies, wear the black hoods
or other significant ones, The
tribe selects a ‘‘Judus’’ to
lead to the cross of crucif-
ixion during the week’s cere-
monies and with emotions ris-
ing to a fever pitch, the men
beat oneanother with the wired
whips to atone for their sins,
