Ten Per Cent Declaredy By Plant at
1 Weatherford.

Weatherford, Tex., Sepi. 18.—The
annual meeting of stockholders of the
Weatherford cotton yarn mill was held
yesterday afterncon and declared a
dividend of ten per cent on the capital
stock of $75,000, The entire old hoard
of directors were re-elected, with G. M.
Bowle as president. The mill is now
shut down until October 1 to permit
necessary repairs and to clean up far
the fall and winter ‘run. The matter
of increasing the plant was deferred
for the present to permit plans and
specifications to be submitted. It is
very probable that the increase will be
made and that it will practically dou-
ble the capacity of the plant, which
would increase the capital stock from
$75,000 to £150,000.

Mcfclhfs Holdings Large.

John D. Rockefeller owned more
than one-fourth Interest in the old
Standard Oil trust, according to the
testimony of W. H. Tilford in the
federal proceedings against the Stand-
ard Oil Gempany of New Jersey here
today. Tilford testified that it was
correct that Rockefeller owned 256,
854 shares out of a total of 972,000
shares of the Standard Oil Trust Cer-
tificates In 1902 and that later an as-
sighment 'was ‘made transferring to
Rockefeller his proportionate interest
in the stocks of the aubuldlnr‘ com-
panies.

The Necessity For Equilibrium In Bird
Flight, !
It is. likely that the bird’'s superb
ease and grace In the alr are due to its
ability to maintain absolute balance. |
If a gull fnakes the mistake of bend-i
ing until the wind strikes Its head
and wings on the top It will tumble |
instantly. And the salling birds, |
though they make no flapping mo(lon:
of their wings, are céhnstantly balanc-
Ing themselves, like a man on a tight
rope. Bome sclentists have maintained
that the alr sacs make It possible for
the bird to manage minute changes
that are very valuable In restoring
equilibrium. It s known that the
wing is Joined to the body of the bird
by what is called a universal joint, |
enabling the creature to make almost
every possible motion. The body of a
man s heavier than water, but If he
gets Into a position of perfect balance
he will float, Iu »ome such way, It is
clalmed, the bird floats in the alr. But
as the bird would fall much more rap-
Mdly in\the -air than a man's body |
would sluk in water the!necessity for
a far mpre subtle ability to keep the
centér of gravity on the part of the
bird is apparent; hence, according to
this theory, the bird is provided for
this purpose with the most sensitive
equipment, made up of nerves and
mysterious alr ducts, many of the wing
feathers perhaps acting as sentinels,
warning instantly of the slightest ap-
proach of shifting currents.—Every-
