Four Distinct Exploalona.
The mill« went op with three dis­

tinct explosloaa. followed ninety min­
utes later bT a foorkh. even more ae- 
rioos than the nthers. when the maga- 
xlne went up. Immediately followiag 
the explosloa the wreckage took fire 
and the inhabitants of the town who 
rushed to the rescue of the mill em­
ployes found themselves powerless to 
aid those burning In tbe ruins, tbey 
srorked frantically In constant danger 
from posaibla succeeding expkMlons. 
uomtn<Jful of their ruined homes. Dead 
and dying were picked up and collect­
ed. Klghteen bodies ■ horribly burned 
xnd mangled were carted to a protect­
ed spot to await Identification, while 
the liadly Injured, numbering upward 
of Mrty. were put on a special train and 
•a ken to Terre Hante for hoai^Ul ac- 
eoiumodatlona. Scarcely one of the 
1,000 Inhabitanta of the town but car- 
rM  blood on bands and fSice from bis 
own wounds or those of people who 
had required aid.

Fleeing Empleyea Fail to Escape.
The mills were located one mile 

south of the town. With tbe first ex- 
pimton the employes ran for safety, 
bnt moat of them were killed or wonnd- 
ed by the snbseqnent expkwioos. When 
the bent from'tbe burning mills ex­
ploded tbe giant powder magaxlne 
ninety mlnntes later, destroying the 
town by the ooncaasloo. many of those 
engaged In relief work were badly in-' 
Jured and several killed. 8ui»er1ntend  ̂
ent Monahan of the ptant was killed

while slttlag In his office, and hla wife 
and aiater-ln-law were killed In their 
home, some distance away.

Hemes a Maas of Wreckaga.
Among the bu'Mlng* totally destroy­

ed in tbe  ̂ town w.ere the Methodist 
and Christian churches, two public 
school buildlnga. the depot, all busi­
ness blocks. Including a large block 
Jnst completed, a large warehonae and 
too homes. In many of them the fronts 
were blown away, while in others the 
roof* were hurled Into space, tbe aide» 
blown out and left In a confused tuaas. 
of wreckage.

A Big Ppur railroad freight tra^fon 
the switch leading to the mills waa par­
tially destroyed by tbe expl^lon and 
the wreckage caught flre^' CnglLc^r 
Charles Wells waa bad|y'̂  burned and 
received a fracture of the right leg.
