STORE BURGLARIZED

“I am here to receive sentence at
your hands and not to be humiliated
by a lécture wiiich the nevsmpen can
repeat and print.”

These words, used in the remarkable
interruption of Mayor Schmitz of San
Francisco, while standing up for sen-
tence before Judge Dunne, point to
a moral If they do not tell a tale.

The particular sore spot that made
Schmitz . flinch was the publlclty of
his punishment.

More than the penitentiary sentemce
he felt the humiliation that was com-
ing to him through the newspapers.,

If only he could be condemned in a
corner and quietly put behind the pris-
on doors—that he' could bear with
equanimity.

But to be pilloried in the press, to
have his crime characterized in public
with the reporters at their tables tak-
ing it all down ready to blazen his in-
famy to every quarter of the globe—
that was the reflnement of cruelly to
this public man.

The moral of it, then?

The deterrent power of publicity.

More than all else the average man
dreads the punishment that comes

with - publication. He ‘imnstinctively

draws back from standing in the rull
focus of the newspaper limelight.

And that dread keeps many a one
from wrong-doing.

\The newspapers do not always live
up to their ideals, but every day they
render a great service by standing as
a mirrorto reflect the doings, good and
bad, of allthe people. '

Schmitz did not care lor the Judge's
lecture. He cared only because it was
a “lecture which thé newspapers can
repeat and print."-~<Fort Worth Tele:

Oklahoma Cotton Growers Hold Secret
Meeting—Will Hold Crop.

' Guthrie, 0. T., Nov. 1,~Cotton grow-
ers in all parts of Oklahoma and In-
dian Territory held secre¢f meetings
and discussed the cotton market situa-
tion. It was dpcided to hold the 1907
piek until cotton prices advanced to a
certain point.

/The cotton growers have a compact
organization, and each member s
sworn to secrecy. It is rumored that
the minmum price at which the farm-
ers will sell is fixed at 16 cents,

The action of the cotton growers to
hold the crop is considered in a favor-
able light by financial concerns as in-
dicating that the flurry has not fright-
ened the planters and that they are not
in need of ready money. The fact
that the banks will not be called on
to supply cotton purchase funds will
aid in restoring normal conditions. It
is esfimated that over 10,000 bales of
cotton will be/ held out of the market
in Logan county alone.

HE RETURNED ALONE

DALTON, THE FAMOUS BANDIT,
LEAVES HOSPITAL FOR THE
PENITENTIARY.

MAY YET BE PARDONED

Wound in Arm is Not Entirely Healed.
Effort to Extend Freedom Proves
Abortive. |

Topeka, Kan., Nov. 1.—Emmett Dal-
ton, former bandit, stepped abpard a
Union Pacific train this afternbon to
return to the penitentiary at Lansing,
alone. This was in accordance with
his agreement with, Governor Hoch,
last July, when the governor granted
him a three months’ parole to have his
wounded arm treated at a Topeka hos-
pital. -

The arm has not entirely healed,
and it was expected that the parole
would be extended. This would prob-
ably have been done had the governor
been in town, but he left for Washing-
ton several days ago, and had not re
turned late tonight. Efforts have been
made to locate the governor for the
last forty-eight hours, but all telegrams
havq been returned with the informa-
tion that he has left Washington and]
that' his whereabouts are unknown.,

Before leaving to resume his impris-
onment, Dalton saild: *“I am going
back to Lansing because that is what 1
agreed to do. My arm is in pretty
good shape. ' I can bend it some, and 1
think it is getting along well.

Home There is Waiting.

“I had, of course, hoped that 1 would
not have to go back, but this was on
account of my mother, as much as my-
self. She has been waliting gad plan-
ning for me down there at her home
in Kingfisher, and has hoped that 1
would be there as soon as my parole
expired. \

“I ean say this truthfully, that when
I go back to prison I can tell the boys
in there that it is up to them to make
good when they get out. If a man does
what is right when he is out, he will
get a square deal.

“The people are not inclined to give
a man the worst of it. I know that is
trie in my own case. 1 have met a
great many people here since getting
out on parole, and they have beén good
to me. Many people have interested
themselves in getting a pardon for me.
For those who have opposed a pardon,
and they are not numerous, I have
nothing but the kindest feelings. They
think they are doing what is right,
and, though they are mlﬁtaken. I have
no hard feelings toward them.”
