They
insisted that there was no pedd for any
alarm and that the closing‘of the Bank
of Commerce really cleared the atmos
phere and marked the first real step to-
ward the -restoration of confidence.
Many depositors in the Bank ‘of Com-
merce have been reassured by the dec-
laration of the offielals.

President s’ Statement.

“To the Public: Much as we regret
to do so, we are compelled to close the
doors of the National Bank of Com-

“Duringy this panic we have reduced
our deposits from $35,5600,000-+0 about
$16,500,0000, thus paying out over the
counter and by transfer to other banks
in this city and other cities $18,000,000
of deposits. This of itself. tells of our
resources. We have*made the fight of

“We hope to be able to open the
bank again in the near future for busi-
ness. We do not believe it possible for
a depositor in the National Bank of
ommerce to lose a dollar. We beg
your indulgence and forbearance until
our affairs can be arranged to the sat-
“isfiction of all parties interested.
“We appreciate the confidence of our
_pumerous customers, large and small,
and we hope to show in the (:.nd that
we have been true to the trust.

Rince more bread is eaten In the
course of a lifetime than any other one
article of food, It bebhooves us to have
it of the best possible guality.
in this era of strict pure food laws
flour will be adulterated, so it is up to
s to be able to test Its purity for our-
selves. The chief lugredients that are
mixed 4n flour are whiting and alum,

both of which can be .discovered by |
simple tests. To discover alum lnl

flour it Is only necessary to remember

that it coaguiates with milk. Soak a |
plece of bread in water until it Is en- |

tirely dissolved, then put it on fo beoll
with an equal guantity of milk. If
there is any alum lurking around great
clots will be formed. Even simpler|is
the test for whiting. Molsten the
thumb and first finger with a litlle
olive oll and rub between them a good
sized pinch of flour. If it turns brown,
but does not get sticky, its purity Is
pretty certain, 'Whiting's presence
will be shown by a sticky, pasty feel
Ing and no discoloration.

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field. It matters not which; take ad-
vantage of the situation, improve them,
cultivate them into bearing fine fruit,
make them a thing of beauty and profit
and a joy forever, If you haven't any
pecan growth, plant some. They grow
almost anywhere; in the fence corners,
along the streams, or in the cultivated
fields. But to be sure of something
worth the trouble of growing get graft-
ed trees of a reliable nursery. If you
plant the nuts, no matter how fine; to
make certain of good fruit you. must
still graft or bud; and it takes time.
The prerequisite to improvement is
the source of suitable fine buds to
propagate. On Colorado river almost
every bend, having a grove of pecan
trees, has one or more trees producing
superior nuts. This is probably true of
all streams from Red river to Rio
Grande. These superfor nut trees
should be marked a convenient source
of supply for propagation material
And if the trees are old and heavy
bearers it would be well to cut back
some branches so as to bring out new
growth from which to cut buds. In the
absence of these, in order to have va-
riety, and the best that can be had,
one should obtain a good variety of
grafted trees from a reliable nursery-
man, and have them growing hard by,
80 as always to have good fresh buds
convenient. With good, vigorous scions
on which to bud, one does not have to
walt long for returns. ' In March, 1903,
I put in some thrifty sprouts on Colo-
rado bottom, and in October, 1905,

|gathered a few mature pecans from

them. - They have increased very much
in size and yleld in 1906 and 1907.
When and How to Bud.

The month of March in Central Tex-
as is the time to bud, The process is
simple and easy. With a keen Kknife,
cut in downward at an angle of twen-
ty-five degrees just below the bud to
be used. Then chip out from above
taking a thin slice of the wood about
an inch long with the bud about the
center of the chip. Make a similar
cut in the sprout where the bud is to
grow and fit the bud snugly in this
cut.
