In general, ,the re­
striction has resulted in limiting fhu 
merchandise carried by rural carriers 
10 packages weighing In excess of 4 
pounds, or otherwise nnnuilable. The 
preeenl rate for carrying im-rcluinlise 
is prohibitive, and should such rate ns 
that recommended b# adored It would 
be an Inducement to patrons and local 
merchants to ntilixe the mails for the 
transportation of small iwckages to 
and from the dlstribnting iMMioffice 
and their Itoxes. (

It la significant that when the maxi­
mum pay of rnral curriers was nrly 
6 ^ .
