Since the law went into ef-
fect 466 state banks tookout Insurance
certificates, Twenty-six applications
were denied banks that could not pass
the rigid examination. There are 309
National banks in Oklahoma, and up to
the 10th of March, twenty-nine had be-
gun to operate under the new .law,
seventy-three had been examined by
the state bank examiners and will go
in as soon as the contract can be ratl-
fled by a meeting of the stockhoders.
About sixty National banks have re;
quested examination and many others
have called stockholders meetings to
determine the future policy of the
banks. Wm. J. Bryan is the first man
to agitate the question of guaranteeing
depositors of banks as a means of re-
storing confidence and averting runs.
