Outside of Hmestone regions I do
not find alfalfa, ‘or, at least, not more
than an acre or two here and thereand
(hat is having a hard struggle to live.
[ have seen, however, in South Arkan-
sus. un instance of the effect of the ap-
plication of lime on alfalfa on a sandy
soil which is deficient in lime. A bar-
el of lime was spread over avout one-
fourth of an acre and the alfalfa was
more than twice as large and a better
color with the lime than without it.
It was sowed last fall and I visited it
the latter part of March, at which time
the_limed alfalfa was 15 inches tall,
whereas the unlimed plants were but
six inches tall.

In.view of thig effect of lime on the
growth of alfalfa, it becomes a practi-
eal question whether or not it will
pa¥ to buy lime to apply to the non-
limev soils for the alfalfa crop. 1 will
s4y that there are numerous lime kilns
fri"North Arkansas from several of
which lime can be bought loose in car-

lots at prices ranging from $3.30 to
$450 per ton and that the freight to
points within the State on the princi-
pal raflroads ranges from a little less
than two dollars per ton to a little
more than that figure.

Assuming an application' ‘of 1,200
pounds of stone lime per acre (which
will make approximately a ton of alr
slaked lime, and assuming that one ap-
plication will last four or flve years,
the cost would be but a little more
than a dollar per acre per year.

A good way to apply this lime is to
put it in small piles at convenient dis-
tances apart, cover with fresh earth
and let it slake and when the slaking
