place of “soft drinks” of doubtful na-
ture and never invite a taste for strong
beverages. Delicate sauces and sher-
bets are also made from them.,

The preparation of fruit juices for
bottling is mueh like jelly m:nklng'; in
fact .a bottted  juice is merely jelly
sealed before it has reached the stage
where it will thicken, and t may even
become a soft jelly when cold, but will
dissolve readily in water.

For bottled julce, as for jelly, use
ripe, pertécl fruit, mash and cook with
just enough water to prevent burning,
strain a second time to maké the juice
entirely clear, To each cup of juice al-
low one cup of sugar; heat the juice,
skim, add the sugar, and when this is
dissolved, skim again, pour-into steril-
ized bottles and seal with bottle ce-
ment or paraffine,

A bag for straining fruits is best
when made with a point which brings
the entive welght of the fruit to press
ir one pace and makes the juice driy
easily. Fine cheesdcloth is a good‘
material; fold it to make two thick-
uesses, then fold the doubled material
in cornucopia shape and make a hem
over the top, inclosing » large embroid-
